“Waco Whitewash Continues” was
very informative and, for the most
part, accurate.

narrow a context. The problem with
the statement, “It's never the sol-
dier’s fault, seldom the equipment;

us. Actually, we all bleed unneces-
sarily, paying top dollar for the priv-
ilege.

Soldiers don't vote their com-
manders into office, but all the rest
of us indirectly do. And though mili-
tary traditions are somewhat pre-
served by career officers and acad-
emies, legislators and legal activ-
ists chip away at them. Maybe we
need a PAC For Responsible Com-
mand. Casting blame feels good,
but it's just a replay of the original
problem.

I think that Col. Hackworth made
an incorrect analogy comparing
Task Force Smith with the disaster
in Somalia (“Out of Somalia™). Task
Force Smith was formed in Japan
on a moment’s notice and sent to
Korea at a time of crisis with a spe-
cific two-fold mission, both of which
they accomplished.

In my eyes there is
no greater officer in the peace-
time army than one who puts his
career on the line to prevent the
frivolous or dangerous commitment
of his men.

| was saddened that Mr.
Fitzgerald dismissed Col. Summers
as “strictly a staff type” in Febru-
ary’s FLAK column. His rejection of
Summers’ book “On Strategy,” cou-

Because essential ele-
ments in conducting war, as de-
fined by Clausewitz and others, were
blatantly ignored by the policy mak-
ers in the United States, failure could
be the only outcome — and no
amount of courage on the battle-
field or innovative tactical applica-
tions could change it.

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Waco is a pious old cow town
on the Brazos River, the buckle of the Texas Bible Belt.
Sometimes called “Jerusalem on the Brazos,” it is home to
about 200 churches, 103,000 souls and the world’s largest
Baptist university, Baylor, which still forbids dancing on cam-
pus. Even the downtown streets seem to have been laid out
with puritanical zeal: straight, narrow and mostly one-way.

In the minds of civic boosters, though, Waco is the
“Heart of Texas.” Maybe. But it has not exactly been a
wellspring of Christian charity for surviving members of
the Branch Davidian cult.

These survivors are the remnants of a Seventh-day
Adventist Church splinter group, a community incinerated
in the fiery climax of a 51-day siege on their Mount Carmel
religious retreat by U.S. Army tanks and hundreds of fed-
eral agents.

The tragedy began after reckless and incompetent fed-
eral Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms (ATF) su-
pervisors decided not to arrest cult leader David Koresh,
wanted on firearms and explosives charges, quietly and
sanely. Instead, ATF agents Phillip Chojnacki, Chuck
Sarabyn and Ted Royster chose to risk the lives of scores
of innocents — mostly women and children — in a patheti-
cally vainglorious attempt at a paramilitary raid, necessi-
tated mainly by the presence of invited TV crews.

Responding to political pressure from Washington, D.C.,
Waco’s Red Cross chapter declared the Branch Davidian sur-
vivors ineligible for help because they had been involved in a
“civil disorder.” With the exception of the Salvation Army
and a few individuals, Waco largely shunned them. Like an
oddly colored, chicken that gets pecked to death by the rest of
the flock, the small clutch of Branch Davidians who began
roosting at the Brittney hotel in downtown Waco were widely
disliked, living symbols of blame for bringing undeserved
notoriety to a fine Christian city.

The Brittney threw open its doors to the Branch
Davidians because hotel manager Mark Domangue took

the biblical parable of the Good Samaritan to heart, decid-
ing someone ought to help these people, even if he could
neither understand nor condone their odd religious beliefs.
Domangue is now an object of the same scorn and social
ostracism experienced by cult members. He says his advo-
cacy for the rights of those dispossessed survivors has
drawn the only thing that might be worse than the wrath of
God: the wrath of the Internal Revenue Service.
Unfortunately, Domangue’s generosity apparently ex-
ceeds his business acumen. Acknowledging that the cumu-
lative effect of past financial difficulties along with the
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added burden of supporting cult survivors had overwhelmed
him financially, Domangue told Soldier Of Fortune how he
tried to settle his case with the IRS. But they rejected his
offer and “chose to publicly humiliate me because of my
support for the Branch Davidians.”

“It’s politically motivated harassment, pure and simple.
There are many, many people who’ve owed the IRS a
whole lot more than I do, for a lot longer than I have. What
happened to me is ridiculous,” Domangue said.

The IRS contacted Domangue last fall — when he was
becoming an increasingly visible and vocal critic of gov-
ernment conduct in the Waco disaster — and told him he
owed $14,442 in federal withholding taxes and unemploy-
ment insurance for a two-year period. The tax agents claimed
he owed this amount to cover non-paying guests — Branch
Davidians and others — who had helped out around the
hotel in exchange for room and board. The IRS deemed
these arrangements “bartered services” and, as such, tax-
able. Already strapped for cash, Domangue disputed the
IRS claim.

On 10 November, the IRS filed a lien against the hotel’s
property title as security for the 14 grand. Arthur Sanders
of Oklahoma City, who lent Domangue money to buy the
Brittney in 1991, wanted to settle the IRS claim and other
debts against the property by auctioning off the hotel.

Domangue said he first tried to negotiate a settlement
with the IRS. He had a U.S. Treasury check for $10,000 —
reimbursement of a cash bond he had posted to secure the
release from jail of Branch Davidian member Oliver Gyarfas
III. Domangue told SOF he offered the revenue service this
$10,000 and proposed making monthly payments on the
$4,442 balance. The IRS refused. So he told them he would
go ahead with the hotel auction and pay off the dept in full
afterward. Domangue said Sanders had also agreed to pay
off any liens after the sale, so any buyer would have a
clear title. ‘

The hotel’s auction sale was advertised and set for 1300 on
9 December. That morning, McLennan
County sheriff’s deputies served a tax
warrant on Domangue. They confiscated
the Brittney’s well-worn furnishings as
security against $5,175 in delinquent and
current local taxes. The state had already
filed a $1,362 tax lien against the hotel
property.

As the auction got underway in one
of the hotel’s second-floor meeting
rooms, seven plainclothes IRS agents
with weapons clearly visible burst in,
telling startled bidders to leave.
“There’ll be no auction today, Mark!”
shouted one agent who rushed in iden-
tifying himself as being with the IRS “criminal division”
— implying Domangue had committed a “crime.” He
nudged Domangue into a side room.

Domangue was held incommunicado briefly, then
emerged from the side room and encouraged local media
members to photograph the agents “who ran off my bidders
... They took off like a flushed covey of quail.”

“I got my hat and left,” remarked one bidder, Bill
Johnson. “When a guy walks in with a gun, it doesn’t take
me long to realize I don’t need to be there.”

Their “Get Smart Deal”
includes a one-gallon can, an
aerosol can and shipping for $20.
Soaking the baffles overnight in
Kroil will remove most of the
fouling.

The Arms Tech sound-sup-
pressed Ruger 22/45 pistol comes
with a special, proprietary-size
Safepacker holster. Originally

designed by Ralph Holzhaus 1l of
The Wilderness Center (Dept.
SOF, 5130 N. 19th Ave., Suite 7,
Phoenix, AZ 85015; phone: 602-
242-4945; catalog $1) to protect a
handgun during mountain rescues,
the Safepacker holster is fabricated
from 1000-denier Cordura nylon,
with one-quarter-inch closed-cell,
neoprene foam in between, and a
Fastex quick-release buckle. The
holster’s flap contains a Velcro
closure pocket. Inside is a
Spyderco Clipit Endura locking
folder knife with a plain-edged,
stainless steel blade that is
provided by Arms Tech. The entire
package consisting of the
suppressed Ruger 22/45, special
Safepacker holster and Clipit knife
is referred to as “The Operator
Pak.” | also carry a spare magazine
in the closure pouch.

In my opinion, the greatest
single advantage of the Safepacker
is surprise and, as a conseguence,
the draw stroke sequence should
always appear almost casual.

The draw stroke sequence —
developed by myself and a Sam
Spade-type who totes a Safepacker

everyday — is as foliows: Insert
the Ruger 22/45 into the holster
muzzle-first with the rear sight next
to the weapon compartment’s
Velcro breakaway closure. The
Safepacker is carried in the left
hand (for a right-handed shooter)
with the top of the pistol facing
down and the muzzle forward.
Swing the holster up and index it
and the butt end of the pistol
against your stomach, just above
the belt line. Slide the left hand
under the flap while positioning
the thumb and index finger of the
right hand on the Fastex quick-
release buckle. Open the buckle
and let the holster swing
downward while continuing to
hold the holster flap with the left
hand. Reach into the gun
compartment, brushing the Velcro
closure open while grabbing the
weapon. Withdraw the handgun,
let the Safepacker fall to the
ground and assume the Weaver
position.

of volunteers, as “everyone wanted to
stay at the front on Mount Igman be-
cause they were feeding us three boxes
of C-ration-type Yugoslav national
army rations a day. Three a day. No
one was worried about dying; we were
finally getting enough to eat.”

The attack on Mount Igman was
Zack’s last major combat action. He
returned to routine duties in positions
around the Jewish cemetery until leav-
ing in October 1993. The appreciative
Serb Chetniks of Novo Sarajevo
commissioned Zack a captain, and
the Serb government awarded him a
Serbian passport and honorable dis-
charge. Five Chetniks were awarded
the Serbian Medal of Bravery for
heroism during the Mount Igman
offensive. Kapetan Zlatko “Zack”
Novkovic was one of them.

mans and Ustashe, the nationalist
Chetniks, and Tito’s communists,
some 1.7 million Yugoslavs were
killed — more than half of them by
other Yugoslavs.

Only in such a convoluted and cha-
otic political arena could a criminal
figure akin to Arkan become a war
hero, rising political star, and one of
the richest men in his country. Once
prominent, however, the politically
ambitious can find former alliances to
be fragile, and former sponsors haz-
ardous. Arkan, or course, isn’t the only
former Serbian militia commander to
enter politics.

me. The surprised look on his face
said more than words could.” This sec-
ond apprehension was a “freebie” for
the local sheriff — a payback for the
many times Rick has been on the re-
ceiving end of assistance from a
sheriff’s department.

High-Tech Hunter

The two operations recounted
above represent only a small fraction
of those Rick has worked on both sides
of the Rio Grande over the past three
years. It's fair to say Johnny Yuma
would be proud of Rick’s aggressive-
ness and hard work, but he would also
be totally bewildered by the array of
equipment and weaponry Rick uses.

Of course, every bounty hunter
needs the equivalent of a horse; Rick
employs a highly customized van.
Built into the vehicle are racks and
compartments for a variety of elec-
tronic hardware and mission-specific
weaponry. Unlike Johnny Yuma’s

horse, Rick’s van doesn’t have to be
watered every couple of hours.

Operating from this technological
stallion, Rick can watch you, listen to
you, tape-record you, tell on you, pep-
per-spray and handcuff you, or blow
you away, depending on what floats
your boat. Moreover, he can do it any
time of day or night without you
knowing he’s there. Included in Rick’s
bag of tricks are:

* 9mm Glock 17 semiautomatic
pistol

* Pistol-gripped Mossberg pump-
action 12-gauge shotgun, with side-
saddle magazine and tactical sling

* Remington Model 1187 semiauto
12-gauge shotgun with standard rifle
sights

* 16-channel Motorola GP-300 tac-
tical radio with voice-activated capa-
bility when using headset, along with
standard two-channel radios

¢ Cellular phone-connected/fax-ca-
pable laptop computer able to access
various intelligence databases

* 150,000-volt stun baton

* Handcuffs, leg-irons and other re-
straining devices

¢ Various night-vision devices

Asked to name the secret of his

bounty-hunting success, Rick empha-
sized his good relations with local,
state and federal lawmen. By being
careful not to “tread on their turf” un-
less invited, he is increasingly asked
to lend a hand gathering intelligence
on fugitives sought by authorities.
Rick observed how his assistance has
been repaid many times over, that
“what goes around comes around.”

When asked about the going rates
for captured bail-jumpers, Rick said
his “commission” is normally 10% of
the amount of bail. However, he will
negotiate a lower price when the bail
is exceptionally large. His biggest pay-
off was around $10,000, while his big-
gest rip-off (the Gonzales operation)
involved some $8,000. But an aver-
age capture nets him about $500, so
he must bust roughly one bad guy per
week in order to meet expenses. This
can be a tall order, even in south Texas
where literally hundreds of bail-jump-
ers (mostly drug offenders) are hiding
out along a 50-mile-wide strip on ei-
ther side of the border.

When asked why he would stick
with a career as increasingly danger-
ous and erratically compensated, Rick
cited Hemingway, who observed there

championships. Our send-offs have only been outdone

by the homecomings.

| gave 17 years of my life to the U.S. Army and
three years to the Marine Corps. Although | am
extremely proud of my service, | am a bit envious of
the glory bestowed upon armed forces personnel
returning from these recent operations.

My war was the Vietnam War. There was no send-
off for me, other than hugs from my immediate family.
There were no yellow ribbons tied around oak trees in
my absence. There wasn't a quick, decisive victory
over a vastly outnumbered enemy. The homecoming
| received certainly didn’t resemble any parade. In
fact, for a long time after returning home, | felt / was
the enemy.

It was the summer
of 1969. | had just
been released from
my Marine tour,
which included 18
months in Vietnam.It
felt great wandering
the sidewalks in my
hometown of She-
boygan, Wisconsin.
At last 1 was on solid ground.

Green lawns and trees surrounded me. My feet
were not sinking in mud; the air was fresh and clean.
Safe and secure, | was home. Wearing my uniform
one last time, this was my solo homecoming parade.

A day earlier in California, our group of newly
discharged Marines traveled by bus from Camp
Pendleton to the airport. Numerous vehicles passed
us on the freeway, their occupants sneering at our
Marine Corps bus. A few passengers waved and
displayed peace signs, but more of them displayed
middle fingers, while some spat at our bus.

The joyful atmosphere present upon departing
Camp Pendleton had changed to quiet anger. A tough-
looking combat vet | sat next to lowered his head,
saying, “As soon as we get to the airport, this uniform
is coming off. | don’t want anyone to know | was a
Marine. Nobody cares what we went through in 'Nam.”

We both needed cheering up. “It will get better
when we get to our homes,” | said.

Close to tears, he replied, “It will never get better.”

Now back home, California seemed like 10 years -

past and a million miles away. | wanted to believe that
because this was Smalltown U.S.A., attitudes would
be different. After all, boys had always gone to war
from here and come back as men and heroes; Vietnam
vets wouldn'’t be treated any different. At the corner of
Eighth and Erie, | heard someone call out, “George!
You're back.”
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“To this day, it was the

hardest time | ever had

restraining myself from
committing a Class A felony.”

The young man approaching me was unfamiliar. Then
| recognized the voice as he asked, “Hey man, you don’t
recognize your old buddy Bob?” His features were
masked by a beard and shoulder-length hair — he didn’t
resemble the crew-cut Bob | knew in high school. He
wore a Make Love Not War T-shirt; a peace symbol
hung from his neck on a chain.

Chuckling, Bob said, “Back from the war, eh,
George? | can dig that. I'm just mellowing out during
summer break. Don’t want to go back to.school in the
fall, but it always keeps me out of 'Nam, know what |
mean, George? I'd rather party than fight.”

With my anger and frustration building, all | could
do was mutter, “I can see that,” and keep walking.

Bob shouted at my back, “Hey George, welcome
home! Get the monkey suit off and we’'ll party!” To this
day, it was the hardest time | ever had restraining myself
from committing a Class A felony.

Starting out at college a couple of months later, |
encountered many
people like Bob. During
one class, my professor
asked whether anyone
had been to a foreign
country. When | said I'd
been to Vietnam, he and
most of the students
laughed. He said he was
interested in cultural, not
combat, experiences.

The next day, | withdrew from the university, not
wanting to be in that type of intellectual environment.
It would take me until 1988 to receive my degree.

In 1972 | enlisted in the Army, to eventually retire
after 20 years’ combined service, once again moving
home to Wisconsin. Soon after my return, our forces
were battling in Desert Storm. Later, not long after the
Gulf War ended, | attended a victory celebration and
almost fell over when | saw Bob there. Now a well-off
businessman, he wore a $500 suit with a yellow ribbon
pinned to his chest.

“Hey Kulas, how you doing? Good to see you again,”
Bob said while approaching me with his arm extended
for a handshake.

Keeping my hands to myself, | asked, “What are
you doing here?” Smiling broadly, Bob boasted of
how his son fought in Desert Storm, saying how proud
he was of him and of all the troops who served there.
Puliing out a wallet, he said, “Kulas, he’s still in Saudi.
Let me show you his picture. He’s a sharp-looking
Marine.”

Looking at his son’s picture, | said, “Bob, he does
look good. We are all proud of our troops.” Looking
Bob up and down, | added, “But you're a walking
definition of a hypocrite dressed in a monkey suit.”
