One of the major problems, if 
not the major problem that the 
NRA specifically, and the pro-gun 
lobby in general , has in the fight 
for our Second Amendment is the 
loss of police support for the right 
of the individual to keep and bear 
arms. And by "police" I mean, in 
general, the ad­
ministrators and 
police officials 
who are subject to 
political pressures 
- not the aver­
age street cops. 

This problem 
began sometime 
after the anti-gun 
Proposition 15 
was soundly de­
feated in Califor­
nia - with the 
help of the vast majority of state 
law enforcement agencies. The 
anti-gunnies, though misled and 
insidious, are not stupid. They did 
an after-action analysis of their 
defeat and decided if they were to 
successfully push their agenda, 
they would have to win law en­
forcement over to their point of 
view. This they did over a period of 
years to the extent that virtually all 
major law enforcement organiza­
tions, such as the Fraternal Order 
of Police (FOP) and the Interna­
tional Association of Chiefs of Po­
lice (IACP) became the "running 
dogs" of the anti-gun lobby. 

Unfortunately, for a number of 
years the NRA failed to see this 
threat, and for reasons too long to 
go into in this short space, failed to

counterattack. We have seen the 
disastrous results. 

However, a relatively new orga­
nization, the Law Enforcement 
Alliance of America (LEAA), which 
is pro-gun and anti-crime, has 
taken up the lance to joust with 
the anti-gun FOP and IACP fascist 

swine. Its mem­
bership has 
grown to more 
than 40,000 
working law-en­
forcem ent offi­
cers and crime 
victims. And they 
have been effec­
tive. However, 
they need every 
one of us to join 
to increase their 
prestige , clout 

and their resources so they can 
fight even harder. 

As I write this a few days before 
the election, we are closely work­
ing with LEAA to "educate" the 
voters in turncoat Tom Foley's dis­
trict. I'll have more info on our 
efforts in the next issue.

According to a study 
by the Police Executive 
Research Forum, some 
15% of all robberies are 
committed with toy guns. 
Police department surveys 
found that more than 
30,000 imitation guns 
were involved in crimes or 
incidents during the 
previous five years. In 
those cases, more than 
250 involved a shooting 
by police, where the 
subject's activity was 
later categorized as "non­
criminal." 

Although 1988 legisla­
tion mandated that toy 
guns have a blaze orange 
muzzle insert, a study by 
the National Institute of 
Justice found that officers 
confronted with a toy gun 
"were not able to recog­
nize [the orange insert's] 
presence, prompting them 
to fire in nearly all 
confrontations at both 30-
and 15-foot distances." 
Looks like the kiddies 
need some instruction, ei­
ther in common sense or 
on concealed carry tech­
niques. And as SOPs 
FNG noted: "Looks like I'll 
have to start stockpiling 
toy guns, too."

Tl'ial by Fire 

m n the day before 
Thanksgiving in 
1968, the Crusad­

ers, the two lift platoons 
of the 187th Assault Heli­
copter Company, had al­
ready logged more than 
three hours of combat as­
sault time. We were on 
strip alert near the village 
of Dau Tieng when our 
flight leader received an­
other mission. He gave 
the pilots the signal to 
crank and we began our 
ritual. It was absolutely 
essential that we adhered 
to all flight safety rules 
and procedures. And that 
is one of the reasons I am 
alive today, scarred from 
second and third degree 
burns over 45% of my 
body, but alive. 

Immediately upon get­
ting the word, doorgunners 
and crew chiefs donned 
their protective vests and 
helmets. Making sure my 
Colt revolver rode be­
tween my legs, I put 
on my flak jacket and 
climbed into the pilot's 
seat. Before securing the 
shoulder harness and 
lap belt, I put my "chicken 
plate" inside my vest 
against my chest. The 
chicken plate was a 
22-pound, chest-shaped 
piece of armor worn in­
side the flak jacket for 
added protection. Some 
pilots sat on theirs. 

1 slid forward another 
piece of armor attached 
to the side of the seat that 
provided side and head 
protection. This made it 
nearly impossible to close 
your own door so the 
doorgunners would shut 
them for us once we 
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started up the engines. 
This left the pilot in a very 
difficult position should he 
have to exit the aircraft in 
the event of a fire. I was 
to discover this first-hand 
within the next hour. 

With the engine run-up 
procedures completed, I 
put on my brain bucket 
and fastened the chin 
strap. Without securing 
the helmet it would fly right 
off your head in a crash, 
and hair and ears are the 
first to go in a fire. Our 
helmets also had visors 
to provide some eye pro­
tection. In spite of the 
heat, everyone wore their 
sleeves rolled down and 
pulled their flight gloves 
up over the cuffs of their 
fatigues or Nomex flight 
suits . We wore leather 
boots because the nylon 
in jungle boots would melt 
right into your feet during 
a fire. 

That particular day I 
was not wearing my two­
piece Nomex flight suit. 
After having worn it for 
nearly a week, it stood in 
the corner of my hootch 
by itself. Even the rats 
stayed away from it. For 
all the money spent dur­
ing that war, pilots were 
only issued one Nomex 
suit and a rusty Colt re­
volver. Yet, as good as 
Nomex is, asbestos is re­
ally the only thing that 
would completely prevent 
burn injuries. But pilots 
can't dress like bomb dis­
posal experts. 

Even though I was a 
21-year-old first lieutenant, 
Warrant Officer Bob 
Trezona was the Aircraft 
Commander (AC} - ex-

perience taking prece­
dence over rank - and 
he was probably the fin­
est pilot in the company. 
ACs and crew chiefs flew 
the same helicopter daily 
unless it was down for 
maintenance. It was our 
SOP to assign pilots and 
doorgunners to a different 
aircraft each day. 

Within minutes of get­
ting the call my chopper 
was lifting out of the sand­
bag revetment it was 
parked in. I glanced back 
at our crew chief, James 
Brady (panel 38W, line 71 
of the Vietnam War Me­
morial) , and received a 

thumbs up. We were on 
our way. 

The platoon headed for 
a pick-up zone where we 
loaded our complement of 
grunts from the 25th In­
fantry Division. With our 
six 11 Bravos in each air­
craft we headed for the 
Rendezvous Point (RP) to 
form up with the second 
lift platoon. As we orbited 
over the RP we could see 
the L2 in the distance be­
ing pounded with an artil-

lery prep. I crossed my 
fingers hoping those 
HE rounds were finding 
their targets. Our com­
mand and control aircraft 
ordered us into a trail 
formation for a short ap­
proach with second pla­
toon leading and first 
platoon following. My air­
craft would be last on the 
ground. 

I glanced back at Brady 
manning the portsi de 
M60 and he smiled to re­
assure me I was doing 
a decent job flying his 
Huey. I was amazed at 
what brave men these 
gunners were, completely 

exposed to hostile fire with 
only their armored vests 
to protect them. 

Warrant Officer Ron 
Timberlake, flight leader 
for first platoon, ordered 
us into a heavy echelon 
left. We made a sweeping 
left turn onto our final ap­
proach path just as the 
artillery prep ended. Tur­
bulent air from the rotor 
wash of 1 0 aircraft caused 
the instrument panel to 
shake and vibrate so vio-

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lently I could barely read 
the gauges. Our ships 
were close enough to­
gether you could read the 
name tags of the aircrew 
in the next bird . The 
pucker factor remained at 
redline. Flying on either 
side of the formation in 
oval racetrack patterns our 
gunship platoon, known as 
the Rat Pack, prepped the 
L2 and beyond with mini­
gun fire and 2. 75-inch 
rockets. We ordered our 
doorgunners to engage 
the enemy with full sup­
pressive fire, left and right. 

My heart pounded furi­
ously as I struggled to 
control the warbird. Over 

the radio I heard, "Chalk 
One receiving fire, Chalk 
Two receiving fire, Chalk 
Three receiving fire. " This 
was combat -you didn't 
break formation, you just 
sucked it up and flew right 
on into hell. Each helicop­
ter was racked with in­
tense machine-gun fire, 
and rocket-propelled gre­
nades swooshed by as 
the choppers flared to land 
and unload infantry. 

I continued my ap­
proach into the hot L2, 
watching every aircraft in 
front take fire. As the trail 
helicopter, it was my job 
to wait until every Huey 
made it out and to call in 
once the L2 was clear. 
The area was filled with 
10-foot tall rubber trees. 
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We had to pick our spots 
carefully and slowly, draw­
ing even more fire. This 
was not the way we nor­
mally wanted to do things, 
but a tail rotor in the trees 
was just as deadly as ma­
chine-gun fire. 

Having just brought the 
aircraft into a hover, I 
heard a big whoosh simi­
lar to a propane grill light­
ing after the gas has been 
left on too long. I first 
thought that a fragmenta­
tion grenade had inadvert­
ently been dropped in our 
ship by one of the grunts. 
Not so. A rocket-propelled 
grenade had slammed into 
my Huey, hitting the left 

fuel cell just aft of Brady's 
gun position; he died in­
stantly. Private Hoppe, the 
right doorgunner, was 
blown out of the ship. We 
were completely engulfed 
in flames as JP-4 ignited 
the magnesium and alu­
minum aircraft. All the 
oxygen was immediately 
consumed by the flames. 

I instinctively stayed on 
the controls trying to re­
main in command of the 
ship but the Huey fell 
about 15 feet to the 
ground . Remarkably, it 
stayed upright. I couldn't 
see or breathe but un­
buckled my shoulder har­
ness and lap belt knowing 
it would be impossible to 
exit through my door. As I 
stood up, the collapsing 

rotor system crashed into 
my helmet and knocked 
me sideways across the 
AC's seat - Trezona was 
gone; he had apparently 
stood up and fallen 
straight forward out of 
what was left of the heli­
copter. 

Lying across the AC's 
seat, I truly thought I was 
going to die. I could no 
longer hold my breath and 
was sucking the burning 
heat into my lungs. I had 
to try and escape again. I 
successfully stood up and 
lunged between the two 
pilots' seats and out the 
cargo door. There was no 
need to step down - my 
bird was disintegrating into 
a black spot on the 
ground. As I broke free of 
the flames I was afraid of 
another explosion, but 
there was nothing left to 
explode. The aircraft just 
blazed out of control. 

I ran about 20 yards 
and rolled on the ground 
to extinguish the flames 
on my body. I put my 
hands in a puddle of wa­
ter to cool them off. Sur­
prisingly, that was the only 
pain I could feel. My fin­
gers were pencil thin after 
being cooked inside the 
leather gloves but they 
were still there. I could tell 
my flak jacket and chin­
strap were still on fire, so 
I removed them. Due to 
the intense heat, I doubt 

. my Nomex flight suit would 
have made any difference; 
it was my flak jacket that 
saved me. 

It was becoming more 
and more difficult to make 
my arms and legs bend, 
but at least the pain was 
gone - third-degree 
burns kill the nerve end­
ings. I wanted to get as 
far away from the aircraft 
as possible, but unknow­
ingly I was running closer 
to the NVA. Heavy, black 
smoke from the crash 
must have obscured our 
movements and pre-

vented the NVA from deci­
mating my crew with 
small-arms fire. They were 
still shooting at us but 
couldn't pinpoint a target, 
or perhaps they wanted to 
wait and capture us -
they liked to behead heli­
copter pilots. 

Our gunships were still 
circling and expending 
the last of their ammuni­
tion and rockets. Although 
they couldn't see any 
more than the NVA, they 
knew what to do. One 
gunship, already out of 
ammunition, stayed on 
station continuing mock 
gun runs only 30 feet off 
the deck while the other 
ships left to rearm. By 
making these unarmed or­
bits he kept NVA heads 
down and prevented them 
from venturing out to cap­
ture us. 

By watching the gun­
ships I was able to orient 
myself enough to run back 
toward my helicopter and 
away from the enemy. 
Shock was setting in and 
I could see how badly my 
arms and legs were 
burned. I came upon a 
small group of wounded, 
possibly the grunts who 
had been in my helicop­
ter, and told them to take 
my revolver and use it if 
they needed to because 
my hands were use­
less. They just stared at 
me like I was a monster 
who had emerged from 
the smoke. 

I found Trezona stum­
bling in my direction, his 
face scorched black with 
his helmet still on his head. 
We worked our way to­
ward a Huey waiting on 
the ground. It was 
Timberlake. When we 
failed to call in a clear L2 
and he saw an aircraft 
burning on the ground, he 
knew what had happened 
and was determined to 
rescue us. He kept his 
aircraft on the ground un­
til all 10 wounded were 
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loaded, while the NVA fired RPG 
after RPG at the Huey. Timberlake 
noticed the gunner in a tree, his 
black-pajama-clad assistant on the 
ground handing him rockets, and 
directed his doorgunner to riddle 
them with M60 fire. 

As Timberlake began to take 
off, his instrument panel glowed 
red with warning lights. The Huey 
was taking a heavy beating from 
small-arms fire and was grossly 
overloaded. He lifted the fragile 
bird out of the L2, but we were 
continuously racked with machine­
gun fire. The warbird managed to 
fly only a short distance when the 
exhaust-gas temperature rapidly 
decreased and the engine oil pres­
sure dropped to zero - the Huey's 
engine had quit. Timberlake en­
tered autorotation, a power-off 
landing, and gracefully put the ship 
down in a rice paddy. All 14 on 
board immediately began to set up 
a perimeter around his Huey, but 
before the rotor blades stopped 
turning, another slick swooped in 
to pick us up. 

Although deep in shock, I re­
member being in the back of the 
third helicopter that day and shak­
ing my head in disbelief. My 
thoughts turned to my parents and 
how upset they were going to be 
when they found out I had been 
burned. I was also mad because I 
knew my flying days were over. 

As we flew toward Tay Ninh and 
the field hospital my vision be­
came hazy. I was beginning to 
realize just how seriously burned I 
was. We landed at the medevac 
pad where we were met by med­
ics, but I w~lked into the field 
hospital under my own power. The 
last thing I remembered for the 
next month, except for short peri­
ods of pain and consciousness, 
was a doctor cutting off my flight 
gloves and seeing the flesh re­
moved with them. He also cut off 
my OCS ring and watch - that 
was the last I saw of them. 

I was evacuated to Saigon, then 
to Japan and finally to Brooke 
Army Medical Center at Fort Sam 
Houston, Texas. My hospitaliza­
tion lasted 18 months, the equiva­
lent of a tour and a half in Vietnam. 
I eventually returned to duty and

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Two Hits Per Customer 

m odern pistol tech­
nique promotes 
the "Standard 

Defensive Response" of 
two quick shots to the 
chest. Two shots instead 
of one because no pistols 
can guarantee 100% stop­
ping power, and two shots 
tend to multiply the power. 

On difficult targets, two 
shots increase your 
chances of obtaining at 
least one solid hit, and 
there is always the possi­
bility of missing with the 
first shot. This technique 
has acquired the unfortu­
nate, imprecise name 
"double tap, " but there are 
too many firing modes with 
the pistol to lump them all 
under that one term. 

The method used to de­
liver two quick shots var­
ies with the situation. 
Shooting cadence de­
pends on target proximity. 
Generally, the closer the 
adversary, the faster you 
can shoot and still hit. A 
closer target is a much 
easier target and a much 
greater threat than a dis­
tant target. Conversely, 
the farther the target, the 
longer you may take to 
shoot. Allowable time to 
react decreases with prox­
imity, thus a target at five 
feet must be hit much 
faster than at 50 yards. 

The first, most basic, 
firing mode is the con­
trolled pair. Think of the 
controlled pair as two one­
shot strings. We shoot and 
hit with the first shot and 
only fire the second shot 
after reacquiring the sight 
picture and making any 
adjustments to realign the 
pistol. 

With continuous prac-
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tice the time interval be­
tween shots decreases. 
This can be attributed to 
recoil control, which is 
largely assisted by a 
proper firing platform. A 
proper firing platform al­
lows the pistol to return 
from recoil to the same 
general alignment as the 
first shot. The speed with 
which the pistol returns to 
the target determines the 
speed with which you can 
fire the second shot. 

The second mode is a 
natural progression from 
the first, differing only in 
the accelerated cadence. 
Greg Morrison, former op­
erations manager of the 
American Pistol Institute 
and author of The Modern 
Technique of the Pistol, 
calls this the dedicated pair. 

For closest encounters, 
those in the 7-yard range, 
use the hammer. This 
term, coined by Jeff Coo­
per, indicates a cadence 
even more accelerated 
than the previous meth­
ods. Think of the hammer 
not as two one-shot 
strings, but as one two­
shot string. 

In the hammer use the 
flash sight-picture for the 
first shot as fast as you 
can hit. Then as you re­
cover and the pistol in­
dexes back on target, 
shoot again. You may try 
to pick up a glance at the 
sight picture but do not 
"wait" to see it. You simply 
time the second shot to 
coincide with the return of 
the pistol to the target. A 
proper firing platform pro­
vided by the Weaver 
stance allows the pistol to 
fall into place through 
muscle memory and be-

cause of its muzzle-flip 
dampening qualities. 

To recap, think of the 
controlled pair as sight, 
shoot, recover, sight, 
pause, shoot, whereas the 
dedicated pair is sight, 
shoot, recover, sight, 
shoot. The only real dif­
ference between the two 
is the accelerated cadence 
possible with proficiency. 
The hammer is shoot, re­
cover, shoot. 

Mike Waidelich, former 
Gunsite pistol instructor, 

developed the reverse 
hammer, because miss­
ing the first shot is much 
more probable than miss­
ing with the second. With 
the standard hammer the 
first shot is "sighted" and 
the second is kinestheti­
cally aligned, based on the 
placement of the first shot. 
With the reverse hammer, 
muscle memory is used 
to get the pistol on target 
in a Weaver stance, then 
shoot. When the pistol re­
turns from recoil, pick up 
the flash sight-picture and 
use it to fire again. Hitting 
the adversary immediately 
is paramount. If you've 
missed with the first shot 

by Gabriel Suarez 

you will be "down shifting" 
or slowing down for the 
second shot as you seek 
the flash sight-picture. The 
difference here may only 
be tenths of a second but 
it bears examining by the 
advanced shooter. 

A third variation devel­
oped by Cooper is called 
the split-hammer. This is 
a very specialized tech­
nique for sorting out two 
adversaries who are 
standing close together. 
We hit the first man with 

the first shot of the two 
shot-string, then shift the 
pistol laterally on recoil, 
using the time between 
shots to "travel" to the 
second man: arriving at 
the second man, shoot! 
You may see the front 

· sight superimposed on the 
second target's chest, but 
do not wait to see it. Us­
ing this technique on two 
targets at five yards, ex­
perts can expect times of 
less than 1 1 /2 seconds. 

Other firing modes are 
natural progressions of 
the previous drills. One 
is the Mozambique drill,

"POWs were 
tortured into making false 
confessions that they en­
gaged in germ warfare. 
Any person who helped 
spread this lie is beneath 

the contempt of decent 
people." 

In 1952 Young signed 
an open letter to Truman 
asking a presidential par­
don for convicted Soviet 
spies Julius and Ethel 
Rosenburg. The letter was 
published under the aus­
pices of "The National 
Committee to Secure Jus­
tice for the Rosenburgs 
and Morton Sobell," cited 
by the House Un-Ameri­
can Activities Committee 
as a communist front. In 
1 966 the Chicago Tribune 
reported Young joined an 
amicus curiae brief pre­
pared by the National Law­
yers Guild, a CPUSA front 
group, to try to overturn 
the Internal Security Act 

of 1950, which defined the 
CPUSA as being under 
Soviet control [Soviet ar­
chives released after the 
collapse of the Soviet 
Union show that Moscow 
was giving the CPUSA 
millions of dollars annu­
ally, and dictating its 
policy). 

In July 1967 Young was 
a featured speaker at 
the "Radical Education 
Project" sponsored by the 
Students for Democratic 
Action (SOS) in Ann 
Arbor, Michigan, which 
brought Congressional in­
vestigators again knock­
ing on his door. Another 
participant in the SOS 
seminar - Heather Tobias 
Booth - also served

In October 1968 Young 
was subpoenaed for Con­
gressional hearings inves­
tigating the riots and 
violent demonstrations at 
the Democratic National 
Convention in Chicago: 
Investigators queried 
Young about his Commu­
nist Party USA member­
ship, his attendance at 
closed communist party 
meetings in 1948, and 
about an escrow account 
from which he supplied 
funds to the New Mobili­
zation Committee (which 
directed the violence at 
the convention), with cash 
to rent its office some 
three months before the 
riots erupted. 

In May 1979 Young 
joined with strategists from 
the radical-left Institute for 
Policy Studies to found 
the Citizens Party, which 
ran socialist Barry Com­
moner for president. In 

June 1981, Young served 
as master of ceremonies 
for a "No More Witch 
Hunts" program in Chi­
cago directed against 
FBl's counterintelligence 
program, contemporane­
ous with other protests 
staged by CPUSA fronts 
in other major cities. Well, 
so what? 

The bottom line is, 
Young has long been an 
advocate of socialized 
medicine in particular, 
which critics agree was 
the hidden agenda behind 
Clinton's "reform" plan. 
And if you want to . see 
what an utter failure com­
munism, and socialized 
medicine in particular, is, 
look to the champions and 
pioneers - role models 
for people like Young and 
evidently Billary as well -
in the former Soviet Union.

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The unique Mesh Back Attack Pack is 
ideal for day hikes, short overnight 
trips and both military and law 
enforcement special operations. 

The first backpack was an 
open basket made of woven splints 
of wood with attached shoulder straps 
- a device used for centuries by 
woodsmen in the Adirondack Moun­
tains of New York and throughout 
the New England states. It was usu­
al Iy used in conjunction with a 
tumpline - a wide leather headband 
with trailing leather straps that could 
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be looped around almost any man­
sized load. Both the pack basket and 
tumpline probably originated with the 
American Indian. 

This was followed by the Duluth 
rucksack, the Norwegian Bergan pack 
- favored for many years by the 
British SAS - and wood or metal 
packboards of the type used by the 
U.S. Army during World War II. 
When I started backpacking in the 
Grand Canyon 30 years ago, extemal­
frame-type packs, such as the Kelty 
or Camp Trails were very popular. 

But external-frame packs rest too 
high above the hiker and tend to be 
top heavy. This is potentially danger­
ous when you leave a well-developed 
trail and hike cross-country up and 
down talus slopes. In addition, as you 
walk this type of pack will cause the 
load to shift slightly from side to side 
with each step. 

Backpacking equipment has 
changed radically within the last de­
cade. So-called internal-frame packs 
now dominate, and highly sophisti­
cated gear of this type has been de­
v e Io ped for military and law 
enforcement special operations 
groups. The first internal-frame pack 
was little more than a rucksack with 
an internal metal frame and spine pad. 
This geometry provides a lower cen­
ter of gravity, and the shoulder cradle 
system and waist belt used on these 
types of packs aid to pull the pack 
close to the wearer's back. The shoul­
der straps serve only to keep the pack 
from falling off the back as the full 
weight of the pack is supported by 
the hip belt and spine pad. 

The most intriguing internal-frame 
day pack that 1 have ever come across 
is the Mesh Back Attack Pack, de­
signed and produced by The Wilder­
ness (Dept. SOF, Suite 7, 5130 N. 
19th Ave., Phoenix, AZ 85015; phone: 
800-775-5650 or 602-242-4945, fax: 
602-242-3999), already well known 
for their unique Safepacker holsters . 
Fabricated from sun and rot resistant, 
black-coated polyester mesh (origi­
nally designed for outdoor furniture), 
this pack was developed with a most 
peculiar salient feature : Water flows 
in and out of the pack easily. If re­
quired, an air-evacuated dry bag can 
be inserted into the pack to keep 
equipment dry. Obviously intended 
for possible applications with units 
like the U.S. Navy SEALs, this un­
usual backpack has also been made 

from orange mesh and sold to water 
rescue teams. As an additional ben­
efit of the mesh construction, it should 
be noted that wet clothing put into 
the pack will dry qu ickly. 

The Mesh Back Attack Pack has a 
black, reticulated foam backing, 
which also dra ins water quickly 
and is completely removable by 
means of a center z ipper in the 
back panel. During wear, the reticu­
lated-foam back permits air to

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SOF On The Ground In Port-au-Prince

Private First Class Sean Smith stood guard in Port-au-Prince, 
looking down on a crowd of 60 to 70 exuberant Haitians who had gathered 
beneath his sentry post, when a pickup loaded with heavi ly armed Haitian "riot 
police" screeched to a halt. Before they could dismount and begin beating the 
civilians, Smith grabbed his SAW. For what seemed like an eternity, the lone 
soldier stood his ground, outgunned 12 to one. Finally, the Haitian NCOIC 
blinked and ordered his driver to back up and leave. Smith, whose orders did 
not authorize him to intervene, later said he would have opened fire if the 
police had made a threatening move. Unknown to Smi~h, the rules of engage­
ment were being modified during his showdown.

The 82nd's secret landing plan, had invasion been 
necessary, involved 46 C-141s and 68 C-130s from the 
Air Force, 65 choppers from Army aviation, 465 
wheeled vehicles, 58 pieces of track-laying armor, six 
M119 howitzers and more than 7 ,000 troops: 3,331 
airland, 2,852 airdrop and 864 airdrop/airland. 
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The order to launch the in­
vasion of Haiti had gone out 
from the Pentagon at 1745 18 
September 1994, to Fort Bragg, 
home of the 82nd Airborne Di­
vision - the "All Americans." 
The mission was straightfor­
ward: Neutralize Haitian armed 
forces and police, protect 
American citizens/interests and 
foreign nationals, and establish 
lodgements in order to set the 
conditions for the return of the 
democratically elected leader 
to Haiti. 

The order to remove the 
military junta, which had been 
ruling Haiti since forcing 
duly elected President Jean­
Bertrand Aristide from power 

three years ago, went forth while a 
high-level U.S. delegation headed by 
former President Jimmy Carter was 
trying desperately to convince Lieu­
tenant General Raoul Cedras and two 
other members of the ruling junta to 
step down . 

Most of the 2,760 paratroopers 
were unaware of the game of 
"blinkmanship" being played by 
Cedras and Carter as their air armada 
of more than 60 USAF C-130s and 
C-141 s headed across the moon­
lit Caribbean to drop zones at the 
airport near the capital of Port­
au-Prince, a city of some 1,200,000,

and nearby drop zone Pegasus. 
The initial airborne assault was 

designed to quickly place overwhelm­
ing combat power on the ground . Di­
vision Commander Major General 
William M. Steele had received the 
initial planning directive from the 
XVIII Airborne Corps in July 1993, 
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and more than a year of planning went 
into the 82nd's most complex airborne 
mission since Operation Market Gar­
den in September, 1944. The thought 
of making history was probably lost 
on the paratroopers whose grandfa­
thers jumped with the 82nd a half 
century ago: They were mainly con­
cerned with surviving a 500-foot night 
combat jump. 

Every training event for the past 
year had been designed to prepare 
the division, and particularly the avia­
tion brigade, for combat helicopter 
assaults to be conducted within min­
utes after the first soldier parachuted 

into Pegasus. Multi-ship overwater 
flights with night vision equipment 
prepared the brigade for deployment 
from the continental United States 
through Homestead Air Force Base, 
Florida, to Greater Inagua Island and 
finally the air assault into Pegasus. 

Prep fire and close air support were 
to be provided by F-16 Fighting Fal­
cons and A-10 Thunderbolt Ils from 
Air Combat Command's 23rd wing 
out of Pope Air Force Base. AC-130 
Spectre gunships would provide 
SpecOps with accurate 20mm, 40mm 
and 105mm fire. Naval and Marine 
gunfire would also be used to prep 
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On D-plus-three, half a dozen SF A­
Teams and one B-Team choppered into 
Camp d' Application, the Haitian army 
training center and home of the 27th 
Heavy Weapons Company near Port-au­
Prince, and secured ordnance stores 
varying from cans of black powder, to 
crew-served weapons, to antique 
artillery, to modern light armor. 

the DZ. Nothing was left to chance. 
Using sophisticated intelligence sys­
tems, planners put together compre­
hensive target folders, even updating 
the intelligence picture while the 82nd 
Airborne Division was on the way. 

At about 1730, I sensed something 
was about to happen when Ambassa­
dor William Swing jumped into his 
limousine and bodyguards piled into 
their Chevy Suburbans parked at Port­
au-Prince International Airport. The 
small convoy sped away toward the 
National Palace where Carter and two 
members of his team, former Joint 
Chiefs Chai rman General Colin 
Powell, and Sam Nunn, chairman of 
the Senate Armed Services Commit­
tee, were presenting a "take it or leave 
it" agreement to have Cedras and his 
cronies step down on 15 October. 

The Carter delegation had just 
come from the general's home where 
Mrs. Cedras told Carter she knew that 
she and her three children - a 17-
year-old son, a 14-year-old daughter 
and a 10-year-old son - had been 
targeted by U.S. SpecOps. "We will 
die before we leave Haiti," said the 
general's wife. When she finished dis­
cussing the death pact, Carter was 
stunned. He thought his mission had 
failed. 

So did President Clinton. Several 
hours had passed since Clinton had 
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given Carter a noon deadline to con­
clude the agreement. Reporters who 
caught a glimpse of Clinton at the 
White House say he was perspiring 
heavily. As the session continued in 
suburban Port-au-Prince, a secure 
telephone in the next room rang. It 
was Clinton. An aide to the Carter 
team took the call. Clinton wanted to 
speak to anyone on the team and tell 
them that they had 30 minutes to wrap 
up the deal, or he was going to order 
them to leave Haiti. 

The Mouse Postures 
And Roars 

Powell left the room for a 20-
minute conversation with Clinton. His 
absence appeared to rattle Cedras, 
who paced back and forth like a caged 
animal. "It was apparent to me that 
Cedras was relying on 
Powell to convince his 
wife that it was not the 
duty of the general and 
his family to die," ob­
served Nunn. 

Stick and wrote a simple message 
in phosphorescent green on a chalk­
board so that everyone could see: 
"GOING HOME." 

At 0930 the day after the invasion 
was called off, troops of the 10th 
Mountain Division from Fort Drum, 
New York, choppered into Port-au­
Prince International Airport, in 10 
Army Blackhawks, preceded by Co­
bra gunships from the carrier USS 
Eisenhower. 

The first soldiers to leap from the 
Blackhawks belonged to Company C, 
2nd of the 22nd. They formed a de­
fensive perimeter as the Blackhawks 
lifted off. But since the only people 
"firing" at them were photographers 
armed with 35mm cameras, Charlie 
Company jumped to its feet and scur­
ried across the concrete. 

Just when it looked like 
Cedras was going to blink, 
Haitian army chief of 
staff, Brigadier General 
Phillipe Biamby burst into 
the room, accusing the 
Carter team of trying to 
trick them into surrender­
ing power with talk of 
an imminent invasion. 
Powell told Biamby that 
if he had any contacts in 
the States, he should call 
them at once and verify 
the situation: When 
Biamby returned, he told 
Cedras he had received a 
fax and two phone calls 
confirming the 82nd had 
taken off from Fort Bragg. 
Biamby then accused the 
Carter team of negotiat­
ing in bad faith - merely 
keeping him and other

military leaders away from their posts 
in the face of an invasion. Had nego­
tiations at the palace gone sour, Delta 
Force troopers were on standby on 
the carrier America to effect an ex­
traction of the U.S. negotiators. 

It wasn't until Cedras told Powell 
he would honor the agreement that 
Carter called Clinton, and the presi­
dent turned the 82nd around in mid­
air, 73 minutes out. The jumpmaster 
on the 7th aircraft broke a Chem-

A few veterans of America 's ill­
fated mission to Somalia said they 
didn't know what to expect. "We were 
told we might be fired on by snip­
ers," said one trooper. But no shots 
were fired in anger by either side. 
Just like Somalia, the landing was 
unopposed. But the climate soon be­
gan to change. 

A Haitian man selling gasoline in 
the port area was beaten to death by 
Haitian riot police. Hundreds of other 
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Haitian heavy weapons sequestered by 
U.S. troops included an eclectic mix of 
World War II U.S. 37mm and 57mm AT 
guns, 75mm and 105mm howitzers, 
Combloc artillery, 57mm and 106mm 
recoilless rifles, 60mm and 81 mm 
mortars, aging U.S.-made Bofors 
40mm AA guns, and some V-150 
armored cars. 

civilians who had come down to the 
harbor to watch the first American 
convo·y leave the docks were clubbed 
by Haitian police. I watched as a 
man's head was split open like a wa­
termelon with a club the size of a 
Louisville Slugger. The victim had 
been walking near the water's edge 
when four Haitian riot police singled 
him out at random and beat him 
within full view of U.S. troops: Our 
rules of engagement forbade them to 
intervene. 

After watching helplessly from his 
perch atop the concrete wall that sur­
rounds the port, one 10th Mountain 
trooper indicated enough was enough. 
"If we don't do something to stop 
this," said the soldier, "I'm going to 
throw down my gear and walk to the 
Dominican Republic." By sunset on 
D-plus-two, there was rebellion in the 
ranks. Privates were begging com-

down off their sentry posts and pre­
vent further bloodshed.

D-plus-three dawned with more 
police brutality and intimidation. 
Later that day, Lt. Gen. Hugh Shelton, 
the jut-jawed commander of the Joint 
Task Force, told Cedras that U.S. 
forces would not tolerate any further 
beatings of civilians. The new rules 
gave U.S. troops permission to use 
deadly force if necessary to protect 
Haitian lives. 

Pulling The Teeth Of 
A Paper Tiger 

Camp d' Application, the Haitian 
army 's training center and home of 
the 27th Heavy Weapons Company, 
was a prime, and perhaps the most 
feared, target before the invasion of 
Haiti had been called off. Located in 
the hills about seven miles from Port­
au-Prince, the camp contained every­
thing from Cadillac Gauge V-150 
armored vehicles to 40mm anti-air­
craft and 57mm anti-tank guns, plus 
an assortment of machine guns, 
assault rifles, and stockpiles of am­
munition . 

At sundown on D-plus-three, six 
SF A-teams and one B-team helicop­
tered into the compound while dumb­
founded Haitian guards stood at the 
main gate and stared skyward. Under 
command of Major James Nelson, the 
SF troopers began to account for and 
inventory all weapons and ammuni­
tion. "We got everything," proclaimed 
Brig. Gen. Dick Potter, deputy com­
mander of the U.S. Army's Special 
Operations Command, as he arrived 
the following morning to inspect the 
weaponry. "We had only one sur­
prise," Potter said as he walked to­
ward the barracks where Haitian 
soldiers were lugging out ordnance. 

"Intel told us the Haitians had 
57mm anti-aircraft," Potter said, 
"But in fact it was 57mm anti-tank." 
Most of the stuff I saw was in poor 
condition: 16-round cans of 40mm 
ammo were bad ly corroded. Some 
of the belted · 12. 7mm ammunition 
was in similar condition. Aging 
pineapple grenades bore a 1953 
manufacture date - but they were 
still lethal. A grenade hurled a week 
later near city hall killed five Hai-

tians and wounded 47 others. 
When Nelson 's men air-assaulted 

into the compound, they found one 
of the 40mm Bofors locked and 
loaded. "If this had been a hot LZ," 
Potter said, "The Haitians would have 
been able to get off a four-round 
magazine before Spectre obliterated 
the gun crew." Potter's SpecOps per­
sonnel were prepared to hit Camp 
d' Application with so much firepower 
that the compound would still be 
smoking. 

Heavy weapons like armor and ar­
tillery were lined up on a soccer field 
for the media to film. One 57mm 
mountain gun bore a bronze manu­
facture plate "February 25, 1909" -
but the weapon was still in firing con­
dition. Bradleys from the 24th Mech, 
veterans of the Gulf War, dragged the 

Some of the very miscellaneous 
weapons confiscated included vintage 
20mm Oerlikon AA guns, FAL rifles, 
rotting spares for M60s - even a 
GOEC 37mm flare gun. 

V-150s and artillery to the airport to 
be guarded . Crowds of Haitians 
cheered as the ordnance was dragged 
out the iron gate, past a mural pro­
claiming "Honneur, Discipline, Com­
petence." 

Non-Battle Fatigue 

How close did the Haitian junta 
come to being hosts of an invasion? 
The lead aircraft in the string of C-
130s and C-14 ls that stretched for 
almost a hundred miles in the skies 
over the Caribbean was only two 
hours from the DZ. 

A week after the "friendly inva­
sion" at the airport, I flew back to the 
States with Lieutenant Colonel Cliff 
Bray, commanding officer of the 18th 
Airlift Squadron at McGuire Air Force 
Base, New Jersey. As the chief mis­
sion commander of the C-130s and 
C-14ls, Bray would have orchestrated

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Bill Clinton brought 
home from Oxford the bygone notion 
that a social contract exists between 
ordinary men and modern government 
very similar to the relationship be­
tween English feudal lords and serfs. 
Atrocities to freedom, such as the 
Crime Bill, are based on the premise 
that citizens will gladly subordinate 
personal liberties if they are prom­
ised government protection from ban­
ditry. The reality, however, is that 
such a union between government and 
its citizenry was resoundingly rejected 
by Americans quite some time ago 
- on a spring day in 1775 at a bridge 
north of Concord, Massachusetts. 

The Clintons arrived in Washing­
ton mindful of the idea that when 
confronted directly, Americans might 
be a bit reluctant to give up their 
personal freedoms in exchange for a 
promise that the government will pro­
tect them. For more than a decade 
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opinion polls conducted by the gov­
ernment, various think tanks and news 
organizations have consistently shown 
that a majority of Americans endorse 
private ownership of firearms. 

The Clinton view of public policy 
does not have room for such populist 
sentiments, arguing that Americans 
only feel that way because they don't 
know any better. Clearly the com­
mon man isn't capable of making the 
decisions necessary to safely negoti­
ate his path through life. Therefore, 
the government needs to protect its 
subjects from themselves. And the 
Clintons put into place a strategy to 
quietly remove as many firearms as 
possible from the reach of the com­
mon man. 

The most obvious part of this strat­
egy was to fight gun ownership in 
the proper forum - legislatively on 
Capitol Hill. Hand Gun Control Inc. 
and other anti-gun organizations had

Peter G. Kokalis 

already done most of the leg work. 
The bills had been drafted and their 
routes through the House and Senate 
committees had been charted. All that 
remained for Clinton was to establish 
the timing, measure electorate toler­
ance levels and malleability of House 
and Senate members in light of job­
crea ting, vote-buying and pork­
projects. The least obvious part of 
Clinton's anti-gun strategy was to 
make the best use of federal depart­
ments, law enforcement agencies and 
bureaucratic infrastructure to quietly 
regulate and bully firearms busi­
nesses, and administratively prevent 
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as many firearms as possible from 
entering the country. 

On 1 October, a front-page story 
in The Washington Times sent the 
White House and Crime Bill co-au­
thor, Rep. Charles E. Schumer into a 
panic. The story said that the anti­
gun Clinton White House was con­
sidering a policy that would allow 
the Russians to sell semiautomatic 
weapons in the United States. In return 
for access to the American gun market 
they would decline a $1 billion oppor­
tunity to sell everything from MiGs 
to nuclear submarines to Iran. 

Schumer, an anti-gun congressman 
usually sympathetic to Russian de­
sires, protested in public that the 
White House was intending to "re­
ward" the Russians by "allowing them 
to sell weapons to our kids." Official 
spokesmen at the White House ·and 
elsewhere allowed that there had been 
talk about it, but they quickly denied 
that the deal was being seriously con­
sidered. When the press corps impu­
dently asked how it would explain 
the irony of the most anti-gun presi­
dent in history considering a move to 
allow the import of wholesale lots of 
weapons he had ba~led to prohibit in 
legislation, Dee Dee Myers replied, 
"in our trade laws there is room for 
the import of weapons." 

Unless she was _being extremely 
cute with wise-ass reporters, Myers 
had unwittingly fingered the major 
initiative of Clinton's covert plan to 
disarm America. Suddenly import li­
cense applications from former So­
viet Union countries were frozen. As 
many as 700,000 SKS semiautomatic 
rifles and Makarov pistols were 
blocked administratively. The import­
ing companies as well as the Russian 
government were told simply that the 
current U.S. policy on firearms im­
ports was under review. 

By using America's trade laws and 
bureaucratic techniques to confuse 
those laws, Clinton had earlier been 
able to block millions of dollars of 
firearms from being imported into the 
United States from China in May of 
1994. It had been easy. The President 
said, "do it;' and suddenly the bur­
den of proving that the government 
was in violation of the law fell on the 
businesses affected. The Chinese did 
not complain, they were given 10 days 
prior notice - a luxury Clinton de­
nied American firearms importers. 

The administration did not stand 
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still. In a series of what senior fed­
eral law enforcement officials de­
scribed as "monologues," White 
House whiz-kid George Stephano­
poulos told the director of the Bu­
reau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Fire­
arms (BATF) to do whatever was 
necessary to block firearms coming 
into the United States. The press sec­
retary-turned-policy-expert said that 
the White House had not been satis­
fied with the Treasury Department's 
progress. Subsequently, nearly all 
import license applications involving 
firearms classified as curios and rel­
ics, often of special interest to col­
lectors, were frozen. 

Who Needs Congress 

Almost everything firearms-re­
lated, ·paid for or not, that had been 
purchased for import into the United 
States was essentially embargoed. 
License applications that passed 
through the State Department for 
goods from proscribed countries were 
held up under the direction of the 
Clinton administration. Nothing was 
coming out of China. Unless an ap­
plication was for a half-dozen shot­
guns or bolt-action sporting weapons, 
licenses for curios and relics were 
suddenly and mysteriously misplaced 
by the BATF. More than $200 mil­
lion worth of firearms import license 
applications were simply suspended 
in the various paper flows of the Trea­
sury--Department bureaucracies. The 
White House had cleverly banned 
importing firearms from these coun­
tries, while masking this gun control 
measure as a foreign policy decision. 

Firearms importers soon raised hell 
about the bureautic red tape suddenly 
blocking access to their stock in trade. 
When they hired lawyers, lobbyists 
and began writing letters to their sena­
tors, the White House decided to be a 
bit more quiet. Principal importers 
met and organized to address the de 
facto import ban and formed the 
FireArms Importers Roundtable 
(FAIR) trade group. An early success 
was realized when an amendment was 
attached to an appropriations bill pro­
viding relief to importers who lost 
goods en route from China when the 
president's embargo was enacted. 

FAIR organized a meeting with the 
BATF to determine the intent of im­
port licensing application delays. 
BATF spokesmen at the meeting ex­
pressed surprise and confirmed that 

although the Bureau was reviewing 
the curio and relics regulations, no 
decision had been made or imple­
mented. FAIR raised the -possibility 
that the BATF was holding these ap­
plications until such a decision had 
been made. The Bureau representa­
tive was emphatic that no instruc­
tions had been issued to -block 
large-quantity permit applications. Yet 
they admitted that one importer had 
been informed that a high percentage 
of their pending applications had been 
lost and will have to be resubmitted, 
another percentage had been sent to 
the State Department for review, and 
even others were being reviewed by 
the chief counsel of the Technical 
Branch though they were _ simple, 
straightforward applications. 

After further negotiations between 
FAIR and the BATF and crucial as­
sistance from key congressmen, li­
censes were issued for importing 
curios and relics from non-proscribed 
countries. However, the import ban 
on China and the de facto embargo 
from former Soviet Union countries 
remains in effect. 

A senior federal law enforcement 
official said that an embargo of fire­
arms imports into the United States 
from China combined with the fro­
zen import license applications was 
absolutely unprecedented. He _noted 
that never before had any White 
House ever implemented such a 
sweeping prohibition without consult­
ing Congress or using so much as an 
official order. It had all been imple­
mented -based on the fear that if the 
federal agents involved refused to go 
along with this under-the-table policy, 
it would mean their jobs. He admit­
ted, "No one here likes the_ idea, but 
if somebody tells me that Hillary 
wants gun imports blocked, I'm go­
ing along because I've got a mort­
gage and two kids in college." 

Legislative intent is nullified 
when, by design, administrative pro­
cedures are used to destroy the demo­
cratic process. It has been noted that 
the lowest bureaucrat has more power 
over an individual's life than the most 
nefarious dictator. When the two team 
together to bypass constitutional safe­
guards they create just the condition 
our Founding Fathers envisioned 
when they included the Second 
Amendment in the Constitution. Per­
haps this helps explain the president's 
anti-gun zeal. ~

The Sight Master is made from 
aircraft aluminum and has one-touch 
adjustment, so the cross-hair sight can 
be set at the correct range while the 
bow is held in shooting position. 
SOF's publisher and editor, Robert 
K. Brown, had a Sight Master in­
stalled on his bow for hunting in Af­
rica last year, as did I. They work.

EUREKA! 
All tents wear out and have to be 

replaced, including the tents used for 
more than 10 years at the annual SOF 
hunting camp. 

We turned to Eureka Tents for our 
replacements and after examining 
their various styles we settled on two 
types, both two-room models that 
would give our hunters more privacy 
and space: Eureka's Long Lake and 
Northwoods Lodge tents. 

The Long Lake tents are 13' 8" by 
8' 11" with a large door awning. The 
walls are 1.9-ounce taffeta nylon, the 
floor is 4-ounce Oxford nylon and 
it has a poly/cotton roof. The tent 
frame is aluminum and the bug net­
ting is nylon. 

The Northwoods Lodge has a front 

awning of 12' by 7' with a floor 16' 
by 9' 6" and a center height of 7' 7 ". 
The walls · are made from Eureka's 
StormShield cloth, the roof is 1.9-
ounce permeable polyester and the 
floor is a heavy-duty 4-ounce Oxford 
nylon. The tent frame is shock-corded 
aluminum tubing and the netting is 
all polyester. 

After 10 years of hunting from 
dark, smelly, canvas tents, the Eurekas 
made for a whole new hunting camp 
last year.

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Russia's Secret Ammo Revealed 

by SOFStaff 

Although much has been published regarding new small arms 
developments in Russia, scant note has been taken of the ammunition for these 
innovative small arms, even though the Russians designed them as complete 
systems, integrating ammunition and fi rearm. They have recently introduced 
several new rounds to improve performance in existing weapons, many touted 
as having enhanced penetration capability. 

One such improved round is the SP-4, successor to the SP-3, a 7.62x62.8mm 
captive-piston, sound-suppressed cartridge used in the MSP two-barrelled "as­
sassination pistol." (SOF was the first to expose this round: see "Mystery 
Bullet," May '90 and "Combloc Connection," July '90.) The SP-3 cartridge 
functions in such a way to make it next to impossible to design a semiauto­
matic or automatic weapon for it, because when this cartridge is fired, the 
internal piston that propels the bullet protrudes from the case mouth for over 
half its length. The same is true for the older 7.62x35mm silent cartridge. 

This protruding piston problem was solved with the SP-4 7.62x42mm, 
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Russians are now regulars at international arms expos. This display, one of many 
at this large booth, touts the capabilities of their new 5.45mm ammo - secret stuff 
when SOFglommed some in the early 1980s. 
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which retains the propelling piston 
completely inside the cartridge. This 
improvement also allows the car­
tridge to be used in compact, self­
loading firearms, such as the PSS 
"Yul" silent pistol. 

The ancestor of both the SP-3 and 
SP-4 cartridges was probably the 
7.62x35mm suppressed cartridge, of 
which little is known. The weapon 
firing this cartridge has never been 
publicly shown, but the fact that two 
cartridges are held in a clip implies 
that it is used in a two-barreled fire­
arm similar to the MSP. It is possible 
that performance of the 7.62x35mm 
round was inadequate, thus leading 
to the design of the larger SP-3 
7.62x62.8mm suppressed cartridge. 

Moreover, the 7.62x35mm case 
wall appears to be no thicker than 
standard, which could have been 
problematic due to the necessity of 
retaining the high-pressure gases in­
side the fired cartridge case. For dif­
fering reasons, both the 7.62x35mm 
and 7.62x62.8mm cartridges appear 
equally complex to manufacture. 
What is significant is that both fire a 
122-grain steel-cored bullet virtually 
identical to that of any 7.62x39mm 
weapon. This is highly desirable in a 
clandestine firearm, serving to con­
fuse authorities attempting to iden-
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tify an assassin's gun. It would not be 
surprising to find that rifling in the 
MSP, and whatever weapon fires the 
7.62x35mm round, is very similar to 
a standard AK. 

The SP-3 cartridge, used in the 
MSP assassination pistol, is an im­
provement on the 7.62x35mm, prob­
ably specifically designed as an 
integral component of the MSP weap­
ons system. The SP-3 casing is lac­
quered steel with much thicker case 
walls than standard - indicating the 
earlier 7.62x35mm round did have 
case rupture problems. 

A comparison of all three sup­
pressed cartridges shows the first, 
7.62x35mm, has case walls virtually 
identical to a standard cartridge. The 
7.62x62.8mm SP-3 has extremely 
thick case walls and a threaded case 
head incorporating an integral firing 
pin and internal primer completely 
sealing the cartridge head. The most 
recent SP-4 7.62x42mm cartridge is 
an "in between" design with more 
conventional case head and primer, 
and a case thickness that falls be­
tween the earlier cartridges. 

The PSS pistol/SP-4 cartridge sys­
tem is an innovative, sophisticated 
combination allowing use of a sup­
pressed cartridge in a semiautomatic 
pistol. The SP-4 bullet is a new de-
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Previously disinclined to disclose or 
provide to client states their latest 
weapons or technology, new ordnance 
from former Soviet Union remained 
largely a mystery. In the early 1980s on 
a trip to Afghanistan, SOFEditor/

sign, comprising a low alloy steel 
cylinder, splined at one end with a 
copper driving band swaged onto it. 
There is a recess at the rear of the 
bullet mating to a tit on the top of the 
drive piston. This centers the bullet 
in the cartridge casing and helps sta­
bilize it as the piston pushes it out to 
engage the rifling. 

Russ ians c la im the SP-4 ap­
proaches the 9x18mm Makarov in 
power, which would place it in the 
9xl 7mm (.380 ACP) class. The 
9x18mm Makarov cartridge develops 
237 foot-pounds muzzle energy in its 
standard military load, while the 
9xl 7mm generates approximately 200 
foot-pounds - both significantly less 
than standard NATO 9xl9mm rounds 
generating 465 foot-pounds. Articles 
in the Russian press, however, say 
the reason for the SP-4's poor pen-

etration (three 25mm pine boards, 
versus four for the 9xl8mm) is the 
blunt bullet. 

Russian Whisper 

Another new cartridge designed for 
suppressed weapons and compact 
submachine guns is the Russian 
9x39mm cartridge, available in stan­
dard and high-penetration configura­
tions for use in two new suppressed 
rifles and one submachine gun. The 
standard round is designated the 
SP-6, the high-penetration cartridge 
the SP-5. Both are subsonic, firing a 
relatively heavy 250-grain bullet at 
950 fps. 

The concept behind this and the 
latest subsonic 7.62x39mm round dis­
cussed below is similar to that em­
ployed by SSK Industries in the 
United States in their "Whisper" am­
munition - a relatively heavy sub­
sonic bullet to avoid the "crack" of 
high-velocity ammunition, while 
maintaining adequate terminal effects 
via bullet mass. In conventional am­
munition, the two basic methods to 
increase the terminal effects of a pro­
jecti le are to increase its velocity or 
increase its mass (this is admittedly a 
simplistic explanation of a very com­
plex subject). With silenced weap­
ons, however, any velocity higher 
than approximately 1,100 feet per sec­
ond (fps) causes a supersonic "crack." 

The "whisper" concept also re­
duces muzzle blast, making such car­
tridges ideal for use in short-barreled 
submachine guns, while giving the 
weapon much better ballistic perfor­
mance than with pistol cartridges. The 
only similar Western weapons are 
submachine g uns chambered for 
5.56x45mm NATO, but these all fire 
their bullets at supersonic velocities, 
which is necessary to achieve any 
degree of terminal effect with light 
5.56mm bullets. The SP-5 high-pen­
etration round appears to have a hard­
ened steel or tungsten penetrator tip 
similar to ammuni tion for the P-9 
"Gurza" 9x26mm. 

More New Silent Ammo 

According to Russian press reports, 
the SP-5 is intended primarily for use 
as an anti-materiel round in the VSS 
"Vintorez" silent sniper rifle, while 
the SP-6 is mainly for use in the "Val" 
silent assault rifle and the A-91 
submachine gun. The Russians claim 
the SP-5 round will penetrate a 2mm 
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steel plate at 500 meters and a 6mm 
"high-density" steel plate at 100 
meters, while retaining sufficient en­
ergy for disabling targets behind the 
steel plates. Although these claims 
are unproven, they do not appear ex­
aggerated and are in keeping with 
test results of similar cartridges de­
veloped here. 

The 9x26mm cartridge for the P-9 
"Gurza" (Viper) pistol is yet another 
new Russian design, apparently at the 
high end of the pistol ammunition 
performance spectrum. Russian ar­
ticles and advertising brochures state 
that a bullet fired from the Gurza 
will penetrate a protective vest con­
sisting of two 1.2mm titanium plates 
and 30 layers of Kevlar at a range of 
70 meters. If accurate, this represents 
a very high level of performance. 
With a muzzle velocity of 1,378 fps, 
the 9x26mm round is in the .357 Mag­
num class. Russian press articles state 
the 9x26mm round was specifically 
designed as a high-penetration car­
tridge to defeat body armor. 

It appears that the designers have 
achieved their goal, as this cartridge 
not only has a high velocity, but fires 
a bullet that appears to incorporate a 
steel or tungsten penetrator. As with 
any cartridge design, there are usu­
ally tradeoffs to achieve high levels 
of performance in one specific area. 
In this case, it is possible that pen­
etration is achieved at the expense of 

terminal effects 
on soft tissue. 

Another type 
of specialized 
ammunition re­
cently introduced 
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The SP-3 7.62x62.Smm suppressed 
cartridge, left, had a design that 
precluded its use in automatic mecha­
nisms. SP-4 9x42mm suppressed 
cartridge, right, will function in fairly 
conventional pistol and automatic 
weapon actions. These secret, silent 
rounds were first disclosed by SOF 
four years ago. 
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by the Russians is for their underwa­
ter pistol and assault rifle. The pistol 
ammunition is 4.Smm, while the un­
derwater assault rifle is 5.66mm. Both 
cartridges fire bullets that are in real­
ity darts or "long rod penetrators." 
The reason for darts has to do with 
peculiarities of optimizing ballistics 
of a bullet fired in a liquid medium. 
The Heckler and Koch P-11 · under­
water pistol also fires dart-shaped pro­
jectiles. 

The stated effective ranges in the 
open air of both the underwater as­
sault rifle and the pistol is substan­
tially less than conventional weapons, 
due to heavy weight of the "dart" 
relative to the propellant. The final 
analysis is that this ammunition is 
optimized for special purpose weap­
ons and has little utility for use by 
personnel other than divers. 

The Russians have not ignored spe­
cialized ammunition for older weap­
ons; they are now offering improved 
performance ammunition for virtually 
every small arm and in every modern 

caliber they ever manufactured. 
The new 7N10 high-penetration 
5.45x39mm cartridge is intended to 
defeat protective vests at 200 meters 
and replaces the much tamer 7N6. 
The bullet from the 7N10 round is 
claimed to penetrate a lOmm thick 
mild steel plate at 300 meters. 

The original 7N6 round was con­
structed with a hollow space in the 
tip. When the 7N6 bullet strikes its 
target, a lead and steel core moves 
forward to fill the hollow space in 
the bullet's tip. This unbalances the 
bullet forcing it to "tumble" in soft 
tissue, compounding the wound ef­
fects. Testing in the United States and 
elsewhere has shown that the 7N6 
bullet will rotate 180 degrees on 
its long axis and turn base forward in 
ballistic gelatin virtually 100% of the 
time. As it turns, the bullet veers ap­
proximately 90 degrees from its 
original path. The Russians claim that 
the new 7N10 round is 1.84 times 
more effective than cartridges with 
conventional bullets. 
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Russian literature does not state 
just what the 7N10 bullet is more 
effective than. It should be noted that 
the muzzle velocities of the 7N6 and 
7N10 bullets are identical, while the 
latter cartridge fires a heavier bullet. 
The internal design of this new bullet 
is not known, nor can it be deter­
mined whether or not the new round 
will have the same anti-personnel ef­
fectiveness as the 7N6, but the exter­
nal appearance of the two cartridges 
is identical. Whether the 7N 10 de­
pends solely on the additional bullet 
mass or altered internal design for its 
increased lethality is unknown, but 
the Russians claim it 
will penetrate a 12mm 
steel plate at 100 
meters, while the 7N6 
is only marginally ef­
fective at that range, 
leading to the conclu­
sion that the new round 
has an improved 
penetrator. 

New Rounds For 
Old Rifles 

The venerable 
7 .62x39mm cartridge 
has not been over­
looked and is also be­
ing manufactured in 
specialized variations. 
The Russians recently 
announced a subsonic 
7.62x39mm round, des-

ignated 57-N-231U. The theory be­
hind this round is similar to that 
discussed above with respect to the 
new 9x39mm subsonic cartridges -
increased bullet weight to offset the 
loss of velocity required to obtain the 
desired noise level reduction. 

While the standard 7.62x39mm 
cartridge fires a 122-grain bullet at 
2,346 fps, the new subsonic round 
has a 193-grain bullet that leaves the 
muzzle at 968-1,017 fps. The adver­
tising of this subsonic round for si­
lent firing implies there is probably a 
suppressed or special operations 
weapon in 7.62x39mm caliber either 
in R&D or in Spetznaz inventory. This 
would be in keeping with the two 
suppressed weapons in 9x39mm 
shown at international arms shows 
recently. 

The 7.62x54mmR (7.62x53mm) 
cartridge has been in Russian mili­
tary service for more than a hundred 
years, with no sign of retirement, still 
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used both in medium machine guns 
and the SYD Dragunov sniper rifle. 
As with other standard Russian car­
tridges, there is now a high-penetra­
tion round in 7.62x54mmR caliber, 
the 7N13. The Russians have also 
introduced a special sniper cartridge, 
the 7N14, presumably for use in the 
SYD Dragunov. The Russians view 
snipers somewhat differently than the 
West and the design of the SYD re­
flects this. The SYD does not possess 
the accuracy associated with Western 
sniper weapons and the new round 
may be an effort to improve the SYD 
in this respect. 

ghanistan: duplex (two projectiles in 
one cartridge case) loads for the 
12.7x108mm HMG round, a concept 
identical to the U.S. duplex rounds in 
7.6lx51mm of the late 1950s. The 
Russian rounds, however, differ in 
that the two projectiles are essentially 
the same size, and the round is also 
offered in a tracer variant. 

Finally, a new 9x18mm pistol 
round, designated the 57-N-181M, has 
been developed for the Makarov pis­
tol and new 9x18mm submachine 
guns, which according to the Rus­
sians has "great stopping effect." The 
bullet design is similar to that of other 

new Russian high-penetra­
tion rounds in that it em­
ploys a bimetallic bullet 
jacket with a steel penetrator 
sheathed in lead. The bullet 
for this new pistol round 
weighs 86 grains, somewhat 
lighter than the bullet of the 
standard 91 grains 57-N-
181S cartridge. 

Power To The

The muzzle velocity of 
the 57-N-181M is 1,345 fps,

more than 300 fps faster than 
the 57-N-181S' 1,033 fps. 
This increased velocity 
coupled with the steel 
penetrator gives the 57-N-

The 7N14 round is thus probably 
manufactured with greater precision 
than regular production 7.62x54mmR 
ball ammunition and can therefore 
be expected to enhance the accuracy 
of the SYD. Russian data indicate 
the round is not designed as a high­
penetration cartridge, as its terminal 
ballistics are below those of the 7N13 
round, despite its heavier bullet. Dif­
ferences between the 7N14 and stan­
dard ball ammunition include a 
151-grain bullet instead of the stan­
dard 145-grain projectile and a brass, 
rather than lacquered steel cartridge 
case. The muzzle velocity of 2,723 
fps for both rounds when fired from 
the SYD is identical. The penetration 
capability of the 7N14 is substantially 
below that of the steel-cored 7N13, 
however, indicating that the 7N14 
probably fires a lead-cored bullet. 

Another development is being 
newly released, although it dates back 
to former Soviet involvement in Af-

181M a 90% probably of 
penetrating a 4mm steel 

plate at 20 meters, beyond the usual 
range of combat pistol engagements. 
Muzzle energy of the new 9x18mm 
round is 345 foot-pounds, a dramatic 
improvement over the original 
9x18mm's 216 foot-pounds. The im­
proved 9x18mm cartridge is squarely 
in the 9mm Parabellum range of 341 
foot-pounds . 

Given the examples discussed 
above, it can safely be stated that the 
Russians have shown remarkable in­
novation in small arms ammunition 
design, not only for the numerous new 
firearms they have introduced over 
the past several years, but also by 
applying novel ammunition design 
practices for application in older small 
arms, as well.

Inside South Africa's Right­
Wing Special Forces

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As I took my place between a pair of 
marksman 's targets, two former South African Defense 
Force (SADF) commandos, veiled behind masks, locked 
and loaded. Quite purposefully and without the slightest 
trace of emotion, they took aim and emptied their 9mm 
Z88s into bull's-eyes on either side of my head. The dust 
settled, my heart resumed beating and my initiation of 
trust into the shadowy Ystergarde was complete: I was 
allowed access to the Afrikaner resistance movement's 
(AWB) ultra-right-wing secret society. 

I then witnessed a gun-to-the-head vow taken by all 
new Ystergarde (Iron Guard) recruits following their ini­
tiation ceremony. After building a stone altar to the Lord, 
each new Iron Guard member, with a loaded gun pointed 
to his head by a superior, proclaims a vow of loyalty. 

Throughout the rest of the day, Ystergarde soldiers 
doggedly engaged in special forces training that included 
tactical senarios, CQB, demolitions and bush warfare. For 
hours they labored under tutelage of professional merce­
naries from Israel, Ireland, Holland and even a former 
British SAS officer. I participated in maneuvers with these 
dedicated soldiers, carried a sniper weapons-system and 
engaged in live-fire hostage-taking scenarios. This group 
lacked nothing in terms of equipment, training and moti­
vation. Everyone carried a sidearm, and their arsenal in­
cluded large numbers of R4 assault rifles, grenade launchers 
and combloc RPGs. 

In 1991 the Ystergarde clearly ranked as the African 

the ANC ... land which our forefathers paid for in blood. 
It's well known that the Afrikaners helped Israel to de­
velop her nuclear arsenal. Can there be anything more 
anti-Nazi than standing by Israel with fierce loyalty?" 

"All of Pretoria's friends have betrayed her," added 
Franz Pretorius, a hulking former SADF assassin who 
claimed to have carried out missions in Angola, Afghani­
stan and the West Bank. His voice was surprisingly soft 
and well -modulated, not befitting the long scar that ran 
down the right cheek of his ruddy, tanned face. "Many of

our people have gone into exile in Toronto, Houston and 
South America. Our foes are now our masters. They 
have laid hands on all of South Africa's mineral treasures, 
for now." 

Such lamentations were not uncommon among theAWB 
members I spoke with. Despite the optimism surrounding 
the dismantling of apartheid, endemic street crime, rape 
and bank robbery have terrorized blacks and whites 
alike. Their frustration was evident when one of the 

Ystergarde faithful went so 
far as to inquire if I would 
be willing to arrange an in­
terview with certain hated 
parties and bring along a 
team ofYstergarde members 
posing as "photographers" 
in order to carry out an as­
sassination. 

AWB is remarkably well armed with weapons from the SADF and from many border wars over 
the years. Some weapons have allegedly come from American Special Forces sympathizers 
operating in Angola. 

After numerous meetings 
with TerreBlanche and vis­
its to different levels of the 
AWB training structure, I 
was surprised to find the 
Y stergarde to be basically 
a capricious collection of 
ardent Christian fundamen­
talists, Boer patriots and 
anti-New World Order zeal­
ots with little regard for 
matters concerning race. ln 
fact, to the average mem­
ber the native Zulu is a 
blood-brother, an ally 
against a communist on­
slaught the likes of which 

National Congress' (ANC) worst nightmare - a team of 
ex-specops personnel extraordinarily equipped, ready and 
willing to do the bidding of the fiery and mercurial A WB 
leader Eugene TerreBlanche. Leon Van der Merwe, com­
mander of the Ystergarde, spelled out the philosophy of 
the AWB and bristled at Nazi comparisons made by the 
international media. "We're not Nazis. We're Christians 
defending our land ... from the communist anti -Christs of 
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the Boer has not seen since 
1838 during the days of the "Great Trek." This collection 
of doctors, artisans, lawyers, engineers and photographers, 
was ready to risk all to secure the freedom of self-deter­
mination in an Afrikaner homeland - a sequel to the wars 
of independence their forefathers had fought, and the com­
bat they had endured in Rhodesia, Angola and across 
southern Africa. 

"We have always stood by the Americans and the Brit-
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ish," Van der Merwe told me. "In both World Wars I and 
II, in Korea, Afghanistan and even Central America we 
helped you Amerikaners. But the New World Order crowd, 
led by that traitor George Bush in conjunction with the 
United Nations, has betrayed the Afrikaner on the altar of 
global socialism." What Van der Merwe claims is true, 
even to the point of purchasing some 200,000 pounds of 
East German weapons on behalf of the South African 
government and shipping them to Nicaraguan Contra leader 
Eden Pastora on the Danish freighter Pia Vesta back in the 
days of P.W. Botha. 

Training For The Whole Family 

Contrasting the high-level operational skills and fa­
naticism of the Ystergarde were the low-level weekend 
camps organized by the AWB for families scattered around 
South Africa. I was offered the chance to visit such a 
camp in western Transvaal as a personal guest of AWB 
Hoofkommandant Jappie Oelofsen. 

Former SADF special forces and Reece personnel train under 
the instruction of British SAS officers and mercenaries from 
Israel, Ireland and Holland. 

Oelofsen greeted me with the traditional A WB hand­
shake (grabbing the wrist in lieu of the hand) and led me 
on a tour of his training camp. The immediate area was 
bordered by several rows of tents, autos and a parade area 
where the Orange Free State and Transvaal flags flew 
high above the compound. 

The group of 80 recruits prayed for guidance and 
launched into practical handgun drills for adults and chil­
dren alike. The well-disciplined students conducted the 
exercises with precision and excitement. I was once again 
surprised to find how disappointingly normal they ap­
peared to be. All claimed a desire to live in peace with the 
blacks. All wanted to see apartheid come to a swift and 
just end. And all blamed the terrorist necklacings and ear­
cuttings of the ANC for inciting discord. Special venom 
was reserved for East European Joe Slovo, leader of the 
South African Communist Party. 

The Boers were quick to claim that they were "the most 
forgiving culture on earth, [having] granted absolution to the 
Zulu, English and even Jan Smuts." Far from talking like the 
ordinary beer-guzzling yahoos portrayed in the Western press, 
these men and women talked articulately about every­
thing: Russian-backed liberation theology, restrictive gun 
laws, the plight of farm workers and the plague of AIDS

that they believe will one day destroy all of Africa. 
"The men, women and children in Kenya, Rhodesia, 

the Congo and South-West Africa [SWA] all had South 
Africa to fall back on," Oelofsen sighed. "Where are we 
supposed to go? Antarctica?" 

Oelofsen was also concerned about the A WB image 
and did his best to explain the fabrication of Nazi and 
A\VB comparisons. The ex-SWA special forces vet agreed 
that their symbols were similar to the Nazi swastika and 
probably damaged public perception of the AWB move­
ment and hindered recruitment. But he contended their 
logo is a pious grouping of three sevens representing 
God's holy resistance to the 666 of the Antichrist. 

An SADF intelligence officer in Pretoria later told me 
that the SADF had been hunting a wealthy German na­
tional living in Swakopmund, Namibia. The German, the 
SADF learned, had escaped from Nazi Germany with 
priceless art treasures pillaged during the war. After laun­
dering the fortune in Brazil and Argentina, he had re­

turned to the former German colony of South-West 
Africa in the mid-1970s and began bankrolling the 
AWB. This might explain the Germanic operational 
nature of the AWB leadership as opposed to the com­
mon anti-racist, anti-Nazi, pro-Christian rhetoric of the 
average A WB member. And this may explain how a 
poor pumpkin farmer like TerreBianche could afford to 
finance a BMW and the AWB. 

The Third Boer War 

The current status of the A WB and the Iron Guard is 
tenuous at best. Though the ANC has agreed to negoti­
ate "in principle" on the idea of a Boer homeland, it 
appears unlikely thatTerreBlanche will secure his dream 
of a sovereign territory consisting of the Orange Free 
State, western Transvaal and northern Natal. 

A large portion of the Iron Guard's elite troops were 
arrested as suspects in the Jan Smuts Airport bombing 
spree during last April's election. Many others are ru­
mored to be in hiding in the hills near Barberton, 

where SADF intelligence sources claim the Boers have 
hidden gigantic weapons caches. However, droves of 
Ystergarde and SADF special forces gear is being auc­
tioned off by major international military dealers in 
Johannesburg, possibly indicating that the Iron Guard has 
abandoned its huge training camps and gone to ground. 

TerreBlanche is far from willing to admit defeat. He 
told me, "Somewhere along the line the Afrikaner lost 
Jesus Christ as our true shepherd. The Third Boer War 
will be our way back to Him. I hate to say this, but the 
idea of ... different races and cultures and nations living in 
peace together is a fantasy. Just examine the current situa­
tion in the former Soviet Union, or Bosnia, Ireland or 
even Los Angeles." 

His view is seconded by Peter Hammond, an elite 
SADF special forces and Angolan War veteran who 
heads an evangelist program in southern Africa: 
"There are only two types of people in South Africa. 
Those who believe there is no problem and those 
who believe there is no hope. 

"Marxist dictators like Castro, and terrorists like Yasir 
Arafat, along with Big Sister Hillary Clinton were toasting 
the communist takeover of South Africa at last year's inau­
guration. It was a great victory for terrorism, propaganda, 
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sanctions, subversion and fraud," Hammond lamented. 
"The American public is so caught up with their daily 

bread and circuses that we don't realize the full implica-

fighting for white supremacy but for freedom from the 
horrors of a totalitarian one-world government. Traitors 
like F. W. De Klerk and Pik Botha will be hunted down in 

Switzerland and necklaced in 
the ANC tradition." 

Ever defiant, TerreB!anche 
continues to boast of ultimate 
victory: "The Boer aren't the 
weak, obese, pathetic idolaters 
that the Americans have be­
come. Christians have always 
had to fight for their freedom 
in the tradition of the World 
War II resistance movements 
all over Europe. Even now 
Christians are winning in the 
Sudan, Angola and Mozam­
bique. And don't forget, we 
have many friends in both Eu­
rope and the U.S. 

With Mandela unable to control the former ANC gangs, only the worst fool walks the streets 
unarmed and unprepared - adding to the popularity of AWB family training camps. 

"We are experts in guerrilla 
fighting. The British came here 
a century ago claiming they 
would mop us up in what Lord 
Kitchner called the 'Tea Time 

tions of a communist South Africa," said Louis Tambs, a 
former U.S. ambassador. "What happens if someone like 
Zhirinovsky comes to power in Russia? He will be able to 
implement the Brezhnev doctrine of controlling the stra­
tegic mineral treasure chest of southern Africa and then 
set his sights on the oil in the Middle East. If something 
happens along the Suez Canal, Western control of the 
Cape of Good Hope is going to be vital to America's 
national security." 

Hammond, however, sees a silver lining in the fact that 
on 31 March 1994, the SADF refused to invade KwaZulu 
and carry the Zulu leadership away as ANC prisoners. 
"We in the SADF were never defeated on the battlefield," 
he said during a recent tour of the United States. "We 
were betrayed. Now we see the riches of our land handed 
over to foreign squatters and revolutionary parasites. But 
the communists are anti-God, anti-freedom and anti-fam­
ily, and they are already sowing the seeds of their own 
destruction. One day we'll see a truly free, democratically 
elected constitutional, non-racial republic in South Africa 
with a prosperous free-market economy to boot." 

Scum Of The Earth 

While the remnants of the AWB still organize to battle 
the "one settler, one bullet" rhetoric of the Pan African 
Congress, they are unnerved by the fact that the United 
States is presently constructing airbases in neighboring 
Botswana, ostensibly to assist a future invasion of U.N. 
peacekeepers to put down a Boer-Zulu rebellion, accord­
ing to Hammond. 

"Let them come," says one former Ystergarde member, 
now residing in relative safety in Windhoek, Namibia. 
"The U.N. troops are always comprised of the scum of 
their respective national outfits. Natal is an awful place -
cold, hills and dense cover. The socialists of the New 
World Order will be disemboweled by the Zulus, who 
love their monarchical heritage. The Afrikaners won't be 
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War.' But his empire wound 
up spilling more blood in South Africa than in all other 
English campaigns conducted in the 19th century com­
bined." For now, however, TerreBlanche and the 
Ystergarde remnant can only continue to close ranks 
with the Zulu and prepare for their day of rebellion, be 
it real or imagined.

Can Ultra-Secret H&K 50 
Stifle the Steyr?

Heckler & Koch's newest 
5.56x45mm weapon system, the 
HK50, is conspicuous by the amount 
of secrecy surrounding it. Little has 
been written about this rifle, H&K 
won't talk about it and photos and 
specs of it are kept close-hold. Most 
of this secrecy is due to its compet­
ing with the Steyr AUG in a race to 
replace the G3 rifle and UZI sub­
machine gun for the Bundeswehr's 
component of the European rapid re-

action force. 
Students of Bundeswehr small 

arms strategy are allowed a wry grin 
as they'll remember that when NATO 
agreed on the 5.56x45mm SS109 car­
tridge as an alliance standard, Ger­
many declined to sign, saying that 
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5.56x45mm offered no significant 
advance on 7.62x51mm NATO. Of 
course, that was when German forces 
still expected to receive the caseless 
4.73x33mm Gll rifle. But when East 
Germany joined the fold and the full 
cost of reunification was computed, 
many military programs were put on 
ice: The G 11 was one. 

Germany has decided to live with 
the 7.62x51mm G3 for the foresee­
able future, but the prospect of some 
units having to work with other 
European armies armed with 
5.56x45mm weapons has compelled 
the government to seek a limited buy 
in the smaller caliber: The German 
army designations for these rifles are 
G36 and MG36. The. final require­
ment, drawn up in May 1994, is for 
33,500 G36 rifles and 2,100 MG36 
light machine guns (LMG). Steyr and 
H&K are the only contenders. 

Interestingly, the original request 
was for an "off the shelf' system, a 
criterion only Steyr could meet. This 
wording was changed in order not to 
rule out the HK50, still a develop­
mental design. 

Most readers know the 5.56x45mm 
AUG family well enough by now. It 
has the advantage of a long track 
record and the basic rifle can be 
quickly reconfigured as a light sup­
port weapon by fitting a longer, 
heavier barrel and a bipod. Special

and cost) the H&K roller-locked, de­
layed-blowback mechanism has been 
dropped in favor of gas operation.

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AMT Designs Definitive Big Bore Backup

In my loop everyone packs 
two pieces, a primary sidearm and a 
backup. When the user is given the 
option, there's never been much dis­
agreement about the primary piece. 
It's almost always one version or an­
other of the .45 ACP M1911-type 
semiauto pistol. Both the caliber and 
the single-action, cocked-and-locked 
method of operation hold the proper, 
combat-proven credentials for armed 
professionals. 

The problem has always been the 
backup. By definition, its principal 
physical characteristic has to be an 
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abbreviated envelope, as deep con­
cealment is the first prerequisite. It 
must be small, exceptionally small. 
In the past that requirement has al­
ways resulted in a compromise cham­
bering, ranging from woeful to 
marginal. The worst possible choice 
is the pathetic .25 ACP round. It can 
someti111es kill, but often enough 
serves only to further enrage your 
opponent. It's not my choice under 
any circumstances. 

The .22 LR rimfire cartridge is a 
somewhat better choice. Solids should 
be selected over hollow points in this 
caliber, as they will penetrate up to

still make only a very small hole and, 
if possible, head shots are more likely 
to incapacitate than torso hits. Euro­
peans prefer the .32 ACP (7.65mm) 
round over the .380 ACP (9mm Kurz) 
for no other reason than most pocket 
pistol series chambered for both 
rounds provide one more round in 
the .32 ACP magazine. In my opin­
ion, no effective .32 ACP ammuni­
tion is currently available. Only 
Hornady and Federal produce effec­
tive hollow-point .380 ACP ammuni­
tion. Even at that, the .380 ACP round 
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remains no more than 
marginal in wound bal­
listics potential. There 
are a few, very few, ex­
tremely compact pistols 
chambered for the 9mm 
Parabellum cartridge. 
They will do, but what 
if there was an incred­
ibly small, extremely 
reliable semiauto pistol 
available for the mighty 
.45 ACP round? 

Compact, Power­
ful, Reliable 

It appears that there 
now is such a handgun, 
and although jaded af­
ter years of examining 
too many less-than-me­
diocre firearms, I have 
never been more ex­
cited about a tiny ter­
minator than I am about 
the .45 ACP BACK UP 
DAO (Double Action 
Only) pistol recently 
introduced by AMT 
(Arcadia Machine & 
Tool Inc., Dept SOF, 
6226 Santos Diaz St., 
Irwindale, CA 91702; 
phone: 818-334-6629, 
fax: 818-969-5247). 
Harry Sanford, AMT's 
president and architect 
of the legendary .44 
Auto Mag Pistol 
(AMP), which com­
menced series produc­
tion in 1971, and his 
designer, Larry Gross­

man, have come up with a pistol 
chambered for the .45 ACP cartridge 
in an envelope no larger, except for 
thickness, than the Walther PPK. And 
it is reliable, all the time, every time, 
with an amazing assortment of .45 
ACP ammunition. 

Simplicity is a hallmark feature of 
this pistol: Counting every screw, pin 
and spring, there are only 31 total 
parts. But, most impressive are the 
dimensions. Overall length of the .45 
ACP BACK UP DAO is only 5.7 
inches. The height is 4.1 inches and 
the width, at the grip panels, is 1 
inch. The weight, empty, with the 
magazine is 23 ounces. 

Both the frame and slide are mill­
finished investment castings made 
from 17-4 stainless steel (the same

material used to make the frame of 
the original "Pasadena" .44 AMP). 
Most of the small components are 
fabricated from either 17-4 or 17-7 
stainless steel. The barrel, with an 
overall length of 3 inches, has six­
groove rifling with a right-hand twist 
of one turn in 10 inches. It is made of 
416 stainless steel. Except for the 
polished sides of the slide, the exte­
rior of the pistol has a matte, glass­
beaded appearance. Both black, 
glass-filled nylon grip panels are at­
tached to the frame with two screws 
turned into threaded holes in the 
frame without a bushing interface. 
The trigger guard is undercut where 
it meets the frame's front strap to 
provide a better grip on the com­
pressed frame and bring the firing 
hand closer to the bore's axis to re­
duce the perceived recoil. 

The method of operation is locked­
breech, short recoil. There is a single, 
semicircular locking lug inside the 
slide just in front of the ejection port. 
When in battery, this lug engages a 
recess in the barrel 1.4 inches from 
the muzzle (cut on a lathe around the 
entire outer circumference of the bar­
rel for cost-effective purposes). A lug 
on the barrel's underside has been 
cut with a heart-shaped, forward- and 
upward-sloping camway. The take­
down pin, held by each side of the 
frame, goes through this cutout. As 
the barrel and slide - locked together 
- travel rearward a distance of only 
0.105 inches, the barrel starts to cam 

downward by means of this pin, un­
locking it from the slide and termi­
nating its rearward movement. A 
raised, concentric ring around the 
barrel 's muzzle takes the place of a 
conventional front barrel bushing and 
eliminates the requirement for a sepa­
rate component. The polished front 
surface of the lug on the barrel's un­
derside serves as a feed ramp. A 
single-coil recoil spring rides on a 
full-length guide rod. The U-shaped 
end of the guide rod impinges against 
the front of the takedown pin. All of 
this is very simple and very effective. 

The slide's ejection port is open 
about 200 degrees around the top of 
the barrel to enhance reliability and 
reduce the chance of a "stove-pipe" 
stoppage. The spring-loaded extrac­
tor bar pivots on its retaining pin lo­
cated on the right side of the slide. 
The slide's cocking serrations are 
deeply cut and provide an excellent 
purchase to draw the slide rearward 
when chambering a round. The fixed 
ejector is held in place to the left 
interior of the frame by the hammer's 
axis pin. 

The trigger mechanism is also 
quite simple. Pulling the trigger, 
which pivots on an axis pin in the 
frame, draws the spring-loaded trig­
ger bar forward . A hook at the rear of 
the trigger bar pulls the bottom of the 
hammer forward and the hammer then 
rotates fully to the rear before it falls 
forward to strike the spring-loaded 
firing pin (held in place by a roll pin

in a transverse hole in the slide). The 
trigger has a constant radius configu­
ration and is canted forward at the 
bottom (a bit too much so for my 
taste) to increase the travel and thus 
reduce the pull weight. Trigger pull 
weight on Soldier Of Fortune's test 
specimen was a relatively smooth 
12.5 pounds (as measured with com­
petition dead weights). When the slide 
travels rearward in recoil, the ham­
mer is rolled back again. When the 
slide moves forward in counter-re­
coil, the hammer rides on the end of 
the slide so that it does not impact on 

A raised, concentric ring around the 
barrel's muzzle takes the place of a 
conventional front barrel bushing and 
eliminates the requirement for a 
separate component.

the inertia-type firing pin with enough 
force to ignite the primer of the round 
in the chamber. The hammer spring 
rides on a strut in the rear of the grip 
frame. This spring is also employed 
to spring-load the magazine catch/ 
release as the bottom of the hammer 
strut rests in a hole in the top of the 
catch/release button. 
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To enhance concealment, external 
protrusions have been eliminated to 
whatever extent possible. There is no 
manual safety or decocking lever as 
this pistol is double-action-only. Even 
the hammer is shrouded throughout 
its rotation by the slide and frame. 
There is no slide stop lever and the 
slide does not hold open after the last 
shot has been fired. There is no maga­
zine catch/release button aft of the 
trigger guard. A European heel-type 
magazine catch/release is employed 
and the sharply serrated button, which

rotates on a cross pin at the bottom 
of the frame to the rear of the maga­
zine-well, must be pushed rearward 
to withdraw the magazine - it does 
not fall freely away. I cannot envi­
sion any realistic scenario in which 
an operator would be required to ef­
fect a tactical reload with a last-ditch 
handgun of this type 

Deep Concealment 

No front or rear sight rises above 
the slide to snag on clothing. Instead, 
a channel-type sighting system, con­
sisting of nothing more than a U­
shaped groove, runs the full length of 
the slide. The top of the slide is 
rounded and all sharp corners and 
edges have been removed on both 
the slide and frame. 

The single-column, detachable 
box-type magazine holds five rounds 
and is manufactured for AMT by 
Metalform. This is a shortened ver­
sion · of their standard M1911-type 
magazine, although in this instance 
the catch/release notch on the maga­
zine body and the hold-open step on 
the follower serve no function. The 
magazine body, a welded sheet-metal 
stamping, is fabricated from 410 

stainless steel. AMT modifies these 
magazines by tapering the feed lips 
15-20 thousandths of an inch where 
the cartridge releases. With a round 
in the chamber, the total capacity of 
this pistol is six rounds. There is no 
magazine disconnect safety on this 
pistol, so it can be fired with the 
magazine removed. 

To protect themselves from liabil­
ity lawsuits, the AMT instruction 
manual cautions users from carrying 
the .45 ACP BACK UP with a round 
in the chamber. Provided the opera­
tor is an experienced armed profes­
sional and consistently follows the 
four rules of safety - 1) Every gun 
is always loaded; 2) never let the 
muzzle cover anything which you are 
not willing to destroy; 3) keep your 
finger off the trigger until your sights 
are on the target, and 4) always be 
sure of your target - this pistol 
should always be carried with a round 
in the chamber, ready to employ in­
stantly should it be necessary to do 
so. Attempting to manually chamber 
a round during the drawstroke se­
quence, under stress, would be cast-

ing the odds heavily in your 
opponent's favor. 

The instruction manual also states 
that it's not necessary to disassemble 
the .45 ACP BACK UP for normal 
cleaning and lubrication. Don't believe 
that either. Proficiency with a small 
pistol of this type requires a great deal 
of practice. Anyone who fires a hand­
gun extensively and then does nothing 
more than swab down the barrel and 
spray oil on the exterior before stuff­
ing it into a holster, deserves to lose 
the gunfight and most likely will. 

Disassembly of the .45 ACP 
BACK UP is a piece of cake. Putting

Much smaller than the M1911A1 pistol 
and no larger than a Walther PPK, the 
AMT .45 ACP BACK UP DAO provides 
.45 power in a .380 package. 
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takedown pin on the left side of the 
frame. Insert a punch of the correct 
size in the exposed hole in the trigger 
bar on the right side of the frame (the 
trigger bar is exposed for this very 
reason and so that the right grip panel 
does not have to be removed to sepa­
rate the slide and frame groups) and 
push the takedown pin to the left un­
til it is separated from the frame. Push 
the slide group forward and separate 
it from the frame. Remove the recoil 
spring and guide rod from the slide 
by pushing them forward and then 
up. Remove the barrel by lifting it up 
at the rear end and pulling it rear­
ward at the same time. With a screw­
driver, remove the grip panels. Lift 
out the trigger bar spring and then 
the trigger bar from the left side of 
the frame. No further disassembly is 
advisable . 

During the cleaning process be 
sure to remove debris from the breech 
face and extractor claw with a brush. 
Before reassembly, all stainless steel 
firearms must be properly lubricated. 
There are a number of lubricating oils 
that have been formulated for stain­
less steel weaponry. A very thin film 
of oil should be placed on all of the

film of a more viscous substance, such 
as Kleenbore's TW25-B High Tech 
Lubricant, should be applied to the bear­
ing surfaces on the slide and frame . 

Reassemble in the reverse order. 
Be sure the trigger bar's hook is prop­
erly engaged behind the hammer. 
Re-install the right grip panel imme­
diately after you insert the trigger bar 
spring into its holes in the frame and 
trigger bar. Install the slide group on 
the frame and pull the slide rearward 
until the end is flush with the end of

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Three names below -Robin

When Robert W. Muir first talked 
with Mickey Downie on 25 February 
1990 about doing business, Muir and 

105mm and 155mm howitzers, with 
ammunition; Ml 13 APCs, Huey heli­
copters, C-130 cargo planes, M41 and 
M48 tanks, and F-5 and A-37 jets. 

What Muir did not know was that 
Downie, a career arms merchant, was 
also secretly working for U.S. Cus­
toms, and that Downie was engineer­
ing a sting as part of a Class I 
undercover investigation supervised 
directly by the Treasury Department's 

Office of Foreign Assets Con­
trol (OFAC) - Operation 
Leatherneck. Leatherneck per­
haps took its name from the 
fact that three of the four tar­
gets of the investigation in the 
United States, one an elected 
federal official, were Marine 
Corps veterans who'd served 
in Vietnam. The scheme 
hinged on using the POW /MIA 
issue as a cover for buying 
weapons, armored vehicles 
and aircraft from Vietnam 's 
communist government. 

What Downie in turn could 
not have known was that the 
Treasury Department would 
pull the plug on the operation 
and hang him out to dry. 

same high-ranking treasury officials 
try to destroy the careers and endan­
ger the lives of honest people who 
have tried to right the wrong of Op­
eration Leatherneck? 

Muir recovered from his bombing 
injuries and was back in Bangkok 
when he and Downie talked on 18 
March 1990. But Muir was stinking 
drunk and they "had a few harsh 
words," Downie dead-panned in char­
acteristic understatement. "It sounded 
like you had one or two more than 
you needed to," Downie told Muir 
when Downie called Bangkok again 
the next day, their entire conversa­
tion tape-recorded. 

"About a bottle more," said Muir, 
still nursing a hellish hangover. Muir 
assured Downie that Joe Ivey -
Downie's ostensible business partner, 
actually an unwitting informant and 
one of the suspects under investiga­
tion by Customs - would have no 
trouble traveling on short notice to 
either Thailand or Vietnam, where 
Ivey was to inspect the merchandise. 
"The ambassador from Thailand to 
Vietnam is a good friend of mine," 
Muir said. "I can get that [visa] with 
no problem. The Vietnam visa he al­
ready has. It's sitting in the airport, 
waiting for him." 

At the time - 1990 - It 
was a $70 million illegal deal, 
one violating the Trading With 
The Enemy Act. Downie told 
Muir part of the weapons 
would be smuggled into the 
States for sale to street gangs 
and other criminal organ­
izations. The remainder was

tomers," including 
the Libyan government. 
Muir was unmoved by the 
potential end-users of the 
deadly toys he . was bro­
kering. 

Initially, Muir had tried to cut a 
legal deal on behalf of the Vietnam­
ese government. In a 15 September 
1989 letter to General Phan Khu, di­
rector of the Industry Department of 
Vietnam's Defense Ministry, Muir 
advised that he had met with " the 

his partner, British SAS veteran 
Stephen Percival, were in a Hong 
Kong hospital: A crude bomb had 
exploded under their Chinese taxi. 
They miraculously escaped serious 
injury. Muir told Downie in the brief 
phone conversation from the hospital 
that they would have to talk later. 

The taxi bombing comes with the 
turf, Downie told Soldier Of Fortune: 
"That kind of thing happens from time 
to time in this business." 

"This business" is weapons. Big 
weapons. Lots of big weapons. 

Muir and Downie were negotiat­
ing a $70 million deal that included 
hundreds of thousands of M16s, 
Thompson SMGs, AK-47s and Colt 
.45s, all left behind in Vietnam. The 
list Muir telefaxed to Downie from 
his home in Bangkok also offered 
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The United States did not 
normalize diplomatic rela­
tions with Vietnam until 
April 1994. The questions 
readers must consider are 
these: Why would the Trea­
sury Department - en- -
gaged as it is today in a 
vendetta of intimidation and 
coercion against law-abid­
ing gun dealers - five years 
ago sabotage investigation 
of a blatant plot to smuggle 
millions of dollars worth of 
illegal weapons into this 
country?

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appropriate officials of the American 
embassy in Bangkok" because " it was 
felt that offering this for sale back to 
the United States ... would go a long 
way to improve relations between 
Vietnam" and the United States. Muir 
told Phan Khu that when embassy 
officials rejected it, "we traveled to 
America in an attempt to get a posi­
tive reply from higher officials. 

"Receiving no reply, we filed a 
report with the American Embassy 
that we would attempt to place the 
weapons in the hands of a neutral 
country that would 
be acceptable to 
both Vietnam and 

tell us that ... the embargo will be in 
effect for many months to come .... 
As an American, I am forced to retire 
from active participation. Mr. [Robin 
James], the American from [a Sunbelt 
state] is in a position to pursue this 
project and I lend full support to him. 

"We do NOT intend to remove 
ourselves from Vietnam, or our many, 
many friends here," Muir's letter con­
cludes. "Our company in Bangkok is 
now doing survey work for American 
businesses and manufacturing corpo­
rations who wish to become estab-

Despite his claims in the letter to 
Phan Khu to have disengaged himself 
from the massive arms deal, his March 
1990 phone conversation with Downie 
makes it clear that Muir was still very 
much a player, and that financing ar­
rangements were ongoing. 

"The chairman of the [Hong Kong] 
bank is well aware of everything I'm 
doing," Muir told Downie. "It has his 
full approval, and there's nothing il­
legal in that country about moving 
that money for what it's intended 
for. ... The bank happens to be one 

of the largest in the 
world The chairman 
of that bank knows 

America," Muir's 
letter to the commu­
nist official contin­
ued. "After many 
trips and meetings 
in Hong Kong, Tai­
wan and Vietnam, 
we were ready to 
proceed with the 
project. ... Taiwan 
wished to purchase 
the entire list pre­
sented to them. We

Indeed, when Mu ir returned to 
Bangkok and advised the U.S. Em­
bassy that Vietnam had gotten cold 
feet, "three different departments of 
the American government [Depart­
ments of State, Treasury and Justice] 
had directed that efforts be stopped 
at once to negotiate the removal of 
weapons from Vietnam." 

Muir's letter went on to assure the 
Vietnamese general that "we want to 
see the (trade] embargo lifted as soon 
as possible. Friends inside the Ameri­
can government who share our views

Iished in Vietnam .... I am presently 
in Ho Chi Minh City, working on 
several projects. We continue our ef­
forts on behalf of Vietnam, and the 
Americans who believe as we do .... " 

So, five years before the trade ban 
on Vietnam was lifted, Muir was rep­
resenting U.S. companies eager to do 
business with our old enemy, despite 
the obvious violations of law. Some 
of these companies are giant corpo­
rations who contribute heavily to 
national candidates of both the Demo­
cratic and Republican parties, firms 
whose names every reader would rec­
ognize, whose products virtually ev­
ery reader has consumed. Some are 
recognized worldwide as icons of 
Western civilization. 

Rather than fear 
detection by the' U.S. government, 
Muir seemed contemptuous of it, even 
to invite it. One of the former U.S. 
ambassadors to Thailand and he were 
" pretty good friends," Muir said. 

"I have kept the U.S. government 
informed," he told Downie. "I have 
had numerous meetings, both with 
the company - the CIA people in 
the embassy - as well as the politi­
cal people and the commercial people. 
The commercial attache has been a 
friend of mine for 20 years. ... The 
political people are not happy with 
me for the length of time I've spent 
in Vietnam." 

Muir bragged that he'd already had 
three letters from the Treasury De­
partment OFAC saying "they would 
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"I've got cus­
tomers in place," 
Downie said. "I've 
put a lot of time 
into this and, so 
far, all I've got to 
show for it is a 
tremendous tele­
phone bill."

"I understand 
that," Muir said. 
''I've got over 
$100,000 invested 
in this little 
project. I intend to 
get it back." 

jump my ass and seize everything 
I've got in the U.S. I said, 'Help your­
self.' I don't have anything in the 
U.S. I have no plans of going back 
for some time to come. At the meet­
ing in the embassy, one of the politi­
cal guys got his feathers ruffled. He 
said, ' Fuck it, if you think you're 
gonna get that stuff outta there! The 
first sh ip that comes outta there 
loaded with those arms, we're gonna 
grab it on the high seas. Confiscate 
it! When we find American-made 
arms with serial numbers that do not 
jive with anything on the free mar­
ket, we will simply impound it.' 

"I said, 'What the hell! When did 
you guys become pirates?' I said, 
'Okay. Fuck you, too.' And that's 
where it stood. But ... the commer­
cial attache - his name is mud now 
at the embassy because of his 
longstanding friendship with me -
told me that they have backed off 
from that stance .... I wrote the State 
Department and told them that I 
would take such matters as necessary 
into my own hands in order to move 
this materiel." 

Like any real gunrunner would be, 
Downie was cautious. 

" I am used to making arrange­
ments to get things into the United 
States," Downie said. "I am used to 
making arrangements to get things 
into Canada. I am not used to facing 
potential problems in between 
there and here. Can you help me get 
around that?" 

"Yes," Muir assured him. "There's 
no problem with that. I have your 
address. I'll write you a letter and 
take care of problems or headaches 
on that end from this end .... But I 
will not discuss it on the phone." 

So Downie cut to the bottom line: 
money. Let's make a deal, he said. 
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Operation Leatherneck began, of 
all places, at an Ohio gun show in the 
fall of 1989. Mickey Downie, who 
held a federal firearms license to sell 
machine guns and had a reputation of 
being a street wise wheeler-dealer, 
was approached by Joe Ivey, a retired 
Army logistics officer who claimed 
to have the connections to buy large 
quantities of weapons out of Viet­
nam. lvey's brother, Chuck, a retired 
Marine Corps colonel, was an admin­
istrative staff member for a U.S. con­
gressman (no longer in office) who 
had also served in Vietnam in the 
Marine Corps. Joe Ivey and the con­
gressman were already working with 
another Vietnam vet, gun dealer 
Robin James, at opening doors to do 
business with Vietnam. 

Like Muir, the Ivey brothers and 
the congressman were unaware of 
Downie's real business. At that time, 
Downie had already worked for four 
years as a contract undercover opera­
tive for the BATF, and for almost a 
decade after that with U.S. Customs. 
Downie's control agent for that en­
tire 14-year period was Frank 
Caliendo. Downie's business as a ma­
chine-gun dealer - and his big-city 
hustler persona - sometimes at­
tracted criminals, which made him a 
great intelligence resource for fed­
eral law enforcement. 

Caliendo, whose wife was the third 
woman to be sworn in as an ATF 
special agent, gradually grew disen­
chanted with ATF's increasingly abu­
sive attitude toward law enforcement. 
He ultimately became a whistle 
blower, and his wife finally resigned 
from ATF because of constant sexual 
harassment. (The Caliendo couple 
were both interviewed on camera for 
a CBS News 60 Minutes segment 
about blatant sexual harassment by 

the ATF, broadcast shortly before the 
ill-fated Waco raid .) Four years after 
recruiting Downie, Caliendo trans­
ferred from ATF to U.S. Customs, 
taking Downie with him. 

When Downie told Joe Ivey he 
was eager to broker illegal weapons 
from Vietnam, Ivey introduced 
Downie to Robin James, who flew 
from Ohio for a dinner meeting where 
Downie introduced them to another 
supposed weapons broker, who in re­
ality was Caliendo. Downie told SOF 
this was the only meeting that was 
not secretly tape recorded because 
"Frank and I were afraid they might 
pat us down for a body wire." Al l 
subsequent meetings and phone con­
versations were taped, he said, and 
both James and Ivey "made it clear 
that they had high-ranking military 
and political help from U.S. govern­
ment officials to facilitate this arms 
transaction." 

By that time, efforts by Muir and 
James to get a piece of the military 
action coming out of Vietnam were 
well under way. In a memo to the 
commercial attache at the U.S. Em­
bassy in Bangkok - Muir ' s old 
buddy - dated 19 April 1989, Muir

indicates "unlimited" quanti ties of 
"bombs, CBU, all sizes," were avail­
able, plus unlimited quantities of 
mortars, bazookas, 51mm (sic) and 
90mm recoilless rifles, surface-to-air 
missile launchers and 50mm (sic) 
machine guns. 

"All of the above [available] with 
unlimited amounts of ammo, bring 
your shopping list, warehouses full," 
Muir gleefully noted to the embassy 
official. Muir also itemized the avail­
ability of 15 A-37 jets, seven C-130s, 
20 UH-1 Hueys, 107 M41 light tanks 
in excellent condition, 100 M113 ar­
mored personnel carriers, 140 155mm 
howitzers in excellent condition, and 
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name, the name 
of his company 
and a copy of his 
letter, a Justice 
Department 
spokesman said 
records indicate 
he is not now, nor 
has he ever been, 
a registered agent 
for the Vietnam­
ese government. 

When Downie suggested they 
might screen the movement of weap­
ons from Vietnam to the United States 
by shipping them through the Philip­
pines, James claimed that he had "met 
with General Ramos' secretary about 
three months ago .... I was fucking a 
woman who was a cousin and I may 
get contact there .... In fact, I got her 
visa cleared to come [to the United 
States] in January . ... She's gonna 
meet me back in Thailand to work 
for me again."

In the meantime, the Vietnamese 
government was dangling other in­
centives in front of the eager eyes of 
would-be entrepreneurs like James 
and Muir: U.S. dog tags. An intelli­
gence source in Washington familiar 
with Operation Leatherneck told SOF 
that the two men were "using the 
POW /MIA issue to open the doors 
for importing illegal weapons. They 
were using the issue as leverage to 
try and pry open the door to a lucra­
tive business market."

Muir further noted to his buddy at 
the embassy that "all of this is going 
to Taiwan. General Win Ha Shuin, 
logistics and procurement, command­
ing, is in Washington, D.C., at this 
time obtaining approval from the U.S. 
to acquire. Just between us, they are 
going to buy, with or without an OK 
[from the U.S. government]." Muir's 
memo cynically noted that the Tai­
wan deal was being overseen by 
"General Chiang, the son of the man 
that two American presidents have 
hailed as a great man and leader of 
the free world. 

"I have two days to decide: One, 
complete the deal w/trip to Taipei as 
guest of Chiang, or two, turn the 
whole deal over to the British .... " 
Muir's partner, former SAS officer 
Stephen Percival, is a British national. 

In a letter to the Justice Depart­
ment dated 17 August 1989, James 
expressed his "wish to register as a 
foreign agent for the country of Viet­
nam," inquiring "if I can register now 
or is it necessary to wait until the 
embargo is lifted .... I recently re­
turned from Vietnam and they have 
asked me to contact American com­
panies to see if they are willing to 
come to Vietnam now to begin nego­
tiations for possible contracts with 
Vietnamese and American companies 
after the embargo is lifted. Specific 
companies Vietnam asked me to con­
tact are oil companies and soft drink/ 
beverage companies .... " 

SOF was unable to determine 
what, if any, reply James received. 
But after being given James' real 
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ness associate," 
adding that it was "issued upon the 
request of Mr. [James for] whatever 
legal purpose it may serve him." 

Red Carpet was the primary agent 
recognized by the Vietnamese gov­

Back when principals were attempting to operate within the law, Muir sent this 
memo to U.S. Embassy in Bangkok advising what the Vietnamese were selling. 

Vietnam by tourists - especially 
Americans. In a telephone conversa­
tion with Downie on 27 December 
1989, James confided that the tour­
ism agency " is a big front for the 
[Vietnamese] secret police. ... The 
head of Vietnamese tourism is a per­
sonal friend of mine .... It's worked 
out pretty good, except I haven't been 
able to benefit him financially and 
he hasn't been able to benefit me 
financially .... " 

In a cable dated 27 October 1989, 
Muir's friend who was a commercial 
attache in the U.S. Embassy in 
Bangkok reported to Andre Sauvageot 
of the Department of State in Wash­
ington that Muir and James had ob­
tained letters of support from the 
legislative director of the congress­
man for whom Joe lvey's brother 
worked. They outlined "an agreement

circulate over the wearer's back. 
To add to the pack's durability, 

the mesh is doubled or reinforced in 
some manner or another throughout 
the structure of the pack. For example, 
on the bottom and around the entire 
perimeter of the bag's interior are 
velcro-type strips. They serve three 
purposes. They give the pack struc­
tural body. They serve as backing for 
things sewn on the outside of the 
pack, such as the carrying handle on 
top. And, they permit the installation 
of pouches to hold small bottles, 
medicine and other equipment along 
the inside of the pack. 

Aluminum stays inside the back 
panel provide the structural integrity 
of this internal-frame pack. The stays 
are removable and are encased in 
pockets fabricated with four-way lash 
pads sewn to them, allowing acces­
sory straps to be installed. The lash 
pads permit gear to be attached in a 
tier-like manner. By this means, I 
keep a military rain poncho, an 
Ultralight Therm-a-rest three-quarters 
self-inflating, insulating air mattress 
and a waterproof, breathable Bibler 
Toddtex bivouac sack in the pack at 
all times. Attached to the inside bot­
tom velcro-type strip is a "Schultz" 
pack loaded with high-energy bars. 
This layering of equipment helps to 
concentrate the cargo on the hip belt 
rather than the shoulder straps. Al­
though this is only a day-pack enve­
lope, since the load rides on the hips 
rather than the shoulders, a rifle can 
be fired from the shoulder in either 
the off-hand or prone position with­
out interference from the pack. Both 
the shoulder straps and hip belt are 
removable and can be stowed in one 
of the outer pockets so the pack can 
be used as a brief case or carry-on 
luggage. 

On the inside of the pack's front 
panel is a full-size pocket with a ver­
tical center zipper for storing maps, 
gloves and other relatively flat items . 
There are two large exterior pockets 
on the front panel with a hidden 
pocket behind the lower one for stor­
age of a handgun. The entrance to 
this handgun pocket is hidden by 
the upper compartment. There is a 
cordura envelope inside the handgun 
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pocket to conceal the weapon's pres­
ence. I store several small bottles, a 
first-aid kit and MREs in the two out­
side pockets and most often a Smith 
& Wesson M629 .44 Magnum Moun­
tain Gun with a 4-inch barrel in the 
hidden pocket. 

On the bottom of the outside of 
the pack are three more four-way lash 
pads for securing extra equipment, 
such as climbing rope. My Mesh Back 
Attack Pack is equipped with an op­
tional Safepacker holster keeper and 
four-way lash pad on the bottom and 
top, respectively, on each side of the 
pack's exterior. On the left side, us­
ing the Safepacker keeper, I have at­
tached a mesh canteen holder 
(available for either military-type can­
teens or backpacking-type, one-quart 
bottles at $12.95 each). On the right 
side, using both the Safepacker keeper 
and lash pad, I usually attach an 
M16A2 M4 Carbine which has been 
fitted with the "Giles" Tactical Rifle 
Sling, also manufactured by The Wil­
derness. Those less violently inclined 
can secure skis to the side of the pack. 

Fabricated from heavy, 1.25-inch, 
black nylon webbing with 1.25-inch 
Delrin buckles, the Giles sling is 
stitched with heavy polyester thread, 
which is more sun-resistant than ny­
lon. Made for virtually any shoulder­
mounted combat firearm, it can be 
used as a carry, shooting or hands­
free sling (in the manner of the H&K 
MPS sling). The model attached to 
my M16A2 M4 Carbine wraps around 
the front end of the handguards and 
is retained at the rear by webbing 
passing through the two sling slots in 
the retractable buttstock. Prices vary, 
but this model costs $35. 

Cordura is a great deal more du­
rable than mesh. This pack is also 
available made completely of cordura 
or in cordura with a mesh back panel. 
The price, with either material and 
complete with three sets of accessory 
straps, is $200. Safepacker keepers 
are $19.95 each. A magazine pouch 
for M16/AUG magazines which can 
be attached to the hip belt is avail­
able for $24.95. The Schultz pack for 
holding small bits and pieces costs 
$14.95. Optional padded mesh shoul­
der straps are $39.95 per set. A larger 
version of this pack, called the Fast 
Pack, is also available. It has a heavy 
padded belt and spine pad with the 
stay pockets attached to the spine pad.

and another the more recent fail­
ure drill. 

The Mozambique involves fol­
lowing up the two shots to the 
body (of any cadence) with a care­
fully placed, surgical brain shot. 
The application is when two shots 
didn't have the desired effect, which 
occurs often in this age of body 
armor and drug abuse. Rather than 
pummel the adversary's desensi-

tized or armored body with bullets, 
shift to Plan B: Place a single round 
in the database and turn off the 
machine. 

The classic Mozambique drill 
calls for dropping the handgun 
from the line of sight and evaluat­
ing the target after the first two 
shots, to judge if they've worked. 
If they have not, proceed with the 
head shot. 

One must consciously slow 
down and get that hit. Don't con­
fuse the open-end interval with 
unlimited time, because one still 
must hit as soon as possible. If 
you miss - you die! Allowing 
enough time, within reason, to 
make the shot encourages the 
needed marksman's pause. 

An advancement on this tech­
nique is the failure drill. Whereas 
the Mozambique drill calls for a 
distinct shift in gears after the first 
two shots, proceeding from the 
evaluation phase to the head shot, 
the failure drill requires less of a 
conspicuous lull. Why lower the 
pistol? If your opponent is still in 
the sight picture after the first two 
shots, elevate to the head and fire.

a few viable alternatives. Groin hol­
sters provide concealment at the ex­
pense of access. If your primary 
sidearm is carried on the belt, it makes 
little sense to attach a backup to the 
other side of the belt. A lightweight, 
stripped-down shoulder holster, such 
as the City Slicker by Ken Null, or 
ankle holsters by any number of cus­
tom makers are satisfactory options. 
However, presentation from an ankle 
holster telegraphs your actions to a 
potential opponent. 

In my opinion, the .45 ACP BACK 
UP DAO has the perfect envelope for 
carrying in a well-designed pocket 
holster. Milt Sparks Holsters Inc.

strong-side pocket - a perfect loca­
tion for me as I carry my primary 
piece ori the weak-side in a Sparks 
#55BN crossdraw holster. Made from 
top-quality cowhide and carefully 
hand-molded, the #PCH is con­
structed with the rough-side out so 
that it will stay in the pocket when 
the pistol is drawn. A pointed flange 
at the top rear of the #P.CH will catch 
the inside of the pocket if the pistol 
is drawn with a slight rearward mo­
tion, further aiding the holster's re­
tention in the pocket. It also features 
a slight rearward muzzle cant so that 
the pistol's butt is raised up for a 
more accessible grip during initiation 
of the drawstroke. This superb little 
holster costs only $35. Remember, 
holsters of this type are not built for 
speed draws. They're designed to 1) 
modify a pistol's configuration and 
inhibit it from "printing" through the 
clothing, and 2) prevent it from ro­
tating about in your pocket so that 
you cannot reach the grip frame. 

Tony Kanaley, a co-owner of Milt 
Sparks Holsters, also provided us with 
two magazine pouches to complement 
the #PCH pocket holster.

round magazine. One is the maga­
zine pouch equivalent of the #PCH. 
Designed to be worn in the front 
weak-side pocket, it has the same fea­
tures and price as the #PCH. Because it 
was shortened, Tony added a flange on 
the bottom of the pouch to prevent it 
from rolling out of the pants. The other 
pouch is a modified Sparks #3MC 
single-cell type which is the compan­
ion piece to the Summer Special in­
side-the-pants holster. This rough-out 
pouch has a metal reinforced top band 
and one-way, snap-fastener on the belt 
loop and costs only $22. 

Reliability must be a backup 
pistol's most important single virtue. 
It will only be used when you are 
desperate. You must be able to dump 
every round that it contains into the 
target's vital areas without failures of 
any kind. A stoppage clearance drill 
performed during the kind of high 
anxiety situation that requires em­
ployment of a deep concealment 
backup will not go smoothly. 

In an attempt to confound theAMT 
.45 ACP BACK UP DAO we mixed 
ammunition from seven lots and types 
during our 500-round test and evalu­
ation. We used .45 ACP rounds from 
Black Hills Ammunition (Dept. SOF, 
P.O. Box 3090, Rapid City, SD 57709; 
phone: 605-348-5150, fax: 605-348-
9827) of four types: 230-grain Full 
Metal Jacket (FMJ), 230-grain Round 
Nose Lead (RNL) reloads, and both 
185-grain and 230-grain Hornady 
XTP Jacketed Hollow Points (JHPs). 
Also included in the performance test 
were Norinco 230-grain FMJ and Cor­
Bon (Dept. SOF, 4828 Michigan Ave., 
Detroit, MI 48210-0126; phone: 800-
626-7266, fax: 800-923-2666) 230-
grain +P JHP ammunition, and my 
own 230-grain RNL reloads propelled 
by 6.3 grains of Hercules Unique. 

At the initiation of SOF's test and 
evaluation there were two failures to 
go into battery and I had to slap the 
end of the slide to force it forward 
the last eighth of an inch. Subse­
quently, there were no stoppages of 
any kind no matter how we mixed 
cartridge types in the magazine. I think 
the barrel's integral feed ramp is par­
tially responsible for this high degree 
of reliability with such a diverse as­
sortment of bullet configurations. 

The Cor-Bon box indicated a ve­
locity of 950 fps and this ammunition 
was used to measure the velocity drop 
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Target to Adventure! 
U.S. Cavalry has everything you'll need for 
your adventurous lifestyle!

UP's 3-inch barrel. Our control for this 
was a Para-Ordnance P13.45 with a 
4.25-inch barrel. Instrumentation con­
sisted of the excellent PACT (Practical 
Applied Computer Technologies Inc., 
P.O. Box 531525, Grand Prairie, TX 
75053; phone: 800-722-8462) MKIV 
Championship Timer with its built-in 
chronograph mode, together with 
PACT MKS Professional Skyscreens. 
We lost only about 30 fps as the ve­
locities (10 feet from the muzzle) 
from the Para-Ordnance Pl3.45 and 
AMT .45 ACP BACK UP were ap­
proximately 865 fps and 835 fps, re­
spectively. This is not enough of a 
velocity loss to affect any handgun 
bullet's wound ballistics potential. 

I had misgivings about the chan­
nel-type sighting system prior to our 
test and evaluation, as I am a Gunsite­
trained "front sight, press" shooter. 
Using the action-shooting mode of 
the PACT MKIV Championship 
Timer, we conducted failure. drills 
(two shots to the body and a single 
shot to the head) and single torso shots 
from 7 yards on Gunsite's proprietary 
"option" paper target with a green 
camouflage background. Again, our 
control pistol was the Para-Ordnance 
Pl3.45. As we had no holster for the 
.45 ACP BACK UP during the time 
frame of our firing tests, shooting 
drills with both pistols were con­
ducted from the "guard" (Weaver 
ready) position. During the failure 
drills my times averaged about 0.3 
seconds faster (less than 2 seconds) 
with the .45 ACP BACK UP than 
with the Para-Ordnance P13.45! 

Most gunfights with handguns take 
place at ranges less than 7 yards. At 
this distance, the .45 ACP BACK UP 
pistol is every bit as accurate as larger 
pistols with conventional sights, when 
fired under the pressure of time con­
straints. None of those involved in 
our test complained about the trigger 
pull or any additional perceived re­
coil, which is negligible for experi­
enced shooters firing under stress. 

I wish I could find something seri­
ous to criticize, as I am not inclined 
to write puff pieces of the type that 
fill every page of the popular gun 
press. However, this clever design has 
been brilliantly executed and will find 
great favor with armed professionals. 
Suggested retail price of the .45ACP 
BACK UP DAO is $399.99, com­
plete with one magazine. ~

bipod appear to differentiate the LMG 
from the rifle. Unless the basic de­
sign itself is exceptionally durable, 
this inevitably casts doubt on its 
viability in the fire support role. It is 
certainly no machine gun, and (with­
out a different barrel) would also be 
marginal as a light support weapon. 

The G36/MG36 competition has 
been pursued with considerable (if 
not indecent) haste apparently due to 
political pressure. A 15-month tech­
nical evaluation and troop trial of both 
contenders ended in April 1994 - a 
rush job by most standards. Sources 
suggest the rival designs are in a dead 
heat, though the HK50 has the dual 
advantage of not only being the home 
boy, but of handling much like the 
existing G3. 

Bullpups such as the AUG need 
more familiarization training, and 
Steyr is offering a training team 
tailored to tackle any H&K bias. 
Mauser Werke Oberndorf (down the 

hill from H&K) would manufacture 
and assemble AUG components, and 
Leitz Wetzlar would provide the op­
tics. Steyr's newest corporate acqui­
sition, J agd und Sportwaffen Suh/, 
would also supply some parts, bringing 
work to the new eastern provinces of 
Germany. 

At last count, a German government 
decision was expected in late 1994 with 
initial deliveries beginning in 1995 
through 2000. But if there are any 
delays, sources predict the Bundeswehr 
could lose its funding, deferring 
things for another 12 months.

the largest airborne assault since 
World War II. Bray, a SpecOps plan­
ner during the Gulf War, also over­
saw the 82nd jump into Panama. 

"It was a very intricate air drop, 
complicated by the tight valley in 
which the airport is located. There 
were multiple drop zones in the val­
ley, which is about 10 miles wide. 
Our biggest concern was midair col-

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lisions. Were that to occur, we could 
have lost almost as many people as 
were killed during Desert Storm." 

Like Tocumen airport in Panama, 
the usable DZ was only 10,000 feet 
long. Jumping from 500 feet can be 
hazardous under the best of condi­
tions, and jumpers hoped that Spec­
Ops would have neutralized any AA. 

Many people, including Bray and 
some of the 82nd, were disappointed 
the invasion was canceled. "But that 
doesn't mean we ' re bloodthirsty, or 
that we wanted anyone to get killed," 
he said. "The only way you know if 
you planned it properly is go out and 
do it. All of us know it was better 
that we did not have to invade Haiti, 
that we had a peaceable entry, rather 
than a forceable entry." 

Driving back to their staging point 
in an Air Force van, Bray says there 
was little conversation. Psychologi­
cally, it'd been difficult for planners 
and paratroopers to relax after being 
wound as tight as an eight-day clock. 

The wounds of Haiti - bleeding, 
open sores of two centuries standing 
- may take considerable time to heal. 
As we go to press the Haitian mili­
tary and police establishment appear 

to have been largely pacified. Cedras 
made reference to his monitoring elec­
tions after Aristide returned. That 
"misunderstanding" has apparently 
been resolved with the departure of 
Cedras and company to Panama. With 
warring factions disarmed and a multi­
national peacekeeping force in place, 
perhaps there is hope for a democratic 
healing process in Haiti.

indicating their 'intention 
to [facilitate] the discovery and re­
leasing to the U.S. government the 
names and living persons presently 
in Vietnam.' " 

But after that perfunctory open-

ing, the cable goes on for nine para­
graphs to explain what apparently 
weighed much more heavily on the 
minds of Muir and James. 

"The political section was advised 
that Mr. Muir and Mr. [James] wanted 
to talk about Vietnam and weapons 
trade," the State Department cable 
said. "Mr. [James] indicated that 
they both had recently returned from 
Vietnam and had been told by VNG 
[Vietnamese government] officials 
that a substantial list of U.S. military 
weapons would be made available for 
resale. Mr. [James] would be able 
to designate one warehouse in Viet­
nam for all weapons to be collected 
for cataloging and stamping with 
some type of identification (This 
warehouse location would probably 
be in Long Binh.) 

"The list of weapons mentioned 
that were of interest to Mr. [James] 
included the following: 400,000 M16 
rifles; 250,000 Ml carbines; 500,000 
Ml Garands; miscellaneous machine 
guns (i.e. M60, 30-cal., etc.). Mr. 
[James] appeared intent on getting 
approval from Washington, D.C., to 
buy these weapons for re-sale to 
'friendly' allies of the USG. He was

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making his efforts known to the 
American Embassy to show his will­
ingness to provide any and all infor­
mation he possessed with USG 
officials and to keep these weapons 
from falling into the hands of un­
friendly countries, drug cartels or ter­
rorists." 

Downie told SOF that this was a 
ruse. After Muir, James and Ivey were 
unable to obtain U.S. government 
blessing for a legal weapons deal, 
Downie pointed out, they kept push­
ing the deal anyway. "I specifically 
mentioned Libya as a customer and 
they didn't bat an eyelash," the U.S. 
Customs undercover operative said, 
"I did that to establish they had no 
qualms whatsoever about who would 
get these weapons." 

The State Department cable ex­
plained that Muir and James were 
again told what "had earlier" been 
explained to them "concerning pro­
hibition of trading and Vietnam un­
der the 'Trading With The Enemy 
Act.' We explained the penalties that 
could be imposed under the act and 
both James and Muir stated that they 
understood the provisions of the act. 
Mr. Muir further indicated that he 
had received a letter from the USG 
through Mr. Boyce, political coun­
sel, at the embassy in Bangkok." 

Yet, after all was said and done 
and they were unable to obtain per­
mission to broker the millions of dol­
lars in weaponry for the communist 
government of Vietnam, Muir con­
tinued his efforts, apparently uncon­
cerned about any possible penalties, 
or that the federal government knew 
in detail of his activities. 

Indeed, bear in mind what he told 
Downie in the phone call of 19 March 
1990, after embassy personnel had 
issued specific, stern warnings against 
continuing in his efforts to get weap­
onry out of Vietnam: "I said, OK. 
Fuck you, too.' "And that "I wrote a 
letter to the State Department and 
told them that I would take such mat­
ters as necessary into my own · hands 
in order to move this materiel." 

Such bravado and contempt indi­
cate that certainly Muir, and prob­
ably James, too, knew something that 
no one else did: that somewhere, with 
someone, they had an inside track 
that made them immune to punish­
ment for their brazen greediness to 
move ship loads of war hardware for 
the Vietnamese government.

of names that they had transmitted to 
'a congressman' that were purported 
to be MIA 'dog tags' they'd received 
from VNG officials. Throughout two 
hours of conversation, subjects re­
volved around the [POW/MIA] in­
formation and questions about other 
weapons and military vehicles . .. . Mr. 
[Jam es] identified the full name of 
General Nguyen Hun (Huong) 
as someone with who he had dis­
cussed the issue of weapons. Mr. Muir 
indicated that some weapons (I be­
lieve airplanes) had been sold and de­
livered to New Zealand and Taiwan." 

If Muir and James really wanted 
to be so open and above-board, it is 
interesting that the commercial atta­
che closes his cable by noting that 
"neither Mr. Muir nor Mr. [James] 
agreed to hold discussions in the 
embassy, even after I specifically 
requested them to .... "The correspon­
dence also acknowledges the tremen­
dous pressure by Muir, James and 
other business interests to open Viet­
nam to business. "I have repeatedly 
been asked to give inquirers a time 
frame for possible change in U.S. 
policy toward Vietnam and always 
replied that policy changes come from 
Washington .... " 

Apparently Muir and James may 
have come out of Vietnam just to 
meet with the commercial attache in 
Bangkok, because they immediately 
returned to Ho Chi Minh City, where 
they continued to do work on busi­
ness deals for both weaponry and 
POW /MIA intelligence. According 
to Muir, who provided an itemized 
list of names obtained by th is 
means, 124 identifications tags 
"were purchased secretly in Saigon 
between October 29 and Nov. 3, 
1989," which is only three days af­
ter their meeting in Bangkok. "Each 
[ID plate] is a single tag only, about 
half with chain." 

Within a week, James was headed 
back to Washington, where he visited 
Capitol Hill, "spending" some of the 
dog-tags. A 30 November letter from 
the congressman who was their con­
tact conveys to James a "thank you 
for bringing the 85 sets of dog tags to

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my office .... The Defense Intelligence 
Agency now has custody of the tags. 
I am sure that they will do every­
thing necessary to investigate both 
their origin and the fate of their 
former owners." 

[Investigation revealed that all 
names were of military personnel who 
were killed in action or who had been 
otherwise accounted for, SOF was 
told. SOF obtained a copy of the list 
of 124 names, which Muir had signed 
and telefaxed from his company of­
fice in Hong Kong.] 

More ID tags, some flight suits 
and a West Point ring were brought 
out of Vietnam by Muir and James. 
As the Vietnamese government be­
gan to apply more and more pressure 
to do a deal or get out, Downie placed 
a tentative order for LAW rockets, 
TOW missiles, 60mm mortars, M16s, 
M14s, M79s, Mk 19 40mm grenade 
launchers, M79 grenade launchers and 
GE mini-guns. Muir revealed that he 
had 16 ships at his disposal to move 
the merchandise. 

As a deal seemed imminent, 
Downie said he was able to identify 
the British attorney living in Hong 
Kong (Angus J. Forsyth), the bank 
(Standard Charter Bank of Singapore, 
Ltd.) and the banker (Jonny Wei) who 
were being pulled together to close 
the transaction. James introduced him 
to two more players from James' 
home state who said "they had just 
completed a $2 million arson 
scheme," and that "this money would 
be used to finance their portion of 
the arms transaction." 

As negotiations went into high 
gear, Muir and James set up code­
words by which to communicate via 
telefax the evolving deal. James was 
dubbed "Big J," Joe Ivey as "Little 
J." Muir was "Bear," Percival was 
"Spider," Downie "the Chief 
Mountie." The British lawyer in Hong 
Kong became "Eagle," Vietnam the 
"Land of Oz." To increase confusion 
between deals over POW/MIA intel­
ligence and weaponry, the munition 
warehouses became "zoos," the weap­
ons themselves labeled as "animals." 
The chief Vietnamese negotiator, a 
general, became "Zoo Keeper," his 
ultimate boss in the defense ministry 
the "Wizard of Oz." 

"Eagle, who is very experienced 
in the handling of these species of 
animals, is ready," said one such com­
munique obtained by SOF. "Once we

Suddenly, Downie said, as it ap­
peared everything was about to fall 
into place and U.S. Customs was 
about to catch the perpetrators red­
handed in an illegal $70 million deal, 
things seemed to go haywire in the 
upper echelons of U.S. Customs and 
Treasury Department. When the 
State Department learned that 
Downie was dealing directly with 
Muir, they suddenly became quite 
interested and advised Downie to 
lure him to a meeting in Hawaii, 
"or anywhere in U.S. territorial wa­
ters," Downie said. "They wanted 
to snatch the guy bad." 

Arrangements were made, then 
Muir suddenly "got suspicious for 
some reason and wouldn't go any fur­
ther than Hong Kong," Downie said. 
"Customs suddenly instructed me to 
slow everything down as much as 
possible." 

Downie did, and to his utter as­
tonishment, he was "advised that 
the Vietnamese General Nahm [Zoo 
Keeper] was killed for moving too 
slowly on the deal."

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Securing A Free State 

With the collapse 
in the past year 
of the political 

opposition to federal gun 
control laws, with the de­
fection of the Republican 
Party on the issue and 
the inability of the so­
called "gun lobby" to stop 
legislation like the Brady 
Act and the recent ban on 
semiautomatic weapons, 
it ought to be clear to 
Americans who support 
the right to keep and bear 
arms that they're going to 
have to fight their battle in 
the courts. 

That is not an enticing 
prospect. Except for a 
few Second Amendment 

stance of that scholarship 
appeared this year in the 
Duke Law Journal by none 
other than the distin­
guished legal scholar 
William Van Alstyne, a 
certified liberal. Mr. Van 
Alstyne, the William R. 
and Thomas L. Perkins 
professor of law at the 
Duke Law School, is not 
exactly your stereotype of 
a gun nut. 

He's long earned the 
wrath of political conser­
vatives for his opposition 
to conservative judicial 
appointments and a num­
ber of conservative con­
stitutional measures. His 
view in "The Second 

that is the key to their think­
ing about keeping and bear­
ing arms. 

"There are doubtless 
certain national constitu­
tions that put a privileged 
emphasis on the security 
of 'the state,' " Mr. Van 
Alstyne writes, "but such 
as they are, they are all 
unlike our Constitution ...

no reference to any right 
of the people to keep and 
bear arms." 

They do not do so, he 
argues, quite simply be­
cause "they reflect the be­
lief that recognition of any 
such right 'in the people' 
might well pose a threat

cases, there is virtually no 
case law from the Su­
preme Court on what the 
amendment's language 
means, and therefore 
there's no telling how the 
Nameless Nine would take 
it into their noggins to rule 
if a gun owner's rights 
case came before them. 
The court's propensity in 
the past simply to invent 
new rights and erase old 
ones is not encouraging. 

But if there's little case 
law on the Second 
Amendment, there is an 
impressive body of recent 
scholarship that justifies 
the gun owners' view of 
the amendment. One in-
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Amendment and the Per­
sonal Right to Arms" that 
"the essential claim ... ad­
vanced by the NRA with 
respect to the Second 
Amendment is extremely 
strong," therefore ought to 
be pretty compelling to lib­
erals who share his intel­
lectual honesty. 

What's especially inter­
esting in his argument is 
his emphasis on the phras­
ing of the Second Amend­
ment in its first clause: "a 
well-regulated militia, being 
necessary to the security 
of a free State." The fram­
ers of the amendment were 
not talking about just any 
state but a "free state," and 

they wanted was a 
"free state," and in 
a free state they 
knew the people 

had to have arms. 
This was the explicit 

argument of James Madi­
son, the Father of the 
Constitution itself, in Fed­
eralist No. 46, where he 
contrasts the "free state" 
the Constitution creates 
with the "several king 
dams of Europe [where] 
. . . the governments are­
afraid to trust the people 
with arms." 

The Second Amend­
ment, in other words, is 
not just a justification for 
the hobby of gun collect­
ing. It is fundamental to 
the very nature of the 
American form of govern­
ment, because, as Mr. Van

Alstyne writes, it "looks to 
an ultimate reliance on the 
common citizen who has 
a right to keep and bear 
arms rather than only to 
some standing army, or 
only to some other politi­
cally separated, defined, 
and detached armed 
cadre, as an essential 
source of security of a 
free state." 

Of course, it is precisely 
an unfree state, a state

The real battle in the 
courts for gun rights hasn't 
even begun yet, but what 
Mr. Van Alstyne makes 
clear is that that battle 
really isn't about guns. It's 
about the very substance 
of the constitutional re­
publicanism that our form 
of government is sup­
posed to guarantee, and 
if the wrong side wins 
that battle, gun owners 
won't be the only losers. 
Mr. Van Alstyne's article 
comes out of the kind of 
honest liberalism that 
could help the right side 
win, even after elected 
lawmakers have helped 
betray the rights they were
