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Bosnia Bound 

Croats, Muslims and Serbs have 
signed an agreement that will send 
as many as 20,000 American combat 
troops on a dubious mission that may 
take far too many of their lives. Unfor­
tunately, intervening in the war in 
former Yugoslavia is not likely to re­
semble our previous involvements in 
other failed U.N. peacekeeping mis­
sions. Instead, this is the most poten­
tially dangerous conflict American 
forces have faced since Vietnam. 

Bill Clinton has always had a cow­
ardly way of approaching such things, 
but the differences are significant be­
tween the war he wants to send 
Americans into and the war he 
squirmed out of 25 years ago. Unlike 
the president, I have been on the 
sharp end of both of those wars and I 
want to tell you the Americans carry­
ing M 16s in Bosnia will be in grave 
danger because they will not have 
the clarity of purpose nor the rules of 
engagement we had in Vietnam. 

We were in Vietnam to kill as 
many communists as possible and 
discourage the rest - period. During 
Desert Storm, Stormin' Norman made 
it clear that unless Saddam gave up, 
American troops were there to kill 
Iraqi troops - period. 

When Americans under U.N. com­
mand hit the beach in Somalia, lit up 
by TV camera lights, no one really 
knew what the hell we were doing 
there. As a result we were thor­
oughly humiliated when more than a 
dozen Rangers died. Instead of seek­
ing revenge, Bill Clinton negotiated 
with the murderers. 

If American forces had been sent 
into Somalia with the goal of making 
peace instead of trying to keep a 
nonexistent one, the mission could have 
been accomplished at far less cost. 
American soldiers are not peacekeep­
ers, they are peacemakers - and to 
expect otherwise in Bosnia is to invite

both political and military failure. 
Sixty thousand NATO troops sup­

ported by air assets could force the 
surrender of most of the armed an­
tagonists and end the conflict in 
Bosnia, if the rules of engagement 
allow them to engage hostile targets 
at will. However, that number is 
not nearly enough to adequately 
pacify, let alone patrol the buffe r 
zone between antagonists speci ­
fied in the current language of the 
peace agreement. 

To contribute 20,000 Americans to 
such an enterprise is to invite the 
events of Somal ia on a much larger 
scale. Unlike the lightly armed and 
untrained Somalis, the Yugoslavs 
are intelligent and equipped with 
massive quantities of tanks, artillery 
and an almost endless supply of 
ammunition. 

Of course there is supposed to be 
a peace in place prior to any Ameri­
can arrival. But the Yugoslavs are 
notorious liars who agree to every­
thing but don't actually do anything 
until someone presses a muzzle to 
their heads. The fact of the matter is 
that no cease-fire has lasted longer 
than 29 minutes and American forces 
are stepping into an active and on­
going war. 

Behind the scenes Clinton has 
committed American forces in an at­
tempt to please the British. Instead of 
arming the Bosnian Muslims and al­
lowing them to fight their own battles 
and pursue peace from a position of 
strength, the White House is risking 
American lives to curry favor with his 
Oxford schoolmates. 

But then, situational ethics should

One year and $3 billion

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Machinegunnery 101: 
Lessons Relearned 

D he United States 
Marine Corps re­
cently adopted a 

superb new machine gun. 
Called the M240G, it is 
the ground version of the 
M240 coaxial (meaning 
that it moves in conjunc­
tion with the tank's main 
gun) machine gun 
mounted on U.S. main 
battle tanks. This, 
in turn, is the co­
axial version of the 
wel l-known and 
highly regarded FN 
MAG (Mitrailleuse 
A Gaz: gas-oper­
ated machine gun) 
58 GPMG. The 
project that cu lmi­
nated in the adop­
tion of the M240G 
originated at the 
USMC Ground 
Weapons Division 
in Quantico, Vir­
ginia, about four 
years ago using FN 
MAG 58 hardware 
and some new fea­
tures applied to the 
M240. It was con­
cluded that this 
combination would 
constitute an excel­
lent replacement 
for the M60 GPMG, which 
did not perform well dur­
ing Desert Storm. 

One of the M240G's 
new features is a 
"Pi catinny" scope rail 
which is integral to the top 
cover casting. This is, in 
essence, a Weaver-type 
rail that was redesigned 
at Picatinny Arsenal. 
But, is mounting an opti­
cal sight on a belt-fed ma­
chine gun a wise decision? 

The Marines think so, 
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especially since they in­
tend to deploy the M240G 
almost exclusively from a 
tripod. To that end, they 
have developed a new 
lightweight version of the 
M122 tripod (nothing more 
or less than the M2 tripod 
used with .30 caliber 
Browning air-cooled ma­
chine guns during World 

War II and the Korean 
War - the nomenclature 
was changed to M122 
when a new pintle system 
was adopted for the M60). 

Onto this will be placed 
the newly adopted LTM­
M122 flex mount - a light­
ened version of the FN 
soft mount as already 
used with the M240E1 
mounted on the LAV (with 
the 200-round ammunition 
box deleted) . This mount 
has a spring-buffered as-

sembly to which the gun 
is attached . By this 
means, recoil is further 
diminished and the accu­
racy potential and hit prob­
ability at longer ranges are 
enhanced. The gun's com­
ponents also are sub­
jected to less mechanical 
stress. Mounts of this type 
were designed by the Ger-

mans in World War II for 
the MG34 and MG42 
GPMGs. To a consider­
able degree, they over­
come the lightweight 
GPMG's disadvantages 
as a long-range, sus­
tained-fire support 
weapon. 

However, all of this, in 
my opinion, begs the 
question. The machine 
gun is an area-target 
weapon. It always has 
and always will be. Un-

fortunately, in the last 
quarter century it has 
been all too often de­
ployed as a point-target 
weapon, like the rifle, shot­
gun and pistol. 

When a machine gun 
is fired in bursts, no mat­
ter how sturdy the tripod 
or how many sandbags 
have been placed on its 

legs, all of the bul­
lets do not follow 
the same trajec­
tory like some 
sort laser beam. 
This is a function 
of vibrations in­
duced by varying 
tolerances be­
tween the gun 
and the cradle 
and between the 
cradle (or flex 
mount) and the 
tripod itself. In ad­
dition, each car­
tridge will have 
enough of a dif­
ference in propel­
lant and projec­
tile weight and 
configuration, no 
matter how mi­
nuscule, to pro­
duce a slightly 
different trajec­

tory. Furthermore, shift­
ing winds and oth er 
nonhomogeneous atmo­
spheric conditions will also 
spread the trajectories in 
a burst group. 

This group of trajecto­
ries formed by a single 
burst is called the cone of 
fire by machine gunners. 
When this cone of fire 
strikes the ground it forms 
an elliptical pattern re­
ferred to as the beaten 
zone. As the range to the 
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target increases , the elliptical 
shape of the beaten zone becomes 
shorter and wider. The slope of the 
ground also affects the shape of 
the beaten zone. When firing onto 
slopes, the beaten zone becomes 
shorter, but retains the same width . 
When firing onto ground that slopes 
away from the gun, the beaten 
zone will become longer. 

The machine gun is deployed 
most effectively when this set of 
parameters is appropriately applied 
to the target. Thus, enfilade fire, in 
which the long axis of the elliptical 
beaten zone coincides with the 
long axis of the column of enemy 
troops, is the most desirable class 
of fire because it makes maximum 
use of the bullets striking within 
the beaten zone. 

In years past the principal tasks 
of belt-fed machine guns were 1) 
to cover the deployment of the 
infantry during its advance to the 
first firing position, 2) to support 
the attack of the infantry, 3) to 
support the infantry in continuing 
the attack after the enemy's main 
position had been captured and 4) 
to assist in consolidation of the 
unit's position after the limit of the 
advance was reached. 

In more modern times, just be­
fore and during the Vietnam War, 
when the tactical concept of fire 
and maneuver came to prevail , 
the unit's machine guns, upon con­
tact with the enemy, were charged 
with the responsibility to 1) return 
fire, 2) suppress the enemy's fire 
and 3) gain fire superiority. 

Throughout, it always has been 
the rifleman's responsibility to fire 
at point (individual) targets. Using 
a machine gun for this purpose is 
not only an inefficient expenditure 
of ammunition, but an improper 
application of this weapon system's 
salient characteristics. 

But, inexorably, from one mili­
tary generation to the next, the 
science of machinegunnery slowly 
was lost. With no one to teach 
them otherwise, we now have a 
generation of machine gunners 
who can do little more than point 
the gun at individual targets and 
pull the trigger. 

Also remember that the M240G 
GPMG, M249 SAW and most other

i] here are reports 
that since Desert 
Storm there has 

been renewed interest in 
"tiny nukes," but the de­
velopment of less-than-
5-k i I oto n bombs is 
presently prohibited by 
Congress. Years ago, as 
a civilian scientist at the 
Naval Research Labora­
tory, I was part of the 
survey team assessing 
air radiation levels after 
the test of a tiny nuke. 

Operation Buster/ 
Jangle in the fall of 1951 
was the first to involve 
troop maneuvers. There 
were concerns about ex­
posure of personnel in 
all of the tests but it was 
the final two that were 
the big unknowns, as 
they were to be exploded 
at ground level. With lots 
of dirt being thrown sky­
ward it was an opportu­
nity to check a new 
instrument for detecting 
radioactivity in the air un­
der simulated combat 
conditions. (I had set up 
similar equipment in 
Micronesia for the Green­
house tests.) 

The Nevada Proving 
Ground was then under 
construction. The test 
personnel represented 
the usual crowd: civilian 
field-engineer types, sci­
entists and military -
mostly fairly senior sci­
entific officers - plus a 
sprinkling of construction 
workers and security­
fence riders in full cow­
boy regalia. 

We made a number of 
dry runs across the 
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desert in an Army 4x4 
with the new instrument, 
pulling a trailer and gen­
erator for electrical 
power. On the test day, 
AEC (now ERDA) people 
suited us up with boo­
tees over heavy shoes, 
cotton gloves, and caps 
sealed to our coveralls . 
We had respirators and 
dark goggles. Something 
we did not have was any 
illusion about being pro­
tected from radiation: The 
elaborate preparations 
merely were to keep ra­
dioactive dust from con­
taminating our clothing. 

We comprised four 
Navy civilians, the three 
engineers who designed 
the instruments, two ob­
servers, and our AEC "ra­
diological monitor" who 
was to keep us from get­
ting too much radiation . 
The latter made it clear 
that he didn't intend to 
get any more than abso­
lutely necessary. We 
were told that we could 
not exceed a certain dos­
age, but would have to 
make our own call based 
on conditions. We car­
ried the usual film 
badges, Geiger counters 
and quartz-fiber elec­
trometers to measure ac­
cumulated radiation. 

The official account re­
calls that "SUGAR was 
finally fired at nine o'clock 
on the morning of 19 
November 1951. The 1.2-
kiloton explosion formed 
a typical fireball, then a 
cloud that extended 
11,000 feet into the air." 
Immediately after the ex-

plosion we could see a 
dense, circular curtain of 
dust from the desert floor 
to cloud level. 

As we came within a 
couple of miles of ground 
zero, we could see a he­
licopter in the distance. 
Its crew had extended a 
cable down to the crater. 
Suddenly they broke off, 
coming toward us and 
landing. We drove over 
to the chopper and they 
told us the crater was 
pretty hot; seeing us 
headed that way they had 
come down to warn us. 
They accidentally had 
lost airspeed and come 
too close to the ground, 
receiving more than their 
maximum dosage. They 
were returning without 
completing their mission. 

Our instruments indi­
cated we were OK so we 
decided to go ahead. We 
took air samples every 
100 yards or so and were 
surprised by the low ra­
dioactivity. The dense 
cloud of dust from the 
explosion had disap­
peared. 

At about half a mile 
we proceeded on foot. It 
was very quiet and there 
was no one else in sight. 
Except for our Geiger 
counters there was noth­
ing to indicate any dan­
ger or the potential for a 
horrible death from the 
nuclear radiation that we 
knew was streaming in­
visibly out of the crater in 
front of us. 

As we got closer we 
noticed that the ground 
was covered with irregu-

lar, green globs of glass 
that crunched under our 
feet. We threw a few of 
them into our vehicle for 
souvenirs. 

Standing in a large 
open water tank (a few 
feet of water makes a 
good radiation shield), 
my Geiger counter didn't 
change its reading at all, 
indicating we were re­
ceiving a lot of radiation 
from the sky. It was com­
ing at us, not only di­
rectly from the crater, but 
seemingly from all direc­
tions. If the radiation had 
been visible we would 
have appeared to be in 
the glow of a large fire 
just ahead of us. 

We came to some 
dogs in little boxes on 
stilts. They were happy 
to see us and we were 
pleased to see some liv­
ing creatures, but we 
could imagine that their 
momentary happiness 
was temporary. They had 
been exposed to a tre­
mendous blast of radia­
tion and were no doubt 
done for. 

By that time our in­
struments told us that we 
could not stay much 
longer nor proceed much 
farther toward the crater. 
Radiation was running 
close to one-half roent­
gen per hour. We had 
been assigned 2-3 roent­
gens as our maximum. It 
had been three hours and 
we had accomplished our 
mission of measuring the 
radioactivity in the air. 

At the decontamina­
tion unit we removed all 
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clothing and protective gear and 
took showers, after which we 
were gone over by instruments. 
One of our party had to scrub a 
second time before we were re­
leased. 

The explosion excavated a cra­
ter 21 feet deep by 90 feet in 
diameter, throwing up 50,000 cu­
bic feet of soil. In previous aerial 
tests radiation at ground zero 
had run about 100 roentgens per 
hour, but this crater was radiating 
at 7,500 roentgens per hour. It 
would have been impossible to 
approach the lip of the crater and 
get out without accumulating a 
fatal dose of radiation. 

The Uncle test later was ex­
ploded at a depth of 17 feet, 
blowing up almost a million cubic 
feet of earth, leaving a hole in the 
desert floor more than 50 feet 
deep. Immediately after the test, 
the radiation level .at the crater 
was intense and about the same 
as for Sugar. 

I talked later with some of 
the members of our team who 
also participated in Uncle, who 
told me there was much more 
dust in the air after the second 
test. They said that their respira­
tors had leaked and some of 
the team had received radiation 
burns around their mouths and 
nostrils. 

Does my experience provide 
anything worth remembering in 
the event that the unthinkable 
becomes reality? 

It seems likely that within the 
crater area everything will be va­
porized. There will be a small 
danger from radioactive dust. Al­
though it can be imagined that 
there might be survivors in the 
rubble near the crater it will be 
impossible to get to them without 
suffering a fatal dose of radia­
tion. Without radiation survey in­
struments the only safe thing to 
do will be to remain at least a half 
mile away, possibly for several 
weeks - or more. 

Now retired, Irving H. Blifford's 
career as a scientist included 
tours with the Naval Research 
Center, the USAF Cambridge Re­
search Center, Ford Aerospace, 
and the National Center for At­
mospheric Research. ~ 
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It is probably unlikely any 
of us have been confronted with an 
issue that forced us to take a stand, 
voice our convictions and realize that 
our decision may cost us our liveli­
hood. Army Specialist Michael New 
faces just such a decision and the 
stakes will be determined in a court­
martial. Massing before him are his 
adversaries: the United Nations and 

leader, platoon leader, company com­
mander and battalion commander to 
alter his uniform, New agreed to 
deploy with his unit but held stead­
fast in his refusal to wear a U.N. 
uniform. He was subsequently offered 
non-judicial punishment under Article 
15, Uniform Code of Military Jus­
tice. Although such administrative ac­
tion does not create a legal record, it

sadly, the United States Army. Based 
on the strength of New's convictions, 
he may very well turn out to be one 
of America's true heroes and consum­
mate patriots. 

His crime is disobeying a direct 
order to wear headgear and a shoul­
der patch signifying his unit 's con­
sortium with the United Nations. The 
headgear consists of a blue baseball 
cap with the U.N. insignia; the 
U.N. patch is to be sewn on the 
uniform's upper right shoulder 
by participating members of the 
3rd Infantry Division. Anyone 
who has served in the Army 
knows the significance that par­
ticular portion of the uniform ~ 
holds. It is reserved for one ..._ 

~ 
patch only: the division patch J! 
under which the soldier served i3 
in combat. ~ 

When New was notified that ~ 
his unit should prep for deploy- ~ 
ment to Macedonia to relieve ~ 
an American detachment al­
ready participating in the 
United Nations Preventive De­
ployment Force, he informed his com­
pany commander he did not want to 
wear the U.N. shoulder patch or head­
gear. Further, if ordered to do so, he 
would refuse to deploy with his unit 
thus disobeying an order. 

New explained his reasoning by 
commenting on the oath he took to 
defend the Constitution of the United 
States: "I cannot find anything in 
there about the United Nations. I did 
not join the United Nations. I am not 
a United Nations citizen or a U.N. 
soldier. I am an American and an 
American soldier." 

When finally directed by his squad 
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also does not resolve the issue: New 
could still be ordered to wear U.N. 
insignia. 

His remaining course of action was 
to refuse the Article 15 and request a 
trial by court-martial. Although this 
carries much greater risk if found 
guilty (comparable to a federal 
conviction in a civilian court), it 
also affords an open hearing and 

public record. 
Aside. from the troubles of one sol­

dier refusing to wear a U.N. uniform, 
a larger question remains: What does 
a U.N. patch on an American uni­
form mean? Symbolism plays a ma­
jor role in any society, stirring 
deep-seated emotions associated with 
events, identifying individuals and 
groups, or organizations and ideo­
logical movements. On the one 
hand a symbol can be the source of 
unifying power, while on the other 
hand, the same symbol may strike 
a paralyzing fear in the hearts of 
many. The swastika is a good ex-

ample; Webster 's dictionary defines 
it as the _ emblem used by the Nazi 
Germany party and the symbol of 
anti-Semitism. The flag of the 
United States of America has served 
as the symbol of freedom. 

Is there significance, therefore, in 
the symbolic gesture whereby Ameri­
can fighting men are being ordered 
to wear the U.N. headgear and orga-

nizational emblem? Is it happenstance 
that the only position on the Ameri­
can fighting men's uniform chosen to 
bear the U.N. emblem was the right 
shoulder - reserved by uniform regu­
lation to proudly display the division 
in which a man served in combat? 
Remember, a patch there shows that 
he has faced death in the service of 
his country and thus earned the justi­

fied respect of his fellow 
countrymen for his sacrifice. 

There is a final ques­
tion remaining un a n­
swered: Why did it take an 
E-4 to bring this issue to 
light? If the response by 
the chain of command 
down to New was a state­
ment along the lines of 
"the significance of this 
mandate never occurred to 
us," then this suggests in­
eptitude. If the response by 
the chain of command ac­
knowledges their under­
standing of their order, 
then this order represents 

another step toward the progressive 
pogrom of the American fighting 
man's identity. 

And a final condition may cer­
tain) y be present. Several in the chain 
of command, as the order descended 
to the lowest element, could have very 
well recognized the significance of 
the mandate but lacked the con­
science, conviction and courage to 
boldly question it. 

The court-martial of Spec. New 
goes far deeper than the immediate 
charge of disobeying the order of his 
superiors. Michael New contends that 
based upon the moral foundation of 
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Moster Sgt. Michael J. Haggerty, U.S. Air Force 

this country, the concept of sover­
eign ty articulated in our founding 
documents, the American fighting 
man 's oath and the distinction be­
tween this nation and others, the or­
der he was given was unlawful. 

In fact, New has gained a number 
of congressional supporters. Senator 
Bob Dole noted in a 1994 fund-rais­
ing letter, "What's more, we need to 
stand shoulder to shoulder against any 
Democrat attempt to disarm the mili­
tary, surrender our sovereignty, and/ 
or force U.S. soldiers to fight and die 
under U.N . command and in U .N . 
uniform." 

House Speaker Newt Gingrich 
seemed to echo those sentiments in a 
speech at the Center for Strategic and 
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International Studies on 9 July 1995: 
"It [the United Nations] has a mili­
tary force model which is a total di­
saster. ... You cannot ask soldiers to 
train to be hostages. You cannot ask 
soldiers to drive around in white ve­
hicles.

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"Some of us on the Hill have been 
absolutely screaming that this is a 
reality," says one Senate staffer who 
spoke to SOF on condition that his 
name not be used for publication. 
"There is a large contingent of policy 
makers who believe otherwise, but 
the fact is, China is more than just an 
ascendant power. It is a potential en­
emy." It all depends on how belliger­
ent the Chinese leadership becomes, 
the staffer says. At present, the por­
tents are worrisome indeed. 

Over the past several months, Chi­
nese Prime Minister Li Peng has made 
clear he views the United States with 
growing animosity, heightened by a 
series of perceived insults from the 
Clinton administration. The worst of 
these was Clinton's decision to grant 
a U.S. visa to the president of Tai­
wan, foll owed by Clinton's refusal to 
invite the PRC head of state Jiang 
Zemin to Washington for an official 
state visit. 

Prime Minister Li has accused 
Washington of causing difficulties i"n 
relations between the two superpow­
ers; more ominously, Li has coupled 
those complaints with repeated warn­
ings that China has undergone 
"earthsh a king changes, " and no 
longer will put up with being bullied 
and downtrodden. 

With a range in excess of 2,600 miles, these Chinese-built Hong-6 bombers can 
project Beijing's will far beyond its borders. Specialized models include dedicated 
maritime strike bombers and cruise-missile carriers. They also have been exported 
to Iraq. 

Target, Trigger: Taiwan 

In a chest-thumping speech at an­
nual National Day ceremonies mark-

ing the 1 October 1949 establishment 
of the People's Republic of China, Li 
again made the oft-stated claim that 
has captured the attention of the 
American war-gamers: Beijing in­
tends to retake Taiwan. 

In years gone by, China certainly 
has endured its share of humiliating 
setbacks. It was invaded by Japan in 
Wodd War II. It backed off from con­
flict in the face of fierce resistance

from Vietnam in 1979. 
More recently, China has been dis­

missed by the international commu­
nity as being militarily inept. China­
watchers have pointed out that even 
though the Asian giant is unbeliev­
ably rich in manpower, its military 
capabilities are hampered by poor 
technology and an inability to mobi­
lize. Charles W. Freeman Jr., a former 
U.S. assistant defense secretary and a 
diplomat knowledgeable on China, 
has said publicly there is no serious 
"China threat." 

But, as stated by Li in his Na­
tional Day speech, China has unques­
tionably undergone "earthshaking 
changes." The most significant of 
these means we no longer can auto­
matically use the words "impover­
ished" and "communist China" in 
conjunction with one another. The 
PRC currently enjoys a 9% sustained 
economic-growth rate, which means 
there now is plenty of cash for the 
Beijing government to throw around. 

The largess has not been frittered 
away on such things as public works, 
day-care centers, or "Piss Confucius" 
art displays. Rather, in the past six 
years, the PRC leadership has used 
the economic boon to fund a whop­
ping 140% increase in military 
spending. 

"That level of defense spending is 
unknown heretofore," says Nicholas 
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Eftimiades, a Defense In­
telligence Agency analyst 
and author of Chinese In­
telligence Operations. "The 
Reagan-era bu ildup was 
nothing compared to this. 
Nothing." 

A minuscule portion of 
the newly allocated defense 
yuan has gone toward beef­
ing up the 3 million-man 
People's Liberation Army 
with three or four divisions 
of rapid-reaction forces. 
The overwhelming bulk of 
expenditures has gone 
toward increased force 
projection. 

"They're being very am­
bitious," the Senate staffer 
says. "They're putting a lot 
of money into big-ticket 
items," echoes Eftimiades.

Now, China has acquired 26 of 
Russia's most advanced fighter jets, 
the Su-27. Beijing hopes to build an 
additional 300 of the planes in its 
own factories. China also is hard at 
work on a homegrown copy of a U.S. 
F-16 presented to China by Pakistan. 

and control aircraft; long-range early 
warning radar systems; plus some 440 
T-72M main battle tanks. 

More ominous sti ll , particularly in 
terms of a blockade scenario, is that 
China is in the process of transform­
ing its primarily coastal navy into a 
first-rate, blue-water sea power. 

Timely Or Terrifying? 

Some observers point out that 
China merely is making long-over­
due improvements to a ramshackle 
military. Freeman, the former U.S . 
assistant defense secretary, has stated 
that Chinese forces are geared only 
toward defending the country's vast 
interior and are ill-equipped to fight 
at the nation's borders or beyond. Oth­
ers view the situation far differently. 

"When a nation as large and pow­
erful as China makes a 140% increase 
in military spending over a six-year 
period, yes, that is a threatening sign," 
says Eftimiades. But equally signifi­
cant, he says, is that China has made 
a bold turnaround in its defense pos­
ture. "Their doctrine used to be de­
fensive in nature, but is now expanding 
outward. We have seen a reversal 
in doctrine and in allocation of money 
in how they will conduct war." 

This turnaround has been a long 
time in the making. The need to 
streamline and reorganize the mili­
tary was recognized in China 20 years 
ago, when senior party member Deng 
Xiaoping derided the Chinese army 
as "bloated, lax, conceited, extrava­
gant and inert." 

• Missiles: In fulfillment of sev­
eral years ' worth of dire predictions 
from Western observers who have 
trumpeted China's development and 
subsequent testing of a thermonuclear 
device, Beijing has indeed produced 
a long-range intercc:rntinental missile 
- a mobile weapon capable of tar­
geting Europe or California.

Reforms slowly 
got underway with the 
opening of military 
schools and officer 
training schools, and 
a shifting of empha­
sis from mainly politi­
cal to mostly military 
education for soldiers. 
In 1988, China rein­
troduced a system of 
military rank, which 
had been abandoned 
during the 1966-76 
Cultural Revolution. 
Changes have contin­
ued, culminating with 
the unprecedented 
level of spending on 
the military. 

Some experts ar­
gue, though, that even 
if China is indeed re­
structuring its military 
and engaging in run­
away defense spend~ 
ing, there is no cause 
for alarm. China 
merely is implement­
ing a long-overdue 
program to bring its 
military on a par with 
modern world armies. 
Indeed, even with its 
upgrades, the Chinese 
army is no match for 
the technologically 
superior West. 

But that may not 
matter. "Some people 
have pointed out cor­
rectly how far China 
has to go in terms of 
hardware in order to 
challenge the United 
States or launch an 
invasion of Taiwan," 
says Ross H. Munro, 
coordinator of the 
Asia Program at the 
Foreign Policy Research Institute in 
Philadelphia. "These assertions are 
correct in the very narrow sense of 
an all-out military confrontation. But 
that's not how things work in China. 
It's almost beside the point that 
China doesn't have adequate hard­
ware." According to Munro, China 
frequently relies on opportunity to 
advance its expansionist agenda. 
"They see an opportunity and they 
seize it. They strike at places that 
cannot resist." 
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"They will do whatever they can 
get away with," says the Senate 
staffer. "Whatever they can wrap their 
fist around, they will grab." 

Posturing Or Predicting? 

And China's grasp is looking 
mighty impressive, as evidenced this 
summer when Beijing went all-out to 
telegraph its burgeoning power. In 
July, China first captured world at­
tention with a series of rhetorical at­
tacks against the United States and 

Taiwan. The PRC stated in no uncer­
tain terms that it would use force if 
Taiwan dared declare independence 
from the mainland. 

The threats about Taiwan were 
nothing new, but this time they were 
followed by a week-long series of 
military exercises on an island that 
lies about 120 miles north of Taiwan. 

Fishermen and commercial aircraft 
wisely heeded warnings to give the 
uninhabited island a wide berth. Dur­
ing the course of the exercises, the

SPRATLYS 

The Spratly Islands are the 
stuff of geography-bee tie 
breakers: They are so small they 
rarely appear on maps except in 
the form of fine-print notations 
that can only be read with the 
help of a magnifying glass. Maps 
that do list the Spratlys usually 
do not denote ownership, as that 
is at best a moot point. 

Yet this outpost in the South 
. .China Sea is far from insignifi­
cant. For decades now, four 
nations - Vietnam, the Philip­
pines, Malaysia and China -
h~e s9ught to plant their flags 
on the Sprat lys. Were the 
competing nations firmly allied to 
other powers, it could have the 
potential of starting more than a 
local conflict. 

The islands are contested in 
part because they would make an 
ideal gatekeeper's station for any 
country seeking to monitor sea 
traffic in the region. In addition, 
the islands are surrounded by 
mineral and fishing resources. 
More important, though, is the 
relatively recent discovery of oil 
reserves, which has had the 
expected result of making the 
island chain even more attractive 
to claimants. 

When there are disparate 
claims on a remote, worthless, 
uninhabited piece of real estate, 
the competing nations usually 
can find more pressing business 
to tend to before they deal with 
any perceived interlopers. But 
find oil and the stakes go up 
sharply. Although nations lose 
scant status for not protecting 
their claim to a worthless coral 
reef, to not defend something as 
obviously desirable as oil is sure 
to be taken as a sign of national 
weakness. Although thus far the 
contest for the Spratlys has been 
largely verbal, there has been no 
move on any part to settle the 
matter through the auspices of 
any international body. 

In recent months, China has 
moved to strengthen its presence 
on the Spratlys. China watchers 
expect that as China continues to 
develop its military capabi lities, 
then, the Spratly question is 
likely to be resolved in China's 
favor - and mapmakers will have 
to issue new editions for a 
change that cannot be seen by 
the unaided eye.

In past decades, it was easy to 

shrug off such claims as nothing more 
than rhetoric. But recent events have 
left a power vacuum in the South 
China Sea: Strategic Cam Ranh Bay 
has been abandoned by the Soviets; 
and to the east, Subic Bay no longer 
is home to the U.S. Navy. Clearly, 
China now is in a position to fill that 
vacuum. 

Beijing already has set its sights 
on two of the region's valuable is­
land chains: the Paracels, which are 
at a midpoint between China and Viet­
nam; and the Spratlys, north of Ma­
laysia . Both island groups have 
mineral and fishing resources, and sit 
atop vast oil reserves. 

Other nations rimming the South 
China Sea - notably Vietnam, Ma­
laysia, and the Philippines - also 
claim one or the other island group, 

cation to service aircraft patrolling 
the South China Sea. 

Sino Salami Slices? 

Meanwhile, on the other side of 
the Southeast Asian peninsula, China 
has asserted its presence in the Bay 
of Bengal, where it has no coastline. 
Beijing has proclaimed that it has "se­
curity responsibilities" in the Strait 
of Malacca, and as such has set up a 
listening station on Great Coco Is­
land in the Andaman Sea. In addi­
tion, China has gained access to a 
naval base China built for Burma on 
Hanggyi Island. 

"This is not seen as a threat to 
Burma, which doesn' t care about any­
thing but its own internal affairs," 
says one U.S. intelligence analyst.

Fortunately, the .325th Airborne 's 
first taste of "Balkan" hospitality 
didn't come from the gun barrels of 
Bosnian Serb irregulars defending 
thei r turf in Sarajevo, but during train­
ing in northern Italy.

The brigade, created in 1994, is a

From the forests of Bavaria to the 
plains of northeastern Italy, more than 
10,000 American soldiers, since early 
fall, took part in accelerated field 
exercises code-named " Mountain 
Shield." They involved an eerily fa­
miliar scenario of extracting "United 
Nations protection forces" from two 
landing areas in a make-believe coun­
try. "Task Force helicopters from V 
Corps flew soldiers, primarily from 
the ... 3rd Battalion, 325th Airborne 
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Battalion Combat Team to secure ar­
eas on the ground," the Army an­
nounced. " ' Evacuees' were then lifted 
out and taken to a safe area where 
they were accounted for and given a 
medical screening." 

SETAF's training kicked into high 
gear in September '95 when its troops, 
along with elements of the Army 's 
V Corps, practiced "contingency" op­
erations at training centers in 
Grafenwoehr and Hohenfels, Ger­
many. " Mountain Shield II" included 
live-fire exercises. 

Pentagon spokesmen repeatedly 

declined to link the intensive train­
ing with any possible deployment to 
a NATO peacekeeping mission in 
Bosnia and Herzegovina. The offic­
ers instead characterized events as 
training for "operations as the nucleus 
of a U.S. joint task force ." 

While both U.S. and NATO offi­
cials have been silent about the 
makeup of any peacekeeping force in 
the former Yugoslavia, analysts agree 
the Implementation Force (IFOR) 
would be dominated by U.S. troops, 
with U.S. commanders overseeing a 
combined British, French and Ger­
man contingent under a NATO um­
brella. On Nov. 8, NATO and Russian 
officials announced they had agreed 
on the role Russian troops would play 
in the operation. 

Russian and U.S. leaders devel­
oped a procedure for command of at 
least a brigade of Russian troops 
whose role in Bosnia would include 
combat engineering. Russia 's defense 
minister agreed to place the troops 
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under U.S. command, that of Gen­
eral George Joulwan, Supreme Al-
1 ied Comma nder Europe, whose 
deputy in the Bosnia mission would 
be a Russian general. Moscow re­
fused to put its troops in Bosnia un­
der NATO command. 

A civilian official with NATO told 
reporters : " It ' s assumed that the 
French will continue with their de­
ployment around Sarajevo; the 
British will continue to moni-
tor the situ ation in central 
Bosnia; the Germans will 
handle IFOR's medical and lo-

gistical needs from

· Croatian coast and 
from Italy; and the 
Americans will de­
ploy along the 
Croatian and Bosnian 
border areas in the north and north­
east. " Elements of SETAF and V 
Corps have been organized as Task 
Force Lion : U .S. European 
Command's light, joint task force de­
signed to deploy to a crisis within the 
command's area of responsibility -
namely Bosnia. 

Several U.S. Army sources openly 

said that when - and not "if" -
U.S. forces are deployed to Bosnia, 
the 325th Airborne Battalion Combat 
Team, the Ar.my's only paratrooper 
battalion with its own artillery, likely 
will be the first onto the Balkan kill­
ing fields.

neered for the construction of air­
craft. Eugene Stoner was the

came up with a series of 
weapons that ranged from 
survival rifles and fiber­
glass-barreled shotguns to 
battle rifles in 7.62x51mm 
and the then-new .223.

bad news with Charlie every day. The M16 was dramati­
cally lighter and the ergonomics and smaller caliber made 
it easy to fire from almost any position, even one-handed. 
But NCOs who had cut their teeth on .30-06 and 
7.62x51mm battle rifles didn' t think much of the "varmint" 
cartridge it fired. With early reliability problems (largely 
attributable to changes the Army made to the 5.56x45mm 
powder specs, but some due to sloppy quality control on 
the rifle itself) Army NCOs routinely cussed the "Mouse 
Rifle" and a number of the senior Marine Corps sergeants 
who lived and breathed .30 caliber retired rather than deal 
with the change. A common reaction among troops who 
lived in the mud, blood and jungle with their rifles was 
that the M16 might be a particularly good idea if only 
DoD had issued it in 7.62. NATO. 

In a manner of speaking, they almost did. The parent

ries included the AR-3, a 
7.62x51mm semiautomatic that served as the foundation 
for the AR-10; the AR-7, a .22 LR survival rifle that still 
is in licensed production today; the AR-16, a rifle of 
pressed-metal construction similar to the AR-18, but in 
7.62x51mm; and the AR-18, the most successful of the 
"other" ArmaLites. The AR-18 was of pressed-metal con" 
struction with some of the design features of the AR-15, 
but engineered to be manufactured in countries lacking 
sophisticated die-casting facilities . It was made in the 
United States (ArmaLite), Japan (Howa) and England (Ster­
ling) for civilian or export sales (adopted by Swaziland), 
and served as the basis for the weapons now made by 
Chartered Industries of Singapore, which reportedly bought 
tooling and materiel from Sterling. 

Although successful from a design standpoint, the AR-
10 was manufactured in relatively small quantities, prin­
cipally under license in the Netherlands. It was considered 
for adoption as a standard military rifle by the Nether­
lands and Austria. Hoped-for export sales in the Third 
World were as disappointing as were the attempts to sell it 

to Uncle Sam in competition against Spring-
field Armory 's T-44 design, 
but limited numbers saw ser-
vice in Nicaragua, Sudan, 

Burma and Portugal. 
Not blessed with early commercial 

success, designs for the AR-
10 and AR-15 foundered and 
were sold to Colt. Colt was 

able to sell the U.S. military on the 
AR-15 design, and it subsequently became the Ml6 se­
ries. Despite the fact that only a few thousand AR-10 
rifles ever were produced, the demand for a rifle with the 
configuration of an M 16 but in a caliber suitable for 



sniping and serious target work inspired Knight's 
Manufacturing in Florida to team with original de­
signer Gene Stoner to begin producing AR-type rifles 
in 7.62x51 mm NATO. Prices for Knight 's rifle hover 
around $3,000. 

ArmoLite Lives 

As this issue goes to press, new AR-10 series 
rifles in 7.62x51 caliber again are being produced 
bearing the original ArmaLite name.

with increasing the accuracy of the M16 rifl e. 

Just as the then-new AR-15 design leaned heavily on 
its AR-10 ancestry, Westrom's new AR-10 borrows heav ily 
from improvements made in its AR-15/M16 progeny ; be­
cause of this, the new ArmaLite rifle is a much improved 
over the original 1950s version. It is nearl y identical to 
Westrom's high-tech it­
eration of the M16A2 
rifle, but in 7.62x51mm 
and in a semiautomatic 
format. Westrom told 
SOF: "Our first priority 
was technical excellence, 
and our second priority 
was interchangeability 
with as many components 
as possible with Knight's 
SR-25. Any time that we 
deviated it was because 
we fe lt there was a tech­
nical advantage, so we 
would end up with a bet­
ter rifle." 

and fit them together," Westrom explained. "To a great 
degree this rifle has been tested and prototyped in the 
computer. Once the design is done, instead of having a lot 
of expensive mills and manpower to machi ne the things, 
we use computer-assisted machining centers. Instead of 
10 machinists on 10 individual milling machines, each 
doing a different thing to an individual part, we use a 
machining center that moves the tools to the part. 

"The key difference is that instead of 
having expensive and complex fixtures 
which guide the cutter, it is controlled by 
computer-driven servo motors," he said. 
"The machine moves in to cut the forging 
held in a fixed position. What it means is 
that a lot of machines and a couple of 
years of tooling design are not necessary. 
Also the accuracy of the parts is much 
better - the tolerances are held much 
tighter because the part is onl y clamped 
on the machine once: Every time yo u 
move a part there is always the possibil ­
ity of misalignment." 

Because of the advantages of computer­
assisted design and machining this project 
took 11 months from the start to the first 
rifle 's production. Ten years ago such a 
schedule would not have been possible. 

According to Westrom, 
two factors facilitated 
ArmaLite 's production of 
this rifle: Eagle Arms al­
ready is manufacturing a 
similar design in various 
. 223 rifles, and there is 
considerable parts com­
monality between their 
M-15 series and the new 
AR-10 designs. The tech­
nological advantage that 
allowed them to begin

With new tooling, the ArmaLite AR-10A2 (top) 
was able to incorporate such M16-series 
improvements as the case deflector, belled 
magazine well and protected magazine release 
button - plus refinements such as detachable 
sight bases that reveal a Picatinny rail. 

The AR-lOB is Westrom's overall desig­
nation for the new ArmaLite family of rifles. 
After the original AR-10 was made by 
ArmaLite, they made some improvements 
and designated that rifle the AR-lOA. 
Westrom's basic model is the AR-10A2, 

producing the rifle as rapidly as they have, and with high 
quali ty, is that they are using computer-assisted design 
and computer-assisted machining. 

"We are able to take a look at the existing rifles - the 
old AR-10, the other .308 AR on the market and the M16/ 
AR-15 types - and draw those parts up in the computer

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Army Special Operations Command 
Beats Bushes For Maverick Magazine

When friends in U.S. 
Army Special Forces told me two 
years ago they were planning to start 
an "underground newspaper," I didn't 
give it much thought. Outlining 
their vision fo r a clandestine politi­
cal newsletter - pro-Constitution, 
pro-capitalist, anti-United Nations, 
anti-communist - edited for the 
military's el ite units, they solicited 
any advice I might offer as a jour­
nalist. I suggested they wait until 
retirement. 

It struck me as odd that any sol­
dier wishing to publish a newspaper 
championing the U.S. Constitution 
would have to do so in secret, at least 
if it was done during off-duty hours 
and without government equipment 
or materials. After all, military ser­
vice members swear an oath to pro­
tect and defend the Constitution. 

But then, I never imagined that 
the Army Special Forces command 
would task none other than a Rambo 
- Command Sergeant Major Will­
iam H. Rambo Jr., to be exact - to 
ferret out and chastise such defend­
ers of the Founding Father's faith. Or 
that a witch-hunt would ensue in 
which the careers of innocent Green 
Berets would be sacrificed upon the 
altar of political correctness. 

Besides, starting a publicat ion 
from scratch, with little or no money, 
is an idea many consider but few pur­
sue. If the publication does not cater 
to the masses, but instead hopes to 
prosper on the merits of ideas and 
ideals - good luck finding financ-
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ing. Lack of money scares 
most people off. A few take 
the plunge. Most. drown in 
red ink within a year. Those 
who survive usually do so 
through luck and skill, balls 
and brains. 

One other aid to launching a pub­
lishing venture on a shoestring: be-

ing half crazy helps. (A certain maga­
zine, which the alert reader may rec­
ognize, and a retired Army colonel, 
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himself a former Green Beret, come 
to mind.) 

When I saw my chums a month 
later, they showed me a prototype of 
what ultimately would become the 
first issue of The Resister. Lesson 
learned: Never underestimate the se­
rious intent of an SF trooper. I flipped 
through the eight stapled pages of 
that first issue. 

The personal ads were cryptic. 
Example: "Edgar has got fleas in 
his sofa." A letter from "John" in 
the 7th Special Forces Group at Fort 
Bragg, North Carolina, alleged that 
members of a Green Beret unit had 
"been participating in drug raids 
wi th the Cumberland County Nar­
cotics Task Force ... as active play­
ers." The letter's conclusion no 
doubt riveted the chain of 
command's attention: "Our govern­
ment is getting out of control. The 
first time we are given a mission to 
disarm the citizens of this country, 
we are going to desert and join 
whatever guerrilla movement dem­
onstrates it is fighting to restore the 
principles this country was founded 
on, republicanism and individual 
rights." Strong words, indeed . 

Inside Scoops For The Troops 

A scathing editorial condemned 
what, according to a separate news 
report in the same issue, was a Clinton 
Administration plan to invade Haiti 
and return to office, under force of 
U.S. arms, the socialistic Prime Min­
ister Aristide. The news story included 
a report from "our correspondents in 
the 1st and 2nd Ranger Battalions .. . 
that the Ranger regiment staff has 
been planning the seizure of Port-au­
Prince International Airport for 
months." 

Talk about a scoop: This was 
months before the actual invasion 
took place. And there it was, not only 
in print, but written in an articulate, 
authoritative sty le. I scanned other 
stories and features. Some were rough 
around the edges. I didn't agree with 
everything I read. Other concepts, 
such as the difference between a de­
mocracy and the constitutional repub­
lic that the framers of the Constitution 
intended, are difficult for some people 
to grasp and, thus, were a challenge 
to explain. 

Contrary to the droning, drab tone 
of most political writing, though, The 
Resister is provocative, even some-

what militant in its advocacy, how­
ever unrealistic it might be, of turn­
ing the country away from democracy 
and back toward constitutional repub­
licanism. It gores sacred cows. It dis­
comfits popular preconceptions, 
forcing the reader to closely examine 
and defend his or her own notions 
about politics and government. The 
authors point an accusatory finger at 
Pentagon policies cloaked in trans­
parent hypocrisy, naked of logic. 
Written by active-duty Special Forces 
non-coms and officers, it lacked noth- _. 
ing for sheer chutzpah. My kind of 
journalism. I let out a whistle. 

" What do you think?" one edi­
tor asked. 

" I think you guys are going to 
Leavenworth," I muttered. 

But The Resister staff has con­
founded not only those in the Spe­
cial Forces community and at the 
Pentagon who would like to see 
them go to the stockade: They have 
surprised even the supporters who 
thought they could not survive to 
publish this long. And the staff, 
members of what the paper pro­
claims is a "Special Forces Under­
ground,'' have done so using the 
same tradecraft and counterin-

surgency skills to avoid detection 
that they were taught as covert op­
erators by the Army and the Central 
Intelligence Agency. 

Astounding Success 

Poised to begin its third year of 
publication this June, The Resister 
has succeeded beyond the wildest 
expectations of its most optimistic 
proponents. The quarterly publication 
has quadrupled in page number, and 
plans call for a change in the format 
from a stapled newsletter to a full­
fledged magazine that will be com­
mercially printed. Frequency of issue 

will increase to bi­
monthly, and it will 
begin taking paid 
advertising. Circula­
tion has zoomed 
from a few score is­
sues, mailed free-of­
charge to a closely 
targeted active-duty 
special operations 
audience, to a wide­
spread public reader­
ship of more than 
1,000 paid subscrib­
ers. Last fall, on-line 
subscriptions became 
available through a 
Minnesota -base d 
computer service. 

Along the way, 
its editorials and 
news reports have out­
raged the politically 
correct and amused 
the intellectually curi­
ous, informed the 
rank-and-file and de­
flated stodgy stuffed 
shirts of their hot air. 
The Resister also has 
gained wide popular­

ity among ardent defenders of the 
Second Amendment, and has been 
circulated heavily at gun shows. It 
has attracted the attention of right­
wing militias and the left-wing me­
dia. Political scientists and others in 
academia have subscribed . Retired 
military pilots now flying for com­
mercial airlines have been seen 
passing out copies in airports across 
the nation. 

The most notable attention has 
come from the press, all of it in the 
horrible aftermath of the Oklahoma 
City bombing. The press coverage has 
proven a double-edged sword: While 
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the publicity attracted many new sub­
scribers, it also embarrassed the Pen­
tagon and especially the Army. While 
brass-hats publicly downplay The 
Resister's significance, a quiet but 
career-deadly witch-hunt began last 
summer in the Special Forces com­
munity, according to several Army 
sources interviewed by Soldier Of 
Fortune. 

The decidedly liberal - and now­
defunct -New York Newsday called 
it a "rebel guide ... circulating among 
homegrown militias that gives tips 
on guerrilla warfare tactics [horrors!] 
and attacks Clinton administration 
policies [heaven forbid!]. The Resister 
... has been circulated to Green Beret 
bases and other U.S. military instal­
lations, as well as to private para­
mi Ii tary organizations whose 
members fear what they describe as 
federal government plans to disarm 
Americans and sacrifice U.S. jobs and 
business to a new world order." It is 
interesting to note that The Resister 
survives; New York Newsday did not. 

The Newsday report noted the sig­
nificance of alleged Green Beret con­
trol of The Resister, because the 
Army's approximately 6,000 "Special 
Forces members routinely take part 
in Central Intelligence Agency op­
erations overseas. They are skilled in 
fomenting revolutions and putting 
down insurgencies." 

Media Attention, 
Official Attention 

That report was followed two days 
later by a 30 April broadcast of an 
interview of two Resister editors on 
the CBS News show 60 Minutes. 
Their faces hidden in the shadows 
and their voices altered to disguise 
their true identities, the two Green 
Berets fielded questions from reporter 
Steve Kroft that demonstrated a clever 
evasion of entrapment and a brazen 
contempt for convention that are hall­
marks of Special Forces operators. 

KROFT: "The commander says 
you don't exist." 

ANSWER: "That's excellent..." 
KROFT: "How do we know you're 

not the only two people in this orga­
nization?" 

ANSWER: "You don't." 
I do; they're not. No doubt the 

CBS interview, seen by more than 75 
million people, tweaked the Army's 
nose out of joint. Afterward, an at­
tempt was made by Army special-
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operations technicians to "demask" 
the altered voices by repeatedly re­
playing the 60 Minutes footage 
through highly specialized equipment. 
This was defeated by "white noise" 
and other precautionary electronic 
countermeasures set up prior to the 
arrival of the 60 Minutes film crew. 

The Army's official line was ex­
pressed by Lieutenant General J .T. 
Scott, commander of the U.S. Army 
Special Operations Command 
(USASOC). There is no official in­
vestigation, he said, because of the 
belief that The Resister is not illegal 
as long as it is not published on gov­
ernment time or with government 
equipment and materials. Off-base 
publications by active-duty person­
nel are permitted by Army regulation 

if they do not disclose classified in­
formation . (Both Scott and Major 
General William Garrison, the com­
manding officer of the John F. 
Kennedy Special Warfare Center and 
School [JFKSWCS], declined, 
through a public-affairs spokesman, 
a request by Soldier Of Fortune to be 
interviewed for this article.) 

"We don't know who it's circu­
lated by or to," Scott said on the CBS 
broadcast. "I'm put off by some of 
the material in it. .. . [It is] singularly 
unhelpful to the debate" on issues 

and policy. "We sort of believe in the 
First Amendment right. We probably 
give people a little more slack than 
we ought to. But there's been a re­
cent court decision that says these 
pamphlets are OK." 

Witch-Hunt Begins 

Despite this apparently benign at­
titude, the Army's actions in private 
belie its words in public. The Mon­
day morning after the 60 Minutes 
broadcast, Secretary of the Army Togo 
West teletyped to all Army activities 
a message titled Extremist Organiza­
tions, copies of which were obtained 
by The Resister staff and SOF. While 
not mentioning The Resister by name, 
the timing of the communique is 
certainly more than coincidental. 

Among other things, 
West expressed his 
desire "to reempha­
size to all U.S. Army 
personnel ... guidance 
... pertaining to par­
ticipation in extrem­
ist organizations. 

"Activities of ex­
tremist organizations 
are inconsistent with 
the responsibilities of 
military service," 
West's message con­
tinued. "Active par­
ticipation by soldiers 
is prohibited. Military 
personnel [are] duty 
bound to uphold the 
Constitution .... " 

The difference be­
tween the Army's 
words and deeds in 
handling the matter 
of The Resister was 
most poignantly dem­
onstrated when it first 
came to the com-
mand's attention. A 

gray copy (original copies are printed 
on gray vellum bond paper) turned 
up at the Marquat Memorial Library 
in the JFKSWCS command building 
at Fort Bragg. According to a subse­
quent report in The Resister, Staff 
Judge Advocate Major Mark Prugh 
removed the reference copy on orders 
from Colonel Richard Seim, chief of 
staff for Maj. Gen. Garrison. "This 
isn't something you need to have in 
your library," Prugh reportedly told 
the librarian when asked why he was 
confiscating the facility's only copy. 
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Interesting. The Army deems it 
proper for the same library to con­
tain all of the published works by 
Castro, Chairman Mao, Ho Chi 
Minh, Lenin, Marx, etc. But The 
Resister, a publication which extols 
the wisdom of this nation's Found­
ing Fathers and reveres the sanctity 
of the same U.S. Constitution that 
Secretary of the Army West charged 
his soldiers are "duty bound to up­
hold," was, according to a command 
spokesman, " removed as being in­
appropriate ." 

The same spokesman, Lieutenant 
Colonel Ken McGraw, after declin­
ing this reporter's request for inter­
views with Scott and Garrison, noted 
that "soldiers have rights just like any 
other citizen .... As long as they don't 
do anything illegal,

been riffed after 11 years as an of­
ficer then returned to active duty as a 
non-com to complete his military re­
tirement).

Another person who told SOF he 
took early retirement because he was 
falsely accused of being associated 
with The Resister is Sergeant Major 
Doug Vanderpoole . Unlike Hall, 
though, Vanderpoole is adamantly 
opposed to a publication such as The 
Resister being published by active­
duty Special Forces troops. 

"I have not been, nor will I ever 
be, a part of The Resister," he told 
SOF. "It's not kosher in my book ... 
too controversial. What bothered me 

the most, true or not, 
was the possibility of 
disclosing classified in­
formation ."

troopers that they had 
been accused by Rambo 
of being associated with 
The Resister.

"The real basis of the witch-hunt 
was the 60 Minutes piece," said 
David Hall , who retired from Spe­
cial Forces as a major in December. 
Hall described himself as only one 
of many victims of "an unofficial 
command campaign to punish any­
one who's name might be connected 
- accurately or inaccurately - to 
The Resister." 

Guilt By Association 

The second issue of The Resister 
published a letter signed by Sergeant 
First Class David R. Hall (he had 
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from his command, JFKSWCS, and 
he was less than six months from 
retirement. Although not acquainted 
with The Resister staff prior to re­
tirement, Hall said he has since 
made contact and volunteered his 
time to the publication. 

Sergeant First Class Bruce 
Nelson, now a drill instructor at Fort 
Sill, Oklahoma, was falsely accused 
to the command as being part of 
The Resister, sources told SOF. Al­
though unaffiliated with the clan­
destine newspaper, he was falsely 
accused because he has been vocal 
about the government's abuses of 

"Rambo told a few 
people in the command 

that someone on The Resister staff 
had retired and, after having a change 
of heart, provided him with a list of 
active-duty people still involved with 
the publication," Hall told SOF. 
"From what we understand, there was 
no real list, but it was Rambo's cover 
story to justify taking action against 
anyone he chooses." 

In Vanderpoole's case, this meant 
permanent change-of-station orders to 
Fort Lewis, Washington. This would 
have been a hardship, Vanderpoole 
told SOF, because one of his chil­
dren has special educational needs 
for resources that are available at 
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Bragg, but not at Lewis. 
Besides that, only a few months 

earlier Vanderpoole had been asked 
by Rambo to take over the JFKSWCS 
proponency office, which handles 
Special Forces job-specialty career 
management, including the identifi­
cation of manpower needs in SF units. 
In a meeting of senior non-commis­
sioned officers, Rambo had highly 
praised Vanderpoole's performance in 
the new job, according to several wit­
nesses at the meeting. 

But in May, shortly after the 60 
Minutes segment about The Resister 
was broadcast, Rambo told Vander­
poole that this all-important job in 
which Vanderpoole supposedly had 
done so well was being eliminated, 
leaving Special Forces as the Army's 
only command without a sergeant ma­
jor in its proponency office. Rambo 
instructed Vanderpoole 
to see Sergeant Major 
John Finley in the 
USASOC personnel of­
fice to find out where 
his new duty station 
would be. Vanderpoole 
did so, and was told by 
Finley that R,ambo had 
advised him (Finley) 
what Vanderpoole's 
new assignment would 
be. Vanderpoole said 
when he returned to 
Rambo for an explana­
tion, Rambo would say nothing. 
According to Vanderpoole, on 
nine different occasions between 
May and 31 August, when 
Vanderpoole retired, Maj. Gen. Gar­
rison declined requests to discuss the 
mysterious transfer with Vander­
poole's superior officer. 

But the week before his departure 
from Bragg, a friend of Vanderpoole 
- coincidentally one of a group of 
Green Berets interviewed on camera 
by 60 Minutes - told Vanderpoole 
that he was suspected of being one of 
the two shadowy figures interviewed 
in the same segment. Vanderpoole 
insists - and I happen to know he's 
telling the truth - that he was in no 
way involved with either The Resister 
or the CBS broadcast. 

Do Not Pass Go, 
Go Directly To Gitmo 

Hall got a similar run-around from 
Rambo and the JFKSWCS command 
when, soon after the 60 Minutes 
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broadcast, he suddenly got orders 
from Rambo for a 90-day mission to 
Guantanamo Bay, Cuba. Rambo told 
Hall his operations-intelligence ex­
pertise was needed for a Civil Affairs 
and Psychological Operations Com­
mand (CAPOC) unit headed for Cuba. 
Rambo told Hall the CAPOC lead 
sergeant would have details. 

The lead sergeant knew nothing 
of the assignment, Hall said, and he 
was referred to a lieutenant colonel, 
who referred Hall to plans and opera­
tions, which referred him to a liaison 
officer, a reservist colonel. No one 
could tell Hall anything about why 
he supposedly was wanted for tem­
porary duty with the reserve unit in 
Cuba. The liaison officer sent Hall to 
a major, who bucked him up to a 
colonel who would be the actual de­
tachment commander, a Colonel 

Collins. Hall caught up with Collins 
at the troop medical clinic, where they 
were getting immunizations for the 
deployment. Collins told Hall he had 
no idea why Hall had been assigned 
to the detachment, that the detach­
ment did not request him. 

Suspicious, Hall did some back­
tracking. At this point, about 15 June, 
he was told that a rumor was circu­
lating that he was being sent to Cuba 
as punishment for sending a letter to 
The Resister. Hall confirmed through 
a colonel at JFKSWCS that no re­
quest for Hall in Cuba had been initi­
ated, but that the command had just 
decided to send him. Hall filed a ha­
rassment complaint with the com­
mand Inspector General's office, 
including the allegation that "I'm 
supposedly mobbed up with the 
'Special Forces Underground' and 
The Resister." Hall asked for a de­
ferment, pending investigation, 
which the IG recommended but the 
command denied. 

On 17 June, Hall deployed to 
Cuba. After a week of no duty, Hall 
requested and was granted a return 
flight to the States. Back at Bragg, 
Hall reported back in with the duty 
NCO. He subsequently was charged 
by Rambo with being absent without 
leave from his Cuba assignment and 
received non-judicial punishment. 
Soon thereafter, he was telephoned at 
home by a fellow Green Beret, Mas­
ter Sergeant David H. Eckenrode, who 
told Hall he'd overheard Rambo talk­
ing about Hall's case with another 
senior NCO roughly a month after 
the 60 Minutes broadcast. 

Witch-Hunt For Good 
Order And Discipline? 

"[Maj. Gen.] Garrison wants to get 
rid of ... Hall," Rambo had said, ac­
cording to a sworn statement signed 

by Eckenrode, a 
copy of which was 
obtained by SOF. 
"The next portion of 
the conversation I 
heard was Rambo 
saying he was 'send­
ing Hall to Cuba to 
make an example of 
him.' The other in­
dividual in the room 
questioned the wis­
dom of doing this." 

Eckenrode further 
stated in his affida­

vit that on 23 June he was talking 
with a friend he named in the affida­
vit at the Green Beret Sport Para­
chute Club when "he told me that it 
is general knowledge around 
[JFKSWCS] that an individual in 
[the command] had been sent to 
Cuba because he wrote a letter to 
The Resister." 

Hall retired from the Army on 1 
December. Eckenrode also has retired. 

In an 8 November telephone inter­
view, Rambo denied to this reporter 
that either Hall's or Vanderpoole's 
retirement had anything to do with 
any alleged ties to The Resister. Told 
that Vanderpoole believed he was an 
innocent victim of "a witch-hunt" to 
get anyone connected to the newspa­
per, Rambo responded: "Well, that's 
his perception. He turned down or­
ders for a permanent change of sta­
tion, so he was retired." Rambo also 
described as "inaccurate" Hall's as-

fighting organized 
criminals and terror-
ists, it would allow the FBI - which 
has the government's largest database 
on criminals and the general public 
- to readily access a great deal more 
information about Americans with­
out the requirement of court orders. 

Court orders, which usually require 
federal agents to show a judge some 
good reasons for snooping and eaves­
dropping, are an inconvenience that 
the Bureau wants to dispense with. 
The antiterrorism act is the center­
piece of a multipronged effort by the 
FBI to eliminate the bothersome 
checks and balances intended to guar­
antee privacy and individual rights. 
Working on Capitol Hill when it has 
to, under the color of its own author­
ity when it can get away with it, the 
FBI intends to have an unfettered, 
closer look at your credit and bank­
ing data and communications - all 
under the guise of protecting us. 

By administrative caveat, with the 
approval of Attorney General Janet 
Reno and the White House, the FBI 
is in the process of expanding its abil­
ity to listen in on our private tele­
phone conversations and tap into our 
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programmed to detect certain 
words would lock on and eavesdrop 
automatically - all without any le­
gal finding that a crime might have 
taken place. 

In the same police-state spirit, 
President Clinton announced in a 
United Nations speech that he is tak­
ing measures against the international 
drug trade. What he didn't say was 
that by signing yet another secret ex­
ecutive order (PDD-42) he was giv­
ing the FBI the new authority to look 
at the law-abiding public's private 
bank accounts. It uses bank employ­
ees to spy on you. Even some liber­
als see the danger implicit in such 
things, such as Gregory B. Craig, a 
lawyer with the liberal-left law firm 
of Williams and Connolly. Regard­
ing PDD-42, Craig was quoted by a 
Washington newspaper as saying: 
"Without any of the safeguards that 
apply to a domestic investigation, 
it is open season. Old grudges can 
be settled; business competitors can 
seek advantages; proven criminals can 
incriminate totally innocent public 
figures." 

ers, by centralizing them in one de­
pository. Their ambition, like coun­
tering terrorists or thwarting drug 
dealers, is again admirable. However, 
Dole's bill enables the FBI and virtu­
ally all other law-enforcement agen­
cies to have clear and open access to 
the medical records depository if that 
information pertains to either "vic­
tims" or "suspects." Almost anyone 
can be classified one way or another 
for purposes of "legal" access. 

Trampling The Constitution 

As in the case of the liberal law 
firm opposing Clinton on PDD-42, 
the opposition to the growth of Big 
Brother is as diverse as the American 
Civil Liberties Union and the National 
Rifle Association. Both groups are 
actively working against House pas­
sage of the Comprehensive Antiter­
rorism Act. There is a lot to worry 
about in the (Republican-controlled) 
Senate's language now being consid­
ered by the House. 

Some sections of the act are per­
fectly legitimate and might even be 
quite helpful to law enforcement, but 
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right from the beginning the authors 
of this proposed law start to trample 
Americans' constitutional rights. For 
example, Section 101 of that legisla­
tion has language making it a federal 
offense to kill or attempt to kill a 
federal employee. So what's wrong 
with that? Well, it already is illegal 
almost everywhere to murder or at­
tempt to murder anyone, be it a fed­
eral employee or village drunk. The 
purpose of the language here is not to 
increase the security of federal em­
ployees but to create a special cat­
egory of people who are more equal 
than others, so to speak, and increase 
the authority of the FBI to insert it­
self into what would otherwise be a 
local investigation. 

Section 204 of the bill amends the 
Omnibus Crime Control And Safe 
Streets 1968 to broaden the ability of 
the feds to prosecute sporting-goods 
dealers and anyone else for sell­
ing a firearm that later is used 
in a crime. An articulate pros­
ecutor could well be able to go 
back 10 years and establish to 
the satisfaction of a jury that a 
firearm had been transferred 
with that foreknowledge. Sec­
tion 205 does the same for ex -
plosives or even the right kind 
of fertilizer, and one could ex­
pect it to be construed to cover 
flammable liquids used in ar­
son, such as gasoline or even 
shaving lotion. 

Good Faith Checks 
And Balances 

The most dangerous sections 
of the Comprehensive Antiterrorism 
Act have to do with relaxing the legal 
checks and balances now in place to 
make it possible for the FBI to obtain 
and keep on file credit-record infor­
mation held by credit-reporting firms. 
Such information now is denied to 
the Bureau by the Privacy Act, un­
less the feds have a search warrant. 
Search warrants intended to guaran­
tee freedom from unreasonable search 
and seizure become unnecessary un­
der the provisions of this part of t~e 
proposed law. 

Moreover, a great deal of the in­
formation collected by credit-report­
ing firms repeatedly has been shown 
during Congressional hearings to be 
inaccurate. Credit-reporting firms' in­
vestigators typically are minimum­
wage workers with little - if any -
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training in accurate information gath­
ering. If, for example, they interview 
a neighbor or someone else who 
doesn't like you and spurious infor­
mation ends up in your credit file, it 
also could go into your FBI dossier 
- and be transferred God knows 
where else. 

Since the Bureau may well become 
the credit reporting firms' best cus­
tomer, they do doubt will work hard 
to pass on a large volume of informa­
tion. Certainly, one would argue, the 
FBI would screen out inaccurate in­
formation or classify it as such. Per­
haps, but it might be useful to remember 
that for nearly 20 years another large, 
intelligence-gathering entity - the CIA 
- provided to Congress some critical 
information it certified as bona fide 
when in fact the spooks knew it had 
been falsified by the Russians. 

What would be the legal sanctions 
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for misuse of the information pro­
vided to the FBI by credit-reporting 
firms? Say, for example, false infor­
mation ended up causing you to go 
bankrupt, ruining your life? Certainly 
you could sue the government or the 
credit-reporting company or someone. 

No Defense Against 
Incompetence 

Of course you could sue - except 
that language included by the FBI 
and the Clinton administration in this 
bill specifically limits the amount of 
damages anyone can collect to $100. 
That's right, even if you lose every­
thing due to false information or the 
illegal use of credit information, all 
you can collect in damages is $100. 
There isn't a single federal agent on 
the street who wouldn't personally 

pay $100 for the privilege of using 
(and maybe misusing) credit infor­
mation in an investigation. 

Section 304 provides that storage­
space rental companies, for example, 
would have to grant FBI agents carte 
blanche right to search stored belong­
ings and records merely upon the re­
quest. Once again, no search warrant 
would be necessary. 

Section 310 dovetails nicely with 
the Bureau 's ambition of tapping 
everyone's telephones: It permits the 
FB[ to have a look at your telephone 
bills without a court order or any no­
tification to you that it even has been 
done. On balance, the authors of 
Comprehensive Antiterrorist Act trust 
that the FBI will not use this increased 
power to abuse the rights of law-abid­
ing citizens or aid in political repres­
sion. But such a law is only as good 
as the men (and women) who will

administer it: Under good men, it 
could be a good Jaw; under tyrants, it 
could implement tyranny. The Found­
ing Fathers carefully precluded such 
a risk by giving us a nation under the 
rule of law - not the rule of men -
because they well knew that humans 
tend to be tyrannical or corruptible. 

The most terrifying thing about 
this "antiterrorist" bill is that it tends 
to corrupt the supreme law of the 
land - the Constitution - and its 
guarantee of civil rights that are our 
first and final defense against tyranny. 

Since the goodness of this law is 
dependent upon the goodness of those 
who would administer it, who is our 
ombudsman to ensure the integrity of 
the FBI? 

You probably guessed it already:

Doomsday Cult's Nerve-Gas Attack First Step Toward War With America

As usual, there scarcely was 
enough room to fit a newspaper be­
tween commuters packed tightly in a 
Tokyo subway station that March 
morning in 1995. The hidden devices 
containing Sarin nerve gas, built by 
Aum Shinri Kyo cult members, at 
first failed to release their deadly con­
tents on the unsuspecting travelers. 

When the terrorists used points on 
their umbrellas to pierce the contain­
ers, the escaping Sarin mist drifted 
over the crowds, knocking rows 
of helpless people to the ground, 
choking and vomiting. T'.ID Ameri­
cans were among the victims. One of 
them recalled that the harder he 
gasped for breath, the more intense 
the pain in his lungs. He said 
that within a few minutes his 
legs wouldn't work and he had 
lost all of his hand-eye coor­
dination. 

In only a few minutes, a 
clumsily executed use of a 
chemical-warfare agent had 
left more than 5,500 injured 
and would result in the deaths 
of 19 people. "How nice it is," 
the cult's leader reportedly 
said, "that their souls were re­
moved by Shiva ." 

Far more would have died 
had members of the Aum 
Shinri Kyo ("Supreme Truth") 
cult been adept at dispersing 
the nerve agent. If they merely 
had sprayed the Sarin from 
above the crowd, the casual­
ties probably would have qua­
drupled. But the cultists still 
were learning. The attack oc­
curred only a few months af­
ter the cult had obtained, on 
the Internet, information on 
the manufacture and handling 
of nerve gas. 

After CNN television broke 
this incredible story, U.S. law­
enforcement and intelligence 
organizat ions began asking 
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who these cultists were, where they 
come from and where they got the 
nerve gas. There was a brief period 
of interest during which it was deter­
mined that Aum Shinri Kyo was an 
obscure, religious cult led by partially 
blind guru Shoko Asahara, a 40-year­
old devotee of Nostradamus and self­
proclaimed practitioner of levitation. 
But key U.S. officials charged with 
tracking such things began dismiss­
ing the Tokyo incident as a one-shot, 
horror show. 

A First In Terrorism 

Even eight months later, people 
who should have had the best un­
derstanding of such things still 

didn't quite get it. 
Alan Holmes, U.S. assistant sec­

retary of defense for special opera­
tions, speaking in November under 
oath during a Senate hearing, charac­
terized the Aum attacks as "ineffec­
tive." He said that it was important 
to remember that fear-generation 
was the goal of the Aum attack, but 
nonetheless - and certainly in spi te 
of a tight budget - federal officials 
were working hard to prevent such 
things here. 

What Holmes and a number of 
other similarly placed people in Wash­
ington, D.C., apparently failed to 
grasp was that for the first time in 
history, terrorists had used a weapon 

of mass destruction - and 
that the first use actuall y 
wasn't in Tokyo's subway. 
That first terroristic use of a 
weapon of mass destruction 
happened months before the 
subway incident. 

In June 1994, Aum mem­
bers released Sarin from a 
parked truck into a quiet, 
residential neighborhood in 
Matsumoto, a city about 100 
miles northwest of Tokyo. 
Seven people died, 500 
were injured, and a number 
remain in comas. That attack 
marked a turning point in the 
history of terrorism and 
counterterrorism and perhaps 
in human history in general 
- and scarcely anyone out­
side Japan noticed. 

That is astounding consid­
ering that the cult, formed in 
1984, long had engaged in 
murder, sold illicit drugs it 
manufactured in high-tech 
labs, and openly advertised 
its interest in chemical/bio­
logical warfare (CBW) -
and Sarin nerve agent, in par­
ticular - in widely circu­
lated, cult publications. 
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Moreover, for at least two years 
cult leaders had been cutting a very 
high profile in the shadowy area of 
international arms transfers. Cult 
members not so secretly went shop­
ping with plenty of cash for instru­
ments of death in seven countries. 
No one in the CIA, whose operatives 
are supposed to skulk around in the 
back alleys of the world's weapons 
markets, seemed to notice when cult 
members began romancing high-level 
Russians who happened to occupy po­
sitions that gave them access to 
nuclear/chemical/biological warfare 
materiel. 

One of those who did notice was 

Kyle Olson, a private-sector consult­
ant on chemical warfare who was 
hired by Japanese television after the 
Matsumoto incident. Olson later 
would tell U.S. senators that our in­
telligence services hadn't noticed the 
cult's activities because they simply 
weren ' t looking. He warned that "if a 
group can leave a footprint this big 
and operate with as free a hand as 
this cult enjoyed, what does this say 
about the potential of smaller, more 
disciplined organizations?" 

In May, two months after the first 
subway attack,Aum Shinri Kyo mem­
bers tried a different tactic in another 
subway station. This time they placed 

cyanide-dispersion devices in plastic 
bags on the station platform. The de­
vices were crude but apparently ca­
pable of inflicting thousands of 
casualties; however, subway police 
apparently were alert enough to neu­
tralize the threat before anyone was 
killed. 

The Matsumoto neighborhood at­
tack, the Tokyo subway incidents and 
two or three murders in which the 
cult eliminated enemies by spraying 
nerve agents on them - all merely 
were field experiments, dress rehears­
als for a far more dramatic attack the 
Aum leadership believed would alter 
the global balance of power. That goal 



sounds like a mad sypervillain's plot 
in a James Bond movie: The Aum 
cult would provoke a highly destruc­
tive war between the United States 
and Japan, then use weapons of mass 
destruction to help Japan win. 

Details of this nightmarish scenario 
took shape in November during U.S. 
Senate hearings, which drew surpris­
ingly little mainstream media cover­
age. Additional information was 
provided to Soldier Of Fortune by 
government sources: 

Responding to q~estions posed by 
Senate committee members on the 
failure of government agencies to rec­
ognize the threat posed by Aum Shinri 
Kyo, FBI counterterrorism chief John 
O'Neill said it was not the responsi­
bility of four FBI agents in Tokyo to 
develop such intelligence. It was the 
responsibil ity of the CIA. 

(The CIA was already having a 
bad day: Front-page newspaper sto­
ries that morning reported that for 
many years CIA officials had passed 
on to Congress and the Pentagon in­
formation evaluated as the gospel 
truth, even though they knew it con­
tained Soviet disinformation.) 

Dr. Gordon Oehler, director of the 
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CIA's "Nonproliferation Center," re­
sponded as if the Company had just 
been accused by the Bureau of col­
lecting taxpayer money for a job not 
done. "[T]here are thousands of or­
ganizations in the world that don't 
like the United States; we can't track 
them all," Oehler said . "Besides, not 
many countries want the Central In­
telligence Agency having a look at 
their religious groups." 

"Even if that cult intends to 
assassinate the president of the 
United States?" replied Senator 

William Cohen of Maine. 

Clinton A Target 

According to Senate in­
vestigators, the Aum cult had 
intended to attack the Japa­
nese parliament, perhaps 
with biological-warfare 
agents or nerve gas, when 
President Clinton and 17 
other heads of state visited 
in November. (An article in 
the sect's January '95 news 
bulletin was titled, "Will 
Clinton Be Assassinated?".) 
Apparently that attack was 

supposed to touch off the 
war between Japan and 
the United States. 

Aum Shinri Kyo is a 
doomsday cult; all of its 
movements in the pas t 
few years had been to­
ward militarizing the or­
ganization. Its goal: war 
with the United States. 
Not only did cult leader 
Asahara intend to initiate 
that war, he also had cult 
members in place in the 
Japanese government and 
military to help manipu­
late the circumstances. 
The organization of his 
cult structure reported I y 
was very similar to that 
of the Japanese govern­
ment, so that when the 
time came the anticipated 
transition would be 
smooth . Asahara, who es­
pouses an imaginative 
amalgam of Hindu Yoga 
and Buddhist hierarchical 
spirituality, reportedly 
dazzled his followers 
with claims that he is able 
to levitate his corpulent 
body several feet off the 

ground. He was able to raise consid­
erable money from people willing to 
pay $10,000 each to wear cult-manu­
factured electronic helmets suppos­
edly connecting them to Asahara 's 
divine brain waves. 

In a matter of 10 years Asah.ara 
built a following estimated at about 
65,000, including some 40,000 mem­
bers in Russia who were recruited 
after listening to Asahara's nation­
wide, hour-long, messianic radio pro­
grams. By demanding that his 
followers relinquish their earthly 
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wealth to the cult, and by pedalling 
LSD and other drugs, Aum assembled 
known assets in excess of $1 billion. 

Asahara and his people used those 
assets to purchase what they thought 
were the items of Armageddon. One 
of those purchases was 400 first-gen­
eration ($8) Israeli gas masks from a 
New York military-surplus store to 
help guarantee survival of the cult's 
hierarchy during the Armageddon 
they planned to initiate. 

After the 20 March subway attack 
in Tokyo, an electronics firm that 
handled the purchase of the gas masks 
notified authorities . Armed with a bit 
of hindsight and secret national-se­
curity warrants, FBI agents un­
covered a series of events that 
provide a startling portrait of a 
new type of terrorist. 

Recalling WWII 
Biowarfare 

Apparently the cult's world­
wide shopping spree in search of 
instruments of death was mani­
fested in documents seized by the 
U.S. federal agents. 

Cult members visited an out­
door show in Las Vegas and came 
away with some survival camp­
ing gear that the feds referred to 
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as Boy Scout rejects; in California 
the cultists tried to buy highly so­
phisticated laser equipment that 
would help in the measurement of 
plutonium spheres required in the 
building of a nuclear weapon - but 
were thwarted by their lack of tech­
nical expertise; in Germany cu lt 
members sought information on the 
creation of earthquakes; in Australia 
they bought a large ranch where they 
mined uranium and tested CBW 
agents on sheep. 

In sophisticated laboratories in Ja­
pan the cult sought practical methods 
for efficiently killing the most people. 
It eventually focused on germ war-

fare . Unlike building a nuclear bomb 
or synthesizing chemical weapons, the 
cult found that germ warfare could 
be easy and cheap. (The cost of con­
ducting biowarfare typically is cal­
culated about $1 per square kilometer, 
making it the least expensive method 
of gaining territory.) When members 
began their research into biowarfare, 
they found that their own country ac­
tually had more practical experience 
than even the Russians in using such 
agents on human beings. One might 
say that the Aum cult was predis­
posed toward that methodology by 
way of Japanese tradition. 

Although the facts were hidden by 
the U.S. government 
for many years in or­
der to safeguard 
American biowarfare 
research, the truth 
eventually emerged: 
During World War II 
the Japanese army 
used thousands of 
Chinese, British and 
American prisoners 
in germ-warfare ex­
periments, then mur­
dered them when 
they were of no fur­
ther use. 

In his book F ac­
tories of Death, Pro­
fessor Sheldon Harris 
noted that the Japa­
nese Army "engaged 
freely and enthusias­
tically in human 
biowarfare experi­
ments because they 
knew their victims 
were inferior beings 
who were being sac­
rificed for a higher 
cause. The world 
would be a better 

place to live, they reasoned, without 
so many subhumans wasting the 
planet's valuable resources." 

During the war against Chiang Kai 
Shek's nationalist Chinese forces, 
various infectious diseases cultivated 
and spread by the Japanese army 
killed hundreds of thousands of Rus­
sians and Chinese soldiers and civil­
ians in Manchuria. Unique among the 
belligerents in WWII, the Japanese 
Army actually used almost every 
chemical-warfare agent known at the

As one of the more colorful 
- and successful - free-enterprise 
soldiers of the past several decades, 
Colonel Robert Denard was sent a 
personal invitation from SOF Pub-
1 isher Robert K. Brown to be our 
guest at the 1995 SOF convention in 
Las Vegas last September. The colo­
nel sent his warm regards and ex­
pressed his regret that he could not 
attend because of the press of "fam­
ily reasons." We now understand what 
these family matters entailed. 

For the third time, on 28 Septem­
ber 1995, Bob Denard and a merce­
nary force seized the Comoro Islands, 
off the eastern coast of Africa. It was 
the 17th coup in the Comoros since 
its independence from France. This 
time, Denard's reign lasted a scant 
eight days, until 5 October 1995. 

Rapid, forceful mil itary interven­
tion by elite French forces quickly 
overturned the famous French merc 's 
latest success. This is the story of 
Denard's Operation Kaskari, and the 
subsequent French reaction, Opera-

tion Azalea . Even though the re­
sources available to the opposing 
military forces were vastly different 
- 33 mercenaries on one side, and 
about a thousand men, most of them 
elite combat troops, on the other -

each operation was a rapid success. 
As such conflicts go, there was little 
bloodshed. 

Denard proved once again that it 
is still possible for a small band of 
mercenaries to "become kings" - if 

only for a few days - by 
seizing a country, at least 
in Africa. The episode also 
illustrates that an opera­
tion by special-operations 
forces, supported by ad­
equate logistics and stag­
ing bases, can achieve 
decisive results within a 
day. This was a first for 
the new French Special Op­
erations Command (Com­
mandement des Operations 
Speciales - COS), and its 
specialized units. 

Voice In The 
Wilderness 

Comfortably - but temporarily- once again 
installed on his beloved Comoro, soldier of fortune 
Colonel Bob Denard strikes a pose in his HQ at 
Kandani military base.

meet with Jacques Foccart, a grand 
old gentleman and eminence grise 
otherwise known as "Mister Africa" 
who is a semiofficial adviser to 
President Jacques Chirac, to discuss 
an operation planned in Africa. The 
meeting didn ' t happen. Then, act­
ing as messenger for the Democratic 
Renewal Party (Parti du Renouveau 
Democratique - PRO), an opposi­
tion group in Comoro, he sent a 
letter to another close adviser to 
the French president. Once aga in, 
the message never reached proper 
qu arters. 

In all of the other coups and 
putsches he led over the years, Denard 
always expected or received the en­
dorsement of French authorities be­
fore initiating military action. Yet, 
according to some sources, the 
French government "was totally sur­
prised" by Denard 's Comoro land­
ing 28 September. This would 
represent an intelligence failure, as 
even the Renseiqnements Generaux 

Not only did local military forces quickly align themselves with the invading meres, 
but unemployed locals soon showed up wanting to enlist in the presidential guard, 
and local opposition groups rallied in support. Unfortunately, Paris took an officially 
dim view, was apparently embarrassed into quickly deposing the deposer. 

tion had planned to seize Comoro 
by air, using a force of Croatian 
mercenaries . 

Having twice before taken the 
island on behalf of various spon­
sors, it appears Denard never gave 
up on the Comoros, even though 
officially "retired" since 1993. His 
contacts there constantly encour-

aged him in this, and were ready to 
raise part of the money required. 
Thus early in 1995 the "king of for­
tune" (Roi de Fortune, as he was 
christened in the 1991 book about 
his exploits) was able to put together 
the required funds that would allow 
Operation Kaskari (named after the 
wind that blows at Grand Comoro), 

(literally "general informa­
tion," the internal security 
arm of the French police, 
the - RG) had supposedly 
neither seen nor heard any­
thing concerning the re­
cruitment of mercenaries, 
either in Paris or Brussels, 
in spite of the fact another 
coup rumor was already cir­
culating in Paris. Sources 
report that in Spring of 
1995 an operation had been 
prepared by another French 
mercenary - a former of­
ficer of the Comoran Presi­
dential Guard with con­
nections to the DGSE (Di­
rection Generate de Securite 
Exterieure - General Di­
rectorate of External Secu­
rity, the French CIA 
equivalent), an effort that 
fai led at the last minute 
when the necessary funds 
were diverted.

Officially, the ship be­
longed to an archaeological 
society based in the Virgin 
Islands and was equipped 
accordingly: compressors, 
racks for scuba tanks, cradles 
for Zodiac boats on deck and 
a logo with divers on the fun­
nel were all very much in 
evidence. Also, more dis­
creetly, there were freezers 
and provisions in the hold 
for several weeks at sea with 
40 men. In addition to light

and Belgium, the ship was 
equipped for satellite communication 
so that the "old man" could be in 
continuous contact with France and 
the Comoros.

of this unit, which under his tutelage 
became a well-trained force and the 
base from which he had exercised a 
significant influence on the country. 
Denard had married a local woman 

and Bosnia and the jungles of Burma. 
Those who were contacted and agreed 
to a monthly salary ranging from 
50,000 to 80,000 francs ($10,000 to

tacts in Paris, Denard 's lieutenants 
quickly recruited 30 mercenaries, pri­
marily former members of the 
Comoran Pres idential Guard. From 
1978 to 1989 Denard was commander

Mere Landing 

At 0130 hours on 28 September, a 
Zodiac left the Vulcain and, in sev­
eral trips, landed the meres on the 
island between Moroni and the 
Hahaya airport.

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COUP SPONSORS 
AND SPOILERS 

As soon as they were advised 
of the Gomoran coup, several 
heads of French-speaking African 
states called French President 
Jacques Chirac requesting 
French intervention to restore 
legality in the Gomoran Archi­
pelago. 

According to a quasi-official 
statement by a member of the 
Ministry of Foreign Affairs: "The 
adventure was untimely, as he 
[Denard] did not understand that 
the era of mercenaries seizing a 
country is past. Such actions are 
prejudicial to France, as the 
other states always suspect us 
of being, if not the instigator, at 
least aware of them." Ahem. 

In any case, the less-than­
voluntary departure of President 
Djohar for "residence" on 
Reunion due to "fatigue," under 
French control, was a great relief 
both in the Comoros and France: 
Various sources in Moroni noted 
that government employees 
hadn't been paid for six months, 
that the president and his family 
had looted the country, that he 
had misappropriated interna­
tional aid funds, and especially 
that he intended to rig the next 
election to stay in power. 

One thing is clear: If it is true 
that France showed unscrupu­
lous opportunism with Operation 
Azalea, the removal of President 
Djohar had been plotted for 
some t ime in Paris. In 1994, 
there were numerous meetings 
of represent atives of various 
ministries to work out an 
operation with South African 
help, to instal l a more pro­
French policy in the Comoros. 
This plan was still on the 
agenda when Denard launched 
"his" operation. 

In the aftermath of Operation 
Kaskari, its success, and the 
subsequent intervention by 
French forces, numerous 
questions remain unanswered. 
Several theories have turned up, 
all unproven because everyone 
involved has taken pains to 
cover their tracks. 

The f irst theory was that the 
French government had given its 
endorsement to Bob Denard, the 
"eternal condottiere in the 
service of the Republic."

Tlie range at 
which the grenade detonates will be 
determined by a battery-powered la­

this dazzling device is fielded we shall 
have to do with our caliber 
5.56x45mm rifles (or .223 "carbines," 
as Jeff Cooper calls them). Profi­
ciency in its tactical deployment does 
not come with the mere purchase of a 
selective-fire assault rifle in this cali­
ber, or its semiautomatic-only deriva-

In my opinion, outside of the mili­
tary the finest training an armed pro­
fessional can receive in a weapon 
system of this type is provided by 
Gunsite Training Center (Dept. SOF, 
P.O. Box 700, Paulden, AZ 86334; 
phone: 800-504-7571 ). Located 26 
miles north of Prescott, Arizona, on 
933 acres, Gunsite's physical plant is 
impressive. 
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There are nine pistol ranges, six 
rifle ranges and six shotgun ranges. 
A 180-degree swing is available on 
the pistol ranges, with 360 degrees in 
the indoor reaction ranges. Firing dis­
tances can be varied from arm's 
length to 1,000 yards on one of the 
seven outdoor simulators. 

The three indoor simulators, called 
the Funhouse, Playhouse and Fire­
box, offer unlimited tactical variety 
in all light conditions, from broad 
daylight to the lower limit of visibil­
ity. Double-track, power-driven car­
riers and the gravity-fed Apitir 
provide both simple and complex 
moving-target problems. There are 
nine innovative target systems found 
only at Gunsite Ranch. Outdoor simu­
lators include the Vlei, Scrambler, 
Donga, West Wash and North Draw. 

One of the most physically de­
manding courses offered at Gunsite 
is #223 Tactical Carbine. Each stu­
dent will fire close to 1,200 rounds 
during the five and a half days of the 
course. Only #556, the Advanced Tac­
tical Carbine course (for which #223 
is a prerequisite), pushes students to 
any higher level of physical and men­
tal stress. 

All outdoor firing is on either 
paper or steel reactive targets. 
Gunsite's proprietary "option" paper 
target recently has been redesigned 
and is excellent for both handgun and 
rifle applications. The reactive steel 
targets used on the rifle ranges, 
Scrambler and Vlei, are not knock­
down types and require an observer 
to verify hits. 

Continuing Education 

recently returned to Gunsite to 
participate as a student in a #223 Tac­
tical Carbine course; armed profes­
sionals (like golf and tennis pros) 
must continue to receive training from 
other professionals whenever possible 
if they are to remain within the con­
stantly changing mainstream of small­
arms employment techniques. 

Rangemaster for our course was 
Sergeant Giles Stock, a more than 
19-year veteran of a major metro­
politan police department who is the 
primary weapons instructor and ar­
morer for their special-assignment 
unit. Giles is known widely for his 
expertise with weapon systems of this 
type and he attracts students from just 
about everywhere to attend his classes 
at Gunsite. His coaches were Brian 
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Firing the "Dozier" drill: five Pepper Poppers engaged with frangible ammunition. 

Worthan and Mike Hughes, who also 
are members of large law-enforce­
ment agencies. They were assisted 
by apprentice coach Jim Crews. 

There were 17 students in the class. 
Three were armed with semiauto­
matic-only Steyr AUGs and the other 
14 with some variant or another of 
the Ml 6/AR15 series. There was an 
incredibly large variety of sights on 
these latter weapons. They ranged 
from nothing more than the issue iron 
s ights to red-dot types like the 
Aimpoint, Ultra Dot and C-More, and 
optical scopes of varying magnifica­
tion, such as the U.S. Optics Tech-

nologies 1-4X variable-power unit 
and the superb Leitz Elcan 3.4X mili­
tary scope. There was an equally wide 
range of muzzle devices on these 
weapons - everything from the new 
and politically correct ColtAR15 with 
a plain barrel to the M16Al , M16A2 
and Vortex types. 

On the first morning everyone ze­
roed his weapon at 25 yards from the 
prone position using a sandbag over 
an ammo can for support and firing 
five 5-shot groups. I used Black Hills 
(Dept. SOF, P.O. Box 3090, Rapid 
City, SD 57709; phone: 800-568-
6625, fax: 605-348-9827) 68-grain 

Firing from the support-side, roll-over prone position provides maximum cover while 
permitting the shooter to fire from under vehicles and other low barricades often 
encountered in urban environments. 
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Jacketed Hollow Point (JHP) match 
ammunition throughout. It performed 
superbly and will yield 0.5 MOA 
groups in some caliber 5.56x45mm 
bolt-action sniper/varmint rifles. 

After zeroing our carbines, we 
fired from the unsupported prone, sit­
ting, "rice paddy prone" (the old 
USMC squatting position), kneeling, 
and "California kneeling" in which 
the shooter faces the target(s) with 
both knees on the ground - all from 
25 yards. While this latter position 
can be engaged quickly, it is a tacti­
cal technique (as the shooter can raise 
or lower his body to take advantage 
of prevailing cover), not an accuracy 
enhancer. From the 10-yard line we 
practiced 2-shot snap shooting to the 
torso starting from the indoor ready 
position. The day ended with class­
room lectures on trajectory and 
wound ballistics. 

I started this class with what I as­
sumed would be a really hot setup: a 
Colt M16A2 Commando with an 
11.5-inch barrel, Vortex flash hider, 
U.S. Optics Technologies l-4X vari­
able scope with a dot-in-circle reticle 
pattern, fixed buttstock with a Delta 
H-BAR-type cheekpiece, Giles sling 
(designed of course by Giles Stock) 
and 20-round magazines. The Vortex 
flash hider (Smith Arms International, 
Dept. SOF, 1701 West 10th St., 
Tempe, AZ 85281; phone: 602-964-
1818, fax: 602-921-9987), Giles sling, 
fixed stock and 20-round magazines 
were fine. There is no better muzzle 
device for eliminating the flash sig­
nature; the Giles sling (available from

ing platform for offhand shooting than 
the racy-looking retractable stock. 

But, the scope-to-weapon interface 
proved to be a disaster. Mounted on 
the M16A2 upper receiver's carrying 
handle with high 30mm rings (the 
only height available at the time I 
assembled this system) and the ex­
cellent ARMS mount, the scope's op­
tical axis sits 4.25 inches above the 
bore's axis. When firing head shots 
at 25 yards or less, in order for the 
bullet to impact the brain cavity you 
must aim over the top of the target. 
Without a precise aiming point, hit 
probability is diminished by a con­
siderable margin. Furthermore, when 
firing prone, a scope mounted this 

high requires 
the shooter to 
lift his upper 
torso off the 
ground to ac-
quire the 
reticle. This 

the cocking motion when the retract­
ing handle is pulled rapidly rearward. 

A Hot Setup 

Based on what I observed during 
the course, the best possible AR15-
type assemblage would be an M16A3 
upper receiver with a detachable car­
rying handle, an Elcan scope mounted 
directly to the upper receiver ' s 
Picatinny rail, a 16.5-inch barrel with 
a 1 :9-inch twist, a fixed stock, Vortex 
flash hider and Giles sling. Mounting 
the scope in this manner brings it 
much closer to the bore's axis and 
minimizes the amount of holdover 
required for shooting at close dis­
tances. It also permits a more com­
fortab 1 e and rigid prone firing 
position. 

A barrel length of just over 16 
inches probably is the best compro­
mise from the perspective of both 
wound ballistics and compactness, as 
an AR15A2 with a 20-inch barrel ap­
proaches an unwieldy configuration 
for tactical deployment in the tight 
confines of urban environments. 
When the U.S. Army adopted the 
Ml 6A2 with barrels featuring a 1 :7-
inch twist, it was to stabilize the 
longer and heavier tracer projectile. 
This usually is a non sequitur in law 
enforcement and civilian circles. 

Shooting from behind barricades, Tactical Carbine course students 
must move quickly from one side to the other.

A word of caution about "trigger 
jobs" on the M16/AR15 series. Three 
students had AR15s with gunsmith­
Iightened triggerpull weights. At one 
time or another during the course each 
of these weapons "doubled." There is 
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very little a gunsmith 
safely can do to 
lighten an Ml6/ 
AR15's trigger-pull 
weight. Leave them 
alone. The best trigger 
job you can perform 
on these firearms is 
to fire them in the 
semiautomatic mode 
for 1,000 rounds or 
more. This literally 
will shed pounds off 
the trigger-pull weight 
without the danger of 
turning your ARIS 
into an unregistered 
machine gun. 

Day two found us 
on the 100-yard line, 

Engaging Pepper Poppers in the outdoor simulator called the 
North Draw. 

where we re-established the zero ob­
tained the previous day. We then 
moved back to the 50-yard line at the 
Gunsite "square" range and fired for 
group from the prone position. This 
was followed by practice in shooting 
offhand head shots at 3, 10, 15, 20, 
25 and 35 yards. Head shots at 50 . 
yards were fired from the prone posi­
tion. Magazine-change drills con­
sisted of firing two shots from the 
standing position, changing the maga­
zine and firing two shots from the 
kneeling position at 20 yards. This 
drill was repeated with 
all shots fired from the 
prone position. 

Meanwhile, at the 
100-yard line the sec­
ond relay was firing 
from prone, sitting, 
kneeling and offhand. 
Subsequently the stu­
dents fired using a 
pole as support to 
simulate braced shoot­
ing from a barricade. 
The pole support also 
was used to fire from 
a "radical" leaning po­
sition and squatting or 
kneeling. All firing 
was at reactive steel 
targets.

is not, the procedure for clearing a 
"bolt-over-base" stoppage is as fol­
lows: First slap the magazine upward 
and then retract the bolt. Presuming 
this doesn't solve your problem, drop 
to the kneeling position and roll the 
weapon so you can inspect the cham­
ber in a tactile (by touch) manner. If 
you determine that you are faced with 
a "bolt-over-base," retract the bolt and 
activate the hold-open device. Re­
move the magazine. Insert the fin­
gers of your support hand into the 
magazine well and clear the stoppage. 

from 3, 5, 10 and 15 yards and 
"controlled pairs" from 15 
yards. Whenever possible, you 
should shoot your opponent 
twice (except for a shot into 
the brain cavity). There are sev­
eral important reasons for this. 
First of all, no small-arms car­
tridge provides a guarantee of 
instant incapacitation and there 
is conceivably a synergistic ef­
fect from two projectiles strik­
ing close together within a very 
short time frame (although this 
as yet has not been demon­
strated and presumably would 
only serve to increase tempo-
rary cavitation). 

Secondly - and far more 
importantly - a bobbing, 

weaving and twisting human target is 
a great deal more difficult to hit than 
a static piece of paper between two 
posts. Firing two shots increases your 
chances of striking the opponent's vi­
tal structures and provides consistency 
with handgun and submachine-gun 
training where two trigger pulls are 
the norm. 

When firing at close ranges -
arm's length to no more than 15 yards 
with a shoulder-mounted weapon -
the so-called "hammer" technique can 
be employed. The shooter acquires 

the target with his 
sights for the first shot 
only and counts on the 
stability of his shoul­
der mount to reduce 
muzzle jump suffi­
ciently to eliminate 
the requirement for 
reacquisition with the 
sights. This works and 
is the fastest way to 
deliver two shots from 
a semiautomatic .223 
carbine, but only at 
close ranges. 

As the distance to 
the target increases, a 
"controlled pair" of 
shots, in which two 
hits are delivered to

the targets with delib­
erate use of the sights 
before each shot, be­

technique that is taught with great 
precision in the #223 Tactical Car­
bine course. If slapping the bolt and 
retracting the bolt group does not 
chamber a round, you should transi­
tion to your sidearm if possible. If it 
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Cycle the bolt group twice. Insert an­
other magazine. Cycle the bolt again 
to chamber a round. Continue firing 
with two rounds to the torso. 

The second day terminated after 
extensive practice firing "hammers" 

comes essential to achieve the level 
of hit probability required in lethal 
confrontations with armed opponents. 
The span of time between each shot 
remains short: no longer than neces­
sary for a target acquisition and 
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"press" sequence. 
All of Gunsite's courses provide 

a tactical laboratory environment 
where those so inclined can con­
tinually feed tactical and equip­
ment-oriented information into their 
data banks; but none more so than 
the #223 Tactical Carbine course. 
Eight of the 17 students in this 
course were active law-enforcement 
personnel and four of those were 
members of their department's 
SWAT team, including one member 
of the Secret Service's elite 
counterterrorist unit. Their tactical 
insights and the observations I was 
able to make about their equipment 
could fill a book - from footnotes 
to complete chapters. 

Some examples: The gap in back 
of the hinge that permits the bottom 
of the M16's trigger to be rotated 
down for winter firing with gloves 
can pinch the second finger of the 
firing hand, especially if you fire as 
many rounds as we did in a short 
period of time. A temporary fix is to 
insert a foam ear plug into the gap. A 
more permanent solution is to fill the 
opening with black silicone. 

Batteries Not Included 

As a number of students were 
equipped with red dot-type sights, I 
was able to observe them in use with 
some detail. My greatest objection 
was to the C-More sight. Its red dot 
is projected onto a single lens by a 
small LED projector in the base. If 
and when the small opening from 
which the beam of light 
projects becomes 
clogged with mud, the 
red dot is gone and the 
sight is useless. Fur­
thermore the lens, al­
though protected by a 
sturdy steel ring, sits 
above the sight's body 
and all too easily 
would be damaged in 
the harsh environment 
of the battlefield. 

Engaging the steel reactive target from the 
window position in the Scrambler - a timed 
exercise. 

Aimpoint is considerably more ro­
bust than earlier models, I think that 
it and most of these red dot-type sights 
are too easily damaged to survive long 
when subjected to the abuse they will 
sustain under prolonged combat con­
ditions. 

Although there were none in the 
course I took, Giles Stock informed 
me that personnel from several elite 
military organizations have attended 
the #223 Tactical Carbine course with 
selective-fire Kalashnikov assault 
rifles - both caliber 7.62x39mm 
AKMs and caliber 5.45x39mm 
AK74s. They performed with medio­
cre but acceptable accuracy and the 

expected reliability. I have 
concluded, mostly as a con­
sequence of recent tests and 
evaluations that· I performed 
in Russia with the c"aliber 
5.56x45mm NATO AK100, 
that the Kalashnikov's com­
monly criticized accuracy 
potential is more a result of 
the poor quality of 
7.62x39mm and 5.45x39mm 
ammunition produced by 
the former Eastern Blo c 
countries and China than the 
rifle itself. When fed care­
fu 11 y crafted reloads , the 
7.62x39mm AK will some­
times shoot close to 
2-3 MOA. 

Day Three found us 
shooting for group from the 
prone at 50, 100 and 200 
yards. This was followed by 

shooting at a steel reactive target 
from 300 yards, which is just start­
ing to stretch the limits of caliber 
.223 carbines when equipped with 
only iron sights. It certainly is well 
beyond their wound ballistics ef­
fectiveness. 

As students were cycled through 
the North Draw, an outdoor simula­
tor with Pepper Poppers, the rest 
practiced snap shooting - both 
head and torso shots - at ranges 
from 10 to 35 yards . Successful snap 
shooting with a shoulder-mounted 
firearm depends largely upon an off­
hand position that emphasizes a 
good pocket for the butt (by keep­

ing the shooting arm paral­
lel to the ground) and 
stability generated by plac­
ing the support arm perpen­
dicular to the ground and 
up against the magazine and 
receiver. 

Another thing that 
bothers me is that the 
C-More as well as the 
Aimpoint and Ultra 
Dot are battery oper­
ated. In military envi­
ronments batteries 
usually fai l at the most 
inopportune time. Al­
though the latest

The rest of the day was 
filled practicing hammers, 
failures drills (two shots to 
the torso, one to the head, 
and then a step to the right 
or left followed by a target 
assessment), and firing after 
movement - including 90-
degree pivots and 180-degree 
turns. The important rule to 
remember when movement is 
involved with the firing se­
quence, is to always step to 
known ground, never into un­
known territory. 

The fourth day saw us 
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shooting at steel reactive targets at 
400 yards with the coaches as spot­
ters. I presume this was in prepara­
tion for the Vlei : one of Gunsite's 
most fa mous outdoor simulators and 
our next scenario. It s imulates both 
hunting and military patrolling en­
v ironments. Targets will be encoun­
tered at ranges from 25 to 300 yards. 
The student is expected to locate 
and engage the target as quickly as 
possible from the firing position 

target is engaged at dis­
tances ranging from 89 
to 109 yards. This is a 
timed exercise. Starting 
from the standing posi­
tion, the shooter moves 
as quickly as possible to 
kneeling, then a window 
scenario, sitting, prone, 
a hide hole and finally 
from a tree. We all ran 
this twice.

those at 200 yards and beyond, 
are difficult to locate in the 
rolling hills - covered with 
scrub oak and juniper - on 
each side of the arroyo through 
which you walk. This is a 
challenging exerci se that tests 
both marksmanship and alert­
ness. My only criticism was 
that, because of the time con­
straints imposed upon us, I 
was forced to walk through the 
Vlei at a faste r pace than 
would be prudent in a real, 
tactical environment. 

The fifth day we fired at reactive 
steel at 200 yards, going from a stand­
ing ready position to the prone and 
firing with a time limit of 15 sec­
onds. This exercise was the basis for 
the class shoot-off on Saturday. Then 
it was back to the square range for 
practice with the roll-over prone po­
sition, both strong and support sides, 
from 50 yards. 

While everyone was being cycled 
through the Fun House, where coach 
Brian Worthan had prepared some 
unpleasant surprises, the students 
fired a version of the famous "El 
Presidente." Three targets are en­
gaged at 25 yards in this timed ex­
ercise with two torso hits placed in 
eac h, followed by a magazine 
change and then two more shots in 
each target. At the same time, other 

students were run through 
a "Dozier" drill in which 
five Pepper Poppers were 
engaged with fra ngible am­
muni tion. 

The infamous and exhaust­
ing Scrambler was next. There 
are seven firing positions from

The next version is the AR-10A4, 
which is basically similar to the AR-
1 OA2 except that it has a flat-top re­
ceiver with a Picatinny-rail mounting 
surface for attaching optical or other 
special sights. It will take many of 
the Weaver rings. ArmaLite is initiat­
ing production of rings for that base 
in both 1-inch and 30mm diameter, 
as well as a telescopic sight for the 
rifle. The standard AR-1 OA4 will have 
a standard front sight just like the 
AR-10A2, on a forged sight base very 
similar to the one found on the M16. 
ArmaLite will offer as an option on 
that rifle a front-sight base that has a 
short segment of Picatinny rail 
mounted to it, which will allow a 
shooter using a scope sight to easily 
get the front sight out of the way, and 
also offers a base for laser or other 
sighting devices . 

The third model is the AR- lOT 
(target). This is similar to the Eagle 
Arms .223 "Action Master" in that it 
has a tubular handguard that sur-

rounds the barrel but doesn't touch 
it. The barrel is a custom heavy bar­
rel, made with SR rifling by Mike 
Rock. This model is intended for com­
petition in bullseye matches such as 
at Camp Perry. The AR- lOT comes 
standard with a two-stage match trig­
ger. Westrom says he expects that rifle 
to shoot 3/4 MOA using the M852 
special match cartridge or the Fed­
eral .308M. 

When we test-fired theAR-10 pro­
totype at the SOF T&E center and 
annual hunting camp in western Colo­
rado, the first thing everyone noticed 
was the lack of recoil. The AR-10 
digested a variety of .308 ammuni­
tion without malfunction: Tolerance 
for variations in ammunition was a 
major selling point when the origina l 
AR-10 was being promoted three de­
cades ago to Third World countries 
that made their own ammunition. 
Shooting Lake City M118 at 100 
paces, one of the shooters fired a 
three-shot group measuring 3/4 of an 
inch, edge-to-edge. 

While ArmaLite builds the AR­
lOT it also is revamping the .223

Eye." ArmaLite will be putting nearly 
identical handguards and a nearly 
identical-weight barrel on the .223 
rifle so that they can offer "brother" 
rifles for the .308 competitor who 
wants to switch to a .223 rifle with 
minimal adjustment.

Westrom said the new AR-10 mod­
els "are based very directly on the 
M16A2 receiver. Both the upper and 
lower receiver are forged. We have 
only one competitor in the market 
and they use an extruded upper re­
ceiver. Theirs just doesn't look like 
an M 16 upper receiver. We are forg­
ing ours so that it allows us to have a 
case deflector built on. It also looks a 
lot more like the original AR-10 re­
ceiver. The Gunsmith kit, which will 
be available to nationally recognized 
gunsmiths, will include all of the AR-
10 parts except for the barrel tube, so 
that if they want to make up this rifle 
in 7.62 Masin Aardvark, they can do 
that. They will have a complete kit; 
they can attach their own barrel tube 
to it." 

All of the new ArmaLite rifles use 
either a 10-round, M-14 based box 
magazine supplied with the rifle or 
20-round M14 magazines modified 
by ArmaLite to fit the AR- 10. 
Westrom says that because of the As­
sault Weapons Ban his firm can build 
only 10-round magazines. ArmaLite 
can, however, replace the follower 
and do three machining operations to 
fit the M14 magazine for use with the 
AR-10, at a cost of $20 per magazine. 
The M 14 magazine is a better maga­
zine than the AR-10 magazine, 
and there are at least a couple of mil­
lion Ml4 magazines on the market. 

The AR-10A2 and the AR-10A4 
will retail in the $1 ,350 range. The 
target model at this point is listed at 
retail of $1,990 but that is likely to 
go up. 

The release of the first AR-lOT is 
scheduled as we go to press, with 
production at the rate of 100 per 
week. The AR-10A4 is scheduled for 
similar production rates. The AR-
10A2 and the AR-lOB will require 
another five months or so to bring to 
market and should be available by 
June 1996.

time and banned by all international 
laws, although their labs concentrated 
on infectious diseases like anthrax, 
botulism, typhoid, forms of meningi­
tis, pneumonia, smallpox and the 
black plague. 

Decades later, Aum Shinri Kyo's 
scientists apparently built on that ex­
perience: and used some of the same 
poisons. According to investigators, 
the cult used an unspecified number 
of its disobedient members as guinea 
pigs in tests of various agents, then 
disposed of the bodies by desiccating 
them in a large, laboratory micro­
wave oven and then crushing the 
bones into powder in rock-crushing 
machines. 

In their Tokyo laboratories the 
Aum cult employed chemists and bi­
ologists trained at the best Japanese 
universities. Working in faciliti es 
judged superior to those in the best 
universities, the cult's researchers 
duplicated some of those same infec­
tious diseases used in WWII. Some 
of the latest knowledge regarding the 
functions of the human body were 
acquired by down - loading large 
amounts of public-sector information 
available on the Internet. During their 
shopping in the United States, cult 
members sought specialized DNA­
bioengineering software that could be 
used in processes to alter diseases to 
make them incurable. One company 
managed to get its computer programs 
returned before they were exported 
to Japan , but whether the Aum mem­
bers actually obtained the software 
in America or elsewhere apparently 
is unknown. 

The United States is not the only 
place where bioengineering data is 
available. Science in the former So­
viet Union also is advanced enough 
to have such software, and in the wake 
of the fall of communism almost ev­
erything is for sale in Russia and the 
newly independent republics. 

The Russian Connection 

The Aum cult has been in Russia 
since 1991. It now has some 40,000 
members operating out of 18 
branches. Membership includes some 
who are serving members of the 
Russian government. That fact, plus 
the openness of the marketplace, al-

In addition to an assJrtment of 
machine guns, rocket launchers of 
undisclosed nomenclature and blue­
prints for the manufacture of 
Kalashnikov-system rifles, the Aum 
leadtirship purchased two helicopters : 
an Mi-24 "Hind" and an Mi-14 "Hip," 
the latter equipped with agricultural­
spraying booms. The spraying capa­
bility is significant in that the cult's 
weakest area is in its ability to dis­
seminate the CBW agents efficiently. 
Low-altitude spraying is the most ef­
fective method of spreadjng most 
CBW agents. Several cult members 
received pilot training from the Rus­
sian air force at $15,000 per flyer. 

While it is known that cult mem­
bers openly occupied a few high-level 
positions in the Japanese government, 
less is known about how high Aum 
cult members were in the Russian 
government. Apparently the cult was 
well enough connected to command 
the attention of some of the higher­
profile personalities in the Russian 
government. Aum leaders met fairly 
routinely with Rt!ssian military lead­
ers over a period of several years; 
U.S. Senate inv'estigators found that 
ranking cult members met on several 
occasions with members of the Rus­
sian.' government's Security Council 
including its chief, Secretary Oleg 
Lobov. The cult's representatives re­
portedly also met with militant poli­
tician Alexander Rustoi. And there, 
the trail takes an even more disturb­
ing turn: Rustoi has a penchant for 
engaging in intrigues that will ex­
pand his political base - and often 
has been mentioned in connection 
with the "Russian Mafia." 

Organized crime in Russian - a 
curioj.IS mix of the muscle of the 
criminal element with the connections 
and sophistication of former KGB 
officers - has been trafficking in the 
military goods apd strategic materi­
als being moved onto world markets. 
Although .American investigators 
seemed surprised, pieces of Soviet 
battle hardware including fully ap­
pointed MiGs and main battle tanks 
routinely are advertised for sale in 
places like Mm;cow, Prague and Sofia_ 
According to U.S. Senate testimony, 
in addition to various pieces of mili­
tary hardwcire the Aum cult is known 
to have acquired - perhaps directly 
from Russian military sources - an 
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undetermined quantity of poisonous 
gases and what was characterized as 
a small amount of botulism toxin. In 
addition to botulism, the cult also 
acquired anthrax spores, possibly 
from Russia. After signing a treaty 
with the Soviet Union, the United 
States destroyed its entire biowarfare 
stockpile in 1969-72 . . The Soviet 
Union, however, did 11ot destroy its 
biowarfare stockpiles. Right now, 
some of the world's deadliest diseases 
are encased in dubious storage in 
Russia and other former Soviet re­
publics. 

The U.S. m'ilitary had three 
biowarfare facilities: one for research 
at Fort Detrick, Maryland; one for 
manufacturing at Pine Bluff, Arkan­
sas; and a third for testing at Dugway, 
Utah. With only three faciJ'ities it 
was easy to track American compli ­
ance with the anti-biowarfare treaty. 
But the Soviet Union, to avoid that 
accountability, spread its biowarfare 
capability throughout 60 or more sites 
around the country. As a res ult 
of that Cold War consideration, secu­
rity of the former Soviet l! ni~n 's 
biowarfare assets nowadays i·s a 
nightmare. 

"Whiskey And A Crowbar" 

According to American security 
experts who recently toured s0me of 
the former Soviet Union's bioWarfare 
fac ilities, the storage areas are lightly 
guarded and held closed by hardware 
store-variety padlocks. One govern­
ment expert was of the opinion that, 
at the present time, all that would be 
needed to gain access to the largest 
quantity of the deadliest germs on 
the planet is "a bottle of whiskey to 
bribe a guard and a crowbar." 

Present stockpiles contain 40,000 
metric tons of CBW agents. Most of 
those stockpiles are Sarin and VX, 
the nerve agents favored by the Sovi­
ets; some 6-8,000 metric tons, how­
ever, fall in the category of other 
agents and toxins. 

These toxins, even in minute quan­
tities, are particularly powerful. An­
thrax, a toxin that the Aum cult is 
known to have, accidentally escaped 
from a Soviet biowarfare institute in 
1979. Only a few milligrams of an­
thrax spores created a massive out­
break of the disease in the sparse ly 
populated Ural mountains. Casualties 
were reported as heavy in recently 
declassified Soviet documents. 
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Anthrax is considered by experts 
to be an ideal biowarfare agent: It 
can survive for long periods of time 
in the soil (a British island contami­
nated during experiments in World 
War I still is dangerous) and after 
infection it multiplies rapidly in the 
victim 's body while secreting deadly 
toxins. 

1lie Aum cult members concen­
trated on anthrax in their state-of­
the-art laboratory. They also had 
access to ex-Soviet government 
biotoxins and information about them 
through members of the Russian gov­
ernment. One of the contacts was the 
former director of a main biowarfare 
institute, who now is under investi­
gation for selling unspecified mate­
rial to the cult. 

The cult reportedly still has stock­
piles of poisonous gases apparently 
acquired from Russia. Quantities of 
both Sarin and VX nerve agents have 
been mentioned as being in this stock­
pile, but little information is avai l­
ab le about the disposition of other 
toxins and gases that the cult may 
have had in its possession. The cult's 
principal lab in Japan still is unex-

plored for fear of opening some door 
that might turn loose some incurable, 
designer form of disease unknown on 
the planet. 

Nebraska Winds 

A chemical-warfare expert testi­
fied in November at the Senate hear­
ings that, by an accident of nature, 
the winds sweeping across the farm 
fields of central Nebraska eventua ll y 
circulate through most of the United 
States. If the Aum cult managed to 
release a large enough quantity of 
anthrax spores into those winds at a 
time when the weather was just right, 
the expert said, the death toll in this 
country might be equivalent to that 
of a limited nuclear war. 

According to the FBI's 
counterterrorism chief, only one in­
cident of biowarfare terrorism has 
occurred in the United States: Sal­
monella bacteria was put into some 
soup in a restaurant in a small town 
in Oregon in an attempt to influence 
a local election . But that record is 
not comforting. 

Japanese authorities have Asahara 
and several hundred cult members in 

custody, but thousands still are at large 
- including an undetermined num­
ber in the United States. The FBI 
reportedly has a few cult members 
under surveillance as of this writing, 
although government sources say that 
a dispute exists among federal agen­
cies regarding the actual number of 
cult members in this country. Japa­
nese newspapers have quoted mem­
bers of the cult as saying they planned 
attacks on some American cities, in­
cluding Washington, D.C., and New 
York City, and note that cult mem­
bers might have investigated the ven­
tilation patterns of some American 
subway systems. 

Emergency-response teams jn To­
kyo were overwhelmed by the sub­
way gas attacks - as ours would be 
if the cult decided to do something 
simi lar here . In the past, CBW was 
viewed as a military problem. 

Although the U.S . government of­
ficially denies unconfirmed reports 
indicating that the nation's capital al­
ready has been scouted by Aum 
members, the Clinton administration 
has decided that the city of Washing­
ton, D.C., and its suburbs should 
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have the nation's first metropolitan 
strike team specifica lly trained fo r 
CBW incidents . 

It would be organized along the 
same lines as the current federal na­
tional disaster team administered by 
the U.S. Public Health Service. As 
many as 30 specially tra ined medical 
people would provide assistance to 
police and fire units in the Washing­
ton, D.C., area. 

The federal government is spend­
ing $220,000 to pay for immediate 
costs associated with establishing the 
Washington team, and reportedly will 
attempt to fund similar efforts in other 
cities that fo llow the model of Wash­
ington, D .C. 

"No Longer Science Fiction" 

Dr. Frank Young, who heads the 
U.S. Public Health Service's Office 
of Emergency Preparedness, testified 
at the Senate hearings. He said the 
experiences of the Oklahoma City 
bomb and especially the Tokyo sub­
way incidents call for the reinvention 
of the nation's Civil Defense system. 
Young said the capabilities and in­
tentions of modern terrorists require 
an approach to civil defense similar 
to that of wartime. 

T he Department of Defense cur­
rently is tra ining and equipping a 
U.S . Marine unit specifica lly fo r 
military tasks in a CBW environ­
ment, and that unit would work w ith 
civil authorities. 

Se nior Se na tor S am Nunn of 
Georgia, w hose staff investigated 
th e cult-te r ro ri sm threa t for s ix 
months, sa id : "The scenario of a 
terrorist group obtaining or manu­
facturing and us ing a weapo n of 
mass destruction is no longer the 
stuff of science ficti on or the ad­
venture movies. It is a rea lity w hich 
has already come to pass and one 
w hich if we do not take the appro­
priate measures, w ill increas ing ly 
threaten us in the future ." 

CBW ex pe rt Ol son tes ti fie d 
grimly: " We must confront the sober­
ing truth. We do not presentl y have 
the capability in place to defend our 
cities against clandestine attack in­
volv ing c hemi ca l a nd biolog ica l 
weapons. In the case of biological 
weapon, it would be unlike ly we 
would even know we had been at­
tacked until people began to fall." 

And if all of that isn ' t bad enough, 
there's this: During trips to Africa, 

Aum cult members sought specimens 
of the A IDS virus and the deadl y and 
apparently incurable Ebola virus . No 
o ne rea lly knows if they acquired 
what they were after or not.

"But it is li kely making India very 
nervous, in that China may challenge 
India's attempt at be ing a regional 
power. " 

Taken in concert, all the Chinese 
posturings are indeed ominous. But 
do they necessarily translate into ac­
tion? Will a Chinese Woodrow Wil­
son step forward to make the world 
safe for Confucianism? 

Even before the recent military 
buildup, China has not been averse 
to aggressive action. In 1950, in the 
course of the Chinese Civil War, com­
munist troops making the ir conquer­
ing sweep mere ly expanded the ir 
march and annexed Tibet. China has 
since hung onto its re luctant captive 
throug h authoritari an and vio le nt 
means, penetrating Tibetan society 
with a widespread inte lligence net­
work and forced informants. 

In 1979, in the wake of escalating 
borde r skirmishes with Vietnam, 
Chin a di spatched some 3 00,0 00 
troops, ostensibly to teach the upstart 
neighbors a lesson. China had not, 
however, anticipated the ferocity with 
which Vietnam would fight back, nor 
the skill with which Vietnamese 
troops would use their sophisticated 
Soviet-supplied weaponry. In o ne 
month alone, Vietnam fe lled about 
20,000 Chinese. The hostilities lasted 
only two months. The present situa­
ti o n is, of course , far diffe re nt. 
Now China has a good measure of 
sophisticated weaponry in its own 
right, and is far more capable of as­
serting itself. 

In terms of Taiwan, in particular, 
China has motive to act. Beijing has 
not been pleased with Taiwan 's in­
creasing ly restless longings for inde­
pendence. As stated emphatically by 
Li in his National-Day speech, China 
considers the island "an inalienable 
part of China's sacred territory," and 
will not allow Taiwan to permanently 
break away . from the mainland. 
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Any conflict between the PRC and 
Taiwan would almost certainly in­
volve the United States. "If we went 
to war with China, it would be over 
something that would affect U.S. in­
terests, and Taiwan would fall into 
that category," Eftimiades says. "Tai­
wan is our sixth-largest trading part­
ner, and we have to ask, can we afford 
to lose that?" 

It is, of course, entirely possible 
that threats from the Chinese leader­
ship are little more than bombast. 
"What seems by the Chinese to be an 
awfu l lot of hostility may be the need 
of the aging leadership to maintain 
control," says David Whipple, direc­
tor of the Association of Former In­
telligence Officers and a 35-year 
veteran of the CIA's Operations Di­
rectorate. 

But, cautions Eftimiades, "People 
have said, China doesn't think it's 
threatening anyone. The argument is, 
g ive China time. Well, China has been 
pretty aggressive. The world doesn't 
have time to wait." 

As one American four-star general 
was heard to say in Washington in 
late September, the United States 
would do well to examine China very 
closely. "Our hearts may be in Eu­
rope, but the future of this country is 
in Asia," he said.

sertion that his transfer to Cuba was 
punishment for writing a letter to the 
underground publication. 

"We had a reserve unit participat­
ing in some stuff at 'Gitmo' and there 
was a requirement for a Special 
Forces NCO with his MOS," or mili­
tary occupational specialty, Rambo 
told me. Hall "happened to be the 
right guy for the job. He got conflict­
ing information when he got down to 
Cuba and he went AWOL And he 
was punished when he got back." 

Rambo also denied that he had -
or had ever told anyone he had - a 
list of soldiers believed to be tied to 
The Resister. "I sure wish I had one," 
Rambo said, adding that there is no 
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command policy on writing letters to 
the ed itor of any publication. "Being 
associated with [The Resister] ... is 
not a crime." 

However, the command sergeant 
major added, "if there is something 
that is indicative of having an ad­
verse impact on the good order and 
discipline of the troops, then it would 
be an administrative matter." Rambo 
said he believes The Resister is "con­
trary to good order and discipline" 
because "it fosters an atmosphere con­
trary to good order and discipline. 
It's obvious, or should be. You sound 
like an intelligent young man ... . " 

Maybe it dawned on Rambo that 
he was in violation of an order to 
refer all press calls to the Public Af­
fairs Office, but suddenly Rambo, af­
ter denying retribution against others, 
began threatening me. He told me I 
would be unable to use any of his 
comments because he had not given 
his permission. I reminded Command 
Sgt. Maj. Rambo that I had identified 
myself by name, identified the publi­
cation I was writing for, told him the 
subject of the article and told him I 
was calling for his response to alle­
gations pertaining to him. I advised 
him that he gave implied consent by 
voluntarily answering questions, in­
stead of declining comment and 
referring me to Lt. Col. McGraw's 
PAO office. 

The sergeant major was pissed. "I 
forbid you from using any comments 
from this conversation," he bellowed.

Nguyen Giap, is a study of the war 
by Hanoi's Institute of Military 
History. It says the National Lib­
eration Front of South Vietnam 
was founded in December 1960, 
after infiltration into the South had 
begun, to implement an earlier 
decision of the Vietnam Commu­
nist Party, taken at its Third Party 
Congress. 

All of th is should come as news 
to leaders of the anti-war move­
ment. Journalist l. F. Stone, who 
took delight in questioning the 1965 
White Paper, said the American 
government was "delusional" in 
pointing to Hanoi's support for the 
war in South Vietnam . 

Historian Howard Zinn wrote in 
1967: "The government has yet to 
prove its contention that North Viet­
nam is fundamentally responsible 
for what appears to be a revolution 
in the South against an unpopular 
regime, fighting for several years 
with local people and local weap­
ons and only beginning to get aid 
from the North after the United 

States entered the war in force . 
On this question, the weight of 
evidence by scholars and observ­
ers is overwhelming. " 

These anti -war protesters were 
especially scathing in their denun­
ciations of the 1965 White Paper, 
which has now been proved accu­
rate. Prof. Zinn said the document 
could not stand up under exami­
nation: "The White Paper claimed 
19,550 infiltrees from 1959 to 1964, 
but it could only actually cite 23 
infiltrees. " In 1970 the self-ap­
pointed committee of Concerned 
Asian Scholars wrote that the 
White Paper "stands truth on its 
head." It denied that North Viet­
nam was a militantly aggressive 
nation that must be prevented by 
force from gobbling up its neigh­
bors, adding for good measure 
that "communism has generally 
proved itself dynamic and viable in 
developing nations." 

Nobody wants to reopen old 
wounds, but perhaps it is time for 
a new round of congressional hear­
ings on the Vietnam War to ana­
lyze why the anti-war movement 

was so intellectually bankrupt when 
government policy, in contrast , 
rested on sound factual founda­
tions . Or, at the very least, it would 
be nice if some of the anti-war 
leaders who are still around would 
admit they were wrong.~

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went "like a piece of cake." 
Denard had not really surprised 

the Comorans. One Comoran politi­
cian stated that everyone, at least in 
the Comoro Islands, had been expect­
ing a mercenary invasion. After hav­
ing warned Paris, however, no one 
gave the matter further attention. Only 
one loyalist captain on radio watch 
was wounded Thursday afternoon. 
Major Marques, a former member of 
the Presidential Guard, personally saw 
to it that the captain was evacuated 
to the island of Reunion for treat­
ment. After radio contact, the local 
gendarmerie decided. to remain neu­
tral: They didn't have much choice, 
as they had no ammunition. "That 
was easy," said Denard. 

Staving A Reaction 
From Paris 

Beginning on Thursday, 28 Sep­
tember, after having condemned the 
invasion, France alerted her forces in 
the Indian Ocean and, under the guise 
of an economic embargo, cut off all 
bilateral cooperation, which included 
military and other aid that amounts 
to 60% of the Comoran budget. 

The same day from Bordeaux, 
Prime Minister Alain Juppe somewhat 
prematurely declared " there is no 
question of military intervention" in 
the Comoros. In Paris, the tone was 
quite different in the Elysee (equiva­
lent of the White House) and the Min­
istry of Defense : Spokesmen were 
saying, "Nothing is excluded; this af­
fects the credibility of France." France 
is tied to the Comoros by defense 
agreements that provide for interven­
tion by French troops in the event of 
"foreign aggression." This was an 
obligation that the Comoran prime 
minister repeatedly brought up - by 
telephone and on French radio and 
television, from the French embassy 
in Moroni, where he had taken ref­
uge. Paris was somewhat embarrassed 
by this request from a country that 
had seen 17 attempted coups since 
gaining its independence. 

Although the signals from Paris 
continued to be ambiguous, during 
the evening of the 29th President 
Chirac directed Minister of Defense 
Charles Milian and Armed Forces 
Chief of Staff General Douin to pre­
pare for an intervention in the 

Comoros. The DRM (Direction du 
Re11seig11eme11t Militaire - Director­
ate of Military Intelligence, equiva­
lent to the DIA) got out their 
intelligence files on the Comoros 
(strategic points, landing beaches, 
helicopter landing zones, state of op­
posing forces), while COS headquar­
ters at Taverny alerted the units 
capable of taking part in the opera­
tion . The Elysee gave the green light 
on Tuesday, 3 October. 

Meanwhile, at Moroni, in the name 
of a "military transition committee" 
Captain Combo Ayouba announced 
the formation of a civilian govern­
ment. Combo Ayouba had gone to 
jump school in South Africa in 1984 
and been a member of Denard 's ear­
lier Presidential Guard. With his as­
sistant, Lieutenant Said Mohammed 
Lava, Captain Combo now had his 
moment of glory. He had tried once 
before, in September 1992, to over­
throw President Djohar. 

On Friday afternoon, some 500 
people assembled in front of the Ra­
dio Comoro building, mustered by 
two of the opposition parties to sup­
port the coup. At this point Denard's 
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people seemed to have completely 
overwhelmed any opposition, but the 
old mercenary knew that a rapid re­
turn to civilian government and over­
all "normalcy" would be one way to 
prevent French military intervention 
from turning his coup into a putsch. 

The morning of Saturday, 30 Sep­
tember, the Moroni airport was re­
opened and life in the capital went 
back to normal. Bob Denard and 
his mercenaries appeared in control 
of the situation. 

At the same time, however, . a to­
tal of some 4,000 French forces, sta­
tioned at Djibouti and on the islands 
of Reunion and Mayotte, were put on 
red alert. (Mayotte is the only island 
of the Comoran archipelago that de­
cided in 1975 to remain French). At 
Dzaoudi on Mayotte, the 260 legion­
naires of the DLEM (Detachement 
de la legion etrangere de Mayotte 
- Foreign Legion Detachment of 
Mayotte) consisting of two compa­
nies, went on reinforced alert. The 
patrol ship la Boudeuse ( 454 tons, 
24.5 knots) was soon underway for 
Moroni, with elements of the French 
special-operations forces on board. 

Sunday evening, 1 October, sev­
eral Transall and C-130 Hercules air­
craft discretely took off from various 
French bases with special units of 
COS, GIGN (Groupe d'Intervention 
de la Gendarmerie Nationale - the 
Grendarmerie's anti-terrorist force), 
DRM and even DOSE. Their mis­
sion: "To be 'on-site' as rapidly as 
possible in the Indian Ocean." In 
Paris, informed observers noted that 
the French don ' t send out this type of 
unit, especially the GIGN (who were 
already fully committed to an exist­
ing domestic anti -terrorist crisis) un­
less there had been a decision at 
the highest political level. At sea, 
and from their bases at Djibouti and 
Reunion, ships of the French Navy 
were ordered to proceed to Comoran 
waters. 

At the Kandani camp on Mon­
day, 2 October, dozens of unemployed 
young men showed up, seeking en-
1 istment in the new Presidential 
Guard. Denard, however, was giving 
priority to enlisting former members 
of the "old" Presidential Guard, men 
he had earlier trained for more than 
10 years. 

On Tuesday, 3 October, French 
warships - the frigate Florea! (2,950 
tons, 20 knots) and Patrol Ships la 
Rieuse and la Boudeuse ( 454 tons, 
24.5 knots) - were underway. Some 
200 men of COS and the DRM had 
already assembled at Mayotte. Offi­
cially, this force was there to protect 
French nationals and dual nationals 
who might be endangered. In fact, 
however, they were now awaiting or­
ders from Paris to take action. 

In Moroni, the tension rapidly in­
creased as all indications were that 
the French were going to intervene. 
Strong points armed with heavy ma­
chine guns were established at strate­
gic positions on the island, especially 
the airports and even at the Iconi air­
port at Moroni, which was not pres­
ently being used as such. The Iconi 
terminal is about 100 meters from 
the French embassy (as the merce­
naries rightly judged, this was to be 
the first point occupied by the French 
commandos). The defenses at the 
Hahaya International Airport, 25 ki­
lometers north of the capital, were 
reinforced. Mercenary-led Comoran 
soldiers patrolled the beaches. 
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On the morning of 4 October the 
French foreign ministry issued a com­
munique that said, "Today at dawn 
France launched a military operation 
in the Comoros at the request of the 
prime minister of that country, pur­
suant to the Franco-Comoran defense 
agreement." Operation Azalea, com­
manded by General Jean-Paul 
Delenbach, involved nearly a thou­
sand men, with 600 on land. These 
comprised mostly units permanently 
stationed at Djibouti, Reunion and 
Mayotte: one company of the RlAOM 
(Regiment d'lnfantrie d'Outre Mer­
Overseas Infantry Regiment), two 
companies of the 2d RPIMA (Regi­
ment Parachutiste d'lnfantrie de la 
Marine), one company of the DLEM 
at Mayotte, and elements of the 2d 
RAMA (Regiment d'Artillerie de la 
Marine), reinforced by elements of 
COS and the DRM. Air support in­
cluded fixed-wing Transall transports, 
plus Puma helicopters based at 
Mayotte and belonging to COS's own 
squadron. 

The French Assault 

Operation Azalea began about 

-15 
Mount 
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0200: After a beach reconnaissance 
by frogmen of the naval Commando 
Jaubert, a half-dozen Zodiacs left the 
frigate Florea! to land Marine com­
mandos and COS elements on the 
beach next to the disused Iconi air­
port. There were about 30 men from 
Commando Jaubert, the !st RPIMA 
and the 13th RDP (Regiment de Drag­
ons Parachutistes - Airborne Dra­
goon Regiment, a specialized 
long-range reconnaissance unit). 
Their mission was to secure the Iconi 
airstrip for the landing of two Puma 
helicopter loads of GIGN as close to 
the French embassy as possible. 

There were a few bursts from the 
heavy machine guns of the coup 
troops, sirens, then si lence broken 
on! y by occasional suppressive fire 
from COS elements. A few curious 
locals came out of the mosques to 
see the show, but they saw nothing of 
the French special-operations forces. 
Equipped with night-vision equip­
ment, the French commandos recon­
noitered all the houses around the 
French embassy and the abandoned 
airstrip, then advanced slowly into 
the capital. In the course of their ad-

vance some 20 Comoran soldiers were 
captured. 

At 0430, Puma helicopters landed 
at the newly secured airport, as other 
COS elements continued a sweep 
around the Iconi airport without meet­
ing any resistance. Badly armed and 
under-motivated, the Comoran sol­
diers whom they met surrendered 
forthwith. 

During the attack a Puma fired up 
the mercenaries' ship Vulcain, moored 
in Moroni harbor. A bit later a Zo­
diac load of Marine commandos 
boarded and seized the ship without 
resistance from the crew, who were 
not part of Denard 's mercenary team. 

To the north of the capital, French 
special-operations forces landed si­
multaneously: Naval commandos of 
Commando Jaubert, lead by Lieuten­
ant Commander Pelegrin, seized the 
Hahaya airport, then began to move 
out toward Kandani camp. At the 
same time, four Transall fixed-wing 
transports from Reunion, fully loaded 
with soldiers of the 5th RIAOM, gun­
ners of the 2d RAMA, the "red be­
rets" of the 2d RPIMA, and COS 
elements, made an assault landing.

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Small groups of French soldiers with 
light wea pons moved across the 
tarmac to their positions. 

The 30 or so Comorans guarding 
the airport were now prisoners lying 
on the floor of the waiting room, their 
weapons stacked on a baggage cart, 
awaiting interrogation by the MP 's 
who landed with the rest of the troops . 
An surprise order was issued to col­
lect all available vehicles and move 
the troops to Moroni. In a scene that 
would not be believable in fiction, an 
odd process ion of commandeered ve­
hicles left Hahaya airport festooned 
with French troops headed toward the 
capital.

For the mercenaries and particu­
larly for the "king of fortune" the die 
had been cast when the French landed, 
even though Denard had immediately 
declared, "It's going well, quietly and 
without a hitch ." 

By th e e nd of the morning, 
Denard 's me n control led th e ap­
proaches to the camp and had set up 
barricades, but the French forces were

When 
Denard freed President Djohar the 
night before, Denard must have seen 
he would have nothing to bargain 
with and that he would have to ac­
cept the demands of the French 
headq uarters. In the early afternoon, 
the mere force destroyed their weap­
ons and burned their papers in the 
courtya rd of the camp. 

Just before 1500 hours General 
Dellenbach, commander of Operation 
Azalea, arrived to congratul ate Lieu­
tenant Colonel Soum, CO of the 2d 
RPIMA, under whose command the 
action here had taken place. Looking 
pale, Denard spoke for the last time 
to his men: " We will leave the camp. 
I shall go first, with my two assis­
tants, then the rest follow in groups 
of six." Denard had negotiated the 
orderly surrender with Colonel Jean­
Luc Kister, head of the French mili­
ta ry cooperation mission in the 
Comoros. 

He then spoke for the last time to 
reporters: "I came first of all to free 
those to whom I had given my word, 
and also to help a political authority 
to reestablish order in this country. 

But I must submit to superior force." 
Then Denard, followed by his two 

li eutenants, "Fix" and "Morin ," 
walked to the gate of the camp. 
Comorans followed , and finally the 
mercenary force, to be loaded into 
waiting vehicles . They were su r­
rounded by an impressive deployment 
of special-operations forces who had 
emplaced machine guns and rocket 
launchers. In the vehicles, the merce­
naries sang the fa mous Edith Piaf 
song: "Non! rien de rien, non! je ne 
regrette rien. " (No! nothing of noth­
ing, no! I regret nothing!) 

After being quickly searched by 
members of the GIGN, Bob Denard 
was taken away in a car to the 
Moroni-Iconi airport, and from there 
by Puma helicopter to Mayotte . is­
land. On Saturday, 5 October, he ar­
rived by Transall at the Vi ll acoublay 
Air Force Base, from where he was 
escorted by gendarmes to the Palais 
de Justice in Paris, and from there to 
the Sante prison. 

On Bob Denard 's desk in Moroni 
still lay a great leather-bound vo l­
ume, the Book [log] of the Comoran 
Armed Forces. The last entry, written

unlikely French intelligence services 
were unaware of mercenary recruit­
ment, especially in view of Denard's 
trips out of France with his lieuten­
ants Malacrino and Guerrier, as all 
were under court order in connec­
tion with the assassination of 
former Gomoran President Ahmed 
Abdallah. 

Further, what would explain the 
"passivity" of the 20 Frenchmen, 
including three DGSE officers who 
were the cadre of the Presidential 
Guard? This will remain moot, 
because the trail collapses with the 
French intervention, but several of 
these officers were seen in civvies 
interrogating captured mercenaries 
to obtain details of Denard's 
organization. 

From this one could infer that 
Denard had not "knocked on the 
right door" to cover his project, as 
he did in the past. It is also 
possible that since the French 
government was aware of several 
other actions aimed at the 
Comoros, none of which came to 
anything, it may have given scant 
credence to information they 
received about Denard's activities. 

The next theory suggests the 
French government wanted, at 
whatever cost, to be rid of Presi­
dent Djohar. So they let the merce­
naries do the dirty work, then 
intervened to repair their own 
reputation - a theory supported by 
President Djohar not being returned 
to power. But this assumption may 
be unduly Machiavellian: Why 
sanction a mercenary operation 
followed by a very expensive 
operation with more than a thou­
sand soldiers just to remove an 80-
year-old president of a microscopic 
state, three-fourths of whose budget 
comes from French aid? Of course, 
Operation Azalea was a worthwhile 
training test for COS and its 
subordinate and attached units, but 
nowhere worth the price. 

The last, perhaps most credible, 
theory is that one or more private 
groups were silent partners. Denard 
maintains that he launched the 
operation alone, with neither 
political commitment regarding the 
Comoros nor external sponsors. But 

the cost of this operation seems to 
exclude the "king of fortune" doing 
it alone. One possibility is an 
operation funded by two sons of the 
late President Abdallah, Denard thus 
paying a "debt" to this very rich 
family. There is also talk of European 
financiers with a chain of casinos or 
gambling halls in Africa; such a group 
could have financed Bob Denard's 
operation to get a free zone in Africa. 

Whatever the genuine history, only 
a handful of men, clearly including 
Bob Denard, know the real sponsor 
of, and reason for, this operation.

belt-fed machine guns, with the 
notable exception of the Browning 
series, fire from the open-bolt 
position to prevent "cook-offs" 
after sustained support fire. This 
is not conducive to pinpoint ac­
curacy, especially at longer 
ranges, as the bolt group flies 
forward to jolt the entire weapon 
at the very moment of ignition 
(however stable the weapon's 
mount may be). 

The .50 caliber M2 HB Brown­
ing machine gun, equipped with 
optical sights, has been used, in 
the hands of experts, with great 
effectiveness over the years as a 
long-range sniping system. The 
fact that it fires from the closed­
bolt position plays no small role 
in its success as a precision point­
target sniping tool. 

Furthermore, mounting a scope 
on the top cover of a machine 
gun is, most decidedly, not the 
most rigid location possible. To 
me, it almost seems an after­
thought. Attachment directly to 
the gun's receiver would provide 
a more secure platform for any 
optical equipment, including night­
vision devices. 

Adding a scope to machine 
guns only furthers the Fantasy 
Island illusion that they can be 
turned into some kind of sharp­
shooter's surgical instrument. To 
the extent that this misconcep­
tion is perpetuated, the superior­
ity of fire that belt-fed machine 
guns can provide the infantry will 
be ill-served. '5".

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Vietnam War: by Stephen B. Young 

Washington Was Right 

D his essay by Min­

South. In a typical com­
ment of the time, strate­
gic analyst Hans 
Morganthau wrote in 1965, 
'The war is first of all a 
South Vietnamese civil 
war, aided and abetted 
by the North Vietnamese 
government but neither 
created nor sustained 
by it." 

Well, guess what? 
Newly released docu­
ments from Hanoi's Min­
istry of Defense throw a 
new light on the origins of 

though sometimes a bit 
conservative, about the 
actual numbers. The State 
Department issued a 
White Paper in 1965 docu­
menting Hanoi 's export of 
war into South Vietnam. It 
claimed that in 1959 and 
1960, Hanoi had sent "at 
least 1,800" men into 
South Vietnam. Hanoi's 
recently unveiled docu­
ments set the precise fig­
ure at 1,759 men. 

The White Paper esti­
mated that 3,700 men 

During the summer of 
1963, as the political situ­
ation in South Vietnam 
deteriorated, Kennedy ad­
ministration policy 
makers and inter­
ested commentators It would be nice if some 

of the anti-war leaders 
who are still around would 

admit they were wrong. 

in the press and the 
Congress looked for 
causes of instability. 
It was widely be­
lieved that Ngo Dinh 
Diem's regime was 
to be faulted for cre-
ating the conditions 
spawning the Viet 
Cong insurgency. So the 
Kennedy administration 
sponsored a coup in No­
vember 1963 that killed 
Diem and overthrew his 
regime. 

Many observers, who 
thought Vietnam was be­
ing torn apart by a civil 
conflict provoked by bad 
government, assumed the 
war would suddenly be 
won with a change of re­
gime. The chattering class 
- from New York Times 
reporter David Halberstam 
to anti-war professor 
Howard Zinn - were con­
temptuous of the official 
U.S. explanation for the 
war, that it was part of 
Communist North Viet­
nam's plan to conquer the 
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the Vietnam War. They 
show that American lead­
ers were essentially cor­
rect when they accused 
North Vietnam of directing 
the insurgency in the South. 

One Vietnamese docu­
ment in my possession 
says that from 1 959 to 
1975, North Vietnam sent 
976,849 soldiers into 
South Vietnam, most of 
them replacements for the 
original combat units pre­
viously ordered south. 
Sending a million soldiers 
to fight in another country 
looks very much like an 
invasion - just as Presi­
dent Lyndon Johnson ar­
gued at the time. 

The U.S. government 
was even generally right, 

came south in 1961 . The 
actual figure reported by 
Hanoi is 5,521. In 1962, 
this White Paper claimed, 
5,400 came south to fight 
for North Vietnam. Again , 
the actual figure was 
higher: 7,293 men. For 
1963, the White Paper al­
leged that 4,200 infiltra­
tors from North Vietnam 
had been confirmed; the 
actual number sent south 
that year was 8,719. 

After the overthrow of 
the Diem government in 
November 1963, accord­
ing to the newly released 
documents, Hanoi in­
creased its aggression 
and, during 1964, sent 
17,475 new soldiers into 
South Vietnam. So much 

for the insurgency-is­
homegrown theory. The 
documents show two high 
points of infiltration down 
the Ho Chi Minh trail: One 
came in 1968, after Ameri­
can forces reached their 
peak, when 141 ,081 re­
placements were sent 
south. The other high point 
was in 1972, after all 
American ground combat 
forces had withdrawn, 
when Hanoi sent another 
152,97 4 men south. 

Of some interest is the 
revelation that after 
signing the Paris 
Peace Accords in 
January 1973, Hanoi 
sent 263,691 soldiers 
into South Vietnam 
during 1973, 1974 
and 1975. This was 
an intentional viola­
tion of the accord, a 
violation that made a 
fool of the treaty's 

principal author, Secretary 
of State Henry Kissinger. 

A companion document 
in my hands sets forth the 
supplies that Hanoi sent 
south over the Ho Chi 
Minh trail during the 
war. Despite all the inter­
diction of the trail at­
tempted by American air 
power, Hanoi's forces in 
South Vietnam received 
1,777,027 metric tons of 
supplies from 1965 to 
1975. These supplies ap­
parently constituted 71 % 
of the weapons and am­
munition used by Com­
munist forces in the South, 
70% of their uniforms, 
95% of their medical sup-
