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dered milk, Arnett wrote that, “I had learned in Vietnam to believe
only what my eyes had seen. I have an inborn skepticism because I
am a journalist. I can only confirm what my eyes can see.”

Whoa, just a minute. Is this the same Arnett that now claims he
parroted charges of major war crimes without having an iota of
skepticism about the material? Who willfully ignored credible
sources that contradicted his preferred view of events?

Maybe the Arnett who now eagerly seeks refuge in being just a
talking head is the same one who wrote that, “the only important
determinant in the news business is to be first with the story.”

Questions Earlier
Amett Conduct

Two seasoned veterans of
many of the same battlefields
that Arnett has covered have
recently pointed out that they
had earlier observed question-
able professional conduct by
Armett. Former international cor-
respondent for Newsweek and
current Editor at Large with The
Washington Times, Arnaud de
Borchgrave, wrote in a Wall
Street Journal op-ed piece that
Arnett has a “long history of
anti-American propagandizing
under the guise of journalism.”

De Borchgrave further
charged that Amett “not only dis-
torted and twisted the facts but
deliberately suppressed evidence
to the contrary. The final product
was unadulterated disinforma-
tion — deliberate as opposed to
inadvertent misinformation.”

He then wrote that, “In a
March 22, 1965, AP story, Mr.
Armett quoted Radio Hanoi in his
lead paragraph accusing U.S. and
South Vietnamese troops of
using ‘poisonous chemicals’
against innocent children in an
experiment. Further down in that
dispatch, Mr. Arett referred to
the non-lethal tear gas being used
by the military. But it didn’t take
long for war critics at home and
abroad to charge that the Johnson
administration was experiment-
ing with toxic chemicals.”

De Borchgrave does acknow!-
edge Amett’s positive traits, say-
ing that his “tremendous physical
courage is much admired by his
colleagues” and that he is
“[IImmensely likable, a great
raconteur ...” When contacted by
this writer for additional com-
ment, de Borchgrave stated that,
“based on personal experience,
[Arnett had a] big chip on his

- (tracking #802850667784). On 17 June, Laugesen tracked the
. package and found it “had not been received for delivery” by
Federal Express. Laugesen initiated a Federal Express investiga-
tion and filed an official complaint. The packaged was finally
located and delivered to CNN at 0907 hours on Thursday, 18 June.
It was received and signed for by “A. Cook.” Federal Express took
responsibility for the delay, and Soldier Of Fortune was not
charged for this delivery.

On Wednesday, 16 June, Laugesen sent a written invitation via
Federal Express to Oliver (tracking #802850667795). It was deliv-
ered to CNN, at 820 First St. NE, Washington, D.C., at the same
time as Arnett’s package, which had been sent one day earlier.
Oliver’s package was also received and signed for by “A. Cook.”

Later on Wednesday, 16 June, Laugesen called Oliver at (202)
515-2943, her direct extension. Oliver answered and said she had
received her invitation. She was short with Laugesen, explaining
she was on deadline. Oliver explained she had already discussed
the invitation earlier with Chip Beck, who would be on SOF’s
expert debate panel and was researching the story for the maga-
zine. Oliver said the decision whether to accept the invitation
would be made by her superiors at CNN. Laugesen never heard
from Oliver after that.

On Friday, 19 June, Laugesen continued his efforts to contact
Arnett by phone. Eventually Laugesen was transferred to CNN’s
public relations department. A woman by the last name of
“Cooper” asked Laugesen to fax her a copy of the Arnett invita-
tion. She said Amett was working at home all week, and she
would be speaking with him later that day. She promised to fax
him a copy of the invitation once she received it. At about 1400
hours on Friday, 19 June, Cooper called Laugesen and said Arnett
and Oliver had officially declined the invitations because they
were busy with deadlines on the Tailwind story. She was polite
and assured him Arnett and Oliver had each read and considered
the invitation.

Laugesen had no further contact with CNN regarding Soldier
Of Fortune’s invitation to Arnett and Oliver.

g the invitation -

in 1965 in Vietnam where
Hackworth was fighting the
war that Arnett reported, and
continuing to the mid-1990s in
the Balkans, and Haiti where
they both served as journalists.

Hack has written of some
of his observations of Arnett in
his syndicated  column,
Defending America, asking,
“Why would any reporter put
his name on any report, espe-
cially a story that painted
Americans as war criminals, if
he didn’t know he was signing
off on the whole truth?”

Hack then answers his own
question: “Perhaps the answer
is Arnett-style ‘journalism.’ I’ve
seen him report ‘from the
bloody streets of Port au Prince’
while standing behind a palm
tree in Haiti’s safe Montana
Hotel; report ‘from the sniper-
infested alleys of Sarajevo’
while on a hotel roof in faraway
Belgrade. His credibility and
license to stretch the facts ain’t
exactly up to 60 Minutes stan-
dards.” Hack’s statements may
explain why Arnett works only
for CNN, unlike his fellow
CNN  reporter  Cristiane
Amanpour who also works for
the CBS news magazine.

In his autobiography, Arnett
claimed to have established
mutual respect and even
friendship with the soldiers on
the Vietnam  battlefield,
attributing this at least partially
to the fact that, “I was not so
much against the war as much
as I was for accuracy. I
believed the truth was to be
found in the battlefield and not
in the briefing room.”

Hack recalls a very differ-
ent situation: “In one unit in
my °‘Kill a Commie for
Mommy’ 101st Parachute
Brigade there was actually a
price on his head. You could
bet money that had he accom-

nets they had just finished a mine sweep.
Mile Forty is commanded by one of Oyay
Deng Ajak’s subordinate commanders,
Assistant Commander Abraham Wana
Yoane, 2nd Brigade, 2nd Region. A former
seminarian, Abraham keeps a Bible on his
desk. One of his officers is also a former
seminarian, so being the product of a pricey
Franciscan education I got on well with
them. We all quoted from the 23rd Psalm
(“Yea, though I walk through the valley of
the shadow of death ...”). Abraham was
trained in military tactics and leadership in
one of the SPLA’s bush academies on the
Ethiopian border in 1984. While he wouldn’t
admit to it, it’s a good bet that he, like many
other SPLA officers I know, received some
military training from the Ethiopians as well.

When we questioned Abraham about the
Iraqi soldiers supposedly captured during the
fighting, he verified they were Iraqis: “They
were light-skinned, not Sudanese and they
had really big heads, big heads!” He gestured
with his hands describing the size of the
Iraqis’ heads and we all chuckled before he
continued. “A brigade of Iragis were sent
here to kill our people. We captured one who
was wounded in action but we had no trans-
port (to evacuate him) so he died after three
days. Shot in the stomach.” The SPLA also
claimed to have captured a Farsi-speaking
mujahideen — either Iranian or Afghani —
who later died of a thigh wound.

Commander Abraham didn’t think much
of the Iraqis. “With these rivers, trees, and
mountains they will never defeat us,”
Abraham said. “They [Iraqis] can fight in
the desert, but not in the jungle. We’re not
concerned by them. What we fear are Iraqi
chemical weapons.” He went on to tell us
that Iraqgis are supplying weapons to
Khartoum. This was obvious by the mark-
ings on much of the captured ammunition.

According to the commander the “Easter
Truce” was somewhat one-sided. The
Sudan army had shelled the perimeter lately
(I would ride back to Yei in the back of the
Nissan with one of the wounded) and GoS
aircraft continued to overfly SPLA posi-
tions. Stepping around the occasional unex-
ploded artillery round laying about I toured
the perimeter inspecting weapons, observ-
ing the troops, and generally providing a
day’s entertainment for the troops as they
mugged for my camera. The perimeter was
well dug-in with open-pit firing positions
(the SPLA don’t use overhead cover on all
positions) and bunkers with linking com-
munication trenches. Fresh from their mine-
clearing detail, the squad of sappers came
running up with mines, both AP and AT, to
demonstrate how they would put in a hasty
lay in front of their positions. Unless really
pushed by an overwhelming number of
attackers (like maybe a brigade) with

artillery support and tanks, 1 doubt that
Abraham would have much trouble holding
this position. His heavy weapons included
truck mounted 107mm multiple rocket
launchers, T-55 tanks, several ZSU 23-2
23mm anti-aircraft guns (in the infantry-
support direct-fire role — something I saw
used to devastating effect in Bosnia), a cou-
ple of old B-10 82mm and B-11 106mm
recoiless rifles, and, of course, the 37mm
AA gun which cut loose and sent me diving
for cover during my inspection tour.
Additionally, there was a generous distribu-
tion of RPD light machine guns, PKM
machine guns, the ubiquitous RPGs carried
by anyone who didn’t mind the extra
weight, and a wide assortment of mortars,
including 60mm hand-held tubes. Among
the most interesting small arms I inspected
was an old WWIll-era Soviet RP-46
7.62x54Rmm light machine gun.

Nike Time

The highlight of my visit was the troops
(the youngest I spoke with was only 15).
They all looked to be in good health and
morale was high. SPLA ranks have recently
swelled with several thousand new recruits
trained and equipped for what the leader-
ship, as well as the rank-and-file, hope will
be the last obstacle on the road to Khartoum
— Juba with its 60,000 GoS and NIF
(National Islamic Front) troops.

It was Nike time — the attitude was
“Just Do It — Take Juba.” That’s what these
guys were gearing up for. They looked
ready. Their equipment was well main-
tained and their personal gear was better
than what I’d seen at other SPLA camps in
the past. Many were clad in East German
rain-pattern fatigues captured from Riek
Machar’s forces. The Sudanese Army wears
U.S. Army woodland pattern camouflage
uniforms, many of which have found their
way onto the backs of SPLA troops. As
Abraham remarked, “Please thank them for
providing our uniforms.”

Like any guerrilla army the SPLA is
forced to get by on less. These troops are
adept at making do and are active in equip-
ping themselves; even it that means strip-
ping the dead. The officer in charge of
social programs and logistics gave me a tour
of the unit’s shoe factory. A cottage industry
occupying a corner of the shed housing
much of the captured ammunition, several
troops were industriously making footwear
(Ho Chi Minhs) from tire rubber. They
make enough of these sturdy sandals to sup-
ply the entire 2nd Brigade. Any surplus
goes to other units.

The next project is the construction of
several fish ponds to further improve the
diet. In that regard the SPLA is nearly self-
sufficient. The troops receive some support
from the populace who provide millet, red
sorghum and cassava. That’s the basis of
their diet which, through local foraging, is
supplemented by okra, wild beans, and,
occasionally, wild game such as dik-dik and
waterbuck. The troops also keep gardens of
sweet potatoes, eggplant, tomatoes, and
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(2260 Massieville Rd., Chillicothe, OH
45601; phone 740-772-6985). They have
trained in a variety of disciplines empty-
hand, sticks, knives, and swords — but it’s
the challenge of the kukri they enjoy most.

The two have performed in precision
kukri-drill teams at Ohio and East Coast
events honoring U.S. veterans. There, the
old soldiers recognized the short swords
as the weapon of an honored ally who
fought both the Japanese and Germans in
the Big War.

“My father was a veteran of World War
I1, in Europe. He has six Bronze Stars,” Ron
explains to a visitor. “I do that to honor him.
I like kukri training. And neither of us
[brothers] ever got cut.”

Log Drills

An advantage to training near a
friend’s sawmill is the nearly endless sup-
ply of targets.

With the property owner’s permission,
Ron and Steve built a “firing range” on the
hiil: Seven tree trunks, sunk securely
upright in the ground, will support stacks of
chain-sawed logs. These solid-wood targets
weigh 15 to 50 pounds each.

As this exercise begins, each swordsman
stacks three logs on his post. Each attack
has three specific strikes. The two instruc-
tors, working the end positions, take turns
calling out the technique patterns.

A kukri’s slash or chop should travel
through the target, not embed ax-like in the
wood. However, the damage to the log
should almost resemble that of an ax stroke.
Between each strike there is a transition
lasting an eye blink. During that interval,
the wrist pivots and redirects the blade.
Control is everything. (Ron and Steve have
heard Dr. Gyi’s stories from the old country,
of kukri masters who could perform three
perfect cuts in just one second.)

The swordsmen make sure they keep
their stances short, lest they slip in the
sawdust and mud. So far, none of the stu-
dents has misjudged range-to-target and
scraped bloody the finger knuckles of his
sword hand.

Wood chips fly. Grunts and exhalations
blend with the staccato smack of steel on
wood and dull thud of logs dropping.
Black uniforms are soaked with sweat and
rain. This is short-sword training at its
low-tech best.

The grotesque ghost image of the
MI16’s high-profile front sight assembly,
required by the rifle’s in-line stock. Do not
move up to anxiety level one million. There
is an excellent solution.

G.G.&G. (Dept. SOF, 3602 42nd Stra-
venue, Tucson, AZ 85713; phone: 520-748-
7167, fax: 520-748-7583; web site: http://
www.gggaz.com) has just introduced a
unique, milspec fold-down front sight sys-
tem for the M16/AR-15 series that responds
to the above scenario. Utilizing standard
M16A2 front sight components, including
the square post, the unit is manufactured
from 4140 steel and finished by a milspec
manganese phosphate process. It can, of
course, be adjusted for elevation zero. The
unit, machined with integral protective ears,
is locked in the upright position by a spring-
loaded detent. It can be knocked downward
without damage and in the down position it
cannot snag when moving through brush or
inside constricted interior environments.

There is a receptacle on either side for
an Uncle Mike’s quick-detachable (QD)
sling swivel. An optional mounting block
is available for the Laser Products SURE-
FIRE flashlight. Another option is a bayo-
net lug (for use with pre-ban AR-15 and
registered Title IT M16 lower receivers
only), which, of course, I chose to have
installed, as this useless appendage seems
to both intimidate and infuriate anti-gun
liberals.

As we have come to expect from
G.G.&G., this is a fine piece of equipment
that addresses an area of concern affecting
those who pirouette in the dark and mount
optics on the M16/AR-15 series. R

another, then two more. Then, [ sprinted to
my quarters, grabbed my G3, ran back and
opened up in the terrorists’ direction.

Adrea had hustled his ass pretty fast
from the boot grenade. He jumped a fence
in an area where trenches were being dug
and fell a couple of meters into a wheelbar-
row. Living up to his reputation, founded
upon the last few moments of that night, he
continued to declare at the top of his lungs,
“We're all going to die!”

This was soon echoed by Private Raposo
from the terrace who was screaming — not
in the future tense but in the present. “I'm
dead! They got me! I'm dead!” This, of
course, could not be true as he was scream-
ing and standing up while jumping up and
down on one foot. A soldier quickly noticed
the damage and yelled for Raposo to get back
down. He probably was alrcady annoyed
enough by events that he did not need some-
one else giving a melodramatic scream of
mortality. A bullet had nipped the bottom of
the self-proclaimed-dead Raposo’s heel
showing a trickle of blood from his boot.

Of course, Adrea in the wheelbarrow was
not feeling safe at all. He again shot like
lightening towards a tree still yelling his, and
our, impending doom. Like a native monkey
he was up the tree in no time at all as the ter-
rorists continued their free-fire. Combat 101
does say that the tree is a bad place to be. But
Adrea’s actions may be proof that humans
descended from apes to instinctively run up a
tree when scared. Several of the men saw this
and shouted up to him through all the com-
motion of gunfire and explosions. “Oi, man,
Get down from there! You’re going to die up
there!” The only thing that could be heard
from the tree was, “We’re all going to die!”

After about half an hour the terrorists ran
off in typical guerrilla fashion. The fact we
finally did respond to their attack was
enough to have scared them away. The fatal-
ist, Adrea, still up the tree, was fine but a bit
shaken and none the worse. Raposo would
naturally survive his heel wound.

Why my mortars did not explode
became clear in hindsight: I had neglected
to activate them in the excitement, panic
and total confusion.

After that night our extended holiday in
Mozambique ended. The war had come to
us. From then on we naturally were more
prepared and knew better of what to do in
case of an attack.

If anything was learned it was to be pre-
pared — and not to be fatalistic about a bad
situation. Remain as calm as possible and
deal with what’s before you. Giving in to
screaming and immersion in the fear of
impending death while being shot at does
nothing for anyone’s nerves. And, do not
seek sanctuary in nearby trees.
