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Cop Group Demands Spy Camera Removal 

As we go to press, Editor/Publisher 
Robert K. Brown is "on vacation" in 
Israel. SOF agrees 100% with opposing 
this extension of the power of "Big 
Brother" and is, therefore, happy to pub­
lish the following, courtesy of The Law 
Enforcement Alliance of America 
(LEAA). 

WASHINGTON,July 16 - The Law 
Enforcement Alliance of America 
(LEAA) renewed its demand for the 
immediate removal of high-tech spy 
camera that scan the public and put all 
citizens through a digital line-up. 
"These cameras have generated harsh 
scrutiny from all over the country for 
their 'Big Brother' violation of privacy," 
said LEAA Executive Director Jim 
Fotis. "Big Brother is bad for law 
enforcement, and these spy cameras 
are a violation of the very Constitution 
that law enforcement officers are sworn 
to uphold." 

Since LEAA first called for the cam­
eras' removal and exposed how their 
use violates the privacy policy of the 
camera manufacturer, the heat has been 
turned up on the big brother scheme. 
House Majority Leader, Dick Armey, in 
a joint statement with the ACLU, 
expressed strong concern over the vio­
lation of every American's right to pri­
vacy. Armey has instructed the GAO to 
investigate federal funding of the spy 
camera technology and will be asking 
the relevant House committees to hold 
hearings on the government use of 
such high-tech surveillance technology. 

In addition to the 36 cameras cur­
rently used in Tampa, the city of 
Virginia Beach is preparing to install 

similar "Big Brother" spy cameras. 
Further, the state of Colorado has 
announced plans to use the facial 
recognition software that powers the 
cameras to scan and store the faces of 
every Colorado driver. 

In renewing their call for the removal 
of the Tampa spy cameras, LEAA 
announced that it will be making an offi­
cial request to the Tampa City Council, 
the Virginia Beach City Council and the 
state of Colorado for an immediate sus­
pension of the involuntary biometric 
imaging of American citizens. 

LEAA Executive Director Jim Fotis 
will also be meeting with 
Congressional leaders to pursue feder­
al legislation restricting the use of the 
such intrusive surveillance technolo­
gies. Earlier this year, LEAA met with 
Attorney General Ashcroft to discuss 
technology related privacy concerns. 
Fotis added, "We will be talking to the 
Attorney General about these Tampa 
spy cameras as we seek federal inter­
vention to stop their use."

other countries: China has already state its intention to use 
cyber attacks as an asymmetric response to any conflict with 
the United States. 

And the number of unauthorized intrusions into the 
Pentagon's information systems is rising dramatically. The 
Pentagon detected about 30,000 suspicious events on its 
information networks in 2000, up from 22,000 in 1999 -
and only 6,000 in 1998. Army officials have stated they 
expect some 25,000 to 30,000 such events in 2001. 

Over the past four years, hackers working on behalf of the 
national Security Agency at Ft. Meade, Md., have conducted 
nearly 40 assaults on Pentagon computer networks. Using 
computer and telecommunications networks to deliver com­
puter viruses or other commands designed to penetrate, dis­
rupt or destroy comms: 90% of the attacks were undetected 
by Pentagon network operators, even though the teams used 
hacking tools familiar to the operators.

Good catch on the Jake: Our kudos to 
you and all the other sharp-eyed readers 
who wrote us on that. However, we're 
going to have to quibble with you about 
the MiG-21/F-8. Although the first E-5 
aerodynamic prototype flew in 1956, the 
first version to see appreciable produc­
tion was the MiG-21F, and although the 
MiG-21 series went on to become the 
most widely distributed fighter in the 
world and is still flying and being 
upgraded, it was never issued to the 
Soviets as early as 1956. It was produced 
in Czechoslovakia, and in China as the]-
7 (F-7). The F-8, however, has not a lot 
in common with the MiG-21 . Lihe all 
newer developments the F-8 has bor­
rowed from designs that preceded it, but 
it borrowed more from the MiG-23 than 
the 21. The MiG-21 is a single-engine 
plane, the F-8 a twin-engine, etc. Thus it 
is a great deal more than a MiG-21, and 
although it would not compare favorably 
with the leading edge of Western fighter 
development, it is "state of the art" as far 
as Chinese production goes.

I hope you and yours are not con­
doning the changes in the Federal 
Prison Industries Act. While these 
changes will allow civilian manufactur­
ers to compete and replace prison work 
so constituents (and politicians) can 
make both the products and the profits, 
it falls flat against rehab training, work 
training, and returning prisoners to 
society as competent, productive work­
ers - not better muscled, rested, legal­
minded criminals. 

I believe every prisoner in the sys-
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tern should work, and produce a useful 
product as a form of restitution to soci­
ety, particularly the first-time prisoner. 
First timers should be required to 
obtain a GED, physiological care, and a 
work ethic before even being eligible 
for parole. Cost money? You bet, but 
the alternative is ridiculous. With 
recidivism 60 to 90%, obviously ware­
housing prisoners does not work. For 
those who wish to return again to the 
prison system, lock them up for the full 
term and not a day of parole. F**k 'em. 

All nonviolent prisoners should 
spend the last two years in half-way 
work projects. Every state and federal 
road crew, construction crew, planning 
crew should have inmates as an integral 
part of its work force learning a trade, 
not sitting on their butts or working 
out in the law library. Prisoners should 
be producing the equipment and parts 
necessary to manufacture, produce and 
operate prisons and jails including food 
and beverage products. Call it "home 
improvement" training. State and feder­
al workers should have prisoner 
trainees as an integral part of public 
employment. Make prisoners work just 
like the rest of us if they want out early. 

Cost civilian jobs and the friends of 
the politicians and the politicians their 
profits? You bet. But which do we, and 

you, want: Someone only trained to 
continue to commit crimes because 
they know no better or someone who 
can get out and get a job upon which 
they can live, not live better in prison. 

Push for something that will save 
us money in the long run. At $35 ,000 
a prisoner per year and a prison pop­
ulation bigger than some small coun­
tries our present system damn sure 
does not work.

War In The Balkans 101 
T he morning of 23 Dec 95 was typical 

of a winter morning in Tomislavgrad 
BiH. The sky was overcast and the 

weather was cold. Traffic was getting con­
gested on this Saturday as there is only 
one main street through town. At 0800 I 
left the private residence where I was 
staying in Tomislavgrad to meet Brigadier 
General Zeljko Glasnovic, who on the pre­
vious day had invited me as a correspon­
dent to accompany his Croatian delega­
tion to the first IFOR meeting of Bosnian, 
Croatian and Serbian military officers to 
discuss the implementation process. 
Since the HVO had no advance notice 
about correspondents being present at the 
conference compound, I was told to keep 
a low profile and evaluate the situation 
once we arrived there. I was to check with 
the British officers concerning what 
would be the protocol for me to follow. 

About 0815 Glasnovic, his driver,josip 
Papic, and I left Tomislasvgrad in his

Mercedes 4WD 2-door Jeep-like vehicle which had an auto­
matic transmission. Glasnovic and josip were in the front 
seats and were carrying sidearms. On the rear seat to my left 
was a Croatian-made UZI submachine gun. As we traveled 
east we went through the village of Suica after which we trav­
eled on to liberated Kupres which was heavily damaged. A 
mosque was damaged and being repaired. A Serbian church 
was under construction and three Croatian Catholic church­
es were blown-up into a pile of rubble. Services were now 
held in a prefabricated building. 

Going north of Kupres showed evidence of much fighting. 
All the villages between Kupres and Sipovo were destroyed 
as the Serbs retreated. 

Entering Sipovo revealed a once-beautiful city nestled on 
attractive rolling hills and valleys but most of the houses and 
buildings were destroyed. The only signs of life were a few 
Muslims evacuating the city taking with them what posses-

sions and livestock they could load onto their cars, tractors 
and trailers. Sipovo and Mrkonjic Grad were captured by 
Croatian forces and are reluctantly being turned over to the 
Serbs as part of the Paris peace accord. The HYO had a head­
quarters here and its staff was the only other sign of life and 
activity. After a brief visit to the HQ it was on to Mrkonjic 
Grad, our final destination. 

The drive to Mrkonjic Grad revealed the same monoto­
nous destruction throught the countryside with no visible 
human activity. Finally, we neared the British Army com­
pound where the IFOR conference was to be held. It was less 
than 5 km. outside of Mrkonjic Grad on the left bifurcation 
of the road going north of the city. The compound was on the 
left side of the road. It was covered with asphalt and had two 
buildings on it and two nearby tents. One was a very large 
conference tent that provided separate rooms for the three 
warring factions where they could have discussions in priva-
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cy. The other was a mess tent. There were several British mil­
itary vehicles parked near the road. One warrior APC was 
parked at the entrance to the compound. On the other side of 
the road, on the shoulder, were parked two additional APCs. 
Their vehicles had their turrets rotating 360 most of the time 
for observation purposes. 

Our HVO jeep was the first vehicle to arrive at 1100. As we 
entered the compound the sight of the British strategy con­
founded me initially. There were almost 30 British soldiers in 
full battle dress positioned on the periphery of the compound. 
They had their loaded SA-80 assault rifles at-the-ready in the 
event of any skirmish by any of the warring factions. 

Glasnovic and I got out, and Josip stayed in the vehicle. 
Glasnovic went to the British command to get briefed. I went 
to a gathering of officers and presented my credentials. The 
British press officer very graciously said he was glad to have 
a member of Soldier Of Fortune there. I was surprised how 
few of the press were there. There was a BBC crew, a Reuters 
crew and me. There were several Bosnian translators for the 
BBC and Reuters crew. As we were waiting for all the partic­
ipating factions to arrive I circulated among the British sol­
diers exchanging small talk and some sick, but clever, jokes. 
As I was talking with a British officer, he interrupted and 
said, "That looks like Glasnovic." I said, "That is Glasnovic, 
Zeljko Glasnovic." He added, "He is the only one we can talk 
to in Bosnia." I told him that Glasnovic was a Canadian citi­
zen of Croatian parentage and understands the civilized ways 
of the west. The mood was relaxed until the other warring 
factions arrived. 

The next group to arrive was the HVO from the Vitez 
Corps headed by Brigadier General Dragicevic. He was 
accompanied by an armed guard that exited their vehicles in 

a hurried manner, bristling with AK-47s and in a determined 
attitude of protecting their contingent. When our 
Tomislavgrad contingent arrived there were only three of us. 
Shortly afterwards the Bosnian Muslim contingent arrived. 
Not knowing if the Serbian contingent had arrived the 
Muslim guards also left their vehicles in a rapid bristling 
fashion with assault rifles at-the-ready forming a ring of pro­
tection around General Alagic, of the 7th Corp, and General 
Dudakovic, of the 5th Corp. 

After observing the Croatian and Muslim forces putting 
on this demonstration I thought that as soon as the Serbs 
arrived this would have all the ingredients of a Balkan ver­
sion of a "Shootout at the 0 .K. Corral" since the Croatians 
and Muslims have an intense dislike, if not hatred, of the 
Serbian hardliners. Now the British soldiers were more con­
cerned and attentive. We were all waiting for the Serbian con­
tingent to arrive. I figured that after the Serbs arrive and 
spontaneous shooting erupts I would quickly fall to the 
ground, protect myself as best as I could and wait for the 
shooting to stop. It shouldn't take more than a few seconds 
for this potential skirmish to end. 

Finally the Serb contingent arrived. The British, Croatians 
and Muslims were all prepared for what might happen. The 
Serbs arrived in one mid-sized automobile. They had no 
guards with assault rifles . General Palic led their delegation. 
When the Serbs saw the Croatians and Muslims armed to the 
hilt they appeared very apprehensive. The officers left their 
car and went into the conference tent. 

As the IFOR meeting was going on inside the tent. I circu-

Since it may be mounted on a desk, three different ways on a 
wall, overhead, or in an automobile, the SensorSafe can be used 
in the home or place of business, or on the road such as in an 
RV. The SensorSafe has a motion detector with alarm, and can 
be linked to home security systems, or to a computer to monitor 
access. The SensorSafe can be networked with from two to 30 
other SensorSafes. There are 64 billion possible ID codes. 

No man-made system is absolutely foolproof, but the 
Sensor Safe is as good as it gets. For more information con­

Wolf-Hook 
With "peacekeeping" missions in very un-peaceful envi­

rons becoming more common, the necessity of keeping the 
battle rifle "peacefully" slung but instantly deployable is a 
relatively new requirement. It is bad public relations for the 
troop to keep his weapon at port arms, and at "sling arms" it 
is less than instantly 
ready to shoot. 
Various shoulder 
slings have addressed 
this new require­
ment, but even these 
are less than handy 
and most require two 
hands to dismount 
the weapon to shoot. 
And, although bayo­
net drill is a fairly 
remote likelihood in 
today's battlefields or 
peacekeeping mis­
sions, there is often 
need to have the 
weapon either totally 
free or, conversely, 
firmly attached to the 
troop and both his 
hands free. That's a 
lot to ask from a simple rifle sling, and so far we've seen but 
one that meets all these conflicting requirements: the Wolf­
Hook from Spec-Ops Brands. 

They describe it as a "lanyard for attaching weapons to 
load-bearing harness systems," and that is a good descrip­
tion. The web "lanyard" attaches to the butt of the weapon, 
and to the LBE harness. In use, the weapon is effectively at 
"sling arms," but instantly deployable with the firing hand 
at the grip. However, both hands can be off the weapon if 
need be, and it is still attached to the LBE harness. If it is 
necessary to detach the weapon from the LBE/trooper, that 
is instantly accomplished via the adjustable quick-release on 
the strap. Super light-weight, and a simple answer to a com­
plex problem, with no extra webbing to become tangled in 
weapon-mounted systems. The lOlst ABN just bought them 
for their troopers in Bosnia: a bazillion Screamin' Eagles 
can't be wrong!

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Know When To Fold 'Em 
You see them all the time. Little clips hanging on the 

edge of a guy's hip pocket, or in the rear corner of his 
pocket on his jeans. Maybe a dogtag chain around a 

guy's neck - but it is not attached to a dogtag under !tis 
shirt. It's more likely that there is a little kydex pancake 
under there holding a small folding knife, out of sight, and 
to most people, out of mind. The fact is lots of people, men 
and women alike are discretely carrying knives for their own 
personal protection these days. 

From my perspective, this is all well and good. Self-preser­
vation should be at the core of each of our thought processes. 
Whether it is to defend yourself against a direct personal 
attack, or to free yourself or someone else from an accident and 
a stuck or jammed seatbelt, a knife can be both a comfort and 
in an extreme circumstance, a life-saving tool to have at hand. 

When you make the conscious decision to carry a knife on 
a daily basis you will have to make a couple of choices based 
on your perception of the perils you may be called upon to 
face. You should then select the knife 
that will give you a life-saving advan­
tage in your worst-case scenario. Most 
people don't do it this way. Instead, 
they decide that they will begin to 
carry a knife and buy the meanest or 
best-looking folder that they can hide 
in their pocket and think that they 
have solved their problem. ln the vast 
majority of cases, all they have done is 
give themselves a false sense of securi­
ty. In most instances the lutife they 
choose as their frontline carry is not 
suited to the task at hand when an 
emergency arises. 

Most people select a folder based on 
a false assumption that leads to com­
promise. The assumption is that a fold­
er can be carried concealed, while a 
fixed blade can't. The compromise comes 
when a folder is chosen because it is thought 
to be easier to conceal. The knife is usually 
chosen because of the issue of concealment 
rather than its performance capabilities. 
Remember those little clips on the edges of 
the pockets? The dogtag chain? They may not 
look like a lmife, but to the streetwise eye 

they are a dead giveaway. The simple truth is that a folder is 
not necessarily always perfectly concealed. 

I say don't compromise. Simply decide what you need and 
figure out how to carry it when and where you need it. Some 
knives perform some chores far better than others. A number 
of men of my acquaintance routinely carry five or more 
lmives on their persons everyday. I personally carry three. 
They are a Bowie with an 11-inch blade, a serrated folder, 
and a three-bladed slip-joint Congress Whittler. Here's what 
I carry, and why. 

If self-defense is your goal, a large fixed-bladed knife, such 
as a Bowie stands head and shoulders above any other lmife 
that you can choose. When facing a human adversary armed 
with a smaller shorter knife, someone equipped with a Bowie 
knife and proper technique places the adversary at a disadvan­
tage that borders on comical. If the adversary has the Bowie 
knife and you have the 4-inch folder, and you can't outrun the 
otl1er guy, you are a dead man. If the adversary is an animal

such as a vicious attack dog, the story is 
the same. Unlike a human adversary, the 
dog has no fear of your knife, any knife, 
for he has no frame of reference pertain­
ing to its capabilities. The dog will not 
dodge and try to be hard to hit, he will 
simply come straight at you, and with 
his high threshold of pain will not break 
off the attack over a small cut or two 
such as you might inflict with a 4-inch 
folder. He will come at you until his 
heart pumps air or you split his skull or 
sever his spinal cord. In dealing with an 
attack from an animal you must have a 
blade with the power to break him down 
and incapacitate him quickly. If you are 
armed with a folder, and you must fight 
a trained attack dog, the odds are not 
heavily in your favor. If you do win, you 
will be severely bitten unless you are 
extremely lucky. The Bowie makes it a 
very different situation, for now you 
have a tool that enables you to make 
heavy cuts and break bones as the dog 
comes into range. 

The animal attack scenario is not to 
be taken lightly, for the national head­
lines have been filled as of late with 
numerous accounts of people being 
killed or severely mauled by attack 
dogs either in or out of control of their 
owners. If you jog in the park, you are 
at risk. Think about it. 

If you are going to carry a knife pri­
marily for defense, it should be a large 
fixed-bladed knife such as a Bowie. It 
can be carried totally concealed, and I 
do it everyday. My personal Bowie 
carry is a Hell's Belle, hand-forged with 
a blade 11.25 inches long. River City 
Sheaths makes a neat kydex rig they 
have named Southern Comfort that 
allows one to carry a full-sized Bowie 
totally concealed wearing normal sum­
mer clothing. They have developed the 
Southern Comfort series to fit the 
Ontario Hell's Belle line , and it makes a 
handy, neat package. 

I don't want to have to fight for my life 
with a folder simply because it is not the 
best tool for the job. If you make it the 
ONLY tool available to you for the job, 
then that is your fault and your problem. 
However, a good folder can save your life 
in other ways, and I carry one for that rea­
son. My right pocket always holds a Cold 
Steel Scimitar #25SS with a fully serrated 
edge. Got a stuck seatbelt? No problem. 
The serrated Scimitar goes through it like 
butter and can be deployed in an instant. 
Did you or your friend get tangled in a 
tow-rope while water skiing? Your serrat­
ed folder clipped inside the waistband of

Hackathorn & Sparks 
In 1976 I was fortunate to attend the International 

Practical Shooting Confederation (IPSC) Founding 
Conference held in Columbia, MO. This was a six-day 

shooting seminar chaired by Jeff Cooper which resulted in 
the formation of IPSC. It was there that I first met Ken 
Hackathorn, at that time one of the hot new "combat" shoot­
ers in the Midwest. Ken finished high overall in the shooting 
exercises that were a major part of the Conference. He, as 
most of us, used a Colt Government Model .45 auto pistol. 
And his choice of a holster was what became lmown as the 
"Hackathorn Special," made by Milt Sparks Holsters. 

Master leatherworker Sparks had adapted the adjust­
able-tension welt, first designed by an FBI agent for 
revolver holsters, to holsters for the Colt .45 auto pistol. 
This consists of a thick leather strip running the full length 
of the rear edge of the holster called the welt. On the auto­
pistol holster, approximately the top two-thirds is stitched 
securely in place. A screw post binder runs through the bot­
tom of the holster and welt. This allows one to push the 
protruding bottom portion of the welt further into the hol­
ster cavity and then anchor it in position with the binder. In 
this way, one may adjust the tension on the holstered Colt 
.45 auto pistol. Yet one only need pull the gun a bit upward 
and the muzzle clears the tension device and the pistol 
instantly releases for a fast draw. 

The Hackathorn 
Special is a high­
ride, open-top muz­
zle-rake hip holster 
that includes the 
adj us table-tension 
welt for security. 
"Muzzle rake" indi­
cates the holster 
positions the hand­
gun with the muzzle 
angled forward, just 

the opposite of the FBI rake. This allows one to draw the pis­
tol with a locked wrist, a definite advantage for maximum 
speed work. The holster fully encloses the trigger guard to 
prevent premature access to the trigger when drawing a 
cocked-and-locked single-action auto pistol. 

leather is trimmed away from the root of the trigger guard 
so that the gun butt is presented for a full three-fingers grip 
with first hand contact, an absolute requirement for a fight­
ing holster. The front edge of the pouch is cut down to the 
front edge of the pistol's ejecton port for maximum draw 
speed. The tunnel-style belt loop, for a 1. 75-inch-wide belt, 
has tabs extending fore and aft which provide which provide 
maximum stability on the belt. For those wanting maximum 
stability, Velcro was available which locked the belt loop tabs 
to the special Sparks belt. The Hackathorn Special included 
sight rails securely stitched in place to protect the inside of 
the holster from sharp edged target blade front sights, as 
used at that time by most IPSC shooters. 

When I met Ken, he was wearing his Hackathorn Special 
on the strong side, just in front of the point of the hip. Once 
the popular "start" position for IPSC competition became the 
"hands clasped at the waist" position, many shooters moved 
their Hackathorn Special holsters to the other hip for the 
cross-draw. This versatile holster proved to work equally well 
in either position. The Milt Sparks' Hackathorn Special def­
initely belongs on our 
list of Classic 
Fighting Holsters.

Special for revolvers only meant for 
open field-carry. However, their new 
Model CC-AT, the Concealed Carry­
Adjustable Tension holster, includes 
many of the features of the Hackathorn 
Special in a holster meant for casual 
concealed-carry. (Casual in that it is a 
high-ride outside the pants strong-side 
hip holster.) To be worn just behind the 
point of the hip, the CC-AT is FBI raked 
(gun butt tipped approximately 20 
degrees forward from vertical), which 
eases the drawing motion when the 
handgun is worn high on the strong­
side hip. This new holster is a modified 
pancake design, with belt slots for a 
1.5-inch belt cut in the leading and 
trailing edges, in place of the tradition­
al tunnel belt loop. 

The back side of the holster has 
what Tony Kanaley, President of Milt 
Sparks Holsters, calls a "steer grain tex­
ture" which is similar to a pebble grain 
finish. This finish is resistant to 
scratches from blue jeans rivets and 
such. The face of the holster shows 
hand molding for a perfect fit to the 
desired handgun, in my case the Colt 
.45 auto. As with the Hackathorn 
Special, the CC-AT encloses the trigger 
guard for safety, yet presents the gun 
butt for a correct shooting grip with 
first-hand contact. While not cut as low 
in front as the speedy Hackathorn 
Special, the front lip of the pouch has 
been cut down to the back edge of the 
ejection port of my Wilson Combat­
tuned Colt .45 auto. 

The combination of a single sight 
rail stitched t~ the back side of the 
pouch and a sight tunnel molded into 
the pouch's face, produces a sight tun­
nel so that one may use high sharp 
edged target front sights without dam­
aging the CC-AT. My personal choice 
in a holster for defensive use is always 
of the open-top-style. The CC-AT is 
open-top with no safety straps to 
release before the pistol may be 
drawn. As with the Hackathorn Spe­
cial, the CC-AT uses the adjustable­
tension welt to secure the handgun 
safely without the use of safety straps. 
My sample CC-AT is finished in plain 
black with a glossy top finish. All 
edges are perfectly finished and stitch­
ing is neat and tight. 

This has become my favorite casual 
concealment holster for use with the 
big Colt auto pistol. The CC-AT has 
been approved for use in the 
International Defensive Pistol Associa­
tion (IDPA) competition, and should be 
perfect for those who choose a large­
frame auto pistol. Y(

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Swedish 6.5x55 Rifles and Ammo 

The full-length Model 1896 Swedish Mauser is both well-made and accurate. 

If there is a sentimental favorite among military car­
tridges, the 6.5x55mm Swedish Mauser is it. Reasons 
are several, but paramount is the fact that this mild­

recoiling and effective cartridge happened to have been 
chambered in superbly made rifles. Further, these usually 
received excellent maintenance, which means they have been 
in extremely good condition when turned loose on the sur­
plus market. 

The cartridge was introduced with the Model 1894 
Swedish Mauser rifle and continued through the Model 1896 
to the Model 1938. All of these bolt-action models share the 

The Swedish Mausers feature cock-on closing, which also results 
in a comparatively Jong striker travel, as can be seen here by the 
length of the striker that sticks out from the rear of the striker 
shroud. Unique to Swedish Mausers is the Jug atop the rear of the 
striker assembly, which helps let down the striker on an empty 
chamber when uncocking is desired. 

same design of action, and differ mainly in barrel length. 
later, the cartridge also was used for the Swedish ljungman 
semi-auto rifle. Norway also used the cartridge is its Models 
1894 and 1912 Krag-Jorgensen rifles. In recent years, this 
cartridge has been chambered in many more commercial 
rifles than ever before. Traditionally, European and 
Scandinavian commercial rifles have been the only ones 
chambered on the civilian market for this cartridge. 

Although the focus of this loading piece is on the bolt­
action rifles, it might be noted that when loading for the 
ljungman gas-operated rifles, the 140-grain bullet seems to 
work best. For the bolt rifles, both 140- and 160-grain bullets 
work well in most cases. However, those who find that their 
1894 carbines don't shoot 140-grain bullets well should look 
to loads for the 160-grain bullet. This simple remedy gener­
ally works well. 

The Swedish Mauser is in some ways a slight evolution 
from the Model 1893 Spanish design. However, there are 
interesting and important differences. One is the anti-bind 
device for the bolt itself. In the Spanish Mauser, this is 
accomplished by milled raceways along the left side of the 
receiver. In the Swedish Mauser, it is the raised rail on the 
bolt itself, a feature that was adopted later into the Model 
1898 Mauser. 

All of the Swedish-made military bolt-actions are of the 
pre-98 family. This means they feature what has come to be 
known as a small ring - the front receiver ring's physical size. 
They also lack what is known as the third "safety" lug of the 
'98 Mauser. However, they all have the now-famous non-rotat­
ing claw extractor of all military Mausers after the '9ls. (The 
Swedish Model 40 rifle, essentially a German made Kar98k 
with a muzzle brake, was in 8x63 Bofors caliber).

The trigger on the military rifles is 
of the classic two-stage persuasion. 
Typically, the trigger pull for as issued 
Swedish Mausers is 5 1/4 pounds. The 
letoff is generally very crisp, and over­
travel minimal. This all adds up to a 
trigger system, as issued, that does not 
detract from potential accuracy. 

Norma has marketed three loadings 
commercially, and they work well. ln 
recent years, most major U.S. manufac­
turers also have entered the game with 
their own commercial offerings -
these sporting 140-grain bullets. 

Relative scarcity of reloadable 
Boxer-primed cases kept interest in the 
cartridge and rifles that shoot it at a 
background level for decades. However, 
now that ammunition and reloadable 
cases for the cartridge are now relative­
ly common, interest in both the rifles 
and cartridges has been renewed. 

On the hunting front, the 
6.5x55mm cartridge is simply awe­
some. It is one of those combinations 
that kills way beyond what its paper 
ballistic·s would suggest. In open coun­
try applications, it can be considered 
the equal of the .2 70 Winchester, yet 
on larger game at shorter distances, it 
is as effective as anything is in the .30-
06 class of cartridges. 

Swedish military bolt-action rifles 
and carbines commonly came in three 
barrel lengths: 17. 7 inches for the '94 
carbine, 29 inches for the '96 rifle and 
24 inches for the '38 short rifle. The 
finest workmanship is shown on the 
19th Century rifles - no surprise. 
These military rifles were made both at 
the Mauser factory in Oberndorf, 
Germany, and at the Carl Gustafs Stads 
Gevarsfaktori in Sweden. 

It is the high level of workmanship 
exhibited in these rifles that really 
separates them from the pack. Overall, 
the most enjoyable model to shoot is 
the full-length Model 1896 rifle. It not 
only delivers all the cartridge has to 
offer, due to its longer barrel, but the 
fit and finish of both wood and metal 
parts is without eclipse in the military 
surplus world. 

Operationally, the Swedish rifles are 
classic Mauser. To remove the bolt, 
merely pull the bolt to the rear and then 
pull out on the bolt release lever at the 
left rear of the action. The bolt comes 
out easily for cleaning.

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Fit That Pack First 
A I mentioned in my previous columns, I learned a 

S lot of lessons in the Army the hard way because I 
didn't know how to use my equipment properly, 

didn't maintain it, or didn't have the proper equipment with 
me when I needed it the most. That's basically what this col­
umn is about. I'm going to present some basics about how to 
select the gear you might need and 
how to properly maintain and use it, 
and might even give a specific rec­
ommendation on a product that I've 
successfully used in the past. 

I don't remember if it was during 
basic or advanced light weapons 
infantry training that I got intro­
duced to the G.l. Army pack. We 
were shown what was to go inside, 
how to pack it, and wear it properly. 
The only thing missing was the 
kitchen sink. What we weren't 
shown at the time was that it was 
uncomfortable, heavy and tended to 
rub sore spots on the back and sides, 
and kill your shoulders. In the end 
most of us ended up using our hands 
to support the shoulder straps and 
ended up bent forward at the waist 
to counteract the weight. 

Of course as we got smarter, a lot 
of things that were to be carried got 
left in the foot or wall locker. I think 
the major problem was that one size 
had to fit everybody. Sure the straps 
were adjustable, but a short guy 
ended up with the bottom of the pack 
sitting on his butt, and a tall drink of 
water had the bottom of the pack in 
the middle of his back. As far as I know it was the same design 
as used in WW II. As I remember a full field pack weighed 
about 40 pounds. Then add the weight of a MI Garand at eight 
or nine pounds, two bandoleers of .30 caliber ball ammunition, 
and a canteen or two of water and man, you were hauling a 
load and only 20 more miles to go. 

like so many things that have changed since I got out of 

the Army some 38 years ago, the world of packs has changed 
from the old rigid design to today's modern pack systems with 
suspension. One of the most respected names in packs today 
is Gregory Mountain Products. In founder Wayne Gregory's 
own words, "I have several passions: my family, the moun­
tains, and designing gear that makes the outdoor experience 

more enjoyable. I've spent the last 
thirty years improving backpacks, 
including how they carry, and how 
they react and move with you 
whether you're hiking, skiing, or 
climbing. I realized a long time ago 
that putting a sixty-pound pack on 
your back isn't really what the out­
door experience is all about. Rather, 
it's about the many seemingly far­
away places your pack can help you 
experience. My goal has always been 
to make a pack so comfortable that it 
virtually disappears, allowing you to 
enjoy your outdoor experience with­
out concern or distraction from the 
pack on your back. This is what 
defines true comfort, which is what 
sets Gregory packs apart from oth­
ers.

The U.S. Army must agree with 
Wayne as they asked multiple manu­
factures for a suspension system 
capable of supporting 125+ pounds. 
The Gregory designed and engi­
neered SPEAR backpack system met 
their needs, and is now worn by U.S. 
Army Rangers and Special Forces. 

Two key features on most 
Gregory packs sets them apart from others: Auto-Cant T and 
Adjust-A-Cant T. Many backpackers experience painful end­
of-day shoulder fatigue. One factor that can cause this is the 
static nature of most shoulder harnesses. That is, they're 
sewn into the pack's back panel in a fixed position. Gregory's 
revolutionary Auto-Cant T allows the shoulder harnesses to 
independently rotate to match your individual shoulder

slope and neck width, as well as the 
movement associated with activity. 

The key to Gregory's ability to carry 
extremely heavy loads is the Adjust-A­
Cant T waist belt panel that attaches 
directly to the stays. Its adjustable, con­
ical shape mirrors your iliac crest (your 
waist bone) and gives the waist belt its 
structure, allowing it to support the 
packs weight. This is important since 
an unstructured waist belt will sag, and 
allow the weight to collapse your lower 
back and ride on top of your bottom. 

The Gregory Active Suspension 
System is comprised of a frame sheet, 
aluminum stays, waist belt, and shoul­
der harness. This system supports the 
pack's weight, yet at the same time 
allows the body to twist and flex as 
you hike or climb. The sized, pre­
curved stays are in a "V" configuration 
to provide additional headroom. The 
combination of frame sheet and stays 
supports directs the weight to the 
Adjust-A-Cant T panel. This provides 
the structure that allows the weight to 
be shifted from the shoulders to the 
hips . The panel also keeps the waist 
belt at the correct angle on your waist 
(high in back and low in the front), so 
the weight stays on your hip shelf, 
rather than flexing down in back 
where it ends up sitting on top of your 
rear end. 

First and foremost, the pack you are 
shopping for must fit you properly. 
Wayne Gregory has been analyzing and 
experimenting with fitting techniques 
for backpacks for years. He was the 
first designer to build an anatomically 
correct internal frame pack, the first 
industry professional to create a fool­
proof method for measuring body size 
(a system that is used throughout the 
outdoor industry today), and the first 
manufacturer to offer a shoulder har­
ness and waist belt-sizing program.

Itwas in 1969 that Steyr firmly 
established itself as a top 
contender in the tactical rifle 

community. This year saw the 
adoption of the Scharfschutzen 
Gewehr 69 (Sharpshooters Rifle 
Model 1969) by the Austrian 
Army. Usually referred to as sim­
ply "SSG" , the Steyr quickly 
earned an enviable reputation for 
superb accuracy. No newcomer to 
building sniper rifles , optically 
sighted Steyr M95 straightpulls 
had been fielded by the Austro­
Hungarian Army during World 
War I. However the SSG was more 
than simply a service rifle with a scope. It quickly carved a 
respectable reputation for itself, and Steyr, due to its accura­
cy, and while not perfect, it was an impressive rifle in 1969. 

In the late 1990s, Steyr began lusting after the American 
law enforcement market. However almost anyone can tell 
you that when it comes to law enforcement tactical rifles in 
the U.S. there is only one name - Remington. This did not 
deter Steyr though, and they set out to design and market a 
tactical rifle that could compete with the Remington 700 PSS. 

Their goal was to produce an affordable out-of-the-box 
rifle with accuracy superior to a normal factory rifle (read 
Remington 700PSS). To accomplish this , they abandoned the 
rear locking lug SSG action in favor of their new "Safe Bolt 
System" design. The SBS design represents the next genera­
tion of Steyr precision rifles and is not simply an evolution of 

While the Steyr SBS HB tactical rifle is quite good straight out of 
the box, a "supertune " brings it up to the next level. We added a 
McMillan A3 stock, 0.0. Ross scope base and tactical rings, and 
an 1.0.R. Valdada 2.5-10x42 tactical scope. 

the SSG. The SBS features a fully enclosed receiver unlike a 
Remington 700 or Winchester M70. The thinking being that 
an enclosed receiver offers more rigidity than an open design 
which will aid accuracy. Also the Steyr's bolt features four, 
rather than two, locking lugs at its front. It looks like a con­
ventional dual opposed design, except that there is an addi­
tional set of smaller lugs aligned behind the primary lugs. 
The bolt face is fully enshrouded and features a convention­
al plunger type ejector. Bolt rotation is less than that of a 
Remington or Winchester, although greater effort is required. 
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D.D. Ross machined the receiver and mounted his indestructible 
steel scope base. To this we mounted an /.D.R. tactical scope via 
D.D. Ross Extra H.D. Tactical rings. This is as bulletproof as it gets. 

Teamed with good ammunition our Steyr proved capable of superb 
accuracy as this .20-inch, 100-yard, three-shot group attests. 

Noteworthy is the fact that the bolt strips easily without tools 
in just a few seconds, and goes back together just as easily. 

Attached to the receiver one finds a 25.6-inch medium­
heavy taper barrel. In keeping with Steyr tradition it's cold 
hammer forged and retains the swirl pattern formed during 
the rifling process. Nothing fancy is done at the muzzle; just 
a simple crown. This unit is mated to a light synthetic stock. 
The butt is adjustable for length of pull via a simple set of 
spacers. The pistolgrip is nicely contoured and very com­
fortable and ergonomic. The triggerguard is large and easily 
accommodates gloves for cold weather use. Feed is from 
detachable box magazines. Standard units hold four rounds. 
They consist of a plastic body and follower with releases on 
each side of the body that need to be pressed simultaneous­
ly. An optional 10-round magazine and required adapter are 
also available. 

for height. An accessory rail under the forend is available as 
an option. Well-designed and solid, this stock vastly 
improves the feel of this rifle. More importantly, though, this 
stock has no flex in it, unlike the factory unit. 

While a fine rifle out of the box the SBS does have one 

One of the most commonly made mistakes on precision 
rifles is the improper mounting of optics. As this is your 
sighting system you want the most rugged mounting system 
available. For this we turned to former Marine Dan Ross. Dan 
currently makes the best scope mount I know of for the SBS. 
A steel Ml913 Picatinny rail, it features two indexing holes 
and dowel pins and is bolted to the receiver with oversize #8 
screws. This provides a mechanical attachment rather than 
just screwing a piece of steel to the top of the rifle. While the 
receiver does have to be machined for this mount, the results 
are well worth having to send the rifle away. To the base we 
mounted a set of Ross's steel H.D. extra-wide tactical rings 
and an 1.0.R. Valdada 2.5-10x42 Tactical Scope. 

major drawback; its stock. The prob­
lem being that it's very flexible. 
Something not written about in the 
popular gunpress is the fact that it 
takes little effort to flex the forearm .25 
inches or more in pretty much any 
direction desired. Simply attaching a 
Harris bipod and setting the rifle on 
the ground will flex the forearm 
enough to contact the barrel. However, 
rather than just bitch about something, 
we here at SOF decided to show how 
any operator can take an out of the box 
Steyr SBS Tactical Rifle to the next 
level. As it's basically a superb rifle out 
of the box we simply wanted to 
improve the stock and add a bullet 
proof platform for mounting optics. 

To do this we contacted McMillan 
Fiberglass Stocks Inc. and Dan Ross of 
D.D. Ross Company. If you're into pre­
cision rifles these are two companies 
you should know about. McMillan is 
well known for their fine tactical stocks 
for the Remington 700 and some other 
actions. Luckily, they also offer an A3 
Model for the Steyr. Made from hand­
laid fiberglass, this stock is extremely 
rugged. It's adjustable for length of pull 
via spacers and features a thumb wheel 
adjustable cheek piece that's adjustable

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The results? An impressively accu­
rate rifle! Five-shot groups at 300 yards 
with 168-grain PMC Match average 1 
1/4". The rifle balances well, and while 
the forend snuggles nicely into sand­
bags it is not so flat and "benchrest"­
oriented to be uncomfortable on long 
stalks. The pistolgrip is well-designed, 
and, in my opinion, much more com­
fortable than the HS Precision unit used 
by Remington on the 700PSS. The 
scope mount and rings are rock solid 
and will withstand anything short of a 
Thermo Nuclear strike. The 1.0.R. 
scope is among the best available. This 
combo will thrive under the hard 
knocks of field use. 

The Steyr SBS HB Tactical Rifle is a 
fine weapon out of the box. 
Surprisingly accurate, with an excellent 

•trigger, and a detachable magazine that 
actually works, it's a very good choice 
for anyone needing a precision rifle. 
With the simple upgrade of a McMillan 
stock and D.D. Ross mount, though, 
this rifle is capable of performing as 
well as many extremely expensive cus­
tom rifles. If you're the proud owner of 
a Steyr, or are thinking of purchasing 
one, I highly recommend these simple 
modifications. ~ 
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Modular Weapons ·System Does All

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T 
his "have it your way" 
weapon is the latest sib­
ling of H&K's new mis­
sion-specific family. 

With the purchase of Heckler & Koch 
(H&K) by Royal Ordnance in March of 
1991, the two companies planned to 
jointly produce a new, economical 
5.56x45mm rifle together. Emerging in 
the same year as the Project 50, the ini­
tial prototype of the G36 was called the 
HK50. Subsequently, the name was 
changed to HK36, but this rifle never 
saw series production. A later develop­
ment, the Gewehr 36 (G36) was based 
on ideas from Project 50. Clouded in 
secrecy early on, the G36 was in a 
fierce race with the Steyr AUG to 
replace the G3 rifle and UZI SMG for 
the Bundeswehr's component of the 
European Rapid Reaction Force. The 
G36 won that race. 

Although the U.K./H&K joint rifle 
was never produced, any connection 
between the G36 and Royal Ordnance 

remains uncertain. Nevertheless, the 
G36 bears at least some resemblance to 
the defunct British Sterling SAR87 as 
well as some mechanical features simi­
lar to those of the British SA80, and to 
the Armalite AR-18 from which that 
rifle was developed. 

Being a radical departure for H&K, 
the G36 totally abandoned the tradi­
tional roller-locked, delayed blowback 
mechanism in favor of a conventional 
multi-lugged rotating bolt similar to 
that of the Ml6, as well as the rifles 
already mentioned. The operating sys­
tem consists of a 2-piece short-stroke 
gas piston that works much the same 
way as that of many rifles before it 
including the AR-18, WW II German 
G4 3 and the Soviet Tokarev before it. 

Instead of the pressed sheet metal 
used in previous H&K weapons, the 
G36 makes extensive use of carbon 
fiber reinforced polymer. Major compo­
nents made of this material include the 
lower receiver, handguard, folding butt­
stock, magazine well, carrying handle 
and magazine. Many other small parts 
are synthetic also, resulting in an 
unusually lightweight weapon. Similar 
to that of prior H&K rifles, the 
ambidextrous trigger group is available 
with the same markings to firing modes 
in international language. In addition 
to standard full and semi-automatic, 2-
or 3-shot burst positions are available 
as well as semi-automatic only. 

If the G36 is a departure in most 
respects, an H&K feature that has been 
retained is the rifle's modular design. 
Without the need for tools, virtually 

every component of the G36 can be 
almost instantly removed and replaced 
with another simply by pushing out an 
assembly pin. Not only can trigger 
groups be instantly changed in the 
field, but also the magazine well can be 
substituted with one that will accept a 
different magazine including the Ml6 
(NATO) magazine. However, the G36's 
standard 10- and 30-round magazine is 
made of semi-transparent plastic, and it 
can be instantly attached to the side of 
another magazine. A 100-round dual 
drum magazine is also available, and an 
AK-style magazine release is standard. 

Housed in a machined steel slab-like 
carrier, the bolt of the G36 contains an 
Ml6 style extractor and a typical 
plunger-type ejector. Inside the bolt 
carrier are a number of tungsten disks 
that serve as an anti-bounce system. 
Integral with the carrier is another fea­
ture that is a departure for H&K; a rec­
iprocating cocking handle. Located on 
the front of the extension of the carrier, 
this handle can be rotated 90 degrees 
left or right where it is simply pulled to 
the rear to actuate the bolt group. 
When released, the entire assembly 
returns forward. Pushing forward 
while holding the cocking handle out­
ward provides a forward assist. Behind 
the ejection port is a deflector that also 
serves to retain the stock in the folded 
position. Ejection of spent casings is 
down and to the rear. 

Although there is an automatic bolt 
hold-open device that operates after the 
last shot has been fired, if desired, this 
can be quickly disconnected in the field

after removing the pistol grip lower 
receiver. While there is no manual bolt 
release, a manual bolt hold-open button 
is located inside the front of the trigger 
guard. As with virtually all other con­
trols, it is ambidextrous as are the sling 
mounts that use a new version of the 
HK Universal Sling. 

Since the G36 is gas-operated, there 
is no need for a fluted chamber, and 
this along with polygonal rifling have 
been abandoned in favor of convention­
al rifling. The barrel is one of few parts 
that cannot be quickly removed, but a 
simple spanner wrench is all that is 
required for this operation, and barrels 
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can be changed or replaced at the field 
level. Rilling twists of l-in-7 inches or 
l-in-9 inches are available. 

A detachable carrying handle not 
only shields the cocking handle, but 
also forms the housing for the standard 
l.SX optical sight. Available for use 
with this sight is the Hensoldt NSA 80 
II Passive Night Vision Module. 
Attaching to the carrying handle, this 
device uses a periscope design that 
extends down in front of the standard 
optical sight. This allows the user to 
use the same aim during low light. 
Optional is a carrying handle with a 
dual sighting system consisting of 3.SX 
optical with a round 6-mil reticle with 
holdover lines out to 800 meters with 
an electronic red dot sight above it. 

Disassembly 
Fieldstripping the G36 is simple 

and is accomplished as follows: After 
removing the magazine, pull the cock­
ing handle to the rear to open the bolt 
and visually make sure that the cham­
ber is empty. Then release the handle 
and move the selector to the SAFE 
position. Now remove the sling and 
unfold the buttstock. Now pull out 
both receiver pins and store them in 

their recesses in the stock and pull off 
the lower receiver/pistol grip and 
remove the magazine well. Now fold 
the buttstock. 

Push down on the lug holding the 
recoil spring plate and remove the 
recoil spring group from the rear of the 
receiver. Then pull back on the cocking 
handle to unlock the bolt and remove 
the bolt group from the receiver. With 
the bolt pushed all the way into the car­
rier, depress the firing pin from the rear 
and remove the firing pin retaining pin 
from the left side of the carrier, and 
then remove the firing from the rear. 
Now pull out the cam from the left side 
of the carrier and pull the bolt out the 
front of the carrier. 

Push out the retaining pin at the rear 
of the handguard and slide the hand­
guard off the front of the barrel, expos­
ing the operating rod group. Now pull 
back on operating rod, push it to one 
side and remove it and its spring for­
ward out of the rifle. Then pull the pis­
ton out of the rear of the cylinder. No • 
further disassembly is normally 
required. Reassembly is in reverse tak­
ing care to set the hammer between its 
down and cocked position when replac­
ing the trigger group. 
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Mission-Specific 
In addition to the standard rifle, the 

G36 is available in a Light Support 
Weapon (LSW) configuration that 
comes equipped with a bipod and a 
100-shot dual drum magazine. Both the 
rifle and the LSW come with a bayonet 
mount. Also available is the G36K 
Carbine that uses a shorter barrel and 
forend. On this forend is a rail on 
which can be mounted the HK 
Universal Tactical Light (UTL) or the 
HK79 40mm grenade launcher. Other 
accessories include long and short 
Picatinny rail mounts and Rail Adapter 
System (RAS) made for H&K by 
Knight's Armament Company. With the 
RAS, the standard G36 does away with 
its carrying handle and can use Knight's 
low-profile flip-up open sights. In addi­
tion to the standard 18.9 inch and 12.5 
inch barrels, a special 15.4 inch Close­
Quarter-Battle (CQB) barrel is available 
for the G36 and G36K models. All ver­
sions of the G36 use the folding stock 
and can also use the 100-round dual 
drum magazine in addition to sharing 
almost all other parts in common. In 
short, the G36 family is a mix and 
match system that can easily be tailored 
to your particular needs. 
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The G3BC 
The latest member of H&:K's G36 

family is the G36C. An assault carbine 
meant to fill the role of the .223 caliber 
HK53, the G36C has a 9-inch 
(228.6mm) barrel and uses a special 
short handguard on which Picatinny 
rails can be mounted on both sides and 
the bottom. The G36C uses no carry­
ing handle and comes standard with 
flip-up sights. A special Picatinny rail 
is also available that will accommodate 
virtually any sight system including 
Aimpoint, Colt Competition, Kimber, 
Tasco Optima and Trijicon reflex 
sights along with night vision and 
more conventional optics. 

In addition, any #Ml913 mount can 
be used on the rail including A.R.M.S. 
Throw Lever mounts and rings. This rail 

replaces the flip-up front sight and is 
equipped with its own protected front 
sight post. With a Picatinny rail mount­
ed on the bottom of the handguard, the 
G36C can use Knight's vertical foregrip. 
On this grip can be mounted a remote 
pressure switch for one of several 
Surefire Tactical Weapon Lights that 
can be mounted on one of the side 
Picatinny rails. 

Invented by Mr. Richard Swan, of 
A.R.M.S., Inc., the Picatinny rail has 
become type classified as the #Ml913 
Mil-Standard, and is now used by all 
NATO military establishments with 
most other countries following suit. 
Providing an ideal platform on which to 
mount optics is only half of the equa­
tion with international logistics being 
equally important. What this means is 
that virtually any sight mount made to

The H&:K G36C makes extensive use of 
the Picatinny system. 

Wby.223? 
Designed especially with urban tac­

tical use in mind, the H&:K G36C is 
ideal not only for perimeter security, 
but also for building entry in critical 
incidents and high-risk warrant ser­
vice. With a muzzle velocity of 2,461 
fps using M855 5.56x45mm NATO 
ammunition, the G36C provides suffi­
cient velocity to assure that most mod­
ern .223 caliber expanding projectiles 
will perform as designed. This guaran­
tees effectiveness exceeding any hand­
gun cartridge even when fired from a 
carbine or SMG. Such effectiveness 
includes defeating body armor that is 
increasingly used by criminals and ter­
rorists, and defeating body armor is 
something that SMGs can't do. 

With regard to over penetration, vir­
tually all .223 expanding bullets over 
penetrate no more than handgun bullets 
in case of a miss, and most over pene­
trate less. This is because .223 soft-nosed 
bullets tend to break up into smaller 
pieces even on hitting dry wall and wood 
found in interior walls. Handgun bullets 
nearly always remain intact posing more 
of a threat to others present. 

Recently I was allowed to test and 
evaluate the H&:K G36C exclusively 
for SOF. The sample G36C was the 
only one in the U.S. at the time 
although many have been ordered by 
law enforcement agencies across the 
country. Being essentially a pre-pro· 
duction sample, the test gun had been 
modified by H&:K by shortening the 
buttstock slightly at the urging of those 
in the tactical community who had pre­
viously evaluated it. This is because 
the extra thickness of entry body 
armor often increases eye relief to an 
unacceptable distance. Better too little 
eye relief than too much. All produc­
tion G36Cs will have the shorter stock, 
and this stock will be available on the 
G36K as an option. 

Shots fired 
In testing the G36C alongside 

H&:K's G36K, l found both weapons 
extremely satisfactory. With identical 
cyclic rates and similar handling char­
acteristics, both guns were fast on tar­
get and very controllable on full auto-

matic. However, since the G36K was 
equipped with the l.5X optical 
sight/carrying handle, I found the 
G36C to be superior with its open 
sights and the Optima red dot sight that 
was mounted on its Picatinny rail. Even 
in bright sunlight, the Optima provided 
a bright red dot that was instantly in 
view when the gun was snapped up to 
eye level. 

From the G36C accuracy seemed as. 
good as with the G36K and the stan­
dard G36 rifle at short-to-medium 
ranges, but I probably would not select 
the G36C for a steady diet of shooting 
past 100 yards, not because of accura­
cy, but because of velocity levels. 
Beyond for use beyond 100 yards, the 
G36K, or G36 would likely be my 
choice, both equipped with the 15.4" 
CQB barrel. 

With a trigger letoff similar to the 
Ml6, the G36C seemed instantly famil­
iar, and its ergonomic pistol grip and 
selector reinforced this feeling. Even its 
charging handle is similar in operation 
to that of previous H&K weapons even 
though it does travel back and forth with 
the bolt. All empty brass was ejected 
down and to the rear, but so at an angle 
that would interfere with left handed 
use. Not surprisingly, no malfunctions of 
any kind occurred. 

Ideal for law enforcement tactical 
duty or as a medium range-patrol car­
bine, the G36C, like its G36K counter­
part, was designed for optimum perfor­
mance, and because of its long list of 
accessories, it is a gun that you can 
have your way. 

One You Can own 
Although you can't buy a G36, you 

can own its civilian counterpart. 
Called the SLS-1 , this semi-automatic 
only version of the G36 is designed 
not only for individual officer pur­
chase and sporting use, but is also the 
long-range precision rifle version of 
the G36 family. The SLS-1 operates 
exactly like the G36, and . uses the 
same materials and many of the same 
parts as its selective fire counterpart. 
Instead of a black folding 'stock, the 
SLS-1 has a gray thumbhole-type fixed 
stock and comes with a unique maga­
zine well that accepts a 10-sho~ single 
column magazine. It will also· accept 
most of the standard G36 accessories. 
Look for my in-depth report ·on the 
SLS-1 in SOF soon.

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Lessons From Vietnam

F
ARC internal documents reveal 
it is Bloque Oriental (Eastern 
Bloque - see map, page 46) 
that has been designated the 

leading edge of FARC effort, since it 
dominates what the movement calls the 
"center of strategic deployment" (cen­
tro de desp liegue estrategico), the 
Cordillera Oriental area of which the 
Zona de Despeje (see Map 2) is a key 
part. All other Bloques are to support 
its actions focused there. 

To that end, the Zona has been used 
in an effort to greatly expand Bloque 
Oriental's combat power. Particularly 
noteworthy in captured FARC video 
footage, augmented by COLAR combat 
tapes, is the dramatic decrease of the 
average FARC combatant age, as 
impressments have been stepped up. 
Such kidnapping is intended to flesh 
out and multiply the combat units that 
operate within each front (the so-called 
"650 Companies" campaign). 

To up combatant firepower, key 
units - but especially those from 
Bloque Oriental - have been issued 
East German-manufactured AKMs pro­
vided by corrupt Peruvian officials 
(after legal shipment from Jordan). 
Impact of this influx of these high-qual­
ity weapons immediately became 
apparent on the battlefield. 

Previously, stocks of captured 
weapons, held at COLAR brigades, 
evinced a decidedly mixed parentage, 
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with healthy percentages from 
Venezuelan official stocks and Norinco 
batches imported originally by 
California firms (as evidenced by deal­
er stamps), in addition to the expected 
captured Galils. This multiplicity of 
pieces, though, seems to have been 
replaced, particularly in Bloque 
Oriental, by the AKMs 

Bloque Oriental, as it has increased 
its combatant numbers and improved 
its weaponry, has been the linchpin of 
the mobile war approach, launching 
three major maneuver (light infantry) 
actions using the Zona as its base from 
which to strike: the offensives of July 
1999, November 1999, and July 2000. 
Yet each of these, as with the actions of 
1996, 1997, and 1998, has been accom­
panied by the normal guerrilla activity 
and assassinations, both within Bloque 
Oriental area and throughout the 
remainder of the country. 

Indeed, what sets this central the­
ater of operations apart is not the tac­
tics but the operational art involved. 
The July 2000 attack, for instance, 
involved coordinated units from two 
different Bloques, Oriental and Central, 
and was intended to lead to future 
actions. 

As noted in last month's article, such 
attacks feature very heavy (in terms of 
guerrilla warfare), coordinated colum­
nas, comprising task-organized man­
power drawn from different Fronts. 
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Disposition map of FARC forces shows some 16,592 combatants, 
divided into five 81oques de Frente {blocs of fronts) and two Cdos 
Conjuntos (Group Commands, blocs still standing up), two 
81oques Moviles (mobile blocs). There are 66 Cuadrillas (Fronts), 
14 Columnas (columns), 19 companias (companies), four Frentes 
Urb. (urban fronts), 2 unidades (organizations), and one escuela 
(secretariat and general staff).

A Front is an area command, which controls clandestine infra­
structure and the guerri/la units (plus militia) that protect the 
"shadow government. " Fronts have available to them organic 
military and militia units. In addition, there are three levels of 
independent combat power: companies, and mobile blocs that are 
assigned as needed. Always, units attempt to recruit additional 
manpower to become the next higher-level unit. 

"Task forces" have been standard since 
the COLAR counter in July 1999 all but 
wiped out the manpower of two Fronts, 
creating for FARC a serious morale 
problem. 

Such columnas are approximately 
battalion strength. When wedded to the 
other elements of FARC's mobile war­
fare doctrine (use of indirect fires, 
armor, sappers and air defense), these 
become elements theoretically capable 
of engaging their COLAR counterparts. 

That they have proved unable to do 
so stems from a basic error, assessed 
thus by a C()LAR general officer: 
"FARC continues to seriously underes­
timate ·the capabilities of a modern 
army W.hie"!i is performing in proper 
fashion." ·" '·· ·: · · 

Dramatic as ... such action is, however, 

Elite lanceros compare favorably with 
troops in any military, anywhere. 
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the ultimate danger lies in FARC's 
recognition of its relative political 
underdevelopment and its vigorous 
steps to rectify that situation. Most 
interesting is its explicit assumption of 
the communist mantle, not just in­
country via the Clandestine Colombian 
Communist Party (PCCC), but also 
internationally, where it now presents 
itself in much the same fashion as did 
Sendero Luminoso in Peru, as the torch­
bearer for the wounded international 
Marxist-Leninist forces. 

Thus it has established party 
schools and worked to expand not only 
cadre, but the political educational 
level of military commanders. The 
schooling system is intended to solidify 
the FARC Marxist-Leninist ideological 
position, with all commanders being 
required to pass through ideological 
indoctrination curricula. 

These are formally established, with 
programs of instruction (POI) and 
texts. COLAR sources interviewed in 
February 2001 indicated that they had 
not yet obtained these materials, which 
might well have actually been seized 
but remained at lower levels, given the 
low priority attached to such as com­
pared to more traditional order of bat­
tle (OB) data.

To cast its net still further, FARC has 
publicly advanced its national front, th.e 
Bolivarian Movement for a New 
Colombia. Hand-in-hand with this has 
gone expansion of the militia, to pro-

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tect "liberated" territory, to the point 
that many of these local forces in the 
field are now armed with high-powered 
firearms (HPF), to include AKMs from 
the East German stock. 

Battered Democracy Struggles Dn 
Given its history, it is evident that 

FARC is in many respects a largefoco in 
search of a mass base. This it has 
achieved to some extent, together with 
funding, as a result of the 1982 deci­
sion (at the national conference) to link 
up with the drug production popula­
tions and to tax that drug production 
process. 

What is significant, since the cre­
ation of the Zona, is not the increase in 
the number of FARC combatants -
almost 100% in some units - but 
rather the growth of the infrastructure 
behind this increase. This infrastruc­
ture has hitherto been rudimentary but 
now shows, for the first time, signs of 
vitality that manages to grow in the 
strategic space provided by inept gov­
ernment approach. If such efforts at 
establishing a strong infrastructure get 
off the ground, FARC will be a much 
more dangerous foe than before. 

Isolating The Insurgents 
To prevent this, COLAR has pro­

ceeded to identify, prioritize, and attack 
the mobility corridors in each FARC 
area, so as to prevent access to populat­
ed zones, by either guerrilla units or 
the much larger mobile warfare 
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columns. It is the battle over these 
unseen "highways" that has driven 
much of the action of the last sever­
al years . Beginning in 2001, the 
army moved on to attacking the 
base areas used to "generate" FARC 
combat power. 

Nevertheless, the contradiction in 
the government position is well under­
stood by the Colombian military. The 
security forces have been fully occu­
pied with their first priority, getting 
their house in order so that they can 
address the full range of the FARC 
threat, from terror to guerrilla warfare 
to mobile war. 

They have demonstrated that they 
are quite capable of responding to diffi­
cult circumstances, and the victories 
have followed. There is satisfaction in 
this, but that is the trap General 
Westmoreland fell into in Vietnam, 
where the means became the strategic 
end. The Colombian military recog­
nizes the dilemma. There is no shortage 
of officers who have read the basic texts 
on the Vietnam War. 

FARC, in fact, has responded as did 
the communists in Vietnam, by return­
ing to the domination of the human ter­
rain. In this, it has proved every bit as 
ruthless as the Viet Cong. Torture and 
assassination, not to mention kidnap­
ping and extortion, are so common as 
to go almost without comment except 
in the most extreme cases. 

That there are echoes of Vietnam in 
the FARC approach should not be sur­
prising. FARC (and also ELN) was 
trained directly by the FMLN of El 
Salvador. The FMLN, in turn, was 
trained, both at home and through per­
sonnel sent abroad, by Vietnam. FARC 
manuals are very similar to FMLN man­
uals. And anyone reading either would 
swear he was having a flashback to the 
American involvement in Indochina. 
Strategically, operationally, tactically, it 
is the Vietnamese approach. 

What is that approach? Key is the 
constant interplay between the political 
and the military - with the Maoist 
template, if anything, being regarded 
by the Vietnamese as too militaristic 
and parochial in its emphases (not 
enough emphasis upon fostering "inter­
national solidarity," for instance). On 
the ground, the Vietnamese emphasize 
that the "three stages" occur simultane­
ously as dictated by local circumstances, 
the so-called "war of interlocking." 

The greater level of command and 
control made possible by modern, off­
the-shelf communications gear coordi­
nates lower levels of activity so that 
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Veteran of a dozen battles with FARC and 
with the COLAR UN troops in the Sinai, 
trooper Cortez typifies the indefatigable 
professionalism we found among Colom­
bian military. 

they support, or become part of, higher 
levels. Widely dispersed guerrilla 
attacks, for example, have both local 
objectives and prepare the way for 
mobile warfare operations. 

This brings us back to the problems 
with Bogota's approach until now, pur­
sued at U.S. urging: a country the size 
of California, Nevada, Utah, and Idaho 
(or, if one looks to Europe: France, 
Spain, and Portugal) has in effect 
30-45,000 personnel performing as 
firemen. They have a well-developed 
approach, which should ultimately 
prove successful, but victories cannot 
be considered secure in the absence of 
government popular mobilization to 
hold ground. 

Controlling The Isolated Areas 
FARC understands this , and has 

been pursuing successive domination 
of areas with a vengeance. Recognizing 
that for the moment it cannot go 
head-to-head with the armed forces, it 
is again concentrating upon hitting iso-

lated, static police positions and unco­
operative mayors. 

The need, then, is for local forces 
that can secure the ground. No coun­
terinsurgency can be won without 
them, for they are the only way in 
which human terrain can be dominat­
ed. Yet in Colombia, as part of the 
1990-91 settlement with another insur­
gent group, M-19, a prohibition was 
written into the constitution against 
armed bodies operating outside of the 
armed forces and police. 

Rather than dealing with this in 
straightforward fashion, as has every 
other system fighting internal war, by 
mobilizing anti-insurgent "people's 
war" as military auxiliaries, the 
Colombian political and judicial sys­
tems have fumbled and done nothing. 
They have then blamed the security 
forces when the vacuum created in this 
vast country has been filled by the 
autonomous self-defense groups 
(autodefensas) that have sprung up 
everywhere - and continue to do so. 

By refusing to work with Bogota to 
find an approach to popular mobiliza­
tion that will work, Washington and its 
European counterparts have made the 
situation worse. Indeed, they have 
demanded that the military spread 
itself still more thinly by "going after" 
yet another foe , the autodef ens as -
"paramilitaries," as they are frequently 
called in the English-language press -
and that the police be increased in 
numbers. 

Heart of American assistance, 
though, is the $1.3 billion aid package 
to support the counter-drug component 
of "Plan Colombia," the scheme for 
putting Colombia on the path to peace, 
which was hatched several years ago 
with U.S. aid. Most of the U.S. contri­
bution is to support eradication efforts 
in the southern areas, where a great 
deal of Colombian cocaine is produced 
- and where FARC is present in force . 
The danger, of course, lies in the fact 
that American money, eagerness, and 
know-how can become a source of 
strategic distortion. 

Thus, even as politicians on both 
sides engaged in the campaign neces­
sary to obtain the assistance, the secu­
rity forces kept a close eye on what was 
demanded as the quid pro quo. At one 
point, COLAR (which was to field, with 
training from U.S. 7th Special Forces 
Group personnel, a new counter-drug 
brigade) favored outright rejection of 
the package. But Colombia's politicians 
wanted it, which resulted in creation of 
a military within the military, a special

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"drug-fighting" component. 
To compartmentalize the "U.S. com­

ponent" of the struggle - to seal off as 
much as possible Colombia's overall 
campaign from the possible meddling 
of American politicians responding to 
their perceived domestic concerns -
Bogota detached the extreme south of 
the country comprising the depart­
ments of Putumayo, and Caqueta, and 
made it a special counter-narcotics zone 
- Joint Task Force South QTFS), to 
use the designation normally found in 
U.S. sources. There, the U.5.-aided 
counter-drug campaign could focus 
upon eradication. In the rest of the 
country, the security forces could 
engage in counterinsurgency. 

Contradictions Guarantee Pathos 
Yet Colombia's forces are numerical­

ly quite inadequate for a campaign in 
the geographical and human areas 
involved - neither do they have ade­
quate operational funding. Ergo, we 
find ourselves back at the autodef ensas, 
who - authorized or no, legal or not -
have filled the vacuum and engaged in 
some of the most vicious fighting 
against FARC (and ELN). 

And they make no bones about their 
favored methodology: to go after the 
insurgent infrastructure. In internal 
war, there is no way around the reality 
that a vacuum will be filled. By refusing 
to mobilize the population, Bogota 
insures that people's war is waged out 
of control in every nook and cranny. By 
encouraging Colombia to adhere to this 
misguided approach, the U .5. pours oil 
on the flames. The result in many areas 
is pathos. 

Worse than this, the U.S. gives voice 
to human rights activists whose prime 
target appears to be the government. 
This has made it doubly dangerous to 
be an army officer, for it means a multi­
front war. What many Colombian 
sources have taken to calling the

Battles And Wars Lost From Bad Intel

reliable military intelligence is crucial 
in all stages of preparation, it holds 
high priority with our nation's leaders. 
They have underwritten vast interna­

tional systems of data collection and analysis . 
Unfortunately, size is not a guarantor of reliability. 

Reliability requires that the intelligence be timely and cor­
rectly processed from accurate data. 

If any of these three elements are compromised, reliabili­
ty suffers. This paper will point to several examples in recent 
national history when the lack of accurate, timely, or misin­
terpreted intelligence has led directly to national failures. 
Our seemingly endemic failure to acquire and process rele­
vant information into effective intelligence is one of the most 
damning of our various recurring faults. It has sometimes 
caused horrific damage. 

Ages ago, Sun Tzu insisted that knowing the enemy was 
essential. We did not know our enemy in Vietnam and our 
situation was further abraded by our military and political 
chiefs not knowing our own forces' capabilities, nor the cul­
ture that shaped our allies and, even more embarrassing, not 
even our allies' languages. The question: "Why do their 
Vietnamese fight and ours do not?" was posed often during 
that conflict. We refused to confront the correct answers to 
this because it would have made our inappropriate, even 
bankrupt, tactics and policies undeniable, invalidating our 
continued presence. We preferred posting a half-million sol-

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diers there to do what we knew how to do - fight a conven­
tional war - rather than learn to fight the unconventional 
people's war we had entrapped ourselves in. 

Our proclivity to ignore or misunderstand advice from 
allies is well known. 

Our blatant Vietnam displays of this talent were exposed 
in two recent books, Prelude to Tragedy, by Harvey Neese and 
john O'Donnell, and Backfire, by Loren Baritz. In Prelude to 
Tragedy , three driving, long-lived American faults are dis­
cussed: I) supporting the coup that eliminated President 
Diem, 2) constant bureaucratic infighting, and 3) our near 
total misconception of the "people's war" in which we had 
intervened. Clearly, we had no practical understanding of 
how to fight it. The decision to commit U.S. forces to fight 
the GVN's war was made with ignorance of an unusually 
gross dimension. In Backfire the author also contends, in 
powerful language and with undeniable logic, that our near 
total unfamiliarity with the culture of Vietnam was matched 
by an equally disabling lack of knowledge about ourselves 
and the war we were fighting. 

lessons Earned 
In 1962, the French provided three detailed volumes of 

their "lessons learned" from Vietnam to the Army's Special

Warfare School with an admonition to avoid the errors 
described. A much-abridged translation was published sever­
al years later by the Rand Corporation, but read by very few 
of our policy makers and evidently understood by none. The 
French Colonel Roger Trinquier's, La Guerre Moderne (trans­
lated as Modern Warfare) is a careful definition and exami­
nation of "Peoples' War," learned well by him from the 
Vietnamese. It was, and remains, the type of warfare against 
which our tanks , B-52s and aircraft carriers could not prevail. 
Our failure to learn from this available information led to our 
appalling casualties and eventual collapse in Vietnam. 
Prelude's clearly stated central theme is that our willful dis­
dain of an enemy we did not understand, hence, knew not 
how to fight, prevented us from winning the war. 

Its authors unveil behavior of several U.S. central bureau­
cracies that made our defeat inevitable. Our senior officials' 
ignorance of the phenomenon of People's War was complete. 
Had they assimilated the French data, their altered perceptions 
might have reduced the deplorable list of casualties on the 
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Belgrade TV shows the city burning in the wake of NATO bombing 
raids, after Milosevic misjudged NATO's willingness to bomb the 
Serbian capitol. 

Memorial Wall. The combat tactics and structure of our forces, 
readied to defend against an armored attack of Warsaw Pact 
forces through Germany's Fulda Gap, were altogether inappro­
priate when transferred to Vietnam. The effect was as absurd 
as if we attempted to seize an enemy warship at sea using para­
troops. We were not fighting the war that engulfed us . 

Backfire, Loren Baritz's indictment of our mismanagement 
of the People's War that we were fighting but did not under­
stand, is focused on our cultural capability that enables us to 
ignore reality. "Why do their Vietnamese fight and ours 
don't?" A central, applicable lesson from Vietnam is the poten­
cy of what we have mislabeled "brain-washing. " Its most 
important use was the indoctrination and dedication imposed 
on the Viet Cong to execute their missions. The French docu­
ments thoroughly discuss the "auto-critique" and "speak bit­
terness" tools, and the dedication this training method gave 
their adversaries. We also were exposed to its results, but 
never did understand its efficacy for those we were fighting. 
We still have not understood that its techniques were a major 
reason we were out-fought by them. Those techniques made 
the difference between the indifferent soldiers of our South 
Vietnamese ally and the first-rate soldiers of the North 
Vietnamese enemy, and their Viet Cong allies in the South. 
Why did we not listen to our French allies when they tried to 
inform us? Perhaps our cultural arrogance that keeps us from 
knowing our allies - or even their language! 

Ignorance - in all three military services, and in USAID, 
the State Department and the CIA as well - virtually 
assured that our decision-makers would not have unbiased, 

disinterested information. Advice given by functionaries in 
these entrenched bureaucracies was not simply a patent con­
coction of some liars attempting to mislead for personal 
advantage. These were honest - but ignorant and arrogant 
- authorities who knew little, but had no idea that much of 
what they thought was true - was not so. 

fictional Communications Reports 
The recent mea culpa of Robert MacNamara, the SECDEF 

of this era, in his book Argument Without End, validates these 
multiple, severe descriptions of the securely ensconced 
chiefs in uniformed as well as civil bureaucracies. Each 
described the wonders his own service would accomplish, 
and then, when they failed, perfunctorily requested another 
increase in its committed force . 

In Vietnam, communications from the field to headquar­
ters were seldom permitted to include setbacks or program 
failures. Rather, success had to be reported. At times, 
reportage of intelligence employees was implausible, even 
laughable, to colleagues from other agencies and services. 
Intelligence employees even hampered relations with our 
Vietnamese allies in that they would describe themselves as 
being "from the Embassy." When officers from the Embassy 
had to deal with Vietnamese who had been in contact with 
U.S. intelligence employees, the Vietnamese quickly assumed 
that the Embassy officers were simply more CIA agents 
roaming the country. 

It probably is fair to speculate that useful, accurate intel­
ligence might have averted two wars. Had Dean Acheson bet­
ter intelligence about the Far East and Korea, in particular, he 
might not have made the speech in which he said that Korea 
and other areas were outside the sphere of U.S. interest. 

That virtually handed North Korea a license to invade 
South Korea. Had our Ambassador to Iraq in 1990 had better 
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intelligence, her audience with Saddam Hussein might well 
have avoided conveying to him that he could invade Kuwait 
with impunity. 

Several recent books reveal how our Cold War with the 
Soviet Union nearly heated up to fissionable temperature, 
precipitated by insufficient intelligence on both sides. (In 
the new Dark Ages that we narrowly avoided, these accounts 
might still have been written, but with pieces of charcoal on 
flattened walls of buildings in both countries.) Sergei 
Khruschev's story of the career of his father, Nikita 
Khruschev, and the Creation of a Super Power, relates the 
Soviet side of the fury that caused his father to dispatch 
their missiles to Cuba. 

The British historian, Robert Surface, supplies in his 
recent work, Lenin, an enlightening stage setter and intro­
duction for Josef Stalin's control of the Soviet Union. 
Khruschev's denunciation of Stalin's dictatorial rule three 
years after his death made him a respected figure to some 
communist officials, but anathema to many others. It was a 
driving factor in his abrupt removal from office in 1964. 

Mikhail Gorbachev's memoirs provides his reaction to 
Khruschev's removal and a studied, credible account of its 
effects on the Soviet Union. Gorbachev's sponsorship of 
Glasnost and Perestroika, based on his conviction that the 
structure and mission of the Politburo had to be reformed, 
lights a political/historical path all thinking Americans 
should survey.

People lay in an intensive care unit after they were injured when 
two NATO missiles hit a retirement home during airstrikes over the 
town of Surdulica south of Belgrade, May 31, 1999. Seventeen 
patients were killed and 38 were injured, hospital workers said. 

These books strongly reinforce my long-standing con­
tention that improving the qualifications of our intelligence 
officers is crucial for national security. Our world has under­
gone enormous changes with entirely new kinds of terrorist 
threats. Civil and holy wars require new approaches by intel­
ligence services. Our defense establishment must accommo­
date today's environment and give up the outmoded tactics 
and practices of yesteryears'. We then had negligible infor­
mation on what really was motivating the Russians and how 
they perceived our various actions toward them. And today, 
will our National Missile Defense initiative provoke them 

similarly? Adequate, reliable intelli­
gence might inform us. 

What can be done? One 
improvement would be to change 
the practice of assigning less com­
petent personnel to intelligence 
positions. Over my long army 
career, the way we located the least 
competent captain in an infantry 
battalion was by calling for the S-2. 
The least competent major was the 
regimental S-2. Has this changed? I 
hope so, but if not, it is a practice 
that must be stopped. These faults 
persisted in my day because troop 
units always needed the best offi­
cers available, and the operational, 
logistic, and personnel officers 
were also needed every day. The 
intelligence officer's role was eso­
teric, hence his post would be filled 
by whoever was available. 

We certainly should make better use than in the past of 
employees of non-intelligence agencies. During the Vietnam 
War, some of the political officers furnished by the State 
Department to Corps and Province teams were far more 
effective than those of our own meager military resources. 
The Vietnamese of both factions accepted one of these people 
working for] ohn Paul Vann as readily as if he were one of the 
French planters they knew well. He was given information

hotographers snapped pictures 
and ran video as Slobodan 
Milosevic was escorted across a 
lonely tarmac to a waiting plane 
for his transfer to The Hague. 

Ironically, the end of his tenure as a 
Serb leader, and the beginning of his 
time as in incarcerated war criminal 
awaiting trial occurred on Vidovan, the 
6121h anniversary of the battle of 
Kosovo - when, as only the Serbs 
could do, a national myth and holiday 
was established in their defeat at the 
hands of the Turks. This Serb national 
holiday, obscure and insignificant to 
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the rest of the world, has had global 
importance. Archduke Ferdinand was 
assassinated by Gavrilo Prindp on this 
date, igniting World Wa~ I. And 
Milosevic himself engineered the cor­
nerstone speech of his career on this 
date in 1989 in Kosovo - promising to 
defend Serbs in the province. 

Although it is generally agreed that 
Milosevic's trial will last years, the out­
come will be viewed by history as less 
important than his walk across the tar­
mac and how he got there. True, it was 
the Serbian government that turned 
Milosevic over (without informing 

Vojislav Kostunica, the elected presi­
dent), in what many will judge to be a 
commercial act: Milosevic for money. 
There is more than $1.3 billion in much 
needed aid tied to the transfer of 
Milsoevic. And for most Serbs, the 
boost that will mean to their economy 
should not be underestimated. 

It is also significant that Milosevic 
was never tried in his own country, 
under their laws. As if by design, this 
spares the Serbs themselves from the 
spectacle of a local trial, and the micro­
scope any verdict would be put under. 
It also feeds the need of the Serb psy-
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che for a scapegoat, with just a hint of 
martyrdom - but not too much. Had 
the United States or some other NATO 
government captured Milosevic and 
turned him over to The Hague, the 
specter of an illegal kidnapping would 
have overshadowed the crimes he is 
accused of committing. 

Instead, Milosevic has the dubious 
honor of being the first elected presi­
dent to be indicted and then transferred 
to a body of international justice. And 
that is what history will record. And 
only history will show whether or not 
this is a trend of the new century, or a 
trivia question for future history stu­
dents and a holdover of the tribal wars 
in the Balkans at the end of the last mil­
lennium. 

International Criminal Tribunal 
If ever there was a case where the 

fickle tastes of the nightly news shaped 
an event, it may be this one. Whereas 
the World Court adjudicates civil dis­
putes among nations (border claims, 
treaty disputes , etc.) with no power of 
enforcement or punishment, the 
International Criminal Tribunal -
located in The Hague - is charged 
with prosecuting and judging war 
crimes in Rwanda and the former 
Yugoslavia. 

The fact that Milosevic was ever 
released into the custody of this body is 
largely due to the efforts of one person: 
Canadian law professor Louise Arbour 
who in the fall of 1996 was named as 
chief prosecutor of the International 
Criminal Tribunal. Arbour was well 
aware that any credibility this interna­
tional body of law would have would 
depend solely on the cooperation and 
recognition it received from participat­
ing nations. While tasked with the 
responsibility of investigating and pros­
ecuting acts of genocide, violations of 
the code of war and crimes against 
humanity, the practicality of the matter 
meant she could do little on her own. 

Arbour inherited the work of her pre­
decessor: 76 indictments against not 
only Bosnian Serbs for crimes against 
Bosnian Muslims, but also Croats and 
Bosnian Muslims as well. There also was 
one arrest to their credit. Arbour went to 
work streamlining the indictments and 
working for more arrests. But what she 
still lacked was credibility in the eyes of 
the press, governments and people. 

What Arbour needed was a test case 
- a case that would show these crimes 
had consequences. At the time, there was 
considerable question as to the validity 
of her organization. After all, there had 
already been over 250,000 killed in the

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Balkans, and over 500,000 in Rwanda 
(these are estimates; the true numbers 
will, of course, never be known). 

Unwittingly, Milosevic provided the 
International Criminal Tribunal and 
Arbour with the incident they needed. 
Forty-five Albanian men, women and 
children were taken into the woods 
near the village of Racak in Kosovo, 
and murdered by Serbian security 
forces on 15 January 1999. Arbour 
headed for Macedonia to investigate 
the crime. She was stopped at the bor­
der and not allowed into Kosovo by 
Serb border guards. 

At first it appeared that these 45 
deaths would be added to the tally of 
hundreds of thousands already ignored 
by all. But the media changed the 
course of things. This atrocity, unlike 
the others before it, and for no particu­
lar reason, had legs. It had all the mak­
ings of a rally cry. After years of 
Western hand wringing over the blood­
shed in the Balkans, military and polit­
ical forces seemed to be finally moving 
in unison towards a showdown.

In the center of this maelstrom, was 
Arbour and the International Criminal 
Tribunal. The media was not only 
reporting about the atrocities, evidence 
of crimes, and the rejection of the inter­
nationally recognized judicial inves­
tigative authority (Arbour) at the bor­
der - but people were listening. 

Months later when NATO began the 
first war in its history, it was the Serbs' 
noncompliance with Arbour's attempt­
ed investigation of war crimes that was 
touted as one reason for war.

Secretary, Robin Cook, set the stage for 
what was to come, "Anyone who car­
ries out atrocities against the civilian 
population, anyone who gives orders 
for them to carry it out, or is complicit 
in those orders being given, and anyone 
who fails to prevent such orders or fails 
to prevent those orders being carried 
out - anyone in any of those categories 
is liable to face indictment." In 
essence, Cook summed up a mission 
statement for the International 
Criminal Tribunal. Understanding that 
Arbour's organization has absolutely no 
jurisdiction, no authority, and no 
power other than that given to her by 
participating nations, she just received 
the tools she needed to do her job. 

Indeed, if the International Criminal 
Tribunal was being used by Western 
countries and NATO as a tool of conve­
nience, it served everyone well. While 
the NATO bombs were falling, Arbour 
began to make her case for the indict­
ment of Milosevic. How, she argued, 
could Karadzic and Mladic be indicted, 
and not Milosevic? NATO and the West 
seemed to agree. Now that they were in 
an actual shooting war, there seemed to 
be no need to tiptoe around any delica­
cies of indicting an elected head of state. 

Arbour also argued to be allowed to 
enter Kosovo as an independent inves­
tigator. Brilliantly, she explained that 
NATO needed her to not only search 
for evidence of war crimes committed 
by Serbs on behalf of Milosevic, but 
also to look for a lack of evidence of 
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war crimes committed by NATO. 
NATO agreed. That way, they would 
have an argument against any Serb 
accusations that the killings and 
destruction was caused by the West. 

On 22 May 1999, judge David 
Anthony Hunt of the International 
Criminal Tribunal signed the indict­
ment and warrants for the arrest of 
Slobodan Milosevic, President of 
Yugoslavia; Milan Milutinovic, 
President of Serbia; Nikola Sainovic, 
Deputy Prime Minister of Yugoslavia; 
Colonel General Dragoljub Ojdanic, 
military commander of Serb forces in 
Kosovo; and Vlajko Stojiljkovic, head 
of Serbian police forces . 

The indictment reads: 
. . . between 1 January 1999 and 20 

June 1999, the 52 11d Corps of the Armed 
Forces of the FRY (VJ), the police forces 
of the FRY, police forces of Serbia and 
paramilitary units acting at the direction, 
with the encouragement, or with the sup­
port of the accused, executed a campaign 
of terror and violence directed at the 
Kosovo Albanian civilians. 

It is alleged that the operations tar­
geting the Kosovo Albanians were 
undertaken with the objective of remov­
ing a substantial portion of the Kosovo 
Albanian population from Kosovo in an 
effort to ensure continued Serbian con­
trol over the province. The indictment 
goes on to describe a series of well­
planned and coordinated operations 
which the above forces, acting in con­
cert, employed to achieve this objective. 

Approximately 740,000 Kosovo 

Albanian civilians were expelled from the 
province by forced removal, and subse­
quent looting and destruction of their 
homes, or by the shelling of villages. 
Surviving residents were sent to the bor­
ders of neighboring countries. En route 
many were killed, abused and had their 
possessions and identification papers 
stolen. Furthemwre, specific massacres 
took place in such places as .. . . 

The Dictator Who Won't Leave 
Weeks later, when the air war ended 

on 10 June 1999, Arbour's investigators 
entered Kosovo. For the first time in 
the tribunal's history, they were able to 
gather an unprecedented amount of 
hard evidence of the crimes committed. 

After the air war ended, there was 
hope that Milosevic would be driven 
out of power. Unfortunately, this is a 
hope the West seems to always hold out 
in vain after military action. NATO's 
battle plan seemed to be to fight the 
war, and leave the political ouster of 
their leader up to the population. It did 
not happen in Iraq, largely due to 
American and Allied inaction and a 
lack of any real support for the very 
groups the West pinned their hopes on. 

The same happened in Belgrade. 
Although thousands of demonstrators 
filled the streets in opposition to the 
dictator, Milosevic stayed. What is sig­
nificant throughout all of this is that 
the indictment stood. Even after the 
media coverage died down, and people 
forgot where Belgrade and Kosovo 
were, the tribunal was still taken seri-

voted out of power and replaced by 
Vojislav Kostunica in 2000, the indict­
ments never went away. More and more 
it seemed that it was not a question of 
if Milosevic would be turned over to 
authorities, but when. The questions 
Yugoslavia faced as a sovereign entity 
all concerned the mechanics of the 
process, not the outcome. 

President Kostunica seemed to favor 
corruption trials in Yugoslavia, possibly 
with the tribunal's presence. But again, 
the specter of a lengthy trial with 
demonstrations for both sides made 
that option unlikely - and it would 
delay the release of more than one bil­
lion in aid money. 

By the end of January 2001, the 
pressure was on Milosevic. He was 
placed under 24-hour surveillance by 
Serb police. The interior minister 
acknowledged, "There is a U.N. war 
crimes tribunal warrant for Milosevic 
and the local judiciary is investigating 
charges of his abuse of power here." 

By now there is no discussion or dis­
pute about jurisdiction, sovereignty or 
authority. Everyone has bought in to 
the validity of the International 
Criminal Tribunal. Pragmatists may 
argue with some fact, that the tribunal 
has simply become a pawn of the West 
and a convenient means to rid itself of 
a distasteful dictator - a means by 
which everyone can wash their hands 
of the unpleasantness. NATO's move to 
work with the tribunal and escort the 
investigators into Kosovo will always 
be looked upon by some as a means to 
ensure NATO was never indicted for 
their conduct of the was. 

Furthermore, because of the air cam­
paign against Milosevic's regime, there 
remains the stigma of the victors judg­
ing the vanquished - robbing any trial 
of the airs of impartiality. And that will 
remain, but the argument looses some 
merit when the amount of time 
between the end of the air war and the 
actual arrest - two years - is taken 
into consideration. 

Regardless of any of the sniping that 
will take place over the outcome of 
Milosevic's trial. What remains undeni­
able is that an international body of jus­
tice accomplished what no other nation 
would or could: the capture of a head of 
state for the purpose of trial and pun­
ishment of suspected war crimes. This 
may be a New World Order trend.

T 
here are few figures in criminal 
history with as bizarre a track 
record as Richard "Wild Bill" 
Guthrie. A SEAL washout with 

a genius for creating false IDs and stag­
ing near-flawless bank robberies in the 
early 90s, Wild Bill patched together a 
rag-tag group of white supremacists 
that authorities dubbed, "The Midwest 
Bank Bandits." Guthrie and sidekick, 
Peter Kevin Langan, chose another 
name for the group: The Aryan 
Republican Army (ARA). Besides plun­
dering banks, "Guthrie and Company" 
had their political sights set on other 
goals. Topping the gang's wish list was 
the violent overthrow of the federal 
establishment. Following that, a strong 
dose of ethnic cleansing was in store 
for America.

What Was 
McVeigh's Link 
To The Midwest 
Bank Bandits?

On A Mission From Yahweh 
Indeed, it was a strange mix of 

juices that ran through this little known 
far-right figure. 

After a five-year gig in the Navy -
that ended with Guthrie doing brig­
time for assaulting an officer, painting a 
swastika on a ship and going AWOL ­
the renegade turned his allegiance to 
the Aryan Nations and Christian 
Identity. 

Wild Bill began traveling the coun­
try, visiting the leadership, studying 
tapes and reading books on Identity 
from such figures in the Movement as 
William Pierce, Pete Peters , Louis 
Beam, Thom Robb, Robert Millar, Mark 
Thomas and Richard Butler. 

Irrespective of his exposure to reli­
gion, by the time the ARA'.s master plan 
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was in place, Wild Bill was spending 
his weekends sucking down beer and 
watching reruns of his favorite televi­
sion show, The Simpson's. 

But then on Sunday evenings a 
select group of well-trained young men 
would begin drifting into Guthrie's 
middleclass rental. 

Located on Elm Street, a quiet street 
in the southeast Kansas college town of 
Pittsburg, the "company safehouse" 
could accommodate several of these 
Identity skinheads. The bungalow even 
had a full basement for the gang's 
unique gear and was a perfect spot for 
"Bible studies." 

At dawn the boys would pile go­
bags, containing the tools of their trade, 
into a bright blue extended van that 
Guthrie dubbed the Blitzenwagen. 
Neighbors later said they paid only 
passing notice to the comings and 
goings of what they assumed were col­
lege students. 

Out on the interstate, these cells of 
three to five men would carefully moni­
tor police scanners as they made their 
way to a predetermined city where 
numerous banks would be appraised. In 
the van were wigs, masks, costumes of 
all sorts, fake IDs, bags of bombs -
some real, some fake - and enough fire­
power to hold off a dozen federal agents. 

The skinheads received their para­
military training at Elohim City, an 
Identity stronghold in eastern Okla­
homa. The man in charge of bringing 
these recruits up to speed was, "Andy 
the German" Strassmeir (aka Mr. Red). 

After enduring months of the former 
Bundeswehr officer's live-fire exercises 
and swimming through icy waters in 
the dead of winter - getting out in the 
field and conducting operations for the 
ARA was a vacation. 

Richard Guthrie after his arrest. What 
secrets did he know that he took with him 
to the grave? 

While the take might be as little as 
$2,500, or as much as $35,000, the pro­
ceeds were carved-up in much the same 
way: A percentage would be held back 
for company expenses - and a proper 
tithe was forwarded to the upper eche­
lons of the White Power Movement. The 
remainder of what Guthrie referred to as, 
''.Jewish toilet paper" was split among 
gang members involved with the heist. 

Once the accounting was performed, 
the younger men scattered to the wind. 

Dangerous Dude 
On 17 August 1994, several letters 

and cards were postmarked in 
Syracuse, New York. One was mailed to 
Georgia's Franklin County Sheriff, 
Hugh Roach. 

Roach had investigated an October 
1992 robbery that Guthrie and Langan 

pulled at a Pizza Hut, in Lavonia. After 
the investigation, Roach and others 
provided information to the Secret 
Service. Locals had overheard Guthrie 
bragging that he intended to kill 
President George Bush. 

The Secret Service took the informa­
tion seriously. They located and raided 
a trailer house Guthrie had occupied. 
They missed their primary target but in 
early November of 1992 they caught up 
with Pete Langan in Cincinnati. They 
took the ex-con in on weapons viola­
tions. Thereafter, Guthrie would take 
time from his busy schedule to drop his 
old nemesis a note. 

Over time the taunting grew bolder. 
On 24 May 1995 - five weeks after 

the OKC bombing - the ARA celebrat­
ed the heavily televised implosion of 
the stricken Murrah Building by rob­
bing a bank in Louisville, Kentucky. 

During the robbery, Guthrie entered 
the bank with face darkened and ranted 
at the customers and bank employees 
in Spanish. 

Three months later, Guthrie and 
some of his men were eating lunch in 
Bridgeton, Missouri, when they spotted 
the Magna Bank across the street. Wild 
Bill liked what he saw. 

The usual process was followed: The 
getaway vehicle would be left at an 
apartment complex parking lot with a 
note on the dash that said the car had 
mechanical problems and the owner 
would return in a few days for it. 

Using aliases , the ARA paid cash for 
motel rooms rented several miles from 
the bank. For the next few days, the 
ARA would case the bank until every­
thing was perfect. On this particular 
job, Guthrie told the boys to wear FBI 
and ATF ballcaps when they burst into 
the bank. On 16 August 1995, the oper-

ation went forward and lasted less than 
60 seconds. 

When the FBI finally discovered the 
getaway car, they also found an article 
about Tim McVeigh. Guthrie had even 
drawn a circle around the head of Janet 
Reno, whose picture was also in that 
issue of the paper. The Magna Bank job 
had taken place just one day after 
McVeigh and Nichols were arraigned in 
Oklahoma City. And, as usual, the gang 
got away without firing a shot. 

The Sting 
Even before Wild Bill was believed 

to have robbed his first bank, Secret 
Service profilers studied his "in your 
face" attitude and concluded Guthrie 
was dangerous. 

From military records and infor­
mant reports, the Secret Service real­
ized the subject's raw criminal cunning 
was fortified by Navy training in explo­
sives and weaponry from the Redstone 
Arsenal, in Huntsville, Alabama, and 
EOD school, at Indian Head, Maryland. 

As for propensity to inflict violence, 
Guthrie had already shot and wounded 
one of his brothers and had been arrest­
ed for assaulting a business associate. 

Considered in conjunction with 
reports that Guthrie planned to assas­
sinate President George Bush, the 
Secret Service concluded Wild Bill 
was a risk to national security. A con­
tingent of federal agents was assigned 
to bring him in. 

In August of 1993, agents pulled 
Guthrie confidant, Peter Langan, out of 
a Georgia county jail, where he was 
waiting trial on armed robbery charges. 
The agency leaned heavily on local offi­
cials to let them "borrow" Langan so 
they could put him to work for them. 

The DA balked at the idea, and for 
good reason. Langan already had a 
record of one bloody shootout with 
police down in Florida and was also on 
record bragging to an uncover former 
police officer that he intended to bomb a 
federal building if he ever got out of jail. 
In spite of this, the Secret Service man­
aged to arrange for Langan's release. 

Langan manages to locate Guthrie, 
and ditches his handlers and takes off 
with his pal. The first stop will be the 
pine forests of the Ozark Mountains in 
northwestern Arkansas and eastern 
Oklahoma. Here Langan and Guthrie 
will fulfill their dream - recruit like­
minded men to join their revolution. 

When the district attorney for the 
Northern Judicial District of Georgia 
inquired how Langan's work for the 
Secret Service was progressing, Lindsay 
Tise received surprising news. The 
Secret Service told him that Langan 
would not be returning to Georgia to 
stand trial after all - he was dead. 

Based upon that misrepresentation, 
a local judge signed-off on the matter 
and the DA tossed Langan's armed rob­
bery case into the inactive file. Peter 
Kevin Langan (aka "Pedro Gomez")

was no more. 
Thanks to the Secret Service, one of 

this nation's most dangerous partner­
ships had been formed. Peter Langan 
becomes "Commander Pedro" and 
Richard Guthrie assumes the title, 
"Commander Pavel." A growing body of 
evidence suggests that the residue of this 
partnership committed countless crimes 
over a three-year reign of terror, includ­
ing robbing two-dozen banks and bomb­
ing a federal building - killing 168. 

Rebirth Of The Silent Brotherhood 
The Turner Diaries provide the oper­

ational framework for the gang. 
Guthrie and Langan will also borrow 
heavily from tactics employed by the 
Irish Republican Army. 

After his arrest, Guthrie provided 
hours of details to the FBI about the 
gang's long-term plans to attack federal 
targets. The funding mechanism would 
come from bank robberies . Wild Bill 
named the plan after his favorite televi­
sion character in The Simpsons. 

Basic Armed Resistance Tactics, or 
B.A.R.T. , was a plan that included the 
following elements: 

• Rating each target as to location, 
highway access, parking lot location, 
number of employees, switch car loca­
tion, escape route, size of the metropol­
itan area, traffic flow, etc. 

• Timing was limited to a maximum 
of 45 seconds in the bank itself, which 
included one of the thieves vaulting the 
teller counter. 

• Use of an Improvised Explosive 
Device (IED) in the bank and in the 
switch vehicle. The devices were some­
times strictly hoax devices to divert and 
delay law enforcement attention, but 
some were fashioned, mostly by 
Langan, as functional lEDs. 
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• The plan called for purchasing a 
suitable getaway vehicle at a local buy­
here, pay-here used car lot or from a 
private individual. The getaway vehicle 
would be stored in a parking lot of a 24-
hour store if necessary. 

• After an experience with explod­
ing dye packs, they added to the 
B.A.R.T. checklist that the window on 
the getaway vehicle would be left open 
during tqe robbery. 

(From FBI interviews: 4-15 March 
1996.) 

ARA Recruits 
Also making a trip to the Ozarks in 

October of 1993 are Timothy McVeigh 
and Terry Nichols. Both are dead broke, 
both have military backgrounds and 
both are vehemently antigovernment. 
And, most appealing, Tim McVeigh is a 
decorated combat soldier and experi­
enced armored car driver with two 
security jobs on his resume. Sergeant 
Mac is attractive to anyone looking for 
help robbing banks and armored cars. 

Terry Nichols' military record is not 
much to brag on. But he is a rabid anti­
tax protester and "talks-the-talk" as 
well as anyone in the Posse Comitatus. 
And, unlike most men in the move­
ment, Nichols is disarming, clean-cut, 
knows weapons and his experience 
selling real estate and traveling the gun 
show circuit has made him something 
of a horse trader. These are precisely 
the kind of men Guthrie and Langan 
are looking for. 

Robin Hood 
Immediately after the brief trip to 

the southern climes, Tim McVeigh and 
Terry Nichols will gather at James 
Nichols' farm in upstate Michigan. 
Very shortly, tragedy will strike the 
farmhouse. 

Terry Nichols' Philippine-born mail-

order wife discovers her three-year-old, 
illegitimate son suffocated in a trash 
bag. Immediately, McVeigh is a suspect. 
Marife Nichols refuses to believe her 
son's death is an accident. Local law 
enforcement does nothing to follow-up. 
No charges are filed in the case. 

As soon as the funeral is over, 
Terry Nichols moves out of the 
Michigan farmhouse and takes his 
depressed wife to Las Vegas. After a 
few weeks of bitter fighting, he puts 
the young girl on a plane back to the 
Philippines and her family. It is a 
process that will repeat itself over the 
next 18 months. 

Using the alias, Daryl Bridges, 
Nichols and McVeigh obtain a pre-paid 
calling card from the Spotlight newspa­
per. A clue to their intentions arrived 

The ARA's "heistmobi/e, " the vehicle used in many of the bank robberies. Was Tim

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in Jennifer McVeigh's mail during the 
holidays. 

Jennifer McVeigh told the FBI that 
she received a "weird letter" from her 
brother that was dated 24 December 
1993. Her brother told her, "She should 
reevaluate the identity of true crimi­
nals. He indicated that persons who rob 
banks might not be the criminals at 
all." He implied that Jews are running 
the country and a large degree of con­
trol is exercised by Freemasons. 

Jennifer told the FBI that the pur­
pose of the letter was to allow her to 
redefine her conceptions of good and 
bad. "It was Tim's 'Robin Hood' philos­
ophy," she said. 

Under intense pressure, Jennifer 
also admitted that she and her brother 
were involved in a bank robbery 
scheme. 

"He [Tim McVeigh] had been 
involved in a bank robbery, but did not 
provide the details concerning this rob­
bery .... Although he did not identify the 
participants of the robbery by name, he 
stated that they had committed the rob­
bery. His purpose for relating this was 
to request that I exchange some of my 
own money for what I recall to be 
approximately three $100 bills. I 
observed at that time that my brother 
had on his person an undetermined 
quantity of $100 bills, of which he pro­
vided me a small portion. I recall that 
my brother remarked that the money he 
had in his possession represented his 
share of the bank robbery proceeds." 

Let The Games Begin 
After mailing the "Robin Hood let­

ter," Tim McVeigh spends several more 
days at a friend's place in upper 
Michigan. Oddly, with the Super Bowl 
between the Dallas Cowboys and the 
Buffalo Bills coming up, the unem­
ployed McVeigh, a rabid Bills fan, does 
not stay at his pal's to watch the game. 
Instead, McVeigh says has other plans 
and leaves a few days before kick-off. 

On 25 January 1994, the ARA is 
credited with robbing the first in a 
string on nearly two dozen banks. 
Shortly after the Ames, Iowa, heist, 
Tim McVeigh will show up in 
Greenville, Texas. Here, he will make a 
few phone calls from a Motel 6 before 
heading back to Arizona. 

Outside Kingman, the unemployed 
drifter will rent a concrete blockhouse 
and build a wood redoubt along the 
perimeter of the property. McVeigh tells 
his pal, Mike Fortier, he expects the 
FBI to raid the property, someday. 

Around the first of April 1994, Terry 
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Nichols will take a low-paying ranch­
hand's job near Marion, Kansas. The 
same week, the ARA will rent a safe­
house two hours away in sleepy 
Pittsburg, Kansas. 

During the next several months the 
ARA will hone its robbery skills -
averaging a bank job every few weeks. 

Nichols always seems to have an 
alibi on the day of these robberies, but 
not McVeigh. Save one instance, in July 
of 1994 when the drifter flies to New 
York to see his ailing grandfather, Tim 
McVeigh continues this pattern of dis­
appearing around the time of each ARA 
heist. That is, until the Congress pass­
es sweeping gun control legislation. 

Members of the ARA see these new 
gun laws as a warning sign, straight 
from The Turner Diaries. All hell is 
about to break loose. 

The Bombing Conspiracy Is Hatched 
On 13 September 1994, Bill Clinton 

and some supporters are expected to 
gather in the Rose Garden to sign a 

major piece of gun legislation. The 1994 
crime bill is advertised as the most far­
reaching attack on gun ownership yet, 
and the Washingfon elite are full of 
themselves over the perceived victory. 

Coinciding with the White House 
event, Timothy McVeigh and the num­
ber-two man of the Aryan Nations, 
Mark Thomas, travel separately to east­
ern Oklahoma. 

On the night of the 12th, Thomas 
stays inside the Elohim City com­
pound. According to motel records, 
McVeigh checks into a $17.00 room a 
half-hour away from the ARA training 
camp. Where Langan and Guthrie 
spend the night is still a mystery. 

According to investigative reports, 
the FBI later learns that Guthrie has just 
been to see Thomas in Philadelphia, and 
has asked permission to form a new cell. 
Guthrie has decided it is time to take 
their revolution to a new level. A girl­
friend of Thomas later tells the FBI that 
during this same period the Aryan 
Nations' leader told her "his gang" 
intended to take out a federal building. 
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Eleven months later a federal grand 
jury issued indictments for the bomb­
ing of the OKC federal building. The 
grand jurors found that Nichols and 
McVeigh were involved in a conspiracy 
to bomb the federal building and it was 
formed "on or about the 13th of 
September 1994." 

The very next day, 14 September 
1994, Tim McVeigh is filmed in 
Wichita , Kansas, liquidating precious 
coins at a gold and silver exchange. 
Within 24 hours the Spotlight calling 
card purchased by McVeigh and 
Nichols will be used to make a number 
of calls to businesses that sell compo­
nents that could be used in a bomb. 

Weeks later, Tim McVeigh and at 
least four members of the ARA gather 
in Arizona. A subsequent debriefing of 
two of those present confirm that from 
1 February until the middle of March 
1995 the ARA remains in the deserts of 
Arizona. McVeigh's phone records and 
an eyewitness account confirms his 
presence during this same parameter. 

Just a few days after the ARA 
arrives in Arizona, blasting caps and 
Tovex explosives that had been stored 
in Tim McVeigh's storage unit in 
Kingman for several months are sud­
denly removed and the rent on the 
locker is allowed to expire. 

Next, gang members purchase two 
vehicles - an older model sedan and 
an aging pickup truck. However, there 
are no robberies credited to the gang 
while they are in Arizona. 

Weeks later, eyewitnesses in Kansas 
recall seeing vehicles of similar makes 
and vintages coming and going from a 
large yellow moving truck that is 
parked at Geary State fishing lake -
the precise location, where the feds 
later claimed, the bomb was construct­
ed that destroyed the federal building. 

The Aftermath 
So horrifying was the specter of the 

federal building bombing, even the 
most venomous members of the White 
Power Movement were paralyzed by 
the national revulsion. 

An example came from legendary 
paramilitary organizer of the Arizona 
Patriots, Jack Oliphant. Known as "the 
Colonel," Oliphant was an ex-con who 
served four years for his involvement 
in a conspiracy to bomb federal instal­
lations and other crimes. Oliphant 
told the LA Times , "The bastard has 
put the patriot movement back 30 
years by blowing up a building with 
people in it." 

With the feds hovering over Elohim 
City, several of the young skinheads liv­
ing there took flight. Most go into hid­
ing at Mark Thomas' farm in 
Pennsylvania. 

Guthrie and Langan close down the 
Pittsburg safehouse and open up a new 
one in Columbus, Ohio. Bank rob­
beries, though, are few and far between 
now as the ARA's image of invincibility 
falters. Bickering among members 
increases. Guthrie is considered dan­
gerous and his "devil-may-care" atti­
tude is blamed for the heat they are 
feeling. Even McVeigh's investigators 
are making regular pilgrimages to 
Elohim City, asking about contacts 
there. "Andy the German" flees to 
Europe, through Mexico - the historic 
route of many German spies. 

Possibly it's only a coincidence, but 
just as Mr. Red returns to Berlin, Wild 
Bill Guthrie is arrested on 15 January 
of 1996. The feds catch up with him in 
Cincinnati after a brief car chase. No 
shots are fired . The FBI says an infor­
mant who was a former close friend of 
Guthrie's has provided his where­
abouts. Three days later, Langan is cap­
tured outside the Columbus safehouse. 
Somehow Commander Pedro survives 
the 4 7 rounds fired at him by the FBI 
SWAT team. 

Over the next 18 months several 
more gang members are arrested. All 
but two plead guilty. Langan and one of 
the skinheads opt to go to court. Both 
will get stiff sentences. 

Mark Thomas, the reputed political 
guru behind the ARA plot, gets a sweet­
heart deal that will put him back on the 
streets in a decade. Some of the other 
men get off with sentences of fewer 
than five years. 

Let's Make A Deal 
After several weeks of interviews 

with the FBI, Guthrie agrees to make a 
deal to tell what he knows about the 
terrorist underground. But shortly 
after getting the plea bargain accepted 
by the Justice Department, Wild Bill is 
found dangling from a bed sheet in his 
cell in Covington, Kentucky. 
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That day, 12 July 1996, was also the 
day Guthrie was to be moved to a dif­
ferent facility. A reporter for the LA 
Times said she had interviewed Guthrie 
on the 11th and found him in good spir­
its and was bragging about a book he 
would write that, "Would go a lot fur­
ther into what we were doing than rob­
bing banks." 

When the AP reported the Guthrie 
"suicide," headlines blossomed and the 
internet sizzled with debate over the 
death of man who took so many secrets 
to the grave. 

James Ridgeway of the Village Voice 
wrote, "Guthrie's death was terribly 
convenient for those worried about 
what he might have to say at subsequent 
trials. A radical with strong ties to 
Elohim City and members of the ARA, 
Dennis Mahon, was ecstatic over the 
news, "He had help," Mahon told the 
Village Voice. "Let me tell you, some of 
these prison guards are on our side." 

Prison officials did an investigation 
and produced a pair of suicide notes 
they said Guthrie left for his brother 
and lawyer. Neither recipient chal­
lenged the legitimacy of the handwrit­
ing or called for an investigation. But 
what about the rumor of a book manu­
script that Guthrie had been working 
on? Initially, the feds told the media 
that they found no such manuscript. 
The unequivocal denials put to the 
rumor to rest. 

The Ghost DI Richard Guthrie 
Eventually, the United States De­

partment of Justice admitted they had 
the long-sought-after Guthrie manu­
script. Mark Hamm, an Indiana State 
University Professor of Criminology, 
was one of the first investigators out­
side government to lay eyes on it. 

Afterward, hundreds of pages of FBI 
interviews with Guthrie and other gang 
members materialized. Suddenly, the 
ghost of Richard Guthrie was taking 
shape. The apparition was as fascinat­
ing as it was illusory. 

Guthrie as a writer, was one-dimen­
sional. His unfinished manuscript 
careens down a path from robbery to 
robbery; supplying details about the 
motels they stayed in, what banks they 
robbed, how much they stole and how 
much fun they had stealing it. 

Equally important to investigators is 
what Guthrie does not say. For example, 
just as gaps in McVeigh's timeline in 
1994 match nearly every one of the 
ARA's early robberies - gaps in the 
ARA's timeline allows for the possibili­
ties that the gang participated in the 

Marion quarry robbery - where many 
of the explosives used in the bombing 
are stolen; the Roger Moore gun robbery 
in Arkansas, that yields some 75 
firearms and tens of thousands of dol­
lars in cash and jewels. Most important, 
Guthrie wrote that his gang spent from 
early February to mid-March of 1995 in 
the deserts of Arizona. And, Guthrie 
offers no evidence to corroborate an 
alibi for himself or his men on the criti­
cal days leading up to and immediately 
after the Oklahoma City bombing. 

Regarding the bombing, Guthrie 
wrote with uncharacteristic restraint, 
"Simply put, within ten years it's my 
opinion that this country will resem­
ble Sarajevo." 

Possibly the most scintillating clue 
Guthrie leaves behind is the name of a 
member of his gang, a getaway car dri­
ver named Tim. Guthrie dubs the 
young man, "Speedie" because of his 
extraordinary driving skills. 

After Guthrie died, the FBI said that 
"Tim" was really a fellow named 

"Mike" - Michael Brescia - one of 
Strassmeir's roommates at Elohim City. 

Brescia was eventually indicted with 
the rest of the gang. But the 
Philadelphia grand jury only found evi­
dence he was involved in one bank rob­
bery and that one was six months after 
the bombing in OKC. Even the FBI 
admits, Brescia was not involved in any 
of the ARA robberies in 1994 - leaving 
open the debate: Who was the getaway 
driver for the gang in 1994? 

Hoping to counter overwhelming 
evidence of McVeigh's involvement in 
bank robberies, the FBI produced inter­
views with Guthrie, where he agrees 
that "Tim" was really an alias for Mike 
Brescia. Shortly after those interviews, 
Guthrie was found dead. 

McVeigh's sister has never publicly 
commented about the bank robberies 
her brother was involved in. But some­
day she may. If the OKC bombing case 
is reopened, investigators will have 
trouble with the 'Tim is really Mike," 
theory. Strong evidence from Guthrie's 
own hand refutes the notion. 
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When Wild Bill sat down on 20 
April 1996 and began writing his story, 
he made it clear to his brother - who 
was to be the custodian of the manu­
script - that Speedie was the alias for 
Tim. Guthrie had no reason to lie. In 
fact, Guthrie warned his brother, Nick, 
to keep that page of his manuscript 
away from the media. But Wild Bill 
must have known the feds would read 
his manuscript. Was this his way of 
working a deal? Guthrie also hinted in 
the manuscript that there was at least 
one other ARA cell of terrorists that 
still could be out there. Another bar­
gaining chip? We may never know, 
Guthrie died three months later. 

On 9 April 1997 - only days before 
Tim McVeigh went on trial in Denver 
- the IRS building in Colorado 
Springs was firebombed. When the 
ATF arrived to conduct an investiga­
tion, they discovered the letters "ARA" 
painted on a wall. Exactly two years 
later, the new IRS facility in Colorado 
Springs was attacked in a similar fash-

ion. No arrests have been made or sus­
pects publicly identified. 

As it turns out, Guthrie may have 
been telling the truth about the exis­
tence of another cell and Tim McVeigh's 
connections to the ARA, as well. 

For his part, Tim McVeigh went to 
his death claiming he was never 
involved with any radical organizations. 

Peter Langan may now be looking for 
a deal. Facing a life sentence for his larg­
er than life role in the bank robbery con­
spiracy, Commander Pedro says he 
"suspects" at least three members of the 
ARA's bank robbery cell were involved 
in the bombing of the federal building 
in OKC, "And don't forget the leg .... "

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II wasn't so very long ago that 
Russian ammunition was some­
what of a mystery. However, 

the fall of Communism has changed all 
that. Today Russia is exporting large 
quantities of surplus as well as brand new 
production commercial ampmnition to 
the United States. Recently, SOF took an 
in-depth look at the most prolific brand of 
commercial Russian ammunition current­
ly being imported, Wolf Performance 
Ammunition. 

Imported by Sporting Supplies 
International, Inc., in Anaheim, Calif., 
Wolf Performance Ammunition is, with 
two exceptions, manufactured at Tula 
Cartridge Works. Located south of 
Moscow, Tula is one of the oldest indus­
trial cities in Russia with a population 
of some 600,000. 

First mention of Tula was made back 
in 1146 when it was referred to as 
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Wolf

Taydula in Russian chronicles. A city of 
great historical significance for Russia, 
it was to become the country's metal­
lurgical and iron working center. This 
began after one of Tula's blacksmiths, 
Nikita Demidov, erected two blast fur­
naces and hammer workshops. 

It was Peter the Great, though, who 
had the greatest impact on Tula. At the 
beginning of his reign Russia was terri­
torially a large power, but lacked access 
to the Black, Caspian, or Baltic Seas. To 
win such an outlet became the main 
goal of Peter's foreign policy. Armament 
production was necessary to attain 
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such ambitions, and so he enjoined 
armorers to "settle in Tula behind the 
Upa River." Here they were allowed to 
have their own lifestyles and were enti­
tled to specific rights and privileges to 
the point that they were not even 
accountable to Tula's authorities. They 
became the pioneers of the Russian 
iron working and metallurgy industry. 

late in the 19th century, S.l. Mosin 
designed the famous 7.62mm Model 
1891 magazine rifle (the Russians still 
refer affectionately to it as the 
Trekhlineika, or 3-line rifle) while at 
Tula. The Mosin-Nagant Ml891 saw 
heavy use in the Russo-Japanese War 
and during World War I when Tula 
made most of the 100,00 rifles pro­
duced each month. After the 
Revolution Tula continued to produce 
Trekhlineika rifles, Maxim guns, 

agant revolvers, and cavalry sabers. 
As the USSR began its rearmament pro­
gram in the 1930s one major goal was 
to increase output of all armament fac­
tories. This naturally required an 
increase in ammunition production, as 
well. So the ammunition and weapons 
factories of Tula were separated and an 

independent cartridge plant was set up. 
This plant became Tula Cartridge 
Works, the home for Wolf Performance 
Ammunition.

While the Russians continued 
to use corrosive berdan primers long 
after everyone else, they did it for one

A mystery round in the 1980s, Wolf 
Performance Ammunition offers 5.45x39 
ammunition to the American shooter. 
Featuring a 60 gr. FMJBT with an airpock­
et in the nose, it averaged 2,954 fps across 
the chrony. 
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tions . That being said, Wolf's primers 
are non-corrosive, guaranteed. The car­
tridge cases are manufactured from 
steel, except their 5.45xl8mm and .22 
LR Match ammunition, and have a gray 
finish topped with a protective lacquer 
coating. Steel cases are not only much 
less expensive to produce, but they are 
even biodegradable. Both the case 
mouth and primer annulus feature a 
red sealant for reliability and long stor­
age life. Projectiles feature a copper 
jacket for long barrel life in all loads 
except 5.45x39mm, which utilizes a bi­
metal jacket. Bi-metal jacketed loads 
are also available in 7.62x39mm. And, 
surprisingly, Wolf Performance 
Ammunition features a guarantee to 
refund any money, including freight 
charges, if a customer is not satisfied. 

While Wolf originally offered only 
Russian calibers this has changed and 
today they offer popular American cal­
ibers, as well. For pistol calibers they 
offer a 45 gr. 5.45xl8mm, 109 gr. 
9xl8mm Makarov, 115 gr. 9xl9mm, 
180 gr . .40 S&W, and 230 gr . . 45 ACP. 
These are all FMJ loadings with the . 40 
S&W and .45 ACP being boxer primed. 
For rifle cartridges they offer a 60 gr. 
5.45x39mm, 55 and 62 gr. 5.56x45mm, 
122 gr. 7.62x39mm, and 200 gr. 
7.62x54Rmm. These are all FMJBT's 
with HPBT's also offered in 7.62x39mm 
and 5.56x45mm. The 5.56x45mm load­
ings also utilizes boxer primers. 

In addition, they offer two grades of 
.22 LR Match ammunition, Match Gold 
and Match Target. Of these loads, all 

We tested Wolf's 7. 62x39 ammunition 's 
reliability by storing it in ocean water tor 
up to one month. While the cartridges 
rusted and discolored they still fired and 
functioned through a Kalashnikov. 

are produced at Tula Cartridge Works 
with the exception of the 7.62x54R and 
.22 LR. Tula no longer produces 
7.62x54R, so this load is manufactured 
at Novosibirsk. This is actually a good 
thing as Novosibirsk has a long history 
of producing superb 7.62x54Rmm 
ammunition, including Extra Match, as 
well as the 7Nl Sniper load. The .22 
Match ammunition is manufactured in 
Germany rather than Russia. It's pro­
duced by SK ]agd-und Sportmunitions 
GmbH, in Schonebeck. This facility has 
been producing Olympic-grade .22 LR 
ammunition for years. Of these loads,

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the .40 S&W, 7.62x54R, and .22LR are 
brand new offerings at which SOF was 
given first look. 

Since I first started shooting Wolf 
Performance Ammunition two years 
ago I've personally fired, or observed 
being fired, close to 20,000 rounds of 
their various loads. I have been nothing 
but impressed. 

The Durability Factor 
At first, though, I was quite the 

skeptic. So I set out to see for myself 
how good Wolf Performance Ammu­
nition actually was. The first thing I 
decided to do was to test it in salt 
water. I live only a five-minute walk 
from the Atlantic Ocean, so I took a 
stroll and hauled back a couple of 5-
gallon buckets of sea water. I was 
interested in seeing how well the lac­
quer coating protected the steel cases 
and how long the sealant on the case 
mouth and primer annulus enabled 
the rounds to fire. Twenty rounds from 
each of the three different 7.62x39mm 
loadings were placed in salt water. As 
a control, 20 rounds lacking the case 
mouth and primer annulus sealant 
that had been manufactured by a dif­
ferent Russian factory were also test­
ed. At one-week intervals for one 
month, five rounds of each load were 
removed and tested through a 
Kalashnikov rifle. After one week in 
salt water, all 15 rounds of the Wolf 
fired while only three rounds of the 
control lot would fire. At the end of 
testing, 58 of the 60 rounds of Wolf 
Performance Ammunition had fired 
and cycled normally. Only five of the 
20 rounds from the control lot fired 
during testing. I was impressed by this 
performance. 

After this I pulled apart some various 
loads to check their quality control. To do 
this I enlisted the aid of a friend, Donny 
Heald, and set him to work pulling bul­
lets. We looked at two calibers, 9xl9mm 
and 7.62x39mm. We weighed cases, pow­
der charges, and projectiles. No signifi­
cant variations were found. It appeared 
well-made, so the next step was for veloc­
ity and accuracy testing. 

Range-testing was performed off 
the bench firing from sandbags. 
Velocity readings were taken with an 
Oleher 35P chronograph at 12 feet 
from the muzzle. For handgun ammu­
nition we picked three calibers to test 
for this article, 9xl8mm, 9xl9mm, 
and their new .40 S&W load. Groups 
were fired at 15 yds with the 9xl8mm 
using a Makarov, and 25 yds with the 
9xl9mm out of an HS 2000 and the 

SOF was given a first look at three new loads from Wolf. New to their line-up is a 200 
gr. 7.62x54R FMJBT load; a 180 gr . .40 S&W FMJ; and .22 LR Match ammunition. 

.40 S&W out of a Glock 23. The .40 
S&W sent to us for testing was a pre­
production lot and I wanted to see 
how this load would perform. My per­
sonal carry pistol is a Glock 23, and so 
I was glad to see Wolf introducing this 
caliber to their line-up. The 9xl9mm 
in particular shot quite well accuracy­
wise. All rounds fed , cycled, and eject­
ed perfectly. Accuracy results are in 
the accompanying chart. As a last acid 
test we put 500 rounds of 9xl9mm 
through an M-11 submachinegun. 
Even at 1,200+ rpm there were no 
problems. 

To test Wolf's new 40 gr. .22 LR 
Match Target load we shot it off the 
bench at 25 yards. We fired it through 
a 1950s'-vintage Colt Match Target pis­
tol and an old Mossberg l 46B-A rifle. 
The Mossberg's target sights were 
replaced with a simple 4x40mm scope 
for testing. Both weapons performed 
extremely well with this load. The 
Mossberg consistently printed five­
shot .25-in. groups and I feel would 
have done even better with a higher 
quality scope. What this ammunition 
would do out of a true target rifle 
would be impressive indeed. And

remember, this was simply their Match 
Target, not their Match Gold load. 

Rifle loads tested were their 
5.45x39mm, 5.56x45mm, 7.62x39mm, 
and 7.62x54Rmm. A Romanian AK-74 
with an 1.0.R. 4x Tactical scope was 
used testing their 5.45x39mm load. A 
Colt H-Bar with a Springfield Armory 
6x24x56 Tactical was used testing their 
5.56x45mm. To test their 7.62x39mm I 
utilized a CZ-527 bolt gun topped with 
an 1.0.R. 4x32 hunting scope. For their 
new 7.62x54Rmm I chose to run it 
through 3 different rifles, a Finnish 
M91 , a Soviet M91/30 Sniper rifle, and 
a Russian SYD Tiger. With three differ­
ent barrel lengths I was interested in 
seeing the resultant effect on velocity. I 
was also interested in seeing how the 
200 gr. load cycled and shot out of the 
SYD Tiger. 

While Kalashnikovs have a reputa­
tion for poor accuracy the AK-7 4 per­
formed surprisingly well. Groups ran 
in the 2-in. range at 100 yards. Recoil 
on this load is extremely mild with 
superb shot to shot recovery. Like the 
7N6 military load, the Wolf 5.45x39 
loading features an airpocket in the 
nose of the projectile. This moves the 
weight to the rear of the projectile 
allowing it to be very stable in flight, 
but to rapidly destabilize upon impact. 
Stepping back to 300 yards and firing 
at IPSC targets the AK-7 4 continued to 
perform well with groups running in 
the 6.5-inch range. The AK-74 was 
shooting well enough that we tried tak­
ing head shots only at a line of seven 
IPSC targets at 300 yards . Of these 
four were perfect hits, two were struck 
low in the shoulder area, and one was a 
clean miss. I felt this to be a fine show­
ing for a Kalashnikov. With this combi­
nation I feel that I could consistently 
hit a standing figure out to 450-500 
yards , depending upon wind. 

Both the 5.56x45mm and 
7.62x39mm also performed well. I did 
notice with these calibers that Wolf's 
FMJBT loads consistently outshot their 
HPBT loads, regardless of distance. 
Reliability was flawless and there were 
no problems of any kind. The new 
7.62x54R 200 gr. FMJBT load proved to 
be a real thumper, at both ends. 
Accuracy was good, and head shots at 
300 yards with the SYD were 100%. 
Recoil off the bench with the Mosins 
was pretty attention-getting, however. 
Offhand, kneeling, or sitting was no 
problem. But the stock design and steel 
buttplate really hammered you during a 
long session at the bench. I've come 
away from fistfights that I've lost and felt 
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better. Also it was interesting to note the 
insignificant velocity gain of only 100 
fps going from a 20-in. barrel up to a 
31.6-in. tube. While I would have pre­
ferred this new load to have been in the 
standard 148 gr. weight, it's a welcome 
inexpensive load for this caliber. 

Wolf Ammo succeeds In Training 
The last, but probably the most 

important, part of this test was bring­
ing Wolf Performance Ammunition 
with me to use while training. I attend­
ed SIG Arms Academy's Level 1 and 2 
Defensive Rifle Courses in Epping, 
New Hampshire. During these courses 
I fired approximately 3,000 rounds of 
5.45x39mm and 7.62x39mm loads 
while a friend of mine, Mark Klarich, 
fired a couple thousand rounds of 
5.56x45mm. During training Wolf's 
ammunition performed flawlessly, pro­
viding 100% reliability and fine accura­
cy. The only thing I did notice was a 
large flash signature during low-light 
training. This was especially evident 
when firing in total darkness with a 
Krebs Custom 7.62x39mm AK-103K 
with its "flamethrower" muzzlebrake. 

After testing their various loads I can 
say that Wolf Performance Ammunition 
offers excellent value for the money. It 
allows someone to maintain regular 
practice without resorting to handload­
ing or busting the bank account. The 
ammunition itself is well- made, reliable 
and accurate. Their new .22 LR Match 
loads are superbly accurate. With new 
loads and calibers in the works, they are 
someone to keep an eye on. ~

"human rights cartel" too often func­
tions as a weapons system for the insur­
gents, trying ceaselessly to go after the 
security forces' top commanders, those 
of the army in particular. 

This serves to highlight yet anoth­
er point: the inadequate legal environ­
ment under which the security forces 
operate. To date, civilian law governs 
the conflict, rather than a combina­
tion of emergency provisions and nor­
mal statutes. This creates a situation 
which, operationally speaking, is 
impossible - where a misdirected 
strike becomes cause for a charge of 
manslaughter, and so on. 

What has been absent from the cur­
rent debate on legal issues and human 
rights has been a positing of any realis­
tic options for a state faced with an 
insurgent campaign that was built -
first and foremost - upon retaining the 
initiative through terror and guerrilla 
action, i.e. retaining the initiative due 
to its freedom to operate in areas where 
the government is absent. 

The point would seem elementary as 
concerns human rights groups, which 
have been among the fiercest oppo­
nents of popular mobilization: You can­
not demand the creation of a vacuum, 
then seek to blame individuals for not 
being in control of what happens in 
that vacuum. 

If It Exists, It's Legitimate? 
There is a school of thought that 

looks to the past, to the errors that have 
indisputably been made - and contin­
ue to be made - by Colombia in the 
handling of the insurgency, and argues 
that the key is conversion of the guer­
rillas into legitimate political forces -
by all means short of force. Therein 
lies the dilemma of the present situa­
tion: Such advocacy is understandable 
but will not work. 

Once an insurgent movement 
becomes a going concern, the dynamic 
that it obtains is quite different from 
that which may have given it life ini­
tially. It becomes an alternative social 
structure, able to recruit, assign, pro­
mote, and control. It is a mistake to 
equate existence with legitimacy. 

The insurgents in Colombia have no 
significant support base. To the con­
trary, they "control" territory in areas 
where there is little population - save, 
in many cases, coca/poppy/marijuana 
growers and a transplanted work force. 

FARC's minimal popular support guar­
antees that terror is its dominant con­
trol tactic. This, as was the case with 
Sendero Luminoso in Peru, distorts the 
actual insurgent position to make it 
appear as one of strength and wide­
spread dominance. 

Perhaps, of most importance, while 
the state certainly had a role in creating 
the original insurgency, and then made it 
worse, FARC combatant numbers do not 
stem from this earlier era. The present 
insurgents did not become a serious con­
cern until their historically recent 
linkup with the drug trade, then supple­
mented by "revolutionary taxation" in 
the form of kidnapping and extortion. 
Thus they - and insurgency/counterin­
surgency - cannot be separated from 
narcotics/counternarcotics. 

There are times, then, when negotia­
tions and "humanitarian assistance" 
alone are inadequate. The insurgents, 
as disciplined groups - this term to 
make clear that leadership and man­
power invariably have varying agendas, 
which are not necessarily overlapping 
- are not agrarian or national reform­
ers any more than were the Viet Cong 
or Filipino CCP. 

They are political actors. They pro­
duce the bulk of the death and 
destruction being visited upon the 
country. Indeed, one of the signal suc­
cesses of the human rights agenda has 
been to deflect attention to the symp­
tom (the popular reaction against 
insurgency) rather than to the cause 
(insurgency). 

In this fight, Colombian government 
policy may not be "right," but certainly 
there is much that is being advanced as 
analysis of the Colombian situation 
that is wrong. Drugs, to repeat, are not 
the central element of Colombia's prob­
lem. Their greatest problem is state 
fragmentation. We can talk of nothing 
until the government actually exercises 
its writ within its national territory. 

This will come about only through a 
combination of military and socio-eco­
nomic-political means. Security force 
adaptation is a necessary but not suffi­
cient component in this campaign. That 
must be a national effort that mobilizes 
the Colombian people in a determined, 
counterrevolutionary socio-economic­
political restoration, which not only 
ends the FARC insurgency, but leaves 
Colombia a stronger democracy.

The bolt shroud safety is of the 
three-position variety. When the wing 
is to the left, it is ready to fire, and 
when it is to the right, it is on "Safe" 
and the bolt is locked closed. When the 
wing is in the center, the bolt can be 
disassembled. The magazine in the 
Swedish rifles is of the five-round, fixed 
stagger-box type typical of Mausers. 

Like all pre-98 Mauser models, the 
Swedish rifles feature cock-on-closing, 
which means that the striker is cocked 
as the bolt is closed. Model '98 
Mausers featured cock-on-opening. 
One nice thing about the pre-98s is 
that the longer striker travel of the 
cock-on-closing feature meant the fir­
ing pin hit the primer with consider­
able authority. This is particularly nice 
if the rifle is to be used in extremely 
cold climates. 

The Swedish rifles have nominal bores 
of .256-inch diameter, with nominal 
groove diameters of .269. They have four­
groove rifling with a right-hand twist of 
one tum in 7.8 inches. Because of their 
fine workmanship, the actual bore and 
groove dimensions tend to be extremely 
close to the nominal numbers - not true 
of many military surplus rifles. 

Loading for the 6.5x55mm cartridge 
is simple and straightforward. Case 
length is 2.165 inches, and a standard 
large rifle primer is used. 

A standard two-die set is used to 
load for this cartridge, with the first die 
re-sizing and de-priming the case simul­
taneously, while the second die seats 
the bullet (and crimps the mouth of the 
case if that is desired). For bolt-action 
rifles, there really is no need to crimp 
the mouth of the case, but if the ammo 
is to be used in a semi-auto, crimping is 
not a bad idea. 

Because the bottleneck design of 
this cartridge is noticeably "necked," 
and because the bullet weight for bore 
diameter tends to be on the relatively 
heavy side, the slower burning rifle 
powders work best. 

Unlike many of the cartridges that 
have been chambered for the pre-98 
Mausers, the 6.5x55 has been offered in 
the full-strength form from factories 
around the world. Still, it is a good idea 
to start with suggested staring loads, 
and then work up carefully, paying 
attention for any signs of excessive 
pressure in a given rifle. Check reload­
ing manuals from the various manufac­
turers for such information. Y{'

lated among the Croatian and Bosnian 
Muslim soldiers. We exchanged stories 
and jokes, provoking laughter, mostly at 
my limited knowledge of their language. 
The lonely Serbian soldier stuck in his 
staff car saw this levity and laughter. 
The Bosnians and Croatians were 
exchanging cigarettes and were at ease. 

General Michael Jackson, comman­
der of the 3rd U.K. Division based in 
Bulford, England, was the NATO offi­
cer in charge of this first IFOR meeting. 
In Bosnia, General]ackson is in charge 
of NATO Sector Southwest, which is 
based in Gornji Vakuf. When he arrived 
at the compound, he saw to it that all 
the officers of the three warring fac­
tions were in the conference tent ready 
for the meeting. He explained to the 
participants that the purpose of this 
meeting was to understand the imple­
mentation of the rules or regulations of 
the Paris Peace Accord. The work for 
the day was twofold. First the bound­
aries were to be worked out and final­
ized. Large maps that were brought into 
the tent were rolled-up and were at 
least a meter wide. The second task of 
the day was to work on prisoner of war 
exchange. 

The Serbs tried to make some 
changes, but General Jackson stated 
that there would be no changes. That 
was done at the Dayton Accord. Once 
these two principal tasks showed signs 
of progress further meetings were to 
follow. 

General Jackson stated to the group 
and acknowledged to the Bosnians that 
he had received the Bosnians' letter 
complaining that the Serbs at one loca­
tion had advanced 300 meters to the 
top of a hill on Muslim territory to gain 
strategic advantage. General Jackson 
said he would look into it. The Muslims 
complained that the Serbs are not coop­
erating with civilian and military 
exchanges. The Muslims presented a 
long list of missing civilians and sol­
diers. Later on it was learned that this 
list mentioned that 25,000 persons 
were missing and unaccounted for. 
Through all of this discussion the Serbs 
said nothing at all. The Muslims were 
the most vocal of all the three factions. 
The Croatians were in total compliance 
with the requirements of the Paris 
Peace Accord. General Jackson let the 
three factions go to their private con­
ference rooms where they discussed 
their topics in confidentiality. He came 

out of the tent and spent five minutes 
briefing the press. Then he returned to 
the tent. 

When the meeting was finished 
General Jackson asked the three groups 
if they would like to have their picture 
taken for the press. The Muslims 
refused emphatically and were the first 
to walk out of the tent. The Serbs and 
Croats followed. Brief statements by the 
warring factions were made to the press. 

The British handled the first IFOR 
meeting conference remarkably well. 
Their soldiers performed their duties 
with a high degree of professionalism, 
yet they exhibited humor and toler­
ance. What a relief these NATO troops 
are when I compare them with the UN 
troops I have met in the past. NATO is 
the answer. The UN is not. The UN pro­
longed the horror, the killing, the atroc­
ities, the raping, the destruction in 
Bosnia and Croatia. The NATO troops 
brought this satanic carnage to a 
screeching halt. General Michael 
Jackson did a superb job in conducting 
this meeting. He laid down the law, 
what he expected and how it was to be 
implemented. 

As General Jackson was standing in 
the background watching the three war­
ring factions being interviewed by the 
press, I went to our Jeep and got a 
January 1996 issue of SOF and 
approached General Jackson. I gave 
him this copy of SOF and smilingly he 
thanked me for it and said he would 
read it that night. 

This first IFOR meeting lasted two 
hours. On our trip back to 
Tomislavgrad General Glasnovic 
stopped at the Serbian cemetery in 
Mrkonjic Grad to check on the condi­
tion of the graves and see if any vandal­
ism had occurred - none had. There 
were 38 wooden crosses on top of the 
neatly arranged rows of the graves of 
the Serbian soldiers that had died on 
the battlefield. Every grave was record­
ed and a Croatian medical officer wrote 
down the cause of death of each man. 
No autopsies were performed, but the 
types and body locations of the traumas 
that caused the deaths were recorded. 

In this same cemetery the head­
stones and graves of the dead civilians 
were decorated in the Serbian custom 
with bread, bottles of wine and plum 
brandy (slivowitz), towels and clothes. 

We resumed our trip back to 
Tomislavgrad.

both opposing elements wanted passed 
back to Vann and others. 

We should listen to officers who 
have thought deeply about these mat­
ters. One of the finest Army officers 
I've ever known, then-Colonel Eugene 
Lynch, whom I met in Vietnam, has 
thought through the world in which we 
operate. The matrices Mike has used to 
illustrate his findings are the most seri­
ous of all extensions of Clausewitz that 
his devotees have seen to date. Mike 
views the Principles of War from strate­
gic, tactical, and operational levels in 
charts that could be understood by a 
C&GSC student within a week's expo­
sure. Mike's focus on Force versus 
Power; Form versus Function, and 
Measures versus Ends would make 
young officers/operators of the Navy's 
SEALs and our Army's Special Forces 
far more valuable than their Vietnam­
era processing could do. 

Exposure to his structure combined 
with a stringent examination of their 
own past experience would provide a 
much fuller comprehension of the 
world they will now serve. 

Our most abject failing stems from 
our poor capacity to understand other 
cultures. Officers trained in anthropol­
ogy and several other social sciences 
would be useful. Our pacification pro­
grams in Vietnam would have benefited 
from such officers. I was exposed to the 
ability of anthropologists to cross cul­
tures by watching Tom Dooley's team 
work in their field hospital in 1961 in 
western Laos (Ban Houei Sai). Colonel 
Yarborough, then commanding the 
Special Warfare Center, was very sensi­
tive to any tactic likely to make our 
White Star Mobile Training Teams 
more effective. He shared his "Black 
Bag" with the graduate students of 
Weston Labarre, author of The Human 
Animal, then teaching at Duke 
University. Our Special Forces teams 
became far more effective in a matter of 
months. It is a pity none of us realized 
our successors would betray/abandon 
the Hmong mountain people that our 
new skills enabled us to recruit. 

Inertia: The Most Powerful Force 
An obvious task of the new Bush 

Administration is to resolve these con­
tinuing failures. What can be done 
other than the self-evident "close down 
and start over" response, which itself is 
not a credible solution? The just com-

pleted Hart-Rudman Commission has 
illuminated some organizational steps 
that can improve operational capabili­
ties in forces that circumstances may 
again require us to commit. The first of 
these other remedies should be to 
require agreement on "lessons learned" 
from our Vietnam folly. 

The simplistic "never again" motto 
is attractive, but it has had no real 
impact on the structure or orientation 
of the involved bureaucracies that mis­
led Presidents Eisenhower, Kennedy, 
Johnson and Nixon about Vietnam. 
What do we know now about indige­
nous cultures in areas where we may 
commit forces? 

Has our new focus on "peacekeep­
ing" missions stimulated beneficial 
evolution in the forces we may have to 
deploy around the world? Would pre­
sent technologies have resolved the sit­
uation our commitment to Somalia 
imposed on the forces sent there? What 
will be the eventual "blowback" from 
our decision to protect the people of 
Kosovo with our aircraft? Will our 
ongoing actions become more effective, 
and still be acceptable to our nation 
and the rest of the world? 

Both Prelude's and Back.fire's candid 
denunciations of the errors we made in 
Vietnam, focus on our near total igno­
rance of that culture as well as our dri­
ving obsession with the Domino theo­
ry. Lenin wrote of "sloganizing the rev­
olution." It is evident that stultifying 
intellectual concepts, when rendered 
to simple sounding phrases, can 
become an enemy's most effective 
weapon - as with the Domino theory 
we revered. Adopting this one certain­
ly disabled us and forced us to pay an 
enormous price in lives, equipment 
and national unity. 

"Blowback" is the CIA's term for 
"unintended consequences" of a policy 
or action. The book of this title by 
Professor Chalmers Johnson is another 
"must read" work. He makes it very evi­
dent that inertia is the most powerful 
force generated by bureaucracies. The 
six years I spent alongside Johnson and 
Professor Bob Scalapino of the Political 
Science Department of the University of 
California at Berkeley (1972-78) took 
me down intellectual paths that could 
have saved us enormous toll in treasure 
and lives had these been seen and 
appreciated by our decision-makers.

your bathing suit could save your or 
someone else's life. Rappelling or 
mountain climbing? Again, a good ser­
rated folder is essential equipment. My 
Scimitar takes up less space in my 
pocket than my car keys and my 
change, and weighs a lot less than a 
candy bar. There is no justification for 
not carrying a folder such as this. 

The third knife I carry is carried in 
my left front pocket. It is a Congress 
Whittler by Schatt and Morgan. This is 
an old-timer three-bladed slip-joint fold­
er like your grandpa carried, dyed 
jigged bone handles and all. This one is 
used as an all-around general-purpose 
tool and surgical instrument. You can 
peel and core an apple, strip wire, open 
a cardboard box, lance a blister, remove 
a thorn or what have you. This one is by 
no stretch of the imagination a fighting 
knife or an edged weapon, but if push 
really comes to shove and you need a 
weapon, and if you can get it deployed, 
it would work better than your finger­
nails. Barely, but in a worst-case sce­
nario, something is better than nothing. 

Each key on your key chain fits a spe­
cific lock. Those of us who carry knives 
on an everyday basis view them in much 
the same way. Each knife is carried for a 
specific purpose. If an edged weapon is 
called for, the Bowie is the first choice. 
Properly carried it is invisible. No one 
ever asks me about my Bowie, but on 
occasion someone may ask me about the 
folder I am carrying, as they see the clip 
on the edge of my pocket. The legalities 
involved in carrying ANY knife may be 
a concern depending on your locale. 
However, if you are involved in illegal 
or irresponsible behavior with a knife, 
be it folder or fixed-blade, any assistant 
prosecutor worth his salt can get you as 
much jail time with a folder as with a 
10-inch fixed blade. 

If you decide there is a need for you 
to carry a knife for your personal pro­
tection, then you must accept that there 
are risks and potential consequences 
involved. One set of risks are the legali­
ties involved in both the carry and 
deployment of this or any other weapon. 
The other lies in selecting the wrong 
knife for the emergency at hand. When 
your life may be on the line, be sure that 
you have enough knife for the job.

Last week, President Bush said he'd "not ruled out the 
possibility of sending U.S. troops to Macedonia to help quell 
unrest there." But our troops were already there - and 
many more are either on the way or on alert to go. 

Like Vietnam, we've got a whole lot of lying and covering 
up going down. How many more feet, legs and lives will be 
lost in ex-Yugoslavia before another brave Ellsberg releases 
The Pentagon Papers, Part II?
