I went to the weekly Friday-night 

"Tattoo" or military ceremony put on 
by the USMC, the USMC Band, and 
the USMC Drum and Bugle Corps at 
their Marine Corps Barracks here in 
Washington, DC last night. It was a 
very dramatic and moving ceremony, 
highlighted by the famed "Silent Drill" 
where the rifle drill team goes through 
some pretty impressive paces without 
a word of command. 

But there was a part of it that made 
me think, as a veteran of two wars and 
two other services, about handling 
your troops, your wounded and your 
veterans. When the audience was be­
ing seated, it was apparent that veter­
ans, particularly Marine veterans, no 
matter what their age or their time of 
service, were specially honored by the 
young Marines escorting all to their 
seats. Throughout the preparation, 
this special feeling of kinship and hon­
or was transmitted in various ways, 
including the announcements during 
the ceremonies. 

All Marines present wore their 
Dress Blues, as well as their full-size 
medals, of which they were most 
proud -- even those young Marines 
with the minimum awards to display. 
I can't say I've ever seen an occasion 
when any Army or Air Force troops 
wore their full-size awards, and if any 
would, they would have been made to 
feel out of place in the environment for 
their own service. 

The latter Army-Air Force "envi­
ronment" brings to mind the question: 
why award such medals if they are dis­
couraged from display? Why not just 
award the ribbons without medals? 

But, back to the ceremony. 
The show started with the guests 

of honor, to whom the show was 
dedicated and all of whom had spe­
cial seats for the ceremonies. The two 
prime ones were a Marine Lieutenant 
General, currently serving, and a Ma-

rine Medal of Honor winner from the 
Vietnam War, now working at DoD 
somewhere here in DC. However, 
the ones introduced before them who 
were given more honors were the re­
covering wounded from Iraq -- seven 
badly wounded Marines currently 
going through rehab training and sur­
geries here in DC. Several appeared 
with prosthetic limbs or in wheel 
chairs. All were treated like heroes 
even though the medals announced 
for each consisted solely of the Com­
bat Action Badge and Purple Heart, 
meaning they probably were blown 
up by the ubiquitous roadside bombs 
in Iraq and never even pulled the trig­
ger. (Some may have been awarded 
additional medals for valor, but per­
haps the Marine Corps did not want 
to distinguish some out of the rest by 
announcing those medals.) They were 
introduced, one at a time, and each 
marched solemnly alone (or, in one 
case, was wheeled out in a wheel chair 
by another Marine) from the Barracks 
to their place of honor in the stands. 
Each man's history was read aloud: his 
date of entry into service, his home­
town, his unit and where, when and 
how he was wounded. No information 
about the wounds was given other 
than that he "suffered serious injury 
to the [arm, legs, head, etc.)" and that 
he was undergoing rehabilitation or 
undergoing surgery at Marine Corps 
facilities in the DC area. 

The crowd gave them several stand­
ing ovations and they were made to feel 
like they were quite special. I could 
tell from the attitude of the young Ma­
rines around us, both in the audience 
and as ushers/guides, that they were 
impressed with the devotion and sac­
rifice each made -- it was emphasized 
in their ceremony that night. 

The impression I got from the 
night's ceremonies -- and from Marine

The "Baseless and Gratuitous Slur" 

is well based in demonstrable fact. 
Thank you for your response and I am 
pleased that you work with law abiding, 
upstanding companies. 

Your point of small farmers and other 
small business hiring illegal aliens is 
well taken. But I take exception to your 
charge that the statement in my article 
in a previous issue of SOF that big busi­
ness promotes illegal immigration is a 
"baseless and gratuitous slw:" 

One dragnet operation last April tar­
geting Houston-based IFCO Systems, 
Inc. resulted in arrests of more than 
1100 illegal workers: 53% of the Social 
Security numbers 011 IFCO's payroll of 
_5,800 workers during 2005 were either 
bogus, did not match the name registered 
with the Social Security Administration 
for that number, or belonged to children 
or deceased people. Milwaukee journal 
Sentinel made that report. 

AP reports that well more than 
100,000 illegal aliens moved to the Gulf 
States after. Hurricane Katrina with 
promises by contractors of high wages 
to reconstruct the damage. AP calls the 
undocumented workers the "backbone" 
if the rebuilding. The news agency also 
oints out the abuses. 

And in a related trend, and one that 
is especially alarming because of the 
pig bucks making legal implications, 
big business is making move.s to legalize 
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cheap skilled labor, resulting in squeez­
ing out Americans. The Business Round­
table, a group made up of the CEOs of 
the nation's largest corporations, and 
the National Association of Manufactur­
ers, lobbied for provisions in the Senate 
bill that would increase the number of 
skilled worker's H-lB visas from 65,000 
to 115,000 by 2007. 

Then let's talk about really big busi­
ness. Bill Gates of Microsoft, who went to 
Washington to personally lobby, and In­
tel are some of those that pushed for im­
migrant high-skilled labor. Critics claim 
that it is about cheap labor costs, based 
on lower salaries paid to H-lB work­
ers. That puts a crunch on Americans 
who have to spend enormous amounts of

money to get an education and rish be­
ing squeezed out by Indians, Chinese, or 
other nationals that accept much lower 
wages. The companies have enough mon­
ey to attempt to change the immigration 
laws, but in the final analysis the goal 
is cheap labor. In just ONE YEAR, 2004, 
Microsoft reportedly spent $9.46 million 
on hiring more than two-dozen firms for 
lobbying in Washington, with immigra­
tion listed as a top priority, according 
to the nonprofit Center for Responsive 
Politics. That same year, computer and 
Internet industries spent $70.5 million 
on lobbying, with the same agenda, one 
reporter at salon.com wrote. 

A very common ploy is for govern­
ment municipalities and other agencies 

currently serving in Afghanistan in a 
rough area, and would be a great unit 
to support until their return in Febru­
ary 2007. This is LTC Mike Howard's 
second trip to Afghanistan, and is 
living in conditions less than we en­
joyed over the last year. He's a great 
commander, and has a great unit ... 
please pass on the support that you 
have provided my men. His POC is: 

to contract for labor, for example build­
ing roads and maintaining parks, etc. 
The contractors bid for the contracts, of 
course with the lowest bid winning the 
deal. I have spohen to contractors who 
say they have no chance of competing 
because the contractors with low bids 
hire illegal immigrants at low wages. Of 
course the government agencies take no 
responsibility because they do not "hire" 
the illegals. 

Need I say more? If Microsoft officials 
seek your consulting services, maybe you 
can straighten them out. 

I do find your solution to re-exporting 
illegals, quite intriguing.

In August, 2004, two beautiful 
Mexican-American women in their 
twenties took the short drive from 
Laredo, Texas, across the Rio Grande 
to Neuvo Laredo, Mexico to celebrate 
one of the women's birthdays. They 
disappeared. Over forty other Ameri­
cans crossing the five minute bridge 
from the Texas side of "Dos Loredos" 
to the Mexican side have gone miss­
ing. The mysteries of their disappear­
ances are still unsolved. 

"People have been kidnapped and 
then burned alive in gas drums," one 
journalist told CBS. "These types of

deaths have become bone-chilling." 
Four Mexican under-cover Federal 

Drug Agents were killed in a gun fight 
as they approached a "safe" house 
used by one of the drug cartels that 
are trying to control the drug traffic 
through the city, Texas Rep. Ted Poe 
(R) told the Texas House of Represen­
tatives in May. 

The U.S. Embassy in Neuvo Laredo 
was ordered to be temporarily closed 
after 30 masked gunmen opened fire 
on a suspected drug-cartel safe house 
blasting off its doors and strafing the 
facade with bullets. 

Six men trapped in the house re­
turned fire in a gun battle that raged 
for 20 minutes, littering the street 
with spent cartridges and sending 
neighbors diving for cover, Reuters 
recently reported. 

Two years ago the El Manana's 
reporter who was exposing official 
crime in Neuvo Laredo, was stabbed 
outside his home. A year later, a re­
porter for the main radio station, 
was executed in broad daylight shot 
outside of the station's office. She had 
just filed a report on the assassination 
of a local attorney, according to the St. 
Petersberg Times. 

One Police Chief was riddled with 
35 bullets in 2005 after only seven 
hours of duty during the crackdown. 
Sixteen police officers were assassi­
nated during the first few months of 
this year.

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Rowdy Soldiers in Camounage Shorts 
"I bought my first copy of Sol­

dier of Fortune Magazine in Beirut in 
1978 when I was a Para in a French 
Special Forces Anti-Terror unit," the 
famed French Combat journalist Eric 
Micheletti told me in his office in Par­
is. 

"I first met Robert K. Brown at a an 
SOF convention in Las Vegas in 1986. I 
was still totally impressed by Soldier of 
Fortune Magazine and anxious to pub­
lish a military magazine here. " 

"The French, who had seen publici­
ty on SOF, and who are unfortunately a 
little arrogant, did not understand the 
magazine or mentality of rowdy soldiers 
in camouflage shorts. They thought the 
magazine was just for those who want 
to fantasize," Micheletti said. 

Anyone who had ever been to the 
highly publicized, notorious Soldier of 
Fortune conventions would know that 
'rowdy' must be a very polite French 
term for the wildest, most disorderly, 
boisterous, hard drinking, hard party­
ing jamboree of any military heroes, 
veterans, wannabees, and observers in 
history. 

"But I understood the seriousness 
of the magazine's military journalism," 
Micheletti added in his well-modulated 

Whether Orderly or 
Chaotic, Adrenalin Rules 

Like SOF Publisher Robert K. 
Brown, Micheletti had reached for the 
combat journalist's tempestuous skies, 
and both had succeeded through their 
warriors' fighting spirit and tenacious 
bull-headedness in spite of seemingly 
insurmountable obstacles. 

Although the two magazines, one 
American, and one French, had to cater 
to different audiences in differing envi­
ronments, both Brown and Micheletti 
had found a way to support their lust 
for adventure and an adrenaline rush 
- Brown with SOF, Micheletti with 
RAIDS. 

I looked around Micheletti's well­
organized office set in the heart of the 
city of architectural wonders and his­
torical birthplace of artists, composers, 
and philosophers. The walls were dec­
orated with military plaques, trophies, 
exotic flags, and combat photographs. 
The medals and uniforms and all of the 
symbols of a global career filled with 
adventure and packed with danger 
were in logical order. 

The compact office in the crowded 
cosmopolitan heart of Europe was quite 
a contrast to the chaotic museum that 

is Robert Brown's rambling 
office in Boulder, Colorado, a preten­
tious liberal aberration in the heart of 
cowboy country. 

There, you also find scores of med­
als, photographs, plaques and flags , 
but the piles and displays fill the in­
credulous visitor's mind with either 
fascination or sensory overload . Heaps 
of books and folders are scattered here 
and there, trophies decorate every 
inch of the walls and doors . One has 
to be careful not to trip over the exotic 
memorabilia liberated from Viet Nam, 
Afghanistan, Rhodesia, South Africa, 
Asia, the Middle East, El Salvador, and 
every combat zone imaginable. Brown 
somehow managed to bring the wars 
back to his office. 

Man-sized osseous souvenirs, and a 
life-size pickled brain either mesmer­
ize or terrify the newcomer. Hunting 
trophies guard the entranceways, the 
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halls, and walls of the mammoth of­
fice . 

Those who cannot meet the chal­
lenge of the Rhodesian Army recruit­
ing posters plastered on the walls , 
demanding to "Be a Man Among Men," 
had just as well leave. 

legends of the f rench 
legionnaires and other Heroes 

"When I came back from my various 
deployments ," Micheletti recollected, I 
found it hard to find a copy of SOF, so 
I was convinced that Europe needed a 
French version, perhaps with a differ­
ent twist. " 

Why not? After all, France was the 
birthplace of the exotic French For­
eign legion that has never been out 
matched. And the French have had a 
long closet love affair with some of the 
most notorious French meres, rogues, 
and combat journalists in history, in­
cluding Bob Denard, Patrick Chauvel 
and Yves Dehay. 

The imperialistic French were al­
ways involved in some military ad­
venture in Algeria, the Ivory Coast, 
Morocco, Angola or Mozambique. The 
French were in Syria and Lebanon in 
the early 201h twentieth century, and 
were the ones that left the Vietnam 

fiasco before the United States got so 
entangled in the civil war. They left 
their footprints in Haiti, and French 
Guyana, among other global hot spots. 
France had victories, and she also had 
her butt kicked. 

Micheletti was the man for the job 
of creating a French style SOF. 

"I parachuted behind Russian lines, 
where my unit dug a trench as we 
searched for information on any future 
atomic tactical attack. I penetrated into 
China, was in South Africa, and in the 
war in Mauritania when the French 
Government supported the Maurita­
nian army that was under attack," he 
said. 

"I was a journalist in Ireland for one 
year, supervising a technical military 
magazine that failed. Then I came back 
to France and met with a publisher 
and told him I had a brilliant idea to 
publish a magazine about armies and 
war. The only magazine in the world 
already doing this_ was SOF." 

He had help from the famed combat 
journalist and photographer Yves De­
hay, a French Foreign legion veteran, 
who Brown first met in Rhodesia in 
1980 when they were in the last firefi­
ght of the terr war together. Micheletti 
and Dehay had parted ways six months 

before our visit in Micheletti's office. 

A f rench-Style SDI is launched 
"The first 4 7 page copy, published 

in the mid 1980's, covered some fiction, 
survival, and NBC weapons. I laid out 
the text and the photos," he recalled. 
He still continues to decide all of the 
editorial content and the layout. 

"We print 35,000 copies a month 
and sell 30,000. France is a small 
country, so we have a presence on each 
newsstand. 

"I have covered every imaginable 
conflict, including Kosovo, Bosnia, Is­
rael, Palestine, Afghanistan, Pakistan, 
the Ivory Coast." 

The energetic, ambitious Micheletti 
is a prolific writer and is fascinated 
with Special Forces and militaries of 
different countries. His special fea­
ture books include Special Forces, War 
Against Terrorism in Afghanistan and 
Special Forces, War Against Terrorism in 
Iraq, Seals in Iraq, and Seals in Vietnam. 
I was especially intrigued by the copy 
of the graphically stunning Warriors 
From the Deep: The Extraordinary His­
tory of the World's Combat Swimmers. 
It was in English, and I suspected that 
an excerpt would be interesting to SOF 
readers. Micheletti graciously provided 
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the excerpt (Please see the excerpt in 
this issue on page 40). 

A French Combat Journalist's 
Philosophy on War 

Micheletti had seen it all, and takes 
a philosophical view about the war in 
Iraq. 

"I was worried that the main armies , 
the United States and the British were 

involved and it was a pity the French 
army was not involved. It would have 
been interesting for training and oper­
ating in a real large operation since the 
French army has not fought a major 
battle since the end of Algeria. 

"The first Gulf War was like run­
ning a race. I was on the battlefield just 
after to look around. It was not a war. 
Iraq would have been a chance for the 

French army to be in a real war, since 
the French army does not have ad­
equate equipment. It is only equipped 
for war in Africa not a real war. 

"The Army is a total of 300,000 and 
many are spread out, 4,000 in the Ivory 
Coast, 2,000 in the Balkans, 1,000 in 
Afghanistan, more in Guyana and the 
Pacific."

For those who might be inter­
ested, I have just built up what I 
call a "Poor Man's Sniper Rifle." 
With top-notch rifles exceeding 
$1000 with scope and accesso­
ries, I wanted to see what I could 
put together for around $700 that 
would shoot with the high-dollar 
sticks. 

I already owned a Remington 
700 PSS police sniper rifle in .308 
and a Remington 700 Sendero in .300 
WinMag, both of which are tack driv­
ers out to 500 yards, and hold very 
respectable shot groups out to 800 
yards and beyond. But both, when 
equipped with a quality mildot scope 
and Harris bipods, exceed $1200 in 
completed cost. 

I had once owned a Savage 11 OFP 
in .308 and was very happy with its 
accuracy. In fact, my old friend Carlos 
Hathcock once spent a week with me 
and said that the Savage tactical rifle 
was "the best off-the-shelf stick for 
the money you could get." If it was 
good enough for the Gunny, it was 
good enough for me. 

I've often been asked "what is the 
difference between a Remington 700 

and a Savage llO when it comes 
to accuracy?" and I've normally 
replied "the shooter." It doesn't 
matter what you buy, it won't 
make a marksman out of you if 
you can't shoot to begin with. It 
takes proper training and prac­
tice, and a decent rifle with good 
optics, to hone 
your skills. But 
if you can't af­
ford a top-of­
the-line rifle 
with a high-dol­
lar scope, what 
can you do on a 
limited budget 
and still be suc­
cessful on the 
range?

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I decided to put 
something together for 
my grandson to teach 
him how to shoot, and 
also have a varmint rifle 
for my ongoing war on 
skunks and other preda­
tors that think they can 
come and go as they 
please around here. I 
decided to use .223 
since ammo is cheap 
and there is virtually 
no recoil. I then bought 
a new, out of the box 
Savage lOFP, which is 
Savage's version of a 
heavy barrel tactical 
rifle (basically a varmint 
rifle with a plastic stock, 
on a short 110 action). 
Cost: $4 78.00. I didn't 
do anything to the ac­
tion as it comes with an 
adjustable trigger that 
felt fine as-is. 

I decided to try out 
a Barska 6x24 mildot 
scope with large wind­
age and elevation knobs 
that are externally 
adjusted, plus adjust­
able objective lens 
(AO). Having an AO 
lens means that if you 
wear glasses or reading 
glasses, you can adjust

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You simply adjust the 
crosshairs to be in focus with 
the lens focus ring and the 
target to be in focus with the 
AO . You can't do this with 
non-AO scopes. 

The Barska has a large 
AO/Parallax focus knob on 
the left side of the scope that 
makes this very easy. It is 
made in Russia, but has clear 
multi-coated glass and ap­
pears to be well constructed. 
Cost: $178.00. I installed 
it with Leupold base and 
rings ($48.00). Total cost of 
the system without bipods: 
$712.00. 

I'm lucky, because I live 
in the country and my house 
backs up to 300 acres of gov-

most in half with shots 9 through 16. 

ernment land. I therefore had a range 
set up that I can shoot from my back 
deck. 

Using the rifle and sight-in stand I 
shot 20 rounds to sight in and make 
final adjustments, then 32 rounds 
"for score." Using cheap "Wolf" 
brand 65-grain ball ammo, I first fired 
16 rounds at a 2" bull at 85 yards 
(maximum distance from my deck to 
the target board which is actually my 
pistol range berm), then 16 rounds at 
a l" bull. Wind was blowing from the 
right at 10 mph gusting to 20, making 
it an interesting day to try and hold 
on target. I adjusted for point-of-aim, 
point-of-impact. The photos show 
how well the rifle (and the shooter) 
did despite the windy conditions. 
Not too bad for someone as old and 
beat-up as I am, and a rifle that didn't 
cost a thousand bucks! ~ 

Craig Roberts was a U.S. Marine in 
Vietnam and served as an automatic 
rifleman and sniper.

The Commander had a good plan:

It was 
the day before the election at about 
1000 hours when the soldiers of the 
3'd POB opened fire with 14.7mm anti 
aircraft guns (the Iraqis love those 

damn guns) from the roof of the old 
hotel in their compound. 

Much To Do About Something 
They were shooting across the 

river. I know why we didn't go see 
what they were shooting at, the truth 
is the Iraqis like to shoot their guns 
more then I do and that is saying 
something. About five minutes later 
one of the Iraqi soldiers came up to us 
and asked for help. He said there was 
some wounded on the roof and they 
were taking sniper fire from the other 
side of the river. I told SSG Kennedy 
to get the guys moving and on the 
roof. I told SGT Cochran to call the 
CO and tell him we had been asked 
to help the POB as they were under 
fire and they had wounded, and that l 
would keep him informed. 

I then looked to the top floor of the 
hotel and back down at the ramp on 
the Bradley, and there was my sniper 
rife, the Barrett .50 cal, and Kennedy's 
Ml4. I snagged Kennedy's Ml4 and 
took off to the rooftop. Kennedy, on 

the other hand was less 
then happy to carry it to 
the roof (hey, I'm old, 
give me a break). By the 
time we had made it to 
the roof, the Iraqis were 
pinned down by the in­
surgents. 

I moved across the 
roof, putting my sol­
diers into posltlon. 
SSG Kennedy set up 
his sniper rifle and was 
looking for the sniper. 
SGT Rodriguez spotted 
an insurgent moving 
with an AK-4 7 and fired 
on him at more then 500 
meters, hitting him with 
the second shot. I was 
looking for the sniper 
but could not ID him. 
The insurgent's sniper 
was all over us. I was 
the only one moving on 
the roof and the insur­
gent sniper was hitting 
all around me. I had just 
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got the Ml4 set up when a 7.62x54 
round hit the wall next to my head. 

So You Want to Play? 
I was so pissed, I never wanted to 

shoot some one in the face as I did at 
that moment and then the bastard hit 
the wall again, hitting me in the face 
with part of the wall for the second 
time. A round hit next to my head 
but that was the insurgent's mistake: 
I saw the smoke coming from his 
rifle. It was a long way off. I used my 
Bushnell laser range finder to get the 
range. It was 852 meters ... and there 
were two of them shooting at me and 
my men. They were lying down and I 
only had a head shot. The scope I had 
on my Ml 4 was a mil-dot Bushnell 
Elite 4200 that I had not zeroed in the 
past month. Now that I had the range

of the snipers, I pointed them out to 
the rest of my platoon and told Ken­
nedy to take the one on the right and 
I would take the left, and to fire after 
me. I fired. My shot was on line, but 
short by about 10 meters. That was 
close enough to make him stand up 
and when he did I fired three more 
rounds hitting him in the chest and 
hip. I told Kennedy the range adjust­
ment and he fired at the second in­
surgent hitting him in the head. The 
insurgent fired at the same time that 
Kennedy fired, hitting the wall next 
to Kennedy and bouncing off Kenne­
dy's hand. Then the woods emptied 
out. There were six or seven more 
insurgents running with weapons to 
a white truck. I then had the rest of 
my platoon open fire at the truck, 

stopping it and killing all insurgents 
inside. This whole firefight had only 
taken 10 minutes from start to finish. 
I called up the Commander and told 
him what had happened. He said he 
would be by in about 10 minutes and 
wanted to see where the bad guys 
were. 

Fast Shooters, Slow learners 
After the sniper battle with the 

insurgents, we were ready for a quiet 
night - thinking that the insurgents 
had learned their lesson, but as you 
know, some guys never learn. As soon 
as the sun had gone down I moved my 
Bradley and SSG Kennedy's Bradley 
out on the riverbank in over-watch 
of the far side. At 2300 hours, five 
insurgents pulled up across the river 
in a truck and started firing mortar 
rounds across the river at the 3rd POB 
headquarters. I had my Bradley sit­
ting almost in front of where the jack­
ass stopped. After the first round was 
fired, SGT Cochran had the truck in 
his night sight and opened up on the 
mortar team, killing two of them with 
the 2Smm main gun on the Bradley. 
The 23 HE rounds took two insur­
gents out in a flash. 

The other two jumped back in the 
truck and headed into the nearby 
town, leaving one of their buddies 
running after them. He didn't make it. 
The 2Smm cut him in half. SGT Co­
chran had to stop firing at the truck 
when it went behind a farmhouse. 
We could see the truck but we could 
not shoot it without causing collat­
eral damage. CPT Burgoyne was at a 
command post close by and had been 
tracking everything that had been go­
ing on, and had air support en route 
to us. Once again the apaches came in 
and picked up the truck right a way. 
CPT Burgoyne gave them the order 
to fire. The first Apache came in and 
opened up on the insurgent truck 
with his 30mm chain gun and then 
his wingman opened up on it. Need­
less to say, two more insurgents met 
their maker. And just for the record, 
the Iraqi people had a very peaceful 
election with no insurgent activity in 
Crazy Horse's zone.

Colonel Brown: 

I was one of the Marines you talked 
to last November, out at Gunsite when 
we went through the first foreign weap­
ons courses for Marines. I've attached a 
picture for you of a gun we captured a 
few weeks ago. The insurgents were fir­
ing it at us while attacking our Combat 
Outpost. To set an example for the Iraqi 
soldiers, six of us Advisors and two inter­
preters went into the attack: Killed one, 
wounded three, captured six and best 
of all we took this l 45mm anti-aircraft 
gun from them. You'd have liked to have 
been here. Below is a quick description 
of advisor duty here in Iraq. Hope you're 
doing well. 

The Gunsite training is paying off 

It enabled us to immediately assist the 
Iraqis in using their own weapons better.

Background: The people in the pic­
ture are serving as members of a Mili­
tary Transition Team, a Group of Advi­
sors embedded with an Iraqi Battalion 
on a combat outpost, separated from 
other American forces by many miles. 
The size of this team is 14 Marines and 
one Corpsman. The Advisors eat, sleep, 
and fight side by side with their Iraqi 
soldiers. While every member of the 
team has a specific billet, there are no 
true specialists. Every Advisor patrols, 
conducts convoys as driver, gunner, or 

commander, treats casualties, stands 
duty as the Senior Watch Officer, and 
gives advice and mentorship to their 
Iraqi counterparts. 

The Battalion conducts a minimum 
of four dismounted combat patrols per 
day. Every one of these patrols has two 
Advisors on them. Every Advisor has 
seen multiple firefights on these pa­
trols . Often, a patrol will be in contact 
three to four kilometers outside of the 
Combat Outpost (COP), across broken 
terrain, with only 15 to 20 Iraqis and 
two U.S. Advisors. Armed only with 
their rifle , M203 and radio, these ad­
visors fight the enemy, encourage the 
Iraqi forces to fight, call for supporting 
arms, treat wounded Iraqis and them­
selves, arrange for CASEVAC, all while 
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trying to provide guidance and direc­
tion to the Iraqi Company Commander. 
Due to a severe shortage of interpret­
ers, more than half of these patrols go 
out without the benefit of an interpret­
er, and this adds to the difficulty of the 
task faced by the Advisors in contact. A 
Company Advisor's responsibilities in 
contact are akin to the responsibilities 
normally borne by a Marine Company 
Commander. 

Additionally, the Battalion conducts 
a minimum of two convoys per day. 
Every one of these convoys has four 
American Advisors along. This danger­
ous stretch of road is subject to IED 
and sniper attacks almost daily. 

The COP these Advisors live on is a 
Spartan collection of buildings on the 
north side of the Euphrates River be­
tween Ramadi and Fallujah. This out­
post, guarded only by Iraqis, has been 
subject to eight bona fide assaults by in­
surgent forces and has received nearly 
200 mortar and rocket rounds just dur­
ing the past three months. Nearly every 
building on the COP has been struck 
by mortars, rockets, rocket-propelled 
grenades, or machinegun fire - most on 
numerous occasions. 

Through hands on-mentorship, sage 
guidance, and leadership by example, 

these Advisors have greatly increased 
the capabilities of the Iraqi Battalion as 
a whole and their specific counterparts 
in particular. Through their efforts, the 
Battalion is much closer to being able 
to stand alone with no direct coalition 
support. 

The Battalion was not in a formative 
or training status when the Advisors 
arrived: The Battalion was already re­
sponsible for all actions in its own Area 
of Operations (AO). There was no "rear 
area." The COP it occupied was right 
in the middle of its AO and subject to 
daily incoming rounds. The training 
conducted by the Advisors includes 
oversight of orders processes and 
participating in patrols or operations, 
followed by critiquing and providing 
remediation on faults noted, after the 
mission was completed. 

As Advisors under these conditions, 
these Marines and one sailor continue 
to exhibit bravery and courage on a 
daily basis. 

The Team - call sign "Cowboy" - is 
made up of one Major, two Captains, 
three 15

' lieutenants, one Gunnery 
Sergeant, five Staff Sergeants, one 
Sergeant, one Corporal and one P02

Virtually unknown to many, but 
acknowledged as ranking among 

· the best in the world by their NATO 
counterparts, the German Combat 
Swimmers or Kampfschwimmer 
(KS) could, just like their WWII 
forebears, make their motto "To 
achieve a lot with very little." 

The Kampfschwimmer Kompanie 
is specifically trained to undertake 
special missions for the German 
Navy. In 1996, the Kampfschwim­
mer Kompanie changed its name 

to KSKp so the newly formed Ger­
man army special forces command 
could use the KSK acronym (Kom­
mando Spezial Krofte). During 
this period, the German Defense 
Minister and the German Chief 
of Staff unsuccessfully tried to 
create a joint special operations 
command as the Americans, the 
British and the French had done 
before. However, the Luftwaffe and 
the Bundesmarine refused to give 
up their special units and aircraft 

to a new joint command, for fear of 
losing those assets to the numeri­
cally superior army component. 

Currently, the KSKp is attached 
to the SEKM, which stands for Spe­
zialeEinsatz Marine, or Navy spe­
cial detachment, which is in charge 
of protecting German vessels as 
well as boarding and searching 
potentially hostile shipping. The 
SEKM has also been tasked with 
beach reconnaissance missions 
and with the protection of German 
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Since 2003, the German combat swimmers have seen a broadening of their spectrum of operations by 
receiving a specific part of special KSKp operations within the frame of hostage or German national rescue 
operations. At the beginning of the year 2004, several groups of German tourists were kidnapped in the 
Sahel region of Africa. Surrounded by the greatest level of secrecy, the German government then decided 
to launch a special operation centered on the KSK HALO parachute teams reinforced, according to some 
reports, by some KSKp elements. This operation supposedly received the full backing of the countries where 
the hostages were being held. Meanwhile, the hostages were freed and the hostage takers were stalked 
and finally destroyed by the Algerian and Malian armies, supported by interested Western secret services.

As is not uncommon among 

elite units, after the selection 
course less than 5% of the origi­
nal number are awarded their in­
dividual, numbered, "fish" - the 
combat swimmer badge. Those 
new KS are then integrated within 
the Kompanie in order to complete 
their combat swimmer training.

When Germany was re-united, a 
mass of former East-block military 
equipment was made available. 
Ordnance procurement for Ger­
man combat swimmers has always 
been eclectic - which played a role 
in their being able to "achieve a 
lot with very little." Weapons and 
equipment comprises both ex­
otic infantry weapons, as well as 
weapons and equipment specially 
designed for use in a marine or un­
derwater environment. 
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The HK P-11 Underwater Pistol

KS have been issued the G36 in its 
various iterations. 

Here, KS trains to evacuate a Ger­
man national from a hostile area. From 
the tactics to the equipment used by 
the KSKp, the U.S. Navy SEAI.S influ­
ence is obvious: This is in a great part 
due to the excellent working relation­
ship between the two units. 

Heckler and Koch 502 
In a Maritime Counter Terrorist 

(MCT) exercise: The aim of such an 
exercise is to seize the ship, to search 
it and to try and capture any "hostile" 
while doing so. This is a new mission 
for the KS, which fits squarely in the 
new frame of the SEKM offensive 
missions. Notice the use of the rarely 
seen HK502 semi-automatic shotgun 
(above), always an effective weapon 
for close quarters, and more suitable 
than rifles for some maritime applica­
tions where a ship's cargo might be 
vulnerable to rifle fire. 

On a long Range Patrol Exercise: 
More and more, the KS' missions are 
turning towards land operations and 
MCT, shifting away from the Cold 
War fundamentals of underwater of­
fensive operations. Currently, the 
average age of the KSKp members is 
29 while candidates for selections are 
aged 21 to 22. Notice that the point 
man is armed with an HK GS LMG 
- essentially a belt-fed G3 - which 
provides LRP missions with light­
weight firepower. 

The KSKp has its own sniper 
cell. It fields 7.62X5lmm Accu­
racy International G-22 sniper ri­
fles, like many other special units 
in the world. KSKp snipers are 
mostly used in support of other 
Bundesmarine units and they tend 
to operate either from helicopters 

or from other German 
Navy ships. 

The KSKp also use 
the various HK sub­
machine guns, from 
the HK MPS SD to the 
HK MP5A3.

KS Individual Equipment 
The KS use different types of wet 

suits (5 mm and 10 mm thickness) as 
well as Belouga dry suits; Poseidon 
masks; LAR V rebreather (because the 
LAR VI is ill-suited to their needs); 
currently, trials of the French FROGS 
system made by Aqualung are under­
way; wooden diving boards (in the 
future , they will receive a different 
board, developed by Atlas Electronic, 
which is fitted with a pinger); Teflon 
and titanium Boeker dive knife; Ocean 
2000 dive watch; two pairs of fins , a 
Giant and a Falcon. 

KS do not use non-magnetic equip­
ment, in order to save on costs and 
because it has been decided that only 
clearance divers working on mines 
had a real need for such gear. Also, 
about 10 years ago, an underwater 
delivery vessel developed by the Ger­
man SDN Atlas company was tested 
in Eckernforde, but the Navy consid­
ered its price as too high. For this rea­
son, the KS have to "make do" with a 
dozen underwater tractors instead. 

The Commando kayak is pro­
duced by the German firm Klepper 
Faltboote AG. It comprises a folding 
boat that allows the stealthy surface 

water movements of one or two men 
loaded with 450 kilos of equip­
ment in all nature of maritime 
and riverine environments 
and in most weather over 
distances of up to fifty 
kilometers a day. 

Carrying the Com­
mando from its stor­
ing place to its place 
of deployment can 
be done by one man, 
either in its dis­
mantled or rigged 
form. The kayak can 
fit neatly into three 
bags - two in a pinch 
- and it is also pos­
sible to airdrop either 
dismantled or rigged 
kayaks. Airdropping 
tests (without a parachute) 
were conducted from an 
altitude of 60 meters and 
at a speed of 290 km/h 
and they have shown that 
only 10 % of kayaks free­
dropped in such a way had 
to be written off. Only 10 
minutes are necessary to 
rig a kayak, the assembly 
of the wooden structure 
and its insertion into the 
"skin" of the kayak only 
requiring one crewmem­
ber. There is no need for 
tools and there are no iso-
lated spare parts. 

Within the context of defensive op­
erations, the Commando can be used 
to protect high-value targets such as 
dams, locks or harbors, in all sorts of 
weather, as well as to patrol swamps, 
wetlands, border rivers and lakes, or 
to conduct Economic Exclusive Zone 
(EEZ) patrols in order to interdict in­
filtration in difficult areas. 

In offensive operations, the Com-

man do kayak allows 
stealthy water insertion with 

a heavy load over long distances; it 
can be used to perform reconnais­
sance operations, hydrographical or 
defense survey operations or even 
operations combining a maritime and 
a land phase during which the kayak 
is taken out of the water and hidden. 
All these operations still can be per­
formed in very rough seas, cold wa­
ters and strong winds. 

The kayak is 5.20 m. long and 87 
cm wide. Its empty weight is 37 kg., 
and it displaces 500 liters. Its load 
volume (less crew) is one cubic me­
ter; its dismantled volume is .20 cubic 
meter.

Perhaps the Prime Lodges Have Earned A Few Stars Over Time? 
By Andrevv Tallmadge 

A friend wrote me to tell me that his 
friend (a mutual acquaintance) is go­
ing to Zimbabwe (jormerly known as 
Rhodesia in the late '70's) for a hunting 
trip, suggesting my prior trip to that 
country was similar but for the accom­
modations. It triggered some memories, 
and here is my answer to his comment 
about the planned hunting trip: 

It'll be a lot different than in our 
experience, as he's doing it 5-star. 

Well, our base of operations was 
one of the hunting lodges. I don't 
know if I'd call it five-star, but after 
weeks in the field without adequate 
water or washing facilities, it seemed 
like a hotel to us. It came complete 
with a huge (nearly dinner plate­
sized) tarantula type spider in the 
bathroom, watching us from an eye­
level counter opposite as we sat to do 
our business each day ... Our attitude, 
having been chasing insurgents and 
terrorists day-by-day was "live and let 
live," so he stayed on his counter and 
didn't bother us and we returned the 
favor by staying on the throne and not 
bothering him. 

The lodge we went to after every 
5-10 day patrol was a large building 

in S.E. Rhodesia, quite close to the 
Mozambique border (from whence 
flowed the insurgents and terrs, about 
four miles away), with a thatched roof 
supported by a main beam comprised 
of a long tree trunk. Apparently, all 
kinds of critters shared living space 
in the thatch. At night we'd hear the 
rustling as they moved about, seeking 
new living space, food or romance. 
Sometimes we'd hear big fights in 
the thatch over food, living space 
or romance (we never knew which) 
and occasionally some larger critter 
would lose his or her grip during such 
contretemps and hit the floor with a 
thump, shuffling quickly off to safety 
away from the huge (by comparison), 
sleeping humans. 

The lodge was surrounded by an 8-
foot tall cyclone fence about 20 yards 
around the building to protect from 
both the bad guys and their RPG-7 
Russian rocket-launched grenades -
- the cyclone fence pre-detonated the 
rockets, or at least that was the theory. 
I never saw it in action, so can't report 
on its effectiveness or lack thereof. In 
addition to our FN-FAL .308 semi­
auto rifles, we found several Chinese 

(above) Volunteers for the Rhodesian Armed 
Forces, Farm Security Guards, etc. came from all 
over the world to participate in the fight against 
communist sponsored terrorists. Here laid-back 
troopies grab some rays and a beer at a check­
point.

SKS semi-auto rifles (the predecessor 
of the AK-47, for which the 7.62x39 
round had originally been designed) 
with thousands of rounds of ammo. 
Since we had a very limited supply 
of ammunition for the FNs (about 
60-100 rounds per rifle), the SKSs 
were a welcome addition to our mea­
ger weaponry. In addition, there was 
a double-barreled 12 gauge hunting 
shotgun with a lot of buckshot loads 
available in the lodge, which we also 
felt would be handy during attacks. 

The grassy area around the lodge 
within the confines of the fence was 
occupied by little dik-dik deer, which 
bark like dogs. They were quite use­
ful, as they'd bark whenever strang­
ers would approach at night. Also 
ensconced was a one-year-old Cape 
Buffalo calf, picked up as an orphan 
eight months earlier. 

I was told the farmers in the area 
often raised such animals until they 
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SOF sent a five-man team to Rhodesia to cover 
the March 1980 elections which resulted in 
the terrorist leader turned thug dictator being 
elected. These two SOF 'ers, wearing Rhodesian 
cammies, carry AR15s. We wonder how they got 
to Africa .. . heh, heh. 

were 18-24 months old, at which time 
they'd grow to over 800 pounds and 
have to be freed, in large part because 
they would become unmanageable 
and dangerous and because they were 
able to take care of themselves at that 
age, joining herds of mature buffalo. 
They grow to well over a ton in size, 
and have an attitude. 

We felt especially vulnerable to at­
tack when using the lodge to rest be­
tween combat patrols, as that was the 
one time the bad guys knew exactly 
where we were - the 40-man teams 
we three were hunting could then take 

the initiative when 
they received notice 
that we'd returned 
to the lodge, so we 
were concerned about 
our exposure, taking 
precautions for the 
expected attack (none 
ever came -- it turned 
out the insurgents/ 
terrs feared attack­
ing trained soldiers 
like us and wanted 
to strike, in order of 
preference, unarmed 
fellow tribesmen and 
white farmers). 

We had a radio 
shack across an open 
space from the lodge, 
which we expected 
the terrs knew about. 
If attacked, we three 

meres were supposed to race across 
the open space, under fire, and trip 
the radio switch, resulting in an emer­
gency report going out over the radio 
net. A posse of neighboring ranchers 
and militia members was supposed to 
organize and come to any ranch's res­
cue (including ours) within minutes 
of the radio signal going out. 

We worked ou t and practiced 
an elaborate technique for attack 
in which , upon the initial firefight 
breaking out , we'd grab our FNs from 
bed, empty one full magazine into the 
muzzle flashes of the enemies sur­
rounding us, and then I'd grab the 
shotgun, race to the back to the open 
space and, without aiming, stick the 
shotgun to one side of the door way 
and fire in one direction then quickly 
shift to the opposite direction while 

friend Jim ran past me as I fired to 
clear the other side. He'd be under 
cover in the radio shack to flip the 
switch. By the time he'd done his job, 
I'd have reloaded the shotgun in the 
dark and started the same routine, 
with him running back to the lodge 
while I fired in both directions. Tom 
would still be providing covering and 
diversionary fire from the front of the 
building with his larger FN rifle. Total 
time from initial attack, firing the FNs 
empty and running to the shack and 
back, firing the shotgun four times 
with fast reloads, was about 45 sec­
onds. 

Once we were all back in the lodge, 
Jim and I would use the SKSs with 
their inexhaustible supplies of ammu­
nition while other friend Tom would 
still be using up the FN magazines in 
his weapon . There were about two 
full mags per weapon. After those six 
were emptied, he'd have to reload the 
mags by hand with loose ammo. The 
thought was that all we had to do was 
hang on until rescue forces , triggered 
by the radio signal, arrived an esti­
mated hour to two later. 

Practice and coordination were 
what gave us our edge over untrained 
insurgents and terrs -- which was why 
they preferred attacking the unarmed 
citizens. 

I have to admit even now that it 
was a great plan, thanks to that radio 
signal. Unfortunately for us , as we 
were departing after some weeks of 
patrolling and staying at the lodge, 
we learned that the radio was inop­
erative. 

Well, we'd have given them a good 
show at least ... 

We did have a few contacts with 
the terrs in the field and we came out 
ahead. There, we had the initiative 
and used it to our advantage. 

Tell that to Eric! Those terrs run 
the government now, and have run it 
like a terrorist government is expect­
ed to run things -- with tyranny and 
terror. ~

Corps ceremonies, special occasions 
I've attended in the past, and in just 
day-to-day involvement with the Ma­
rine Corps -- was that their wounded, 
though invalided out of service, will 
still be treated and feted and honored 
as heroes for their lifetime, as long as 
the Marine Corps "band of brothers" 
exists. 

I cannot say I've ever seen such 
treatment and a climate of together­
ness in my other two services: the 
Army and the Air Force. I do know 
that various combat units within the 
Army do occasionally honor their for­
mer comrades or the fallen, but not as 
a daily policy. A veteran in the Army 
or Air Force, going to visit the facili­
ties he once served in, is just another 
visitor; whereas, in the Marines, he's 
a special guest at any Marine facility 
any day. This professional attitude ex­
tends to other servicemen. Even as a 
soldier/airman from another service, 
I have received far more "honor" for 
my veteran's status at Marine Corps 
facilities than I receive in the posts of 
my home services - a kind of profes­
sional courtesy relatively non-existent 

in the Army or Air Force, but perhaps 
more like that found in certain Euro­
pean professional forces , notably the 
British. 

The Marine Corps goes out of its 
way, both individually and as a mat­
ter of constant policy, to honor its 
men and women perpetually, includ­
ing once they are no longer in uni­
form. I think that is something to be 
both admired and emulated by all the 
branches of U.S. service, but is not 
done so by the two I named. It cer­
tainly raises the morale of both those 
serving and those who once served in 
Marine Corps uniforms. It truly is a 
factor in keeping men and women in 
service, in promoting service for those 
being recruited who see how Marines 
treat their people and their vets, and 
in encouraging those out of uniform 
to support its needs in legislation and 
assistance. 

Not only that, it is just the Right 
Thing to Do. 

Why don't the other services treat 
their people like that?

the head and observed the other two MAMs 
running out the door on the other side of the 
room. As the robot was moving forward to in­
vestigate the IED, SGT Mcintyre observed a 
MAM standing on a rooftop near either a red 
door or a red carpet hanging from a door at 
4191 mils and 254 meters from our location. 
The MAM was looking at the ground troops 
through binoculars and talking on either a 
cell phone or mobile phone. SGT Mcintyre 
shot the MAM in the chest and observed him 
spin to his right and fall. 

An explosion and small arms fire were 
then observed and heard by all snipers in 
the hide site. Shrapnel landed within SGT 
Mcintyre's and SPC Parson's OP while CPL 
Mccann reported it hitting his OP as well. 
SGT Mcintyre and SPC Parsons then heard 
what sounded like an RPG, which was fired 
during a lull in the SAF. It was unknown 
where the RPG impacted, or was fired from, 
however, we did hear the explosion. Again 
the SAF erupted and was directed towards 
the south. 

A short time later CPL Mccann reported 
a MAM on the rooftop of a structure (3669 
mils at 270 meters) with binoculars. CPL Mc­
cann then reported shooting the insurgent 
and observing him fall. CPL Mccann also 
reported there being two other MAMs on 
the same rooftop. Once CPL Mccann shot the 
insurgent with the binoculars, the other two 
MAMs fled the rooftop. 

SGT Mcintyre called up two tank ele­
ments and provided direction and distance 
to all sniper shot from SGT Mcintyre's posi-

ti on. 
The entire time that the incident oc­

curred, there were many MAMs that were 
observed running from the south to the 
north and toward the MSR. SGT Mcintyre 
did observe one MAM running with a long 
gun from east to west across the street just to 
the east of the Iraqi police station. However, 
SGT Mcintyre was unable to engage the in­
surgent due to the Iraqi police structure. SPC 
Parsons and SGT Mcintyre also observed a 
young MAM approximately 12 YOA on top of 
a structure, who was being handed what ap­
peared to be heavy objects from U/K persons 
on the ground. An older man then joined the 
younger one and began to move objects from 
the ground to the rooftop. When the !ED ex­
ploded, both individuals fled from the rooftop 
(3900 mils at 218 meters). Also observed 
was a black four-door sedan that was travel­
ing E/B on the MSR with the trunk lid open 
and an individual(s) w/in the trunk. SGT 
Mcintyre advised all ground elements on the 
tank net of this fact. It was later determined 
that the sedan trunk contained children. 
Also observed was a black sedan stopped 
within the intersection S/E of the Iraqi police 
station. The MAM driver stepped from the 
vehicle, walked around the vehicle, remov­
ing/collecting the plastic silver rim covers 
(all four) and placed them in the trunk, then 
drove off to the east. 

SPC Phillips then coordinated an extrac­
tion plan, which included to be extracted 
from the hide during hours of darkness.

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A century after the U.S. Military 
realized its mistake in adopting and 
issuing a revolver in the anemic .38 
Colt caliber to replace its Colt .45 
Single Action Army, it is in the pro­
cess of replacing the equally inef­
fective 9xl9mm NATO (ball). The 
almost unbelievable part of this his­
tory lesson is that the caliber that will 
replace the 9mm is exactly the same 
one that replaced the .38 Colt and 
this is the .45 ACP cartridge designed 
in 1905. 

However, where the U.S. Military 
learned its lesson quickly during the 
Spanish American War of 1898, it 
took 20 years the second time around, 
as the 9mm was universally adopted 
by the services in 1986. Well, almost. 
A major element of the United States 

Marine Corps never fully adopted the 
9mm pistol, retaining an unknown 
number of its original .45 ACP Model 
of 191 lAl pistols for special missions. 
This was the Marine Expeditionary 
Unit (MEU) , later having added Spe­
cial Operations Capable (SOC) to its 
designation. 

Since 1986, MEU (SOC)'s 1911 pis­
tol program has been an evolutionary 
one with the older guns not only be­
ing rebuilt as needed at Quantico, but 
also retrofitted with various improved 
features following the commercial cus­
tom 1911 business. When hundreds of 
like-new 1911Al pistols were found 
in the magazines of decommissioned 
WW II ships, these guns reportedly 
made their way to Quantico (and else­
where) to replenish their aging sup-

ply. Thus, the evolution of the 1911 
in the USMC continues in its search 
for a new Close Quarter Battle (CQB) 
pistol. However, Quantico was only 
capable of rebuilding 1911Al pistols 
on a relatively limited basis. 

With the Nine-Eleven attack on 
America and the beginning of the 
Global War On Terrorism (GWOT), 
Quantico became a very busy place. 
Thus, when the USMC's MEU (SOC) 
joined the U.S. Special Operations 
Command (USSOCOM); it was al­
lowed to do a one-time sole-sou rce 
buy of new 1911Al-style .45 ACP 
pistols. This was the 87-operator, 
Detachment 1 (Det-1) at Camp Pend­
leton. 

The pistol chosen by Det-1 was a 
Kimber Custom model similar to that 
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adopted by the LAPD SWAT unit, but 
with additional special features speci­
fied by the Marine Corps. These in­
cluded a traditional extractor, no fir­
ing pin safety, a standard recoil spring 
guide, ambidextrous thumb safety, 
lanyard loop and genuine Novak Lo­
Mount Night Sights. The Kimber pis­
tols were shipped directly to Dawson 
Precision in Texas where they were 
each fitted with the Dawson Rail in 
order to mount a proprietary Surefire 
Weapon Light designed especially for 
the Military. 

When Dawson delivered the pis­
tols equipped with its rail and special 
Surefire lights to Det-1 , each was 
then fitted with a set of coyote brown 
Simonich Gunner Grips from Strider 
Knives. A unique Safariland 6400-

Inspired by America's 
involvement in the Global 
War On Terrorism and more 
specifically the USMC's suc­
cess with the Det-1 pistol 
during its deployment in 
the Middle East, the Desert 
Warrior is identical to the 
initial Kimber Warrior with 
the following exceptions: 

Called the Warrior, the 
new pistol also comes with 
a few features not found 
on the USMC pistol. The 
finish is KimPro, the hard­
est thermally cured fin­
ish available, in this case, 
matte black. The grips of 
the Warrior, while some­
what similar to the USMC's 
original "Gunner" grips are 
ofKimber's own design, and Kimber's Desert Warrior comes with Kimber's new rear sight with side grooves.

A castle In the Middle of 
Where It All Began 

I asked him why France had avoid­
ed Iraq. 

"For Chirac it was a political deci­
sion," he reflected. "He has had many 
historical connections in Iraq. France 
supported Iraq vs. Iran, which is a big­
ger threat. 

"If we believe American authors 
like Woodward, The Bush Government 
had planned the war for a long time, 
and they pushed the Pentagon. Per­
haps Bush wanted to finish the work of 
his father. Some say it had to do with 
petrol. 

I believe that he wanted to change 
from a political and military hold in 
the Middle East based in Saudi Arabia 
to a base in Iraq. There was much ter­
rorism in Saudi, and Bush was afraid 
of what would happen after the King 
dies, maybe they would expel the 
United States. I don't believe the deci­
sion was about protecting Israel. It can 
protect itself. 

"A large power must have power 
in the Centre of the world and that 
presence can change. like during the 
Cold War, the U.S. was in Ethiopia and 
Russia was in Somalia. That suddenly 
changed. Politics is a game, when a 
power is not sure about a country it 
takes action to reposition. 

"Take Afghanistan. I was there for 
15 days with the Masoud and Pakistani 
troops in the "charming" Jalalabad. 
The United States had a gentleman's 
agreement with the Taliban before 9-
11, then they were bombing them and 
they sided with Masoud, who had con­
trolled 20% of the country. 

'The same with Iraq. The Sunni 
were the minority rulers and not the 
fundamentalists, but the U.S. believed 
it could have a gentleman's agreement 
with a fundamentalist government. 

"The U.S. pushed out Saddam and 
hoped to install a pro-U.S. govern­
ment. They did not expect to face a 
determined deadly insurgency. I think 
the main actor is Paul Bremer, the 
American pro consul in Baghdad, who 
made the unwise decision to disband 
all of the Iraqi army and police. He told 
them to go to their houses and did not 
offer pay. That is one of the main prob­
lems. When a country collapses, it is 
the most critical time for the military 
to move. The people in charge of the 
planning, logistics, and strategy did 
not do such a good job. They made se-

rious mistakes. 
"Politically, Bush wanted to build a 

castle in Iraq to have an influence in 
the Middle East to control Central Asia 
including Tajikstan and Azerbijan. 

"It was not about the Islamic popu­
lation in France. Muslims here do 
not relate to the Iraqi Moslems, and 
the Iraqi Islamic did not recognize 
the French Islamic. They were from 
Morocco, Tunisia, Algeria, and Blacks 
from Senegal and Mali. Maybe a hun­
dred French passport people went to 
Iraq to fight with the insurgents. 10-20 
were killed, the rest came back. 

Iraq is the U.S. Algeria 
"Your Iraq is like our Algeria. It 

takes a huge army to occupy a country. 
The French lost five soldiers a day dur­
ing the Algerian war. 

"Even 120,000 U.S. soldiers cannot 
hold down a country so large. Afghani­
stan is different, it's a small country. 
The U.S. only had to take a few cities 
to gain some control. 

"Iraq could go on forever. There are 
IEDs everywhere and everyone has 
ammunition and plastic explosives. 
It is the most dangerous place I have 
been to. The road to Baghdad is almost 
a journey to death. 

"The cost of soldiers in Iraq is not 
large, relatively speaking. We are in the 
Ivory Coast. We had nine killed in one 
attack. The Russian army in Chechnya 
has lost 20,000 soldiers already and 
during the Cold War 10,000 per year 
were lost in exercises. 

"The U.S. will have to weigh the 
advantages vs. the disadvantages. The 
petrol and a Castle in the Middle East 
verses lost lives. 

"We don't know how to get out of 
the Ivory Coast. We'll see if the United 
States knows how to get out of Iraq." 
His tone was fatalistic. ~

always, if it doesn't work or do what 
the manufacturer said it would, then 
you won't hear about their product 
from me. The Mark 4 is what the U.S. 
Army puts on their sniper rifles. The 
sniper shot that SSG Jared Kennedy 
made at 852 meters was with the Le­
upold Mark 4 mil-dot fixed-power. 
The rifle had not been zeroed in more 
than a month and had been banged up 
a lot, riding in the back of Bradleys 
and gun trucks, and yet delivered a 
first-round hit/kill for Jared Kennedy. 
By the way, it was the first time he had 
fired that weapon. Leupold now has a 
new Mark 4 mil dot with illuminat-

ing reticle. The 8.5-25x50mm scope 
gives the sniper a better opportunity 
to hunt his prey in the city and towns 
of Iraq. This new scope will also let 
the smaller-caliber shooters like the 
Ml6A4 5.56mm with the match grade 
barrels hit their targets as well. 

Pat Mundy, Leupold's marketing 
guy, is working on getting Leupold's 
new scopes out to the soldiers in the 
field to get them tested to ensure they 
will work when the soldier needs 
them in combat. Leupold is the in­
dustry leader in mil-dot scopes and 
is continuing to improve their award 
winning Mark 4.

Why Gun control Hurts Cops 
.. . And Why LEAA Member Cops Are Working to Fight Gun Control 

last November, the San Francisco 
Board of Supervisors put a measure on 
the ballot to ban handgun ownership 
by San Francisco residents. The law 
Enforcement Alliance (LEAA) spoke 
out against the lunacy of the San Fran­
cisco ban. Incredibly, the San Fran­
cisco Board of Supervisors was asking 
the voters to approve a law that would 
disarm not just law abiding San Fran­
ciscans, but also off duty or retired 
cops who live in San Francisco. Even 
worse, the San Fran Gun Ban would 
not apply to anyone who didn't live in 
San Francisco. According to the logic 
of the San Francisco Board of Supervi­
sors, law abiding citizens and off duty 
cops should be disarmed, but gang 
bangers from Oakland are AOK! 

LEAA worked to inform the law en­
forcement community in San Francisco 
and statewide of the dangers inherent 
in the proposed ballot measure. And 
when the people of San Francisco fool­
ishly approved this measure, LEAA 
was in court, along with SAF, the NRA, 
the San Francisco Veteran Police Offi­
cers Association and others. 

We challenged the gun law on the 
premise that only the state legislature 
can pass laws about firearms posses­
sion - a premise established not just 
in state law, but in court precedent that 
should have been very familiar to San 
Francisco. In 1982, a San Francisco 
gun ban was tossed out for the very 
same reason we were challenging this 
new San Fran gun ban. 

The Court considered whether the 
San Fran gun ban was a state interest 
or purely municipal, and in the end, 
found that the subject was best left to 
the state, tossing out the San Fran gun 
ban. LEAA has long argued that the 
measure would harm both law abiding 
citizens and law enforcement. The very 
first reason articulated by the court in 
declaring the issue to be of state inter­
est was the idea that the San Fran gun 
ban would prevent off duty or retired 
police officers living in San Francisco 
from possessing firearms - in clear vio­
lation of the compelling state interest 
to have these officers armed as a mat-

ter of personal and public safety. 
LEAA has long believed that gun 

control is a threat to public safety. 
Gun bans hurt law abiding citizens 
AND cops far more than criminals. 
We've worked to advance the Second 
Amendment by giving a voice to those 
law enforcement officers who support 
gun rights, and bringing gun rights 
advocates out in support of expanding 
concealed carry by arming off duty and 
retired police officers. 

LEAA has always known that our 
efforts to promote national concealed 
carry for off duty and retired cops 
would reap benefits for all gun owners 
- expanding the argument that arm­
ing more good guys is a good thing, 
as John Lott says, "more guns, less 
crime." LEAA is pleased to see that the 
need for armed off duty and retired law 
enforcement officers played a vital role 
in defeating a handgun ban for all law 
abiding citizens in San Francisco. ~

The Thugs Have Bazookas 
"We know there are sleeper cells 

on this side," Sheriff Rick Flores told 
ABC. "We're very fortunate we're not 
seeing murders every week or every 
day like they are in Nuevo Laredo." 

But it's coming. 
U.S. Border Patrol agents are being 

shot at from across the border. 
In Hudspeth County, near Laredo 

an armed group of Mexican soldiers 
made an incursion into U.S. terri­
tory to assist drug smugglers. Since 
1996, there have been 200 recorded 
incidences of Federal military from 
Mexico on the American side of the 
border, Rep. Poe said. 

The thriving drug trade between 
the twin cities lines the drug bosses 
pockets with so much cash, that they 
are buying homes and setting up stash 
houses in Laredo, Texas. There they 
have a ready employee pool made up 
of ex-cons and other Texans willing 
to traffic drugs and become hit men 
for the big Mexican bosses. 

The living on this side is more 
comfortable, with no effort needed 
to adjust or learn a new culture since 
the town is 95% Hispanic, mostly 
Spanish speaking. 

"They've got bazookas. They've got 
.50-caliber weapons. That's the kind 
of weaponry we're coming across," 
Sheriff Flores said. 

"We had a slaying where an indi­
vidual was hosed down by machine 
gun fire, him and his nephew. This is 
the type of violence we're seeing to­
day," he said. 

"It's a war zone. We've got level 
three body armor. They've got level 
four. We've got cell phones. They've 
got satellite cell phones that we can't 
tap into. 

"We're being outgunned," Flores 
added. 

"A Movement to Conquer 
U.S. Territories" 

Rep Poe, who rode with Sheriff 
Flores, believes that there is a move­
ment to conquer U.S. territories. The 
drug cartels, he says, have the means 
to do it. 

"The drug cartels have more mon­
ey, they have better electronic equip­
ment, they have better firepower, they 
have better intelligence networks 
than our local sheriffs do. Our local 
sheriffs, when we were down on the 
border, local sheriffs use borrowed 
equipment. ... the drug cartels have 
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the best night vision equipment that 
can be purchased. They also have 
better body armor. The drug cartels 
use sa tellite phones, and they track 
our peace officers with GPS. In other 
words, we have got a deputy sheriff 
out here on patrol in Webb County or 
Zapata County. He uses his cell phone 
to make a call. The drug cartels track 
where he is using GPS. They not only 
know where our peace officers are, 
they know where they all live. They 
know the names of their family mem­
bers. They know the routine that they 
take each day." 

Operation Blackjack 
The U.S. Feds launched Operation 

Blackjack in July, 2005 in conjunc­
tion with federal state and local law 
enforcement officials in Laredo to try 
to take back the Texas town that the 
Drug Lords are trying to take over. 

Sting operations in the beginning 
of the year uncovered au tomatic 
AK47-type assault rifles, parts to 
convert semi-autos to full au to, a si­
lencer in the hideou t of one of the 
drug thugs that officials arrested. In­
tel from the bust led to a commercial 
storage locker that held five grenades, 
pipe bombs, and dozens of other ex­
plosives. 

The next week ATF agents and Lar­
edo police seized 81 grenade casings, 
an Uzi submachine gun and other 
tools that the Drug Lords use in their 
thriving drug trade business . 

In the first four months, Operation 
Blackjack resulted in the arrest of 26 
individuals and the seizure of more 
than $1 million, 19 assault rifles, 300 
pounds of marijuana, and 330 pounds 
of cocaine. 

Let's see. That must be about the 
amount of drugs confiscated over the 
Laredo border in just one day, consid­
ering that Border Patrol seized 1,981 
pounds of cocaine worth $ 79 million 
in the front part of a tanker in just one 
bust in 2002. They made a bust of 2 79 
pounds of cocaine worth $4 million 
this March. Another weekend, Border 
Patrol agents in Laredo Sector seized 
more than 2, 700 pounds of marijuana 
worth over $2 .2 million. 

And 26 individuals apprehended 
may be the number of illegal immi­
grants that crosses over into the U.S. 
border in a few minutes time. 

U.S. officials have a long hard fight 
ahead. Probably an impossible one as 
illegal immigration continues to sky­
rocket out of control. ~

GREM is Key 
Dynamic entries start by breaching the door 

with a ram or a well-placed GI boot. Carrying 
a capable ram on patrol is unhandy at best, and 
door-kicking can be problematic when the kicker 
hits a weak door and finds himself inside the 
room off balance and ahead of his stack. Enter 
one of the unsung heroes of the war in Iraq: the 
GREM (Grenade Rifle Entry Munition). Devel­
oped by General Dynamics/Raphael, the GREM 
launches from the barrel of an Ml6 or M4 using a 
standard ball round, and quickly opens most any 
door up to 36 yards away: a lifesaver in the urban 
combat and ubiquitous raids of Iraqi combat. 

Vll Laptop Retovered 
The government has recovered the stolen laptop 

computer containing sensitive data for up to 26.5 
million veterans and military personnel, offering 
no immediate details on how they regained posses­
sion. 

Veterans Affairs Secretary Jim Nicholson said 
there have been no reports of identity theft since 
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the May 3 burglary at the Maryland 
home of an agency employee. "There is 
reason to be optimistic," he told report­
ers before one in a series of hearings 
Congress has held on one of the worst 
breaches of information security. 

Newly discovered documents show 
that the VA analyst blamed for losing 
the laptop had received permission to 
work from home on data, which includ­
ed millions of Social Security numbers. 

Asian Phishing scam -
Veterans Beware! 

Taking advantage of the concern 
over the potential information security 
breach involving the stolen VA laptop, 
there are increasing reports of internet 
users receiving email from the address 
abuse@vba.va.gov asking them to 
check an account by clicking on a link. 

Reports are that this email is a phish­
ing scam, an attempt to gain personal 
information. 

The email address "abuse@vba. 
va.gov" is fake and the link in the email 
is to a web site in Asia. Delete this 
email if you receive it. DO NOT OPEN 
the email. 

Not To worry, Old Chap: 
England's Sale 

A reporter from London's The Sun 
flashed a lost worker's ID and walked 
through two checkpoints at Britain's 
largest naval base at Plymouth, and 
spent an hour on board the Navy's 
21 ,578-ton flagship HMS Ocean. 

Posing as a maintenance man, the 
reporter strolled around the deck of 
the giant war ship - even pausing to 
thumb through her logbooks and sip a 
cuppa in the galley. 

The base is surrounded by a 9-foot 
perimeter fence and guarded by securi­
ty staff including scores of military po­
lice and Alsatians. A Navy spokesman 
said: "We take all breaches of security 
very seriously. A full investigation by 
the ship and the naval base has com­
menced. " 

E.K. Kniie Amnesty, Broken Bottles Next 
But safety on the island is sure to 

increase. A story in the Sussex Express 
notes that "dozens of knives have been 
handed into Sussex Police stations dur­
ing the first 48 hours of the National 
Knives Amnesty, which runs until the 
end of June." [We're not making this

The story went on to explain, "sealed 
red bins have been placed at 31 police 
stations across Sussex, allowing people 
to deposit unwanted weapons without 

fear of prosecution ... The aim is to 
reduce availability of knives and sharp­
bladed instruments and to dissuade 
those, usually young men, who habitu­
ally carry them."

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Sell Delense 
As we go to press ... 
WASHINGTON, D.C. -- The most 

recent battles in the global war on ter­
ror -- on the northern and southern 
borders of Israel -- have provoked 
politicians and pundits to make some 
very strange comments: 

"As a sovereign nation, Israel has 
every right to defend itself from ter­
rorist activities." _; President George 
W Bush. 

"I fully support Israel's right to 
defend itself." -- Sen. Hillary Rodham 
Clinton, D-N.Y. 

"Israel must defend itself, and it 
had the right to do so." -- French Inte­
rior Minister Nicolas Sarkozy. 

On their face, each of these state­
ments appear supportive of Israeli 
military action in the aftermath of 
terrorist attacks across Israel's bor­
ders by Hamas in the south and He­
zbollah in the north. Unfortunately, 
these expressions of "approval" miss 
the point - and invite a debate that 
is irrelevant. Every sovereign state, 
by any definition, has the "inherent 
right of self defense." Even raising 
the issue concedes that there may be a 
question about Israel's "right to exist" 
-- the principal argument made by the 
Jewish nation's opponents ever since 
it came into being in May 16, 1948. 

Worse, nearly all of these pream­
bles are followed by judgments about 
the nature of the Israeli response to 
attacks across internationally recog­
nized borders perpetrated by groups 
nearly universally accepted at terror­
ist organizations: 

Bush concluded his "self defense" 
comments with the rather strange ad­
monition: "Our message to Israel is to 
defend itself but to be careful about 
the consequences." 

Paris, apparently chagrined that Is­
rael would have the temerity to hold 
a war that competes with coverage of 
the Tour de France, was of two minds 
about the conflict. French Prime Min­
ister Dominique de Villepin insisted 
on an "immediate cease-fire," while 
Sarkozy urged, "as friends of Israel, 
we must advise it to maintain level­
headedness and restraint." 

The "cease-fire" theme was quickly 
adopted by Kofi Annan at the United

Nations and within the European 
Union. Javier Solana, the globe-trot­
ting, promise-them-anything EU for­
eign-policy representative, rushed to 
Jerusalem to have his photo taken 
urging that the Israelis "stop combat 
operations immediately to prevent a 
humanitarian disaster in Lebanon." 

As expected, the so-called main­
stream media jumped on the "bash­
Israel-now" bandwagon. Photos and 
videotape of Lebanese killed and 
wounded dominate the coverage -­
rather than explanations about Isra­
el's attempts to break Hezbollah sup­
ply lines through Syria. A New York 
Times headline challenged: "With 
Israeli Use of Force, Debate Over

Now, the Euro-elites and many in 
the U.S. media -- the very ones most 
critical of American military opera­
tions in Afghanistan and Iraq -- are 
urging that the United States inter­
vene to "force" the Israelis to cease 
their efforts to eliminate Hamas and 
Hezbollah as threats. Critics of U.S. 
policy in Washington, New York and 
Paris are calling on Secretary of State 
Condoleezza Rice to commence a 
round of "shuttle diplomacy" to "stop 
the killing." 

Absent from all this is any sense 
of reality. Here are a few perspectives 
on the current conflict you won't get 
from the so-called mainstream media: 

• Israel is fighting for survival 
against a regime that has sworn to 
wipe the Jewish state "off the map" 
-- the Islamic Republic of Iran. While 
racing to build nuclear weapons, the 
Iranians are supplying mo~ey, rock­
ets, missiles, weapons, training and . 
technology to their Hezbollah p~ox­
ies. 

• Since the 1980s -- when I was 
dispatched to Beirut, Lebanon, and 
Tehran, Iran, to seek the release of 
American hostages held in Lebanon 
-- the U.S. government has known for 
certain that Hezbollah is a wholly­
owned subsidiary of the Iranian Intel-

ligence Service -- VEVAK -- and that 
the organization has killed hundreds 
of Americans. 

•There is no way that any U.S. Sec­
retary of State should ever sit down 
at a table to discuss anything with 
Sheikh Hassan Nasrallah, the head of 
Hezbollah, or Mohammed Deif, the 
leader ofHamas. Thus, "shuttle diplo­
macy" is worthless. 

The best way we can help end 
the current Mid-East conflict isn't to 
"pressure Israel," but to help break 
Hezbollah -- an entity that cannot 
exist without direction and support 
from Tehran. The key to Hezbollah is 
Tehran - and the key to Tehran is -­
strangely enough -- Pyongyang. 

Tehran was stunned by the UN Se­
curity Council Resolution condemn­
ing North Korea's missile launches. 
Rather than trying to compel Israel to 
cease its military action against He­
zbollah, we should instead pressure 
our western "allies" into a similarly 
strong-worded, enforceable resolu­
tion aimed at Tehran. We should start 
by seizing all Iranian assets currently 
"frozen" in the United States, distrib­
uting the proceeds cf their sale to the 
victims of Iranian terror -- and urging 
the l'.uropeans fo follow suit. ~ 
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
