It continues to be an intense 

struggle for Montagnards attempting 
to escape or to legally emigrate from 
Vietnam. UNHCR has been compro­
mised and now USCIS/DHS officials 
in both Phnom Penh and Saigon (Ho 
Chi Minh City) are rejecting Montag­
nard asylum seekers at an alarming 
rate . The Hanoi regime has worked 
hard to discredit recent Montagnard 
claims for refugee status and to un­
dermine the legal emigration and ref­
ugee process for Montagnards both 
in Vietnam and Cambodia. It also 
reveals how destructive the trade and 
defense agreement that drives the 
U.S.-Vietnam relationship is , and will 
be, for the Montagnard people, un­
less the U.S. takes a decisive and firm 
stand on behalf of the Montagnards. 

We believe that Hanoi's policy in­
tentions are to: 

a) Break up the Montagnard fami­
ly unit by keeping Montagnard wives 
and children separated from their 
Montagnard husbands, who have 
already received asylum and are in 
North Carolina (or another state or, 
in some cases, resettled in Canada 
and Finland) This strategy also sup­
ports the Hanoi policy of ethnic as­
similation. 

b) Obstruct the emigration pro­
cess because the more Montagnards 
who are resettled in the U.S. and oth­
er countries, the more opportunities 
there are for Montagnard higher edu­
cation and a potential political voice 
in the future. Montagnard empower­
ment, a political voice, and self-de­
termination are the last things Hanoi 
wants for the indigenous people. 
(The government is well aware that 
Ho Chi Minh promised autonomy to 
the Montagnards in exchange for loy­
alty to the Communist forces.) 

c) Obstruction in Montagnard em­
igration allows local Vietnamese pro­
vincial security officials the opportu-

nity to obtain bribes, and to develop 
a cottage industry in falsifying exist­
ing documents or creating affidavits 
in which they make deliberate errors 
on the forms , so that the Montagnard 
beneficiary will confront problems 
with the USCIS/DHS official in their 
interviews at the U.S. Consulate. 

d) The emigration process in Viet­
nam forces Montagnard women to 
endure humiliation, threats , intimi­
dation and in some cases, rape and 
imprisomnent of Montagnard women 
who apply for their exit documents. 

The State Department's position 
seems to be supportive of Hanoi's as­
similation policies and the strategic 
development of the Central High­
lands. We may not see it in our life­
time, but its likely Hanoi will break 
its defense agreements with the U.S. 
and some of its trade agreements. 
The U.S. should be doing all it can 
for the Montagnards because it's the 
right thing, the honorable course of 
action, and because it's best for our 
country and the world. '9(

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Major land in April 2007 Issue 
I met Major Land at Kaneohe Bay in 

1978. Sergeant Chuck Wine introduced 
me and got me a seat in Major Land's 
one-day sniper orientation course for 
company and battalion commanders. 
That course was part sales pitch, part 
training course in the capabilities and 
limitations of the Marine Corps sniper. 
At the time, the U.S . Army's unofficial 
sniper doctrine was DON'T! Snipers 
had an outlaw reputation and weren't 
considered "real soldiers." 

Things have changed in 30 years. 
The Army now has an official sniper 
doctrine, as the Corps did for years . 
Originally, the emphasis was on rural 
operations. Now, somebody has finally 
woken up to the fact that a large seg­
ment of wars were fought in urban areas. 
Sniper doctrine needs to change, and 
perhaps the equipment as well . Officers 
no longer wear distinctive uniforms 
and carry only pistols -- or a swagger 
stick. Most of that is due to the sniper, 
and this compromise of command and 
control is a significant achievement. In 
the Middle East, combatants wear soft 
clothes -- no uniforms. They either de­
pend upon cached weapons or disguise 
their weapons. This is another sniper 
success. 

The next "logical" step is for U.S. 
Marine snipers to infilt~ate into opera­
tions areas disguised as civilians, w;ith 
~heir weaponry also hidden. I do1!1bt 
that the Corps can make this transi­
tion for reasons ranging from the Law 
of Land Warfare to tradition, but urban 
operations require it because there are 
so many eyes (and quite a few video 
cameras) concentrated in built up ar­
eas. 

Good to see that he's still alive and 
kicking!

Subject: Deployment TIP 
Most servicemembers know they can 

get out of car and apartment leases on 
short notice under the Servicemembers 
Civil Relief Act (SCRA) by giving the 
landlord or leaser a copy of their PCS 
or TDY orders. However, because of 
security concerns and other reasons 
(culpable inefficiency, for example) or­
ders often arrive late. Fairly recently, 
Congress amended the definition of 
"military orders" under the SCRA as 
"official military orders, or any notifica­
tion, certification, or verification from 
the servicemember's commanding offi­
cer with respect to the servicemember's 
current or future military duty status." 
In other words, if the CO will write his 
troop a letter, the troop may be able to 
save a month or two on his apartment 
or vehicle lease. Better yet, have a lo­
cal JAG draft a letter for the CO's sig­
nature.

"He's a Machiavellian genius, the 
greatest manipulator in the world," 
Hugo Lopez, Cuban refugee to the Unit­
ed States in 1960, and longtime friend 
of SOF publisher, Robert K. Brown, 
said. 

"Anyone who goes to Cuba, even if 
they hate him, cannot help but stand 
in awe of him, in light of the way he 
has controlled the military and police 
for nearly half a century," Jose Bois, a 
Spanish sniper who conducts business 
in Cuba, who has also fallen under the 
spell of fascination with the Herculean 
Cuban president, told us. 

Many shudder in rage at the mere 
thought of him, maligning him as the 
Latin Devil. 

Opponents are either in a Cuban 
prison or have joined the hundreds of 
thousands that have fled the country. 

Some idolize him and his late com­
rade, the notorious, dashing Che Gue­
vara , crowning them as history's two 
greatest Latin Warriors, Latin gods. 

Stunningly gorgeous, sultry Latin 
actresses swooned under his powerful 
Latin charms. 

Others admire him for outfoxing the 
greatest superpower in history, dodging 
its obsessive, fumbling gangs of CIA 
operatives who tried to assassinate him 
countless times. 

A former bodyguard of El Coman­
dante claimed that there have been a 
total of 638 attempts on his life, the 
Guardian reports. 

He once jested that he would win the 

gold medal if surviving assassination 
were an Olympic event. 

He lived through nine U.S. presi­
dents' administrations, most of which 
feverishly plotted for the demise of this 
illusive fiend with a hundred lives. 

He is the infamous Fidel Castro. 
Or is he? 

Will the Real Castro 
Please Come Forward? 

Was Castro really killed in December 
1956, as UPI reported, when he, Che 
Guevara, his brother Raul, and 79 other 
rebels fought Fulgencio Batista's troops 
in Alegria del Pio, Provincia Granma? 

Francis L. McCarthy, head of the UPI 
bureau in Cuba heard the unbelievable 
news-Castro was dead. McCarthy re­
ported the shocking intelligence reports 
of the revolutionary's death. 

The international media went wild. 
U.S. journalist Herbert Matthews of 

the NY Times , who met with "Castro" 
and his rebels after the Alegria de! Pio 
battle, brought the revo lutionary back 
to life when his NY Times' interview 
with "Castro" hit the front pages of the 
Times. 

"Last year, the Cuban government un­
veiled a marble plaque commemorating 
the interview Fidel and his rebel fight­
ers in the Sierra Maestra gave to New 
York Times journalist Herbert Matthews 
50 years ago ," Georgie Anne Geyer, au­
thor of the Castro biography Guenilla 
Prince: The Untold Story of Fidel Castro 
wrote. "It is situated in the wild moun-

tains exactly where the interview took 
place and was then published on Feb. 
24, 1957, showing that Castro was not 
only alive but fighting," she said. 

McCarthy stuck by his story of Fi­
del's death. 

So who was this six-foot insurgent 
that Matthews brought back to life? 

The revolutionaries, some specu­
lated, created a series of Castro look­
a-likes to take over the job of brutally 
ruling Cuba and becoming the thorn in 
the U.S. ' side. 

Indeed, the alleged greatest decep­
tion of all would explain Castro's in­
vincibility and his marathon speeches. 
When one "Castro" was drained, the 
saga claims, he retired backstage. "Cas­
tro" II, well briefed, would continue 
on, and when he needed a break, "Cas­
tro III" unabashedly and passionately 
would conclude the speech. 

"That's bull!!!," SOF publisher, Rob­
ert K. Brown barked gruffly. "I was in 
Havana and I saw Castro give a five­
hour speech, and he did not leave the 
podium." 

Castro: Shrouded in Mystery 
"Everyone in Cuba !mows that Castro 

has doubles," Bois recounted the tale he 
heard in Cuba. "Castro doubles threw 
the CIA operatives who were constantly 
trying to kill him off track. 

"Castro was doing an opening for 
an official facility in Santiago de Cuba. 
At the same time, he appeared on a live 
radio show to show his support for a

province devastated by a hurricane. 
"'How could he be in Northern Cuba 

on a Wednesday midday and in the 
south at the same time?' Cubans asked," 
Bois continued, animated. 

'"Fidel Castro is like a god, he can be 
two places at the same time," Cubans 
joke. 

"The photos of Castro personally at­
tending the two functions looked a lot 
like Fidel, but not exactly," Bois said 
with less than full confidence. 

Cuba Expert and Co-Author of Mere: 
American Soldiers of Fortune Speaks 

"In the sixties, attack boats in the big 
port in the province of Matanzas were 
able to operate because there was a lot 
of boat traffic and no radar to detect 
the entries of boats," recalled Lopez, a 
Cuban who immigrated to the United 
States in 1960. 

"Foreign ministers from Uzbekistan 
and Russia who went to Cuba to play 
on the beaches in the sun could have 
been taken out without knowing who 
the assassin was. So could Castro when 
he was meeting with dignitaries. Castro 
doubles would appear so that Castro 
was not assassinated," Lopez said. 

"Castro did his snorkeling on Cayo 
largo," said jay Mallin, SOF long time 
friend who had fallen under Castro's 
spell and out again, and is the author 
of more than a dozen books, including 
Fortress Cuba, Covering Castro and the 
History of the Cuban Military. 

Mallin co-authored with Robert K. 
Brown Mere: American Soldiers of For­
tune published in 1978. (copies for sale 
on Amazon.com). 

"The CIA did consider an assassina­
tion plot there, but dropped the idea," 
Mallin said. 

"Even though you see Castro in the 
news, it doesn't have to be Castro," Bois 
said. 

The Cuban leader is shrouded in 
mystery. 

Whoever this superman who has 
ruled Cuba for nearly half a century 
is , whether feared, adored, or detested, 
this Castro has changed the course of 
world history. 

Formidable Latin Warriors 
The United States withdrew its sup­

port for the brutal Batista dictatorship 
in 1958. 

Robert K. Brown, always the rebel, 
having dedicated himself to help over­
throw some tyrannical government 

somewhere, had found the perfect op­
portunity- supporting Castro, who was 
thought by most Cubans to be a liberal 
social democrat. 

"He won on his charisma," RKB said, 
remembering the Plaza de la Revolucion 
when Castro was scheduled to speak. 

"In those days Cubans were laid 
back, hedonistic, more interested in 
eating ice cream than paying attention 
to whoever was ranting at the podium. 
Then the crowd, chattering, as if a shock 
wave came over the masses, stood mes­
merized when Castro appeared. You 
could feel the electricity." 

"Fidel is coming! Fidel is coming! 
I still remember [the] Cubanos [how] 
he builds and he builds [them up] and 
everyone is ready to sign up , I'll go! I'll 
go! ' 

"Like Hitler, Castro had tremendous 
charisma," Lopez said. 

The Latin hero would save Cuba 
from the tyrant Batista, that decadent 
island paradise that boasted the most 
intriguing Casino and Mafia Playground 
in Latin America. 

The Writing on the Wall 
On 6 December, 1956, Fidel Castro, 

Che Guevara and 81 other revolution­
aries, invaded Cuba to begin the revo­
lutionary war against the U.S.-backed 
regime of Fulgencio Batista. 

"It was the six month training in the 
basics of guerilla warfare Gen Alberto 
Bayo gave them in Mexico where Che 
and Fidel met that gave tl1em an edge 
over most would-be revolutionaries," 
RKB said. 

The urban guerrilla movement in 
Havana was instrumental in securing 
the ouster of Batista and in creating a 
political vacuum for Fidel to fill upon 
arriving in Havana from eastern Cuba," 
Lopez commented. 

But by 1961, Castro had shown his 
true colors , clandestinely courting the 
Soviet empire and socialist thought. 

"I was a teacher in Cuba until 1960," 
Lopez said. "I saw Che Guevara write 
the curriculum for the schools. We were 
singing the Internationale on Fridays 
along with the Cuban national anthem. 

"In the early 60's my old Dartmouth 
classmate Luis Torroella was captured 
as a member of an assassination plot at 
the Sports Palace. I tried to exert public 
pressure to save him but to no avail," 
Lopez said. 

"Toroella was involved in one of the 
assassination plots ," Mallin pointed 

out. 
"One fact that many people don't 

know is that there was never a unified 
anti-Castro group. There may have been 
over 100 splinter groups in exile, but 
nobody could agree on anything but to 
eliminate Castro," Lopez said. 

"After Castro made his walk, no one 
could compete with his charisma," Lo­
pez highlighted. 

"Castro's charisma is unquestioned," 
said Mallin, a 60-year journalist and 
Cuba expert who wrote for Time, and 
co-directed a study of the Cuban mili­
tary for the Pentagon, agreed. 

"It is a great part of his success and 
his remaining in power for so long. I 
know: I was subjected to his charisma 
when I accompanied him to Havana on 
his victory march, and in conversations 
in the weeks following," Mallin, who 
bas spent a lifetime recording the mem­
ories of Cuba's strongman, recollected. 

"In Castro's first speech to the Cu­
ban people he spoke for 45 minutes," 
Lopez reminisced. "Many Cubans said 
'the simplicity and candor of this man, 
this is what we are looking for (in a na­
tional leader) ." 

"The EHect of a Full 
Moon on a Werewolf" 

The Cold War was at its height, and 
the post WWII Superpower decreed 
that the Communist Cuban oppressor 
had to go. 

After months of scheming, conniv­
ing, and calculating, the CIA launched 
the ill conceived and poorly executed 
Bay of Pigs invasion, which was to be 
an easy attempt to overthrow Castro. 
A private army of Cuban exiles would 
invade the island and Castro would be 
history. 

The CIA backed and trained Brigade 
2506, a counter revolutionary force of 
1,500 Cubans, assembled at Retalhuleu, 
on the west coast of Guatemala. 

"Over 1,000 Cuban exiles were open­
ly recruited in Miami and flown out of 
Opa Locka airport," Mallin said. 

On 14 April, six ships sailed from 
Nicaragua's Puerto Cabezas. The in­
vasion of Cuba at the Bay of Pigs was 
launched. 

The Cubans counter attacked and 
Castro controlled the air. The promised 
U.S . air cover for Brigade 2506 never 
came. President Kennedy, caving in to 
political pressure, had reneged on his 
pledge and the invasion force was over­
whehned. 

A thousand of the abandoned U.S 
backed Cuban rebels were captured and 
200 were killed. 
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The triumphant Castro had humili­
ated his big northern neighbor. David 
had punched Goliath right smack in the 
nose. 

Goliath, humiliated, launched a 
decades long secret war against the 
dictator who mled a tiny island to the 
south. 

"Cuba had the effect on the U.S. that 
a full moon has on a werewolf," Wayne 
Smith, former head of the U.S. interests 
section in Havana, was quoted in the 
Guardian. 

The Wildest Big Game Hunt in History 
CIA conspirators came up with a se­

ries of ingenious, bizarre, plots to take 
out Fidel. 

Probably, the most talked about is 
that of the exploding cigar. Someone 
would sneak a cigar to replace Castro's 
trademark one. It would detonate and 
blow his face off. 

Another plot was to swap his wet 
suit for one dipped in lethal chemicals 
or a fungus that would leave him with a 
painful, incurable skin disease. 

Better yet, they would give him a 
beard grooming powder that would 
make his beard fall out. Then he would 
be the joke of the town. 

In one of the most ludicrous flopped 
schemes, the CIA purchased a huge 
volume of Caribbean mollusks, search­
ing for a shell big enough that could 
be painted in bright colors that would 
certainly catch the avid scuba-diving 
Castro's eye. The shell, filled with a le­
thal charge of explosives, would blow 
up Castro's body, shattering it into thou­
sands of particles of fish fodder. 

The CIA recmited a former lover 
to give him poison pills. The plot pills 
melted when the genius spy hid them 
in her cold cream jar. The murderous 
lover claimed that Castro had already 
guessed that she was aiming to kill him, 
and had offered her his own pistol to 
carry out the plot. 

"I can't do it, Fidel," she claimed she 
told him. The Guardian reports a series 
of failed assassination attempts. 

Bacterial poisons were to be placed 
in Castro's handkerchief or in his bever­
ages. A CIA poison pill had to be aban­
doned when it failed to disintegrate in 
water during tests. 

One of Castro's security guards saved 
his life when he discovered 200 lbs of 
high explosives under a podium where 
Castro was about to give a speech. 

The CIA offered mobster Sam Gian-

cana $150,000 to assassinate Fidel 
Castro in the early 1960s. The generous 
Mafiosos offered to serve their country, 
fulfilling the murder for hire request for 
free. 

"An old classmate, Rolando Cubela, 
who was given a poison pen by the 
CINs Nestor Sanchez to try to change 
him to Castro, never used the poison­
ous weapon. 

The wildest big game in history 
eluded his pursuers. 

"Castro never sleeps in the same 
place," Lopez said. "He shifts from one 
place to another to stay a step ahead of 
his assassins." 

A former SDF Convention Keynote 
Guest Speaker Joins the Hunt 

In 1997, a 46-foot cabin cruiser, La 
Esperanza was stopped by the Coast 
Guard as it headed toward Venezuela, 
the NY Times reports. 

Seven boxes of ammunition, military 
fatigues, six portable radios, night vi­
sion goggles and two assault rifles were 
found stashed in a hidden compart­
ment. 

The boat was headed towards Mar­
garita Island off Venezuela, to kill Cas­
tro who was meeting with other Latin 
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American leaders. 
The Cuban-American National 

Foundation founded in 1981 was impli­
cated. 

Its founder, Jorge Mas Canosa, mas­
terminded the U.S. hard-line policies 
on Cuba. 

One of two Barrett .50 caliber rifles 
seized was registered to Francisco 
(Pepe) Hernandez, president of the 
foundation. 

Bois Antonio llama, on the founda­
tion's executive board, owned the boat 
that had set sail from a private dock in 
Coral Gables, Fla., owned by a founda­
tion member. 

Felix Rodriguez, who was one of two 
CIA agents who were with the Boliv­
ian army ranger unit that captured Che 
Guevara before he was executed in Bo­
livia in 1967, was implicated. 

Rodriguez had been the keynote ban­
quet speaker at a rowdy SOF convention 
in the late 1980s. 

Hernandez Rojo and Mr. Llama who 
took part in the C.l.A.'s Bay of Pigs op­
eration in 1961 were also drawn in. 

The assassination attempt apparent­
ly was to fulfill Mas Canosa's deathbed 
wish. 

Some of the conspirators are dead, 
and those who survived have aged. 

But so has their prey, Castro. 

El Commandante Fades 
into the Distance 

The speculation of whether Castro is 
dead lives on. 

"We saw Castro on the news recent­
ly," Bois said. "He probably weighed 
115 pounds. He was stumbling very 
badly. Now they say he's getting better. 
That's false ," Bois speculated. 

"A very famous oncologist in Spain 
was asked to go to Cuba and check 
Castro's condition, which was weird 
because the Cuban medical system is 
alleged to be among the best. 

"The doctor said the man he had 
checked didn't have cancer," Bois said. 
"Yet, there's no way that he could have 
known who this guy was." 

"Maybe he's a double of Castro," he 
conjectured. "I don't know if he's already 
dead or cannot appear politically." 

"He's been turning over power for 
several years," Lopez said . 

"Raul has long held unquestioned 
power," Mallin said. 

"Castro could be in the hospital be­
ing kept alive with IVs or something. 
As soon as they realize he's dead, the 
freedom movement will start rolling," 
Bois speculated. 

Life Without Hercules 
"What will happen when they finally 

declare him dead?" we asked Lopez and 
Bois. 

"Nothing. There will be no revolu­
tion. Raul has everything tied down. 
They have legal elections but there is no 
opposition. Artists, writers who have 
been punished for 50 years for writing 
against Castro will have their little tiny 
slot of power. They will consider them­
selves democratic citizens. They will 
vote, they will feel they have a choice, 
but they will not because they have got­
ten so used to being oppressed. They 
will not be about to jump," Lopez said. 

'There is not going to be any blood 
bath when Castro dies. There will be a 
slow revolution. They will sell out the 
remaining beaches under Raul and go to 
Galitia in Spain," Lopez said. 

Mallin agrees, "of course there won't 
be a revolution, nor will there be a mass 
exodus, for which the Bush Administra­
tion is theatrically planning. 

"They have good relations with 
the Galitian culture and people in the 
northwest Spain," Bois, a Spaniard him­
self, said. 

"Castro's father was from Lugo in 
Galicia in Spain. Franco was also from 
Galicia. They say that Castro was not 
an admirer of Franco, but that is very 
wrong," Bois said. 

"There are many Cubans whose 
grandparents are still Spaniards, who 
call Spain the mother country. 

"I don't know what will happen, but 
I am sure Fidel is dead or out for good, 
although they are trying to maintain the 
image that he may come back." 

The Cuban conqueror continues to 
be surrounded by intrigue. 

Brother Raul a Bore 
"It's not about Raul and Fidel, Raul 

doesn't count," Bois said. "The only one 
that Cubans love is Castro." 

"Raul is a bore with no charisma," 
he said. 

"Castro was trying to see who could 
execute the most Che or Raul," the 
Cuban exile, Lopez said. "Three of my 
closest classmates were executed, one 
by Che, then another by Raul. Raul 
went to see my friend the day he disap­
peared. 

"They are clearly preparing for 
change. Castro, if he is alive, is a very 
old man, very ill. They are waiting for 
the right moment to declai;e him dead," 
Bois said. 

'"Our father Fidel,' they will weep, 
and then they will say they have democ­
racy," Bois, speculated. 

"Raul, who is filthy rich, will retire. 
He will go somewhere to spend his

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A Time Magazine Reporter Helps A Castro Gunrunner Escape

Several guerrrilla groups fought 
against dictator Fulgencio Batista in 
the civil war in Cuba during the late 
'50s. Best known, but probably not 
the largest, was the group led by Fidel 
Castro Ruz in the Sierra Maestra in 
the easternmost portion of the island. 
A young, charismatic, publicity-savvy 
leader, Castro created a Robin Hood 
image. He became a favorite of the Cu­
ban people, as well as of the U.S. press 
and Americans in general. When Batis­
ta was defeated and fled on 1 January 
1959, Castro took over the government 
and has run the country ever since (ex­
cept for his current illness). 

Castro's campaign in the hills is a 
matter of history. What is not gener­
ally known is the perhaps vital role an 
American played in the guerrilla vic­
tory. This is how I learned of that role: 

I was "Time" magazine's correspon­
dent in Cuba. One day in August 1958 
I was on the U.S. naval base at Guan­
tanamo Bay, where, in order to avoid 
Batista censorship, I had gone to file 
a story. On the base I saw the wreck­
age of an Aero Commander that had 
crashed in the bay and been retrieved 
by the Navy. Naval officials made little 
of the plane. They said the pilot, a ci­
vilian, had survived, been treated for 
minor injuries , and had gone on his 
way. The plane was of no further inter­
est to me. 

Back in Havana a few days later, I 
received a call from the U.S. embassy. 
I was asked to come down to the em­
bassy, a large, modern building on Ha­
vana's famed Malec6n waterfront. With 
apprehension, wondering what trouble 
I was in, I went to the embassy. At the 
reception desk a minor official took me 
to a salon on an upper floor. 

To my surprise, I found the members 
of the ambassador's "country team" in­
formally seated there. These included 
the Army attache, Col. Sam Kail, the 
naval attache, Cdr. Phillip Klepak, and 
CIA operative Paul Burns. I figured I 
was in big trouble. 

Also in the room was a slim, aver­
age-height individual (he was 45) who 
had bruises on his face. 

The officials explained to me that 
Charles Hormel was a U.S. citizen 
and that, as a pilot, he had been flying 
weapons to the guerrillas in the Sierra 
Maestra Mountains and other areas. He 

had made, he would later reveal to me, 
27 arms flights. On the next flight he 
had crashed at Gitmo. He was trans­
porting Ml and M2 rifles, Thompson 
submachine guns, ammunition and 
parachutes (for drops). Hormel was 
questioned by the base's Naval Intel­
ligence officer, Cmdr. Phin Newton. 
Newton probably arranged for him to 
leave the base and make his way to 
Havana. The anti-Batista underground 
helped. He went to the embassy, where 
he immediately became an embarrass­
ment and a potential diplomatic bomb. 
American embassies, unlike their Latin 
American counterparts, do not grant 
political asylum to individuals on the 
run. 

What to do with him? Complicating 
the situation was the fact that the am­
basssador, Earl E. T. Smith, was a by­
the-book guy who had no sympathy for 
the rebels. He would almost certainly 
tell Hormel he must leave the embassy 
immediately. 

The officials with whom I was meet­
ing wanted to get Hormel out of the 
embassy and out of Cuba as quickly 
as possible. They could do nothing in 
their official capacities. Hormel was 
a gunrunner for rebels fighting a gov­
ernment that the United States recog­
nized. 

I was asked whether I could slip 
Hormel out of Cuba. Because of cen­
sorship, I had been flying to Miami to 
file some stories. I had obtained from 
Social Security a number of cards in 
different names, and I used these cards 
as ids in my travels. Those were pre-al 
Qaeda days; travelling was much sim­
pler. I agreed to try to get Hormel back 
to the States -- an exfiltration. 

We would leave immediately. The 
longer Hormel remained in Havana the 
more likely the Batista police would 
find out about him. There were almost 
hourly flights to Miami. I phoned a 
close friend , a journalist like myself, 
Carlos Castaneda, and asked him ur­
gently to come to the embassy. I ex­
plained nothing. Shortly he picked up 
Hormel and me at the embassy. 

I told him what was happening and 
he turned pale. But he was willing. 
I wanted Carlos to watch us at the 
airport and if we ran into trouble, to 
sound an alarm - notify the embassy 
that the plan had gone awry. 

We went by my apartment and I 
took clothes and Social Security cards 
in names other than mine. I would use 
one card; Hormel another. We then 
drove to ] ose Marti International Air­
port outside Havana. I bought tickets 
for both Hormel and myself on the 
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next Pan American flight to Miami. 
The ticket agent took but a cursory 
look at the SS cards to be assured we 
were U.S. citizens. Carlos stood apart, 
watching us. 

We showed our tickets to the atten­
dant at the door of the "glass bowl," 
where passengers waited to board their 
flights. So far so good. But my anxiety 
was far from over. 

In a land wracked by a civil war, I 
was helping an arms provider for the 
anti-regime forces flee the country. The 
Batista police might burst through the 
door at any minute. 

They didn't. We boarded. We flew. 
We arrived. We passed quickly through 
U.S . Immigration, again using the SS 
cards. We went to the hotel which was 
my home away from home, the McAl­
lister, and I interviewed Hormel and 
then filed a story to 'Time," omitting 
details of Hormel's escape from Cuba. 

The Hormel story, however, did 
not end there. I returned to Havana. 
About a fortnight later I was startled 
to receive a letter from the U.S. Justice 
Department ordering me to return to 
Miami to provide information about 
Charles Hormel. How had they found 
out about the affair? Certainly not from 

the embassy officials who had called 
me. Their role, if exposed, would get 
them into very hot water. Perhaps Jus­
tice read "Time". 

Hormel was an American citizen; 
he had every right to re-enter his coun­
try. He had, however, entered under a 
false identity, and I had helped him. I 
was in real trouble. I phoned "Time" 
in New York and spoke with the fellow 
heading the Latin American desk, Har­
vey Rosenhouse, a good friend. He was 
sympathetic but said "Time" could not 
get involved. I was on my own. 

I called the press officer at the em­
bassy, Paul Bethel, explained the situ­
ation and asked for help. He said he 
would call back. When he did he re­
ported that he had talked with Ambas­
sador Smith, who said he would help 
me -- if I gave him the names of the 
embassy officials who were involved 
in the affair. I refused to do that; these 
were friends of mine. If I spilled names 
to the ambassador, the officials' posi­
tions at the embassy would be endan­
gered. Smith would not be happy with 
them. 

I had to make a decision. I could re­
main in Havana, but I did not want to 
become an exile. I was not aware that 

Arming Castro's Revolution 

Hormel had been arrested in Miami, 
not so much because of his question­
able entry into the States but primar­
ily for illegally transporting arms to a 
foreign country. 

I flew to Miami and met with Justice 
Department officials. They threatened 
to institute legal proceedings against 
me if I didn't reveal the names of the 
people involved. I was now feeling 
abandoned. I gave the Justice Depart­
ment the names. I had the satisfac­
tion of seeing surprise on their faces. 
They clearly had no expectation that 
relatively high embassy officials were 
involved. The gunrunning charge sud­
denly had much deeper diplomatic 
implications. Clearly there had been 
a breakdown of communications be­
tween U.S. Government agencies. 

I returned to Havana and heard 
nothing further. As far as I know none 
of the embassy aides suffered any con­
sequences. Charges against Hormel 
were dropped. 

To this day questions remain. Was 
one of the U.S.'s intelligence services 
more than a spectator to Hormel's ac­
tivities? Was Hormel using Gitmo as a 
base, and did he crash upon landing or 
taking off?~ 

Most of the better revolutions start with oppression, then an idea 
and/or agitator, then leadership emerges, and lastly - somebody 
comes up with some guns. Only recently has history recorded any 
"velvet" revolutions such as the collapse of communist power in the 
DDR and CSSR. 

A classic revolution usually entails gunrunners, as tyrants never 
have been able to flourish as tyrants in a society where the populace 
is armed, and if conditions have gotten to the point of a revolution it is 
because an unarmed and defenseless population is being abused. So 
the arms of revolution must come from outside the country or what 
little can be wrest from the existing powers. That the revolution may 
ultimately spawn a worse tyrant is beside the point. The revolutionary -
- would-be tyrant or not -- must first arm himself. One of the first things 
taught in Tyrant 101 is to temporarily arm an unarmed populace that 
is being bullied, then very quickly disarm them and consolidate power 
once the old order has been thrown down. 

weapons aboard Charles Hormel's Aero Commander when it crashed at 
water's edge on Gitmo would seem to indicate that Castro's ordnance 
procurement was predicated on what was available, or in some cases, 
what was available cheap enough that his supporters could afford it. 
Such items on the inventory as "5784 rounds Italian 735" would indi­
cate they were at least in part hitting the bargain-basement surplus 
market for the late-production Carcano rifles, which were available on 
the retail market at that time, new in the grease, with a fixed sight, for 
$10-12 a copy. And worth every penny. A couple dozen Thompsons 
could be had at that time for less than a couple grand, with lead plugs 
in the bore and off paper as "dewats." Nearly all standard ammo was 
available for a few cents per round. 

This effort, of course, is predicated upon what sort of arms may be 
available. The last generation has been a great many "revolutions" that 
were fomented from, and sponsored by, Moscow, and the weapons 
were most often the usual ComBloc inventory. When Castro started 
his campaign against Batista, however, he did so under the banner of 
"liberty," not "socialist revolution." If there was any substantial outside 
assistance from Moscow at the onset, it certainly was not reflected in 
small-arms aid. 

This was during the heyday of Winfield Arms, Golden State Arms, Hy 
Hunter and lnterarmco - all the Bannerman's of the 20lh Century. The 

A fair load for an Aero Commander, Hormel was carrying: 25 Thomp­
sons, one Star .45 auto, 73 SMG magazines, one pistol magazine, 1393 
rounds .30-06, 5784 rounds Italian 7.35mm, 827 rounds mixed 12 and 
15 gauge, and 8303 rounds .45 ACP. This was but one of myriad trips 
south carrying the tools of insurrection, and he was not Castro's only 
supplier. Early pictures after the revolution showed what appeared 
to be former hookers guarding banks with Cristobal carbines, which 
would have come from the Dominican Republic, next door. And lots 
of Reising model 50 and 60s. Hormel told others he had made some

sniper from school to redeployment, 
watching his frustration grow with 
commands that hadn't a clue on how to 
use this valuable asset - and didn't care 
to learn.

We couldn't see the Mosque 
and it didn't have an audio system, so 
we couldn't hear their messages or 
see what was going on. All day that 
day we took small arms fire. It wasn't 
for us, as for once no one new we 
were there. There was some dispute 
with the Iraqi ]undi, something about 
a car they seized. So my shooter and I 

spent most of the time dressed as Iraqi 
Soldiers, hanging out in their fighting 
positions looking for the shooters. No 
luck that day. 

We later got compromised and 
were picked up by l" PLT, FOX TRP. 
They took us to Garry Owen and we 
racked out for the night. The section 
from 1st PLT had some mission the 
next day and we had to wait until they 
were done before they could take us 
back to the FOB. We spent the morn­
ing just hanging out when a car full of 
wounded Iraqi soldiers came through 
the gate at Garry Owen. They had just 
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come off leave and were returning to 

duty. They were driving in a convoy 
of civilian cars and wearing civilian 
clothes. I believe they were all un­
armed. They were ambushed some­
where inside the city on the main 
supply route. 

All we had with us was our indi­
vidual life saving kits and an old-fash­
ioned combat lifesaver bag. We only 
had two IVs in the bag and these guys 
were bleeding. Psyop and my shooter 
went to work assessing and treating 
the wounds. All three had been shot 
through the legs with one who had an

additional wound to his ass. I got on 
the radio to 1st PLT and they were too 
busy to send the medic over. We had 
to work with what we had. 

Talking to Higher and the Iraqi sol­
diers, we came up with a plan to get 
the wounded back to the FOB. They 
absolutely refused to go to the Tal 
Afar hospital. Psyop and my shooter 
got the bleeding stopped, gave the 
IVs to the Iraqi Soldier with the ass 
wound and got all three stable enough 
where they could be moved. 

I arranged and got cooperation 
from the FOB to have the wounded 
taken to the front gate. Our med­
ics would be there with an FLA and 
take them to our American doctors. 
Thanks to my shooter and the Psyop 
team all three lived. I put my shooter 
in for an award, but he never got it. 

Instead, a month and a half after 
the Jolock mission we all were pun­
ished under the UCMJ: a Soldier who 
was on our security element told my 
platoon sergeant we got drunk on 
mission. 

Friendly, But Not Familiar? 
Going back to those six days with 

the Jolocks: During the friendship 
mission we were out for three days, 

came back and went out that evening. 
I had to switch out one guy from 1st 
PLT for another. This replacement was 
a 35-year-old PFC who came into the 
Army to pay off college debt. Nothing 
wrong with that, but he should have 
picked another MOS, like CID or fi­
nance. 

When we went back for the second 
part of our trip there were about 12-14 
men staying in the house, including 
the men we spent the first three days 
with. That night they were drinking 
on the roof. Yes, Muslims drinking 
alcohol. They had whiskey, vodka 
and cans of beer. They wanted us to 
drink with them and I said no. They 
insisted, telling us they know Ameri­
cans love beer. We couldn't. They got 
pretty pushy about it, getting pretty 
pissed. So I decided OK we'll have 
one beer with them. We had a rota­
tion on the radio, two men on, four 
men down. We were down and so we 
went on the roof and had a beer with 
these friendly tribesman. The funny 
thing is, this could have been any­
where in America. A bunch of dudes 
hanging out and telling bullshit sto­
ries. It's screwed to say, but because 
we did an illegal act with them, they 
now fully trusted us. They accepted

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us and that acceptance was the basis 
for building a productive rapport. We 
didn't get drunk, we sipped our beer 
and talked about shit men talk about. 
We had won them over and that's 
when we got more information and 
more idea sharing. 

At the time I was a sergeant ES. 
I was in charge, I had no lieutenant 
or any senior ranking NCO with me. 

I was in charge and the decisions I 
made were my sole responsibility. I 
disobeyed general order number one, 
no drinking in a combat zone. I drank 
and allowed my team to drink outside 
the wire, in a safe house full of drunk 
Iraqi civilians armed to the teeth. If 
I endangered my men and myself, it 
was my decision. I was told to build 
rapport and that is what I did. Was it

... Most of our information came 
from a man named Faisal Xxx Xxxxx 
Xxxxx. We received the following in­
formation as part of a sniper team 
set in Northern part of vie P9 in small 
clips between the 311800MAY05 and 
030600JUN05. Faisal worked with the 
Americans previously stationed here. 
He worked under the alias Xxxx. He 
was an interpreter for the Marines and 
worked inside FOB Sykes, he also men­
tioned he worked for Nomad. He speaks 
English well and has a college degree 
(he did not state what his degree is in).

Sxxx Mxxxx Kxxxxxx and Fxxxx 
Mxxxxxx Kxxxxxx, Cholak tribe members 
say these two men belong to the Karbash 
tribe and the ones who coordinate attacks 
on Americans and the Cholak tribe. Sxxxx 
and Fxxxxx live and operate in the Zulu/ 
AJ area, vicinity AJ53. They move from the 
Zulu area to a small village between Tele­
far and Sinjar. Numorous Cholak tribesmen 
said these two dress like woman when 
moving in and around the city of Tai Afar 
to avoid detection, because they know we 
don't search woman. Both of these men 
areAmirs. 

In the Zulu and the Western AJ area 
vicinity AJ53 numerous Cholak tribesmen 
said this is where they fire mortars from, a 
majority of the time. 

Cholak tribesmen say that Kxxxx Hxxxxx 
Uxxxx, who belongs to the Chabben tribe, 
is a major player in attacks on Americans. 
Lives and operates in Al Suriyah neighbor­
hood. Fox Xray informed us this guy is a 
plans-and-operations guy for AIF. 

Cholak offered to help us by taking 
pictures of the insurgents so we can put a 
face to a name; they just need some more 
cameras. They also request support from 
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us in the way of ammunition and night vi­
sion devices. 

There was a report of lots of Farhat 
tribesmen in busses moving towards the 
castle. Later that day an informant called 
Faisal and reported 150 insurgents in three 
busses (no description of busses) were 
seen south of the castle, in the Alpha Que­
bec area, vicinity AQ1 - AQ12. These men 
were armed and seen unloading boxes 
from the busses. The neighborhood was 
reported to us as having little to no woman 
and children, just men. The area belongs 
to the Farhat tribe. Sxxxx Mxxxxxx Kxxxxxx 
is supposedly the one who recruited and is 
in charge of these men. Approximately 20 
of these men are Syrian; the source said 
they had long shoulder-length hair. 

The Karbash and the Farhat are work­
ing together and with the insurgents. The 
Farhat are linked with Zaquari and Al 
Queda. In the discussion we had with the 
Cholak, they mentioned the names Sxxxx 
Mxxxxxx Kxxxxxx and Mohamed Rasheed 
many times. 

Faisal called us via cellphone, his 
sources got word that the insurgents 
had manufactured 12 more VBIEDs. No 
descriptions of the vehicles. He had the 
streets shutdown around the Cholak area, 
denying contact of VBIEDs. 

We were informed by Faisal that even 
though the hospital is secure, the routes 
to it are not. His people (the Cholaks) are 
afraid of being stopped by insurgents on 
the way to the hospital and being killed. 
His people also say that the doctors at the 
hospital do not treat certain people with 
the proper care, i.e. people against insur­
gency do not receive the appropriate care. 

The enemy snipers are using all terrain 
to their advantage, as well as the other 
small arms attacks. We believe the AIF are 
using high-speed avenues of approach 
to fire on Coalition and Iraqi Forces. I be­
lieve they actually use buildings a small 
percentage of the time, mostly firing from 
the street and scurrying away to a waiting 
vehicle, then driving away. There are no 
TCPs that I have seen inside of Tai Afar and 
they move weapons and explosives freely 
inside the city. I'm also beginning to think 
that the IA checkpoints around the city are 
letting these guys through, or they are just 
bypassing as well. 

Final thought on the Cholak, let's give 
them a suitcase full of money and let them 
go to work. (This information was col­
lected by SPC Babbit and SGT Buskell.) ~ 

wrong? It was at least illegal. If we 
had been a teain of Psyop or Civil 
Affairs or Humint Gatherers or SF 
this would not have been an issue, 
but we were scouts in 3rd ACR and 
what we did was definitely not ac­
cording to regulation.

Rover said we did an ou tstanding 
j ob , a job outside of our MOS , we 
should be p roud. He said he would 
see what he could do. 

My team all received field grade 
Article I5 's, all with reduction in 
rank one grade, forfeiture of pay and 
extra duty for 45 days . I received a 
summary court-martial with the 
charges of Article 92 failure to 
obey order or regulation , Article 99 
misbehavior before the enemy, Ar­
ticle 134 and reduction in rank one 
grade, for feiture of 2/3 pay, an ex­
tremely bad NCOER. I was kicked 
ou t of Fox and kicked out of 2/3 
ACR. If it weren't for my pay grade I 
would have had to spend 30 days in 
j ail -- and come to find ou t we have 
a j ail in Kuwait. From what I heard 
it is full of some soldiers who com­
mitted some crime, and terrorists 
on their way to Cuba. 

The j olocks continued to work 
with Coalition forces. I wen t to a 
unit called Quickstrike . The rest of 
the guys s tayed in Fox and made it 
home to Fort Carson. The private

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Forest Service Says "Have Your Guns, Just Don't Shoot 'em Here" 
By IVlichael Bane 

Short story ... USFS officials are hold­
ing "public meetings" all over the coun­
try to address recreational uses of the 
public forest resource. The local head 
rangers, who run their area like little 
medieval fiefdoms, get to choose which 
"critical areas" to address first. Here in 
the Front Range, Boulder (Colorado) 
District Ranger Christine Walsh, who is 
violently antigun, has been on a jihad 
against recreational shooting. The lo­
cal Greenies have been doing a series 
of "show trials" to try and justify their 
plan to end recreational shooting on 
USFS - aka, our - land. 

The second set of show trials, where 
we lowly citizens get to suggest "solu­
tions" to the non-existent problems 
dredged up by the last set of public 
meetings, is under way as I write this. 

I say they're show trials because: 
1) Walsh has told me directly that 

USFS will "out-of-hand reject" any 
plans/suggestions that increase USFS 
liability. That includes any "no net 
loss" of shooting areas, any formal or 
informal maps to shooting areas, any 
information posted as to where and 

how people can shoot, signage at local 
shooting areas , even having Rangers 
give any information on how or where a 
person can legally shoot on USFS land, 
etc. This is despite the fact that shoot­
ing shares the same liability issues as 
equestrian sports and kayaking ... USFS 
readily provides maps, trail informa­
tion, signage, helpful information, etc. 
for both equestrian sports and kayak­
ing. 

2) Walsh and USFS recreation Direc­
tor Cat Luna told me directly that the 
"real issue" with recreational shoot­
ing was that by allowing it, USFS was 
"legally obligated" to clean up the lead 
contamination. This is nonsense on sev­
eral levels: 

• Lead contamination is hardly an 
issue in casual shooting areas, where 
the volume of use falls well below even 
the lowest EPA estimates on shooting 
ranges. 

• The areas typically involved in rec­
reational shooting in the high country 
are not "high risk" areas such as wet­
lands or streams. Rather, they're rocky, 
largely dry areas often already used for 

other activities that have far greater im­
pact on the environment, eg. motorized 
off-road activity, staging area for wild­
fire-fighting equipment in the event of 
fire, a heavily logged area, etc. 

•The Front Range of Colorado is an 
old, heavily worked mining area! There 
are mine sites on USFS land that make 
Chernobyl look like a fun Sunday pic­
nic destination - arsenic, heavy metals 
of a stunning variety, lead at a level far, 
far beyond any shooting range, a fasci­
nating cocktail of lesser known carcino­
gens, the occasional radioactive waste 
material, etc. I know of at least one 
incident in the last 12 months where a 
commercial range was given a pass on 
cleaning lead contamination because, 
realistically, the mine sites represent a 
hugely greater threat. In short, USFS 
can't afford to clean up the mine sites in 
the forests; the shooting sites are incon­
sequential small potatoes. 

3) USFS is actively closing shooting 
areas in the Front Range i.llegally, using a 
discredited misinterpretation of federal 
law as an excuse. As I've blogged about 
extensively, and has been covered ex-
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tensively in both Gun Week by Editor 
Dave Workman (most recently, Sep­
tember 2006 Archives) and Soldier of 
Fortune, I first became aware of the 
USFS jihad when the range I shot on 
above the little mountain town I live 
in was shut down for "being within 
150 yards of an occupied area," in 
this case a gravel road. However, the 
USFS and the Department of Agri­
culture acknowledge that a "road" is 
not an "occupied area" as stated in 
Federal law. 

The range I shot on, however, 
is still posted for that reason. At a 
public meeting, Ms. Walsh stated 
again that no shooting could be done 
within 150 yards of any road, street 
or highway. I challenged her on her 
interpretation of the law. First, she 
told me that, "this is not the forum 
to address that issue." I responded if 
not here and now, when? This was, 
after all, a public meeting to address 
these "critical issues." She then told 
me that she and her executive staff 
had "no choice" but to post the shoot­
ing ranges, as the USFS Law Enforce­
ment section had told her that was 
their interpretation of the law. 

Hmmrnmm, me thinks .... so I went 
to the USFS Law Enforcement people 
and asked them why they interpreted 
the law in direct violation of their 
bosses in Washington. LE told me 
they did no such thing; that, in fact, 
the USFS administration had chosen 
to close the range over the recom­
mendations of their own enforce­
ment officers and the objections of 
local law enforcement officers, some 
of whom actively used the shooting 
area for training and qualifying. 

Here's what the Feds say about 
Ms. Walsh's personal interpretation 
of the law, from Dave Workman in 
Gun Weeh: "Some critical issues 
were revealed during Gun Week's 
investigation of this latest [USFS] in­
cident. [Veteran USFS Public Affairs 
Officer in Washington D.C. Alan] 
Gibbs acknowledged that it is still 
the belief among USFS law enforce­
ment officers and other staffers that 
a forest road is an 'occupied area' 
as defined under a forest regulation 
first discussed more than a year ago 
as part of an earlier Gun Week inves­
tigation into shooting on national 
forest lands. 

"He confirmed that law enforce­
ment bases its position on an unwrit­
ten, verbal 'ruling' by an unidentified 
federal magistrate that a road is an

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Medical Grunts are Also Heroes, Also 
Victims of Admin Screw Ups At Walter Reed 
By Tommie VVillard 

"If there must be trouble, let it be 
in my day. That my child may have 
peace." 

Golden words written nearly two 
centuries ago by Thomas Paine, an 
American Revolutionary War hero, 
patriot, and a "cauldron stirrer" from 
youth to death . 

Were he alive today, I think Mr. 
Paine would take strong resentment to 
the unfair barrage being laid upon Wal­
ter Reed Anny Hospital, especially the 
amputee ward. 

I take umbrage. I have the right. 
I arrived at Walter Reed 12 Novem­

ber 1965, left arm paralyzed and par­
tially amputated from multiple gunshot 
wounds. The hallways were filled with 
stretchers of wounded soldiers; the air 
pulsated amid the shouts of pain, fear, 
anguish, and desperation. 

The staff was incredible. Patient. 
Wonderful caregivers to the wave of 
new arrivals . 

That was 42 years ago. I was 18, a 
wounded combat medic from the lOlst 
Airborne Division, via Vietnam. Like 
so many others, I wound up on Ward 

33, a sprawling open bay of 36 beds. 
There was no privacy, nor cable televi­
sion, and a staff of one nurse, and two 
orderlies. 

We had one medical doctor. -- a 
far cry from the Walter Reed of today, 
which is taking a lot of national and po­
litical flak due to the failure to provide 
the basic essentials, such as private 
rooms, larger staff, ongoing and then 
aftercare. l watched young men die in 
the beds beside me, across the aisle, 
and from one end to the other. I saw 
parents reunited with their wounded 
children, not having been briefed to try 
and understand the trauma that tears 
the youth from the young; hardens the 
young into something appearing an­
cient beyond their mere decades of life. 
There was no public information officer 
to explain Veterans benefits, transfer­
ring the SGLI (Serviceman's Group Life 
Insurance) to civilian coverage. It was 
$10,000.00 in 1965. It's $250,000.00 to­
day. There was no physical therapy be­
yond learning how to dress , eat, sleep, 
and move out in a military fashion with 
one or more limbs missing. There was 

no PTSD (Post Tramatic Stress Disor­
der) evaluation nor counseling to help 
the soldier understand why he fel t lost, 
deserted by his country, an alien in his 
hard fight for homeland. 

On 22 March 1966 -- five weeks 
before my 19th birthday -- I was medi­
cally discharged, had a plane ticket 
home that was purchased by my par­
ents. Then, wearing a chest full of 
medals and parts of my body and soul 
missing, with no money for cab fare, I 
started hitch-hiking from the main gate 
to Dulles airport. 

As a new member of the "Wounded 
Warrior Project," I'm more than aware 
of the "Above and Beyond" efforts cur­
rently in place to assist amputees in 
getting settled, and marching forward 
with a positive attitude regarding their 
new challenges in life. Our servicemen 
and women are treated with the highest 
degree of respect; they are made aware 
of all their benefits, responsibilities, 
and they return home to an incredible 
support system of family, friends , and 
government. 

On the eve of my being wounded, 
l spent a few minutes with one of my 
commanders, then Major, David H. 
Hackworth. He asked if l would be 
serious about going to OCS (Officers

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An Airbrush Artist's Kinetic Memorials to Fallen Heroes

A unique memorial for U.S. Marine 
Lance Corporal]ohn Martin Holmason, 
killed in action in Iraq, was commis­
sioned by his mother Karla Comfort. 
The nine other U.S. Marines who died 
with Holmason are included in the me­
morial painted on a 2006 H3 Hummer by 
R. Powell of AirbrushGuy & Company. 
This memorial contains the names and 
photographs of all ten Marines killed 
by an explosive during a combat opera­
tion on 1 December 2005 , in Fallujah. 
A Hummer was chosen for this project 
because of its military appearance, be­
fitting the theme of the memorial. 

About six months before Holmason's 
death, his mother noticed a vehicle in 
the parking lot of the clinic where she 
worked: It was a memorial to Vietnam 
veterans. She was pleased to see that 
even after all these years others were 
working to keep the memory of these 
soldiers alive. Little did she know at 
the time, that seeing this vehicle would 
impact her life so soon. In dealing with 
the loss of her son, she put her energy 
into creating a similar memorial for him 
and his fallen comrades. She stated, "I 
just want people to look at this Hum­
mer five years down the road and re-

member what these guys have done for 
our country." 

Searching the Internet, Ms. Comfort 
came upon the website of AirbrushGuy 
& Company (http:/ / www.Airbrush· 
Guy.com) where she saw many of the 
unique designs created by Robert Pow­
ell and his team. She was impressed 
with his work, noting a World War II 
memorial motorcycle created for the 
son of a veteran of that war. 

Upon contacting Powell about the 
project, both were encouraged and ex­
cited about this challenge. Powell imme­
diately began collecting ideas. Comfort, 
her father and youngest son all traveled 
to Arkansas to deliver the vehicle and 
share ideas. Comfort tearfully shared 
stories of her son's life and provided 
them with pictures of her son and his 
comrades. The only specific requests 
Comfort made about the project were to 
include her son's portrait, depicting him 
in his dress blues and that the names of 
the other nine fallen soldiers would be 
on the vehicle. 

While Powell began working on the 
Hummer, the surviving soldiers from 
Holmason's unit returned home from 
Iraq in late January. Holmason's mother 

and family were there to greet them, 
wearing sweatshirts created by Air­
brushGuy & Company witl1 portraits of 
John in uniform. She collected informa­
tion about her son, John, and the other 
fallen soldiers and requested photo­
graphs that would help Powell with his 
design work. 

When Powell first received the Hum­
mer, he began by creating an American 
flag draped over the hood and both 
fenders , similar to how his casket might 
have arrived home. The passenger side 
of the vehicle depicts the mili tary in 
action in the desert and includes heli­
copters and a tank. As the scene moves 
toward the back of the Hummer, there 
is a memorial for the lost Marines. On 
each side of the cargo area is a ghosted 
image of the U.S. Marine seal and por­
traits of five of the fallen men. 

The driver's side of the vehicle de­
picts some of ilie Marine unit individu­
als in front of a building in Iraq. Beside 
this scene are other renderings depict­
ing the reality of the fallen soldiers be­
ing delivered home. 

As word of iliis memorial was been 
made public, others have stepped up 
to be a part. Acey's upholstery of Little 
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Rock donated a hand-made tire cover, 
which allowed Powell more area to 
paint and he was able to incorporate 
Holmason's tattoo onto the cover. Wheel 
World in Jacksonville also helped by 
arranging for Akuza Wheels to donate 
the chrome star-like wheels for the 
Hummer. Each person who has gotten 
behind this project has been grateful to 
be able to give back to those who 
gave all for us. 

Schoff learned of Powell's custom paint­
ing shop after seeing one of his similar 
projects online, and was compelled to 
contact Powell for a memorial project of 
his own. When asked why he chose this 
project, he stated he was very proud of 
his son and his service to our country; 
he wanted others to know just how 
proud he was. 

with the soldier's j eep Wrangler. He felt 
it was only fitting that BJ's jeep become 
a memorial to his service to the coun­
try. 

The j eep features a portrait of BJ 
as well as helicopters and Humvees of 
the 101" Airborne. Schoff's Screaming 
Eagles unit logos were included in the 
project as well. The jeep was topped off 

with an American Flag carried by 
an eagle. Army logos and stars 
were painted on the bumper and 
applied to the windshield. 

Holmason was born 18 Janu­
ary 1985 in Scappoose, Oregon. 
He was scheduled to return home 
with his unit on 24 January 2006. 
He and the other fallen soldiers 
were with the 2"d Battalion 7•h 
Marines , based in Twenty-Nine 
Palms, California. His mother 
plans to visit some ~f the families 
of the other nine fallen men in 
the Hummer in the near future . 
There was also a memorial for 
these fa llen men at Twenty-Nine 
Palms last March, at which time 
she shared this rolling memorial 
with the other families. 

Pictured here are Victoria Powell (artist's wife), Karla Comfort 
(Gold Star Mother of LCp/ Ho/mason, who commissioned the work), 
Kelli Hunt (Gold Star Mother of LCpl Robert A. Martinez, Ho/mason 's 
friend}, and airbrush artist Robert Powell.

Dessons on Hunting Dangenous Game 
I'm not sure I qualify as an expert 

on hunting dangerous game after only 
seven trips to Africa and a single ex­
perience hunting a member of the Big 
Five, but I'd like to share my conclu­
sions while they are still fresh in my 
mind: 

No loose rounds in your pocket! Any 
metallic sound, such as rounds of am­
munition rattling around, will spook 
African game. Ammunition must be 
kept handy, but silent. Best method is 
a leather belt carrier, designed for just 
this purpose. The .458WM cartridges 
are big, and the carrier must hold them 
far enough apart so that one may with­
draw one or two, quickly, surely, and 
silently. 

You need to keep a round cham­
bered and the magazine filled. Even 

the sound associated with chambering 
a round will straightaway send game 
running. In this business, windows are 
short and unannounced. If you're not 
ready when the window opens, you'll 
miss your chance. Worse, you may be 
injured or killed! 

Large cartridges, like the .458WM, 
.375H&H, et al., come in rifles with 
long bolt-throws, longer than most of 
us are used to. Accordingly, you must 
practice extensively operating the bolt 
quickly, rendering the rifle ready to fire 
a second or third shot without delay. 
This was my mistake! I practiced, but 
not enough. At the critical moment, 
I short-stroked the bolt and caused a 
failure to eject. Lucky for me, my first 
shot sufficed to stop the charge of the 
Cape Buffalo.

By the same token, practice topping 
off the magazine after the second shot. 
Cape Buffalo come in herds and lions 
are usually nearby, and, when in Buff 
country, I always have at least 15 car­
tridges on me and the magazine con­
stantly topped off. 

I shoot with my strong-side thumb 
up. When I curl it down, the rifle's re­
coil will cause my knuckle to hit me in 
the nose! This would disorient me and 
delays my next shot. 

First round is always a solid! No tell­
ing what orientation will be presented. 
A solid covers all the bases. 

Don't go looking for things, not 
expecting to find them! When in Buff 
country, never leave your vehicle 
without your rifle. This is serious 
business! You must be ready to go. By 
the same token, Buff rifles should not 
have slings, as they encourage you to 
relax and sling the weapon instead of 
in hand. For those of us accustomed to 
handling and living with loaded guns, 
all this will be perfectly natural. 

With regard to calibers, I am per­
suaded the .458WM is ideal for buf­
falo, more than enough in nearly all 
cases . .375H&H is considered mini­
mum, but it would not be my choice! 
Heavier calibers, like the .460 Weath­
erby, are surely effective, but recoil is 
"over the top" for all but the biggest 
among us , and therefore most people 
will never practice enough with them. 
I can shoot a dozen .458WM rounds at 
a sitting. Not so with heavier calibers. 
All that power means little when you 
pitch your first round, because you're 
anticipating punishing recoil instead of 
focusing on your front sight. 

Bolt-gun or double? Both have been 
used successfully, and the best answer 
to the question is probably "use what 
you're most comfortable with. " The ad­
vantage with a double-rifle is the quick, 
second shot. Disadvantages are weight 
and weak extraction, compared with 
that of a bolt gun. Doubles are heavy, 
and hunters thus tend to let someone 
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else carry them. Bad plan! You need 
to have your rifle with you, as noted 
above. And, when a double fails to 
extract, the rifie is suddenly out of ac­
tion. Bolt-guns hold more rounds, but 
each one must be bolted in, and there 
is always the danger of short-stroking, 
as I discovered. 

Most hunters who are killed by 
Cape Buffalo die during a charge by 
one that has been wounded, but not 
decisively so. Wounded buffalo are ex­
tremely dangerous! That is why, when 
hunting Cape Buffalo, the first shot 
must be a killer. The first shot is, by 
far, the most important. 

The buffalo that charged me had not 
been wounded, but we blundered into 
the herd, and they became frightened. 
Even so, such charges are not common. 
When they charge past you, Cape Buf­
falo will predictably turn around and 
come back. They will not relent until 
their prey is, in the words of the Mayor 
of Munchkinville, " .. . not merely dead, 
but most sincerely dead!" 

Black Rhino are similar and prob­
ably the most dangerous animal on 
the African Continent. Were they not 
so rare, they would be responsible 
for many more deaths than they pres­
ently are. Black Rhino will predictably 
charge, wounded or not, the moment 
they see you. By contrast, the larger 
but more docile White Rhino rarely 
charge. We saw several while hunting 
buffalo, and they paid scant attention 
to us. 

lions, when they charge, can often 
be successfully sidestepped by moving 
off the line of force. lions rarely turn 
around and come back at you after you 
manage to dodge their charge. They 
usually just keep running. Nearly 
everyone who spends any amount of 
time in the bush has been charged by a 
lion at one time or another. People are 
often mauled by lions (and leopards), 
but the fatality percentage is relatively 
low, as such attacks are usually short in 
duration. By contrast, attacks by Cape 
Buffalo are almost always fatal! Y<

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Military medical treatment in Iraq 
is good to excellent. However, there 
are areas of care for soldiers and Ma­
rines that need remedial work. In fact, 
after more than three years of warfare 
in that country, certain deficiencies 
are unconscionable. What follows is 
the account of one soldier who went 
through the medical system. 

I became a medical casualty in 

Iraq in 2005. Medevac was called for. 
Before I could be placed on the heli­
copter, I was stripped of my combat 
gear: my M4, ammo pouches, M9 and 
anything explosive, "per Geneva Con­
ventions," as the medics told me. Like 
nearly every combat casualty OT other 
health problem, I left my unit with 
nothing but the clothes on my back: 
thin desert cotton fatigues, although 

it was cold where I was at the time. 
My cold weather gear was stripped 
off during treatment and left behind, 
as is usually the case with all medical 
casualties. But, no problem so far. 

I arrived at the Combat Support 
Hospital (CSR-- today's acronym for 
what used to be called MASH) in the 
International Zone in Baghdad where 
I was immediately transported via a

mm1ature golf-cart-sized vehicle to 
the Emergency Room. The care in the 
emergency room was outstanding as 
professionals triaged and stabilized, 
based on urgency of need. Iraqis and 
Coalition troops were treated fairly, 
though it was clear that fighting 
troops got priority, whether Multina­
tional Coalition forces or Iraqi, while 
civilians sometimes had to wait. 

Good Medicine, 
Bad living Conditions 

The "issues" began when I 
was transferred to a ward for 
more stabilization and treat­
ment. Once truly stabilized, I 
was to be sent to specialists 
in Kuwait to determine future 
status, whether shipment to 
the U.S. or recovery and re­
turn to my unit. 

The four-and five-man 
wards were a bit crowded, as 
is to be expected in a combat 
hospital. Sheets, but no blan­
kets, were available for pa­
tients. Although the hospital 
room climate is controlled, 
the fact that some individuals 
had fevers, others had chills 
and all had weakened core 
temperatures due to injuries 
or illness meant that some 
needed blankets or another 
way to keep warm when 
"normal" temperatures for 
the rest of humanity are not 
sufficient. 

In addition, no pillows 
were available whatsoever. 
Towels were available for 
cleaning oneself, but - sig­
nificantly - not through the 
military. 

These are small things to 
men and women fighting life­
threateningmedical problems, 
but those little things add up 
to morale issues which affect 
recovery and feelings about 
oneself, the military and the 
U.S. Government. 

Scrounging Often Works 
When I was more aware 

and able to move about, I be­
gan searching the hospital my­
self for items that I was told 
were not available. Though I 
never found a blanket, I was 
directed to a room where I 
was told some items sent 
as care packages by Ameri­
can church groups could be 

found. Sure enough, I found clean or 
even new underwear to replace the 
dirty, worn things I came in with and 
had been wearing for some time, as 
well as small hand towels, plastic dis­
posable razors, combs, shampoo, and 
other toiletries that patients can use 
to clean the blood, sweat, grime, pus 
and puke off one's body. And, joy of 
joys: I found a hand-made, miniature

pillow, with a tie-dyed cover -- the gift 
of a church in Florida. That pillow 
made all the difference in the world 
to my morale. It is still in my posses­
sion, with the name of the church on 
it - as I write these words , I am on 
my way to Florida to visit that church 
and personally thank them for their 

support and thoughtful donations 
that made such a change in my small 
world. 

However, as noted earlier, were it 
not for those church group donations, 
there would have been no pillows, 
no towels, and no toiletries for the 
wounded and sick soldiers.

Later, I was considered stable 
enough to fly from Baghdad via mede­
vac helicopter to Balad, for USAF 
C-130 transport to Kuwait for more 
treatment and evaluation. This time, 
medics went over my person care­
fully to ensure I was carrying noth­
ing lethal - they found two extra 
magazines for the Beretta M9 pistol 
in one cargo pocket (whoops! When 
one is in urgent need of medical care, 
one sometimes forgets little details). 
I was carefully advised that this was 
indeed a serious violation of the Ge­
neva Convention regarding care and 
transport of those wounded, giving 
the insurgents the right to fire upon 
our medevacs. 

Let me see now: These are the guys 
who torture and shoot both civilian 
and military helicopter pilots, vid­
eotaping the exciting scenes for pos­
terity, and who saw off all captives' 
heads with a dull knife, recording 
the screaming and gurgling for future 
beer and chips parties later. For the 
first time in my incarceration in the 
medical system, I felt fear. I was now 
going to fly at night over enemy terri­
tory in a helicopter with absolutely no 
weapons on board. As far as I knew, 
the pilots may have been unarmed. I 
wouldn't have minded a rack of M4s 
or even a couple of pistols on board in 
case we did have to go down; there is 
no question that we'd be hunted down 
and tortured/murdered one by one if 
any of the medevacs went down with 
patients on board. We were supposed 
to rely on the kindness of strangers -
in this case, al-Qaeda killers who love 
to kill as many innocents as possible 
to further their cause - in a helicopter 
flying at night whose Red Cross was 
not visible anyway. 

So why do we refuse to allow any 
"defensive" weapons -- which even in­
ternational law agrees is appropriate 
for non-combatants in similar circum­
stances? 

All rounds had to be counted and 
a receipt given -- later, an investiga­
tion similar to a report of survey was 
conducted by a senior officer to find 
those 30 rounds of ammo and two 
magazines which did not reappear in 
my gear when I returned to my unit. 
I was appalled that in the middle of 
combat, someone's time had to be 
wasted trying to find where two mag­
azines of ammo went, when hundred 
of thousands of rounds went down 
range or were lost over the side every 
time a machine gun was re-cocked/ 
charged.

to enter the medical system -- though 
again I emphasize the actual medical 
treatment was great. 

Undressed In The Desert Winter 
I received my first taste of what 

was going to be my future in the 
medical system for the next week or 
so: It had turned very cold. I shiv­
ered in my thin cotton fatigues during 
the entire trip, partially from the cold 
and partially from the fear as I looked 

out over enemy territory from about 
200 feet up. It was a long flight in my 
mind, but probably only 40 minutes 
or so. For the first time in Iraq, I was 
unarmed and at the mercy, such as it 
is, of any enemies I might encounter. 

At Balad, we asked for warm cloth­
ing and were told there was nothing 
available. However, we were again 
directed to a storeroom where care 
package contents were left available. 
I obtained a long sleeved t-shirt -- one 
that saved my life, providing an addi­
tional layer of warmth during the next 
weeks' below-freezing temperatures. 

The C-130 flight was comfortable 
and high enough that we did not fear 
being hit and going down, unlike our 
helicopter trip. And I watched a huge 
firefight for about 10 minutes from 
the air, with what appeared to be 
heavy-caliber machine guns (DshK's, 
.50 Brownings and 25mm cannons) 
trading fire during the entire time we 
passed over a certain town. We felt 
pity for those we knew were about 

Arrival in Kuwait was uneventful, 
which is a plus for those in medical 
need, and I was soon quickly and effi­
ciently cared for and released for duty 
with my unit. Now the fun began . . . 

More Good Medicine and 
Bad living Conditions 

I found out, along with the other 
medical returnees, that we were on 
our own. We were delivered to USAF 
flight facilities on a Kuwait Air Base, 
where we were advised that we were 
quite low on any waiting lists for 
flights back to our units. Most flights 
to Baghdad were booked with groups 
of soldiers already "in the system," 
going over with their units, on special 
orders, or returning from R&:R. We 
were the unplanned and uncared for. 
There was and is no procedure for ex­
pediting the return of war casualties 
nor for inserting them with any kind 
of priority on the stand-by lists. We 
each had a simple letter signed by a 
doctor returning us to duty -- no or­
ders, without which the military does 
not move. After three years of war, 
there "should be" a thought-out pro­
cedure - if someone responsible was 
thinking coherently about anything 
other than his next Commendation 
medal. 

Without going into detail, it took 
my group four or five days to get 
back to our units. What that meant 
was that we had to wait in climate­
controlled terminals during the day 
for standby flights , then had to go to 
transient tents for the night. Those 
transient tents had nothing but stan­
dard Army cots and were "heated" by 
a blower system that never got the 
temperatures above 40 degrees Falu­
enheit. Since outside temperatures

Candidate School). I told him I was a 
high school drop out. He replied that, 
with his "order," I had a GED. He went 
further by stating that the war would 
go on for years; that the Army would 
need combat-experienced officers. I 
asked him, "What makes a leader?" He 
replied, simply, "Three things: You take 
care of your people. And, always lead 
from the front. And always do the right 
thing, not the easy thing. " 

In the last years of his life, I became 
telephone-close to General William 
C. Westmoreland. He pretty much 
summed up leadership in the same way 
when he endorsed my novel Buffalo 
Soldiers, which was one of 40 selec­
tions by then U.S. Army Chief of Staff 
General Eric Shinseki, for his Recom­
mended Professional Reading List. 

I saw all of that bear fruit two ,days 
ago. Standing before a world television 
audience, four-star General Richard 
Cody, Vice Chief of Staff of the US 
Army, took the brunt of the blame for 
the recent mistakes regarding Building 
18 at Walter Reed. That did not sur­
prise me. Dick Cody is my friend, the 
man who fired the first shot in Opera-

tion Desert Storm from his Apache at­
tack helicopter, taking out the Iraqi ra­
dar fence on the Saudi Arabian border. 
General Cody was the commanding 
general of the lOlst Airborne when I 
was inducted as Distinguished Member 
Of the Regiment (DMOR) , the highest 
accolade that can be bestowed on a sol­
dier by his division. 

Knowing General Cody, I know that 
he dearly cares more for his men, than 
his own life. What happened? I'm still 
not certain. Somebody dropped the 
ball. The money was there. I assume the 
government contractors were there to 
do the job. That's where I would begin 
my inquiry. Not blaming the men and 
women of the medical corps and Army 
command, who work tirelessly to make 
certain that our wounded warriors are 
treated with respect, dignity, education 
.. . and don't have to worry about hitch­
hiking in the dark to get home. 

An apology is owed to the staff, 
personnel, and the United States Army 
for their continuing progressive care 
for the wounded at Walter Reed Army 
Hospital. After the painful experience 
of Vietnam, we swore that our children, 

as Thomas Paine prayed, would not 
suffer trouble; that they would know 
peace. That prayer has gone unfulfilled. 
However, if any are wounded traumati­
cally, they have the Walter Reed Hospi­
tal waiting.

"What a liar this guy Matt Furey is." That's what I thought 
when I read this guy's hype-dense ads about his bodyweight 
exercise program called Combat Conditioning. Look, I'm 
no sucker for junk exercise programs. Not only have I lifted 
weights for years, but after 26 years in martial arts where 
I've earned a 6th-degree Black Belt in Okinawan Karate 
- and six years in the U.S. Marine Corps, I've seen it all. So 
to say I didn't believe Matt Furey when he said you can get 
kick-butt fit with his bodyweight calisthenics would be an 
understatement. Not only have I been in the USMC and been 
in martial arts for a long time, but I played football for most of 
my life and have served as the martial arts instructor for the 
New Orleans Saints. So there's no way I was going to fall 
for a rinky dink routine like Furey's. 

Not only thal but I trained with Jesse Kellum, who is 
pound-for-pound one of the strongest men in the world. At 
220 lbs. he benched over 800 pounds and squatted 1000 
pounds. I, myself, could bench over 400 pounds and dead 
lift over 600. 

Pain, Pain, Go Away 
Even so, despite my immense knowledge and background, 

I couldn't shake this nagging feeling that Furey might be right 
about what he was claiming, mostly because my shoulders, 
knees and back were in constant pain from my weight train­
ing routine. Yes, I was strong, but I was paying a heavy price. 
No one likes pain - I don't care how much you think you "can 
take it" - after awhile it's not worth it. And Furey's program 
promised to get me stronger and rn.ore flexible without all the 
joint pain I had.

is the discovery of items that Chech­
ens were known to wear. Finally, the 
events of 13 November 2004, are dis­
cussed. Kasal's account of what he did 
that day is modest - almost in keep­
ing with the title of this book. 

That said, the reviewer must, with 
all due respect, disagree with Ser­
geant Major Kasal. Yes, the Marines 
who ultimately helped evacuate him 
and the other wounded Marines were 
heroes, but Sergeant Major Kasal is a 
quintessential hero, too. As modestly 
revealed in this book, his conduct was 
in line with countless acts of heroism 
in the annals of the Marine Corps. 
Sergeant Major Kasal deserves every 
accolade he receives and more. 

Kasal mentions the media coverage 
of the war. The reviewer cannot echo 
his sentiments more strongly. What is 
most appalling is that this is a story 
that many outlets of the mainstream 
media could have run, but didn't - of­
ten preferring to focus on flimsy alle­
gations of torture at Guantanamo Bay, 
the misbehavior of a small number of 
MPs at Abu Ghraib, or other negative 
aspects, including "milestone" ca­
sualties (the media held a watch for 
the 3,000'" casualty). It is even worse

when reports that an embedded re­
porter's account was heavily re-writ­
ten by editors because it made Ameri­
can troops appear too heroic. There 
seems to be a pattern of ignoring the 
heroes that pervades the mainstream

greatly exaggerated. 

Ultimately, My Men Are My Heroes 
is a volume of compelling reading. It 
shows that the American military still 
has heroes - ones that are as 
worthy as those who fought 
in the wars of the past. It is 
also a fine read, and should 
be in the library of anyone 
who wants to see a view of 
Fallujah from one of those 
who fought there .

Temporarily Discontinued After Nine-Eleven, 
Ohio Ordnance Works' Classic Is Back!

After beginning his career by designing single 
shot rifles, John Moses Browning advanced 
to repeating lever-and slide-action rifles, be­

fore venturing into the realm of machine guns for 
the military near the end of the 19'h Century. Sev­
enteen years later, with America about to become 
involved in The Great War, John M. Browning had 
perfected his water-cooled machine gun, the Model 
of 1917 in the still-new .30-06 cartridge.

However, as effective as the Model 
of 1917 was, America was faced with 
a new ballgame called trench warfare. 
Another of Browning's inventions, 
the Winchester Model 1897 shotgun, 
had been altered to create the famous 
Model 97 "Trench Gun," but the 
Army wanted something even more 
versatile , so they turned to Browning 
once more. He responded with a de­
sign he had been working on. 

Firing the same .30-06 cartridge as 
the Springfield and Enfield rifles and the Model 1917 machine 
gun, the weapon Browning designed was called the Browning Au­
tomatic Rifle (BAR) and was given the designation of Model 1918. 
It would prove to be one of John Browning's finest designs. 

Weighing 16 pounds, the Model 1918 BAR had a barrel 24 
inches long and an overall length of 4 7 inches. A tube extension 
was added to the barrel as a flash hider. The adjustable rear sight 
of the Model 1918 BAR was quite similar to that used on the WW 
I Ml917 Enfield rifle that was standard issue to U.S. Forces at the 
time. The butt plate was also like that of the Ml917 . 

Firing from the open-bolt position, the BAR operated by long­
stroke gas piston, the action traveling for a distance slightly longer 
than the cartridge it fired. Controlled by a selector, the BAR could 
be fired either semi-automatic or full automatic, and used a 20-
round box magazine. With the selector set on the full-automatic 
position, the gun fired at the slow rate of 550 rounds per minute 
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The late Gene Pretzeus fires an original full-auto Model 1918A2 BAR off the bipod. 

(RPM). The Model 1918 BAR had no 
bipod or hinged shoulder support on 
the butt like later models, and had a 
blue finish with a heavily crosshatch­
checkered forend. 

From a mechanical perspective, 
most interesting about the Bar was 
its locking mechanism, which was 
unique at the time. Instead of a rotat­
ing bolt, the BAR used a toggle-type 
mechanism to lock the breech. Con­
trolled by the operating slide, this 
toggle raised the locking arm into en­
gagement with a shoulder in the top 
of the receiver to lock it, or lowered 
the arm out of engagement to allow 
the bolt to move to the rear. One seg­
ment of the link acted as the hammer 
to strike the firing pin as it went into 
lock. 

The operating slide connected to 
the piston, which moved back and 
forth inside a gas cylinder. At the front 

of the cylinder was a gas port into the 
barrel where gas was bled from the 
barrel after the bullet passed the port. 
Being connected to the bolt, the oper­
ating slide traveled all the way back 
and forth with it, but the left-side 
cocking handle is non-reciprocating, 
operating semi-independently from 
the bolt group. Pulling the cocking 
handle to the rear cocks the bolt, 
but the cocking handle must then be 
manually pushed back forward where 
a detente holds it there. 

Conceived as a portable self-load­
ing and automatic rifle, the Model 
1918 BAR was America's first entry 
into the world of assault rifles. Armed 
with one, a soldier or Marine carry­
ing ten 20-round magazines could be 
quite effective in assaulting enemy 
trenches or positions, with the BARs 
slow rate of fire and relatively heavy 
weight allowing it to be easily con-

Colt, Winchester and Marlin Rock­

well made 85,000 Model 1918 BARs 
before World War I ended, but al­
though the armistice came before the 
BAR could make a difference, it was 
officially adopted by the U.S. military, 
where it remained in service in its 
original form for almost a decade.

However, with use came improve­
ments , and the Model 1918 BARs butt 
plate was later fitted with a hinged 
shoulder support and a bipod was 
mounted on the gas tube in front of the 
forend. With these changes, the BAR 
could also be used as a ground gun, 
and modified 1918 BARs resulted in 
the Model 1918Al , which was adopt­
ed in 1937. Unlike the Model 1918, 
the Model 1918Al had a Parkerized 
finish rather than blue. The Model 
1918Al BAR weighed 18.5 pounds. 

In spite of the product improved 
Model 1918Al, additional improve­
ments to the BAR continued. These 
included a shorter flash hider, an im­
proved bipod mounted at the muzzle 
and an abbreviated handguard with a 
heat shield to protect the recoil spring 
guide. Magazine guide "ears" were 
added to the magazine well, a finely 
adjustable rear sight similar to that 
of the Ml918A4 machine gun, a new 
buttstock that accepted an adjustable 
rest, and a butt plate with a shorter 
shoulder rest. 

Perhaps the most interesting 
change to the Model 1918Al BAR was 
the elimination of the selective fire 
option, which was replaced by a rate­
reducing mechanism and a switch 
giving the gun two rates of automatic

fire . The slow rate produced 300-450 
RPM and the fast rate 500-650 RPM. 
These changes transformed the BAR 
into a highly portable light machine 
gun, a true squad automatic weapon 
(SAW). Shortly before the outbreak of 
World War II the new BAR was ad­
opted as the Model 1918A2. As with 
the Model 1918Al, all Model 1918A2 
BARs were initially made from the 
original 85,000Model1918 guns , and 

were Parkerized. 
During WW II the Model 1918A2 

Bar underwent a number of addi­
tional modifications including a sim­
plified shortened "beavertail" forend , 
removal of the butt stock rest, the ad­
dition of a carrying handle and the de­
velopment of a new plastic butt s tock. 
l.B.M. and New England Small Arms 
Corporation made the Model 1918A2 
BAR during WW II. At 19.4 pounds, 
the 1918A2 was the heaviest of the 
BARs. 

After the Korean War broke out, 
Royal McBee Typewriter manufac­
tured 61,000 Model 1918A2 BARs 
with plastic butt stocks and a new 
prong type flash suppressor. A new 
simplified gas cylinder regulator was 
also developed during the Korean 
War. 

As an aside, a version of the BAR 
called the Browning Machine Rifle 
Model 1922 was developed to pro­
vide the horse cavalry a lightweight, 
sustained-fire capability. This weapon 
had a heavy barrel with radial cooling 
fins, its own bipod and other differ­
ences, but was made in very limited 
quantities and was phased out prior 
to WWII.

sale to law enforcement and foreign 
governments. One of these was the 
Colt Monitor, a short-barreled BAR, 
and another was the R75A, which had 
a quick-change barrel similar to that 
of the Swedish Model 3 7 BAR. 

Another BAR variation made in 
limited quantities was the T34 Auto­
matic Rifle. This was a Model 1918A2 
BAR designed to use the T65E3 car­
tridge case, which was the basis for 
the 7.62x5lmm NATO cartridge. The 
T34 was the last of the U.S. Military's 
BARs. 

Although it is not widely known, 
the Model 1918A2 BAR remained in 
service with the U.S. Military through 
the early stages of the Vietnam War. 
My longtime friend, Mr. Robert I. Lan-

dies, founder and President of Ohio 
Ordnance Works, long an enthusiast 
of the BAR, reports that the U.S. Navy 
used BARs as door guns on rescue 
helicopters on aircraft carriers during 
the early stages of the Vietnam War. 
He also recounts an interesting story 
connected with that duty. 

After leaving their ship for a rescue 
mission, one Navy helicopter landed 
in Vietnam to find that the enemy 
was putting out heavy machine-gun 
fire from fortified "pill box," against 
which Ml6 fire had no effect. Remov­
ing their two BARs from their helicop­
ter door mounts, the sailors attacked 
the fortification with .30 caliber 
armor piercing rounds, which not 
only penetrated the walls, but killed

all enemy combatants inside and 
also destroyed the machine gun they 
were using. After telling the story on 
their return to their ship, a chant of 
'JOHN BROWNING, JOHN BROWN­
ING,JOHN BROWNING!" broke out 
among the men. 

The Model 191813 SlR 
If the BAR is gone, it certainly is not 

forgotten. In what can only be called a 
labor of love, Robert I. Landies began 
the development of a semi-automatic 
only version of the BAR in the early 
1990's. Using parts in excellent to 
near-new condition from destroyed 
1918A2 BARs, landies designed a 
receiver that looked nearly identical 
to a real 1918A2 receiver, except for 
the manner in which the special semi­
automatic only trigger housing was 
attached. In addition, the interior of 
the receiver was dimensionally differ­
ent to prevent an original bolt group 
from fitting. A unique modification 
was an interim firing pin in what was 
the original hammer to act as a safety 
between the new hammer and the 
standard firing pin, as the gun fired 
from the closed bolt position, and re­
quired a full blow from the hammer. 
What was formerly the two-position 
rate of fire selector became a safety 
selector, but in the FIRE position, it 
allowed only one shot at a time. 

Bob Landies' gun was called the 
Model 1918A3 Self-Loading Rifle 
(SLR), and with BATF approval, he 
undertook limited serial production, 
but this production was like nothing 
the BAR had ever known. 

Although the receiver of the Model 
1918 BAR was machined using turn­
of-the-century technology, subse­
quent production used receivers of 
cast steel, and there was extensive ex­
perimentation with various other ma­
terials and methods of manufacture. 
This is because the BARs receiver is 
relatively difficult to make, requiring 
much material and machine time. The 
original gun was designed to last a 
lifetime and this is something it has 
in common with the Model 1918A3 
SLR. 

Sparing no cost in materials, Bob 
Landies selected 1051 high-carbon 
steel for the SLR's receiver, and pro­
grammed all machine operations into 
one of Ohio Ordnance's computer 
numerical control (CNC) machines. 
This guaranteed that the SLR receiver 
would be machined to the most spe-
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cific tolerances, as would the new 
semi-automatic only internal parts . 
Once finished, the parts were heat­
treated and MilSpec Parkerized just 
like the original. The dream became 
a reality. 

Being fortunate to be able to test 
one of the first Ohio Ordnance Works 
Model 1918A3 SLR's in 1995, I found 
the gun unbelievably accurate, pro­
ducing 5-shot groups hovering about 
1-inch at 100 yards from the bench 
using Federal .30-06 Match ammuni­
tion. In firing several hundred rounds 
of various surplus .30 M2 ammuni­
tion, no malfunctions whatever were 
experienced. 

Having fired many BARs during 
the past 30 years, I, like most, have 
found it easy to fall in love with this 
classic gun, but with originals selling 
for thousands of times their original 
cost, they have always been beyond 
the reach of most collectors. With the 
arrival of OOW's Model 1918A3 SLR, 
that changed. 

In addition to the 1918A2 con­
figuration, OOW manufactured a 
number of SLR's using original 1918 
and 1918Al parts. However, because

original new wood furniture for these 
models was impossible to find, Bob 
Landies set out to reproduce it, and 
now offers brand-new walnut butt­
stocks and forends made to 100% 
original 1918 specifications, for own­
ers of legal Model 1918 BARs to up­
grade their guns. 

Although original 1918 and l 9 l 8Al 
parts sets essentially dried up years 
ago, OOW can still reproduce these 
guns in the SLR format, and can do 
the same with super rare BMR Model 
1922, Monitor and other parts, recre­
ating these classics as semi-automatic 
only guns. OOW even made a 1918A3 
NM SLR that was used in competition 
at Camp Perry, Ohio. I tested this gun 
along with one of OOW's Model 1918 
SLR's a decade ago. 

In the wake of Nine-Eleven, OOW 
suspended production of the 1918A3 
SLR, due to increased military con­
tracts in the Global War On Terrorism 
(G-WOT) . However, after enlarging 
OOW's production facility, Bob Lan­
dies has resumed production of this 
great classic, which is manufactured 
to the same precise methods before 
the G-WOT, using like-new original 

GI parts where possible. Incidentally, 
OWO's VZ2000 rifle is also back in 
production. 

It is now 89 years since the Brown­
ing Automatic Rifle was adopted 
and it remained in service for half a 
century. If you want to own a piece 
of history, you can't do much better 
than the classic Model 1918A3 SLR.

But after a while, it was beautiful to 
me and I stared down everyone who 
gave me odd looks about my little 
pillow. But it did not do anything 
about warmth. Each night, I ·· and 
my fellow evacuees trying to return 
to duty ·· shivered, unable to sleep 
on those cots. I wore my extra T­
shirt, but that was it. 

Depending on Mercy, Not The System 
Recall, that we were returning 

medical casualties, for whom many 

had weak systems, unable to main­
tain body core temperatures. Each 
morning, we staggered to the dining 
hall to get warm and wait until the 
sun rose to heat up the area before 
we could walk around. If we could 
have stayed overnight in the din­
ing halls (which were heated, and 
of course had hot drinks) we would 
have, but that was not allowed. On 
the third day, a group of private se­
curity detail folks 011 their way to 
Iraq were assigned to our tent. One 
of them took pity 011 me and gave 
me his un-insulated Gore-Tex parka 
to use when I slept. I could cover 
my head and hands and my warm 
breath would gradually raise the 
temperatures enough so that I could 
slip into a semi-aware state (I can 
not call it "sleep" as one stays par­
tially awake when that cold) . I was 
not wann, but was warmer. 

There is no doubt the situation 
led to further medical problems or 
delayed recovery for some soldiers. 

As one of the senior people in our 
group, I made every effort to obtain 
warm clothes, blankets or heated 
quarters, but was denied. When I

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asked why there was no system for 
clothing us or providing us with the 
basics, I was told that the general at­
titude was that 95% of those passing 
through Kuwait on their way to Iraq 
were carrying their own gear -- those 
Army and Marine backpacks you 
see us hauling around everywhere 
do have sleeping bags, towels, etc. -
- everything necessary to survive or 
provide comfort while in transit. But 
why, I asked, after nearly three years 
of war, was there still no procedure 
for temporarily re-equipping return­
ing combat casualties with the basics, 

when it was a given that each of us 
would be deprived of our survival 
gear -- including portions of our uni­
forms -- and then sent back, virtually 
naked by military standards, through 
this system? If my fatigues had been 
cut away or stripped off, I'd have ar­
rived at the terminal in a hospital 
gown -- and returned to Iraq in it, 
after four days of waiting for flights . 
Frankly. I would have succumbed to 
hypothermia. 

Surely, there were thousands of 
soldiers who went through what we 
went through.

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We had by then some access to 
a small BX, where I found one (just 
one!) wool watch cap, which provided 
much relief to me - but the BX's were 
set up for 7/11 style sales of snacks 
and toiletries , not for re-fitting cold 
soldiers. 

Eventually, I made my way back 
to my unit, where I enjoyed warmth 
and comfort, for the first time since 
my medevac. 

But the questions remained with 
me, unanswered. Why were no pro­
visions made for providing even 
the most basic of survival gear to 
medevac'd soldiers returning to war? 
Most of us were offered the opportu­
nity to use our medical conditions to 
return to the U.S., but volunteered to 
return to the war, to finish what we all 
believed in. Why did we then have to 
rely on the kindness of church people 
and other altruistic groups to take 
care of our basic needs during our 
medical care and during the return to 
war? But for food in the dining halls , 
the only provision for our survival 
needs came from civilian donations , 
not from our Defense Department/ 
U.S. Government.

WASHINGTON , D.C. -- Oil-rich 

Venezuelan strongman Hugo Chavez 
has pulled out all the stops to protest 
the man he calls "the devil. " Well-orga­
nized anti-American crowds are dogging 
President Bush at every stop during his 
weeklong swing through Latin America. 
What Chavez and his Latin-leftist al­
lies don't realize is that rioting radicals 
clashing with security forces are nothing 
compared to what Bush left behind. He 
picked a good time to get out of town. 

Here in Washington the weather is 
cold and the politics are even colder. 
The administration is being beaten 
like a rented mule over the deplorable 
conditions in which wounded warriors 
were warehoused at Walter Reed Army 
Medical Center. Democrat detractors 
and their pliant pals in the press , out­
raged over the "surge" in Iraq, have 
been pelting the president like a pinata. 
Condoleezza Rice's most recent effort 
to launch an Israeli-Palestinian peace 
conference has crashed, and only 32 
percent approve of the job Bush is do­
ing, according to the latest Gallup num­
bers . Masters of the media are crowing 
that I. Lewis Libby, Vice President Dick 
Cheney's former chief of staff, has been 
convicted and the veep has a blood clot 
in his leg. 

Sure sounds like a good time for 
Bush to head south. Officially, the 
White House says that the purpose of 
the president's trip to Brazil, Colombia, 
Uruguay, Guatemala and Mexico -- his 
longest to the region -- is to "underscore 
the commitment of the United States to 
the Western Hemisphere and ... high­
light our common agenda to advance 
freedom, prosperity, and social justice 
and deliver the benefits of democracy in 
the areas of health, education, and eco­
nomic opportunity. " Those are certainly 
good reasons for our head of state to 
visit our southern neighbors. The only 
question: ls it too little, too late? 

Last month Bush proclaimed 2007 
the "year of engagement" with Latin 
America. And last week, before depart­
ing for the region he told the U.S. His­
panic Chamber of Commerce, "the fact 
is that tens of millions of our brothers 
and sisters to the south have seen little 
improvement in their daily lives . .. and 
this has led some to question the value 

of democracy. " All true -- but 
there's more to it than that. 

The president's critics -- like 
the Los Angeles Times -- claim 
that the administration's "fixation 
on Iraq and the Middle East has 
left Latin America, once the focus 
of Cold War conflicts, largely ig­
nored, except for U.S. insistence 
on aggressive drug-interdiction 
and free-trade policies." Yet, to a 
large extent Latin America's eco­
nomic stagnation and disaffection 
with democracy began more than 
a decade ago. 

From 1981-1989, President 
Ronald Reagan waged an un­
relenting, eight-year campaign 
of democratic transition in our 
Southern hemisphere. Despite hostility 
in Congress and the press , he engaged 
every department and agency of our 
government in the effort, and his deter­
mination paid off. Democratic elections 
swept aside despots of the right and 
left from Central America to Tierra del 
Fuego, and by 1991 Cuba was the only 
dictatorship remaining on our side of 
the world. The flood of humanity seek­
ing political freedom and economic op­
portunity across our southern borders 
slowed to a trickle. And then, so did 
American attention. 

By 1994 -- the year Hugo Chavez got 
out of jail for his role in a failed coup 
attempt -- U.S . focus on Latin America 
was practically non-existent. Dimin­
ished international aid, decreased U.S. 
military presence, reduced attention on 
building democratic institutions and 
cuts in economic re-vitalization projects 
had become commonplace throughout 
the region. When Chavez won election 
in 1998, with fewer than 36 percent of 
the electorate bothering to cast a bal­
lot, there were no alarms sounded in 
Washington's corridors of power, nor 
have there been many since. 

Regrettably, Clinton-era policies to­
ward the region have been altered little 
in the last six years, despite growing 
anti-American sentiment, increasing 
economic disruption and clear evidence 
that China, Russia and Iran have been 
moving to fill the void left by U.S. inat­
tention. "The rise of leaders like Hugo 
Chavez in Caracas, Evo Morales in La 

Paz and tl1e return of Daniel Ortega to 
Managua are the consequence of a belief 
in Washington that you can wash your 
hands of us once we hold an election. 
That's either arrogance, ignorance or 
both," an embittered Nicaraguan told 
me last week. 

He has a point. Chavez and Morales 
were both elected, and both now rule by 
decree. Ortega's return to power was the 
consequence of our State Department's 
fatally flawed attempt to create a new 
political party in Nicaragua -- a trick the 
U.S. government has never been able to 
pull off in any country. 

Whether Bush can reverse the anti­
democracy, anti-free enterprise trend 
in Latin America remains to be seen, 
but it's worth the effort. Even his op­
ponents in Congress should hope that 
he succeeds in convincing tl1e leaders 
he visits that we want individual liberty 
and economic opportunity to succeed in 
their countries. If it doesn't, we won't 
be able to build a fence high enough 
or long enough to keep out those who 
will walk here seeking what they cannot 
find at home. ~
